VETERANS 5310 FEDERAL FUNDS REQUEST

Don Bates, Executive Director – Lorain County Veterans Service Commission (VSC) said this public hearing today is a requirement as part of the request of 5310 federal monies. The ORC 5901 – Veterans Service Commission .03 – organization and duties of commission – line item (h) Establish regularly scheduled transportation for veterans to and from veterans administration medical centers whose districts the county is within, through contractual agreements or through other arrangements determined by the commission to be most cost-effective. VSC has currently provided free transportation to VA healthcare qualified veterans to Lorain Community based outpatient clinic, Wade Park Medical Center, Cleveland and now opened Parma based community outpatient clinic and also non VA medical facilities.  The VA foots the bill for this because of different needs they would have to go to other facilities. 


Commissioner Kalo said Cleveland Clinic, Mercy, EMH, etc., Mr. Bates said correct.


Commissioner Kokoski asked if the VA would give money towards transportation or insurance that would cover rides by ambulant and/or ambulances.  Mr. Bates it depends on the status of the case they could receive transportation and/or reimbursement.


Mr. Bates said they currently own 3 vehicles; 1) county owned operated 2006 Ford Econoline 350 – 12 passenger van with 143,500 miles but limited by VA to transport 8 veterans in this vehicle/day due to weight control.  This vehicle also need additional maintenance, January spent $1000 for computer and needs future repairs.

2) VA owned DAV vehicle that is on loan to operate veterans to facilities and county only pays for driver and 3) Contractual agreement with Lifecare to provide transportation to the veterans that are beyond scope of VSC. 

Mr. Bates said VSC is seeking a county wide veterans service transportation network to be expanded through NOACA specialized transportation program and looking for a 80/20 grant to provide a light weight transit wide 22 ft, 14 passenger wheelchair accessible vehicle. The letter of intend and application have been sent and waiting for approval.


Commissioner Kokoski asked if there was any public comment, there being none.


Motion by Kokoski, seconded by William to close the hearing. Upon roll call the vote taken thereon resulted as: Ayes; All.

She was asked since she lived in Oberlin and member of League of Women Voters if she would be in charge of the interviews per Chuck Mosser. She said Charles Mosser was an editor of local paper and congressman and Mr. Zieba was in charge of the republican party was one of the lead people she had to interview and he was very kind, helpful and fun to interview and head of democratic party would not let her interview him.


Don Attie, Vietnam Veteran along with other Veterans Sam Felton and Joe Horvath are on a mission.  He stated awhile back they acquired a lot of military gear; blankets, hats, coats, etc and last few months have passed it out to whomever is in need and also gave to the Catholic Charities shelter. He stated that rather than losing a lot of the stuff, they will have stand off but they would take the goods; rent a truck to Kentucky for the tornado disasters.  He said Saturday, March 10 from 11 am – 4 pm at Vietnam Veterans Memorial, Amherst they will take donations of clothes, blankets and monetary donations to pay for the mileage and gas.  This is a very heartfelt situation and want to help people that are in worse shape then we are.  They will leave Monday morning 600 miles to the State Highway Patrol and if anyone is interested please call him at 440-320-3781 or Sam at 216-469-0218.
County Administrator Cordes said he will get this posted on the county’s media sites.

 Commissioner Kokoski asked who a check would be made payable to. Mr. Felton said check to Don. Mr. Attie said they received a break from Penske, Bob Anderson – Anderson Automotive, Sheffield Village (whose brother is 1 of the 98). Commissioner Kokoski asked if the county had a vehicle. County Administrator Cordes said we can provide with mutual aid and this would qualify to offset the costs.  Mr. Attie said the medium size truck was $45-49/day now $35/day; mileage was $1.10/mile now $.10 cents/mile and insurance $19/day now $2/day.  Commissioner Kalo said it is around $400 so why not have the three commissioners split it evenly and pay for it. Commissioner Kokoski said we can pay for it ourselves, County Administrator Cordes said he is comfortable doing this through mutual aid.  Commissioner Kalo said he does not want to hold them up, just let’s get it done.

He stated this project was a promptu idea and would put the Board in a light that maybe not always agree with them or they might not agree with each other but it is good to see that the three commissioners are willing to put up their money where your mouth is to support.  County Administrator Cordes said he believes the county can pay for the whole thing, it’s just like sending EMA out. Mr. Felton said it shows that Lorain County cares about other communities.  Country Administrator Cordes said agree because sooner or  later something could happen here and we are going to be looking for help. He asked Mr. Attie & Felton to get with the Budget Director and provide paperwork.


Mr. Attie asked about St. Joes and heard Mr. Lieburger would be here today. Commissioner Kalo said they are waiting for the State.


Ken Carney, Lorain County Engineer said the Vietnam Veteran Memorial is a great site and was happy to help.  He thanked the Commissioners for awarding contract to Smith Paving for Oberlin Ave., Phase 1, which will also include 600 ft of Cooper Foster Park. This road was in desperate need and stated there has been discussion with the City of Lorain to do from 30th Street North to West Erie Avenue. He thanked the Commissioners as well because they took out a $5 million dollar bond initiative to allow cities to get projects done and pay back, but Engineer is picking up interest from mvgt.  Mr. Carney indicated that we are the 1st in the state to have such a program.
