FURTHER BE IT RESOLVED, This is to identify and formalize the roles and responsibilities during Network Readiness Assessment and in support of an application for funding to the Ohio Department of Development’s Local Government Innovation Fund. Network Readiness Assessment is designed to evaluate the current state of each county’s broadband network infrastructure to ensure that the counties are prepared to offer and receive high-quality, customer-centric shared services.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, Stark County will be fiscal agent and MUAC is considered a part hereto this resolution as follows:

MEMORANDUM OF MUTUAL UNDERSTANDING AND COLLABORATION (MUAC)

Between

STARK COUNTY 

And

CUYAHOGA COUNTY, SUMMIT COUNTY, LORAIN COUNTY, MAHONING COUNTY, TRUMBULL COUNTY, MEDINA COUNTY AND ONECOMMUNITY 

This memorandum of Mutual Understanding and Collaboration (MUAC) describes the relationship between Stark County and Cuyahoga, Summit, Lorain, Mahoning, and Trumbull, Medina counties (“the counties”). Further, this MUAC articulates our mutual objectives and agreements, and the manner in which we will work together to advance the Network Readiness Assessment (“Assessment”) being conducted by OneCommunity, a nonprofit broadband provider, on behalf of Stark County.

1. SHARED OBJECTIVES

A. We share common concerns for the financial welfare and future sustainability of our respective communities;

B. We share a desire to achieve the best practices possible in the delivery of municipal services depended upon by our residents;

C. We share a desire to deliver services to our residents in the most efficient and cost-effective manner possible; 

D. We share a mutual understanding that shared services are enabled by high-capacity broadband; and 

E. We share a desire to have among our six counties: 1) a full understanding of the existing broadband network conditions within our respective communities individually and collectively; 2) knowledge of the full range of  possibilities for coordination of services, sharing of services, and leveraging broadband networks; 3) an understanding of  the readiness, cost, benefit, and effectiveness of  coordinated, shared services and/or merged services, enabled by robust broadband networks, among our communities; and 4)  the full depth of information required to help our counties make good decisions regarding the question of our broadband networks.

2. PURPOSE 

The purpose of this MUAC is to identify and formalize the roles and responsibilities of Stark County and the six counties during the Network Readiness Assessment and in support of an application for funding to the Ohio Department of Development’s Local Government Innovation Fund. 

The Network Readiness Assessment is designed to evaluate the current state of each county’s broadband network infrastructure to ensure that the counties are prepared to offer and receive high-quality, customer-centric shared services. A data collection, assessment, and analysis methodology will used to benchmark the readiness of the counties to provide and receive shared services. The Network Readiness Assessment will also include the evaluation of current service-delivery models and identify shared-service opportunities, offered through existing service providers within their county or from the state.  The final component of the Network Readiness Assessment will include identification of human/technical resources necessary for effective uses of broadband technology.

3. THE PARTIES

The collaborative partners of the Network Readiness Assessment include: Stark County, Cuyahoga, Summit, Lorain, Mahoning, Medina, and Trumbull counties.

4. STATEMENT OF COMMITMENT

2nd PUBLIC HEARING ON CDBG


Linda Blanchette, Lorain County Community Development Department stated this is the 2nd public hearing on CDBG.  Lorain County is applying to the Ohio Department of Development (ODOD) for funding of Community Housing Improvement Program (CHIP) activities under the Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) Small Cities Program and the Federal HOME Investment Partnership Program, both federally-funded programs administered by the State of Ohio.  The CHIP Applications are due to the State by Monday, April 2, 2012.

On February 29, 2012, Lorain County conducted the first public hearing to inform citizens about the CDBG program, how it may be used, what activities are eligible, and other program requirements including a Housing Advisory Committee meetings held the same day.  The CHIP FY12 grant period is September 1, 2012 through December 31, 2014.

Lorain County is proposing to undertake the following County-wide CHIP activities for FY2012

1. Private Owner Rehabilitation - $277,500.00 from Home funds.  Approximately seven (7) homes in Lorain County will receive housing rehabilitation assistance.    Qualifying homeowners will be the owners of single-family, owner occupied structures that are in need of assistance to meet local code compliance and rehabilitation standards.  All loans will be made at a 0% interest rate with 85% forgiven over 5 years and the balance pay back deferred until the owner transfers interest in the property, or the property is rented out. 

2. Home Repair Assistance - $120,000.00 from CDBG funds.  Approximately sixteen (16) housing structures will receive home repair assistance.  Qualifying homeowners will be the owners of single-family, owner occupied structures that are in need of assistance to address one or two major health and safety items.  Rental units are not eligible for home repair assistance.  

3. Emergency Monthly Housing - $27,500.00 from CDBG funds to assist at least seven (7) low to moderate income eligible households with emergency monthly housing payments.

4. Tenant Based Rental Assistance - $15,000.00 from CDBG funds to assist low to moderate income families.  Approximately six (6) households will receive assistance.

5. Administration - $57,000.00.  Administration is requested to reimburse the County for staff time dedicated to CHIP projects to administer the grant.  The funds may also be used to retain program consultants for the grant period.

6. Fair Housing - $3,000.00 to implement the County’s Fair Housing program.

TOTAL GRANT REQUEST:  $500,000.00.

Commissioner Kalo had a conference call with CCAO Metro Affairs regards to land banking. Lucas County is up and running and Summit has reviewed theirs. He stated that Lorain and Elyria have both passed legislation and ready to move forward, he has spoken with Treasurer Talarek and looking at putting a plan together next week but running program through Port Authority.


Commissioner Kalo attended Township Association meeting and said Commissioner Williams can expound on the meeting.


Commissioner Kalo was at CCAO, Columbus last week re: to 1st time every Governor’s mid term budget also state needs to look at oil & gas permits just like the ones with wind turbines, it should not fall back on the municipalities to repair.

Tom Theado, Chair – Lorain County Bar Association said May 1 is Law Day. There will be an attorney present at each school district to discuss career opportunity; a mock trial will be at Avon Lake High School with 9th District Court of Appeals. They are also accepting essays for the award scholarship that will be presented at the luncheon at Wood & Wine, Avon, where free advice will begin from 9 – 11 am.

Mr. Theado said they are looking for office space because their lease is up in October. There have been several conversations since 2009 indicating there was no space available.  He did take a tour with Karen Davis at 1 Park landing, which is suitable space but prefer to be in the county seat, transportation center and old gas building are not feasible.  He asked about the 5th floor of justice center and the build out cost of 1 bay.  Commissioner Williams asked how much space is needed.  Mr. Theado said currently they have 972 sq ft but would prefer 1,500 sq. ft. because they have a grievance committee and need physical room and space for the files.  County Administrator Cordes said yes he has spoken with several people in the past and there was no room available and also stated that the Records Center could digitalize the records and has a facility for storage and suggested possibly the 5th floor of administration building where the community center space and sbdc center was. County Administrator Cordes stated there is some space at the Justice Center and stated that if space is provided at cost there is also some access with restrictions.

“When Columbia Township submitted their request for funding to clean a ditch on Forsythia Drive in August 2011, our office generated a rough cost estimate of $28,800.00 for the completion of the work. Since that time we have worked with The Township to obtain access to complete  survey and profile of the ditch to accurately determine the scope of work.
