Pat Metzger, Lorain County Community Development Department stated the Port Authority held the TEFRA hearing at 9:00 a.m. this 

morning and they have recommended this project which is around $420 million. This is being issued through Allen County.


Commissioner Kalo asked if the same rules apply as in Lorain County regards to prevailing wage. Mr. Metzger said there is no capital 

improvements being done.


Erin Sutton, Peck-Shaffer-Williams, LLP, Columbus bond counsel for Catholic Healthcare Partners said the bonds are being issued by 

Allen County and the 2001/2002 series for Lorain County are being supplemented. The money being spent in Lorain County is for routine capital expenses there is no major construction.


Mike Sherman, Eaton Township and Ohio Association of Pluming and Pipefitting Industry said the bond issues were issued previous 
through Lorain County because of the rating and Lorain County had inserted into all bond documents the prevailing wage language even though it was not required.  He said there are some major projects being done with CHP for Avon and Amherst and there could be money for this capital improvements and the prevailing wage would apply here even if Allen County is the issuer.  Ms. Sutton said prevailing wage is not applicable under Ohio law regards to these bonds but Lorain County has chosen to make it within their policy.  Mr. Sherman said with the last series bonds there was a list of all facilities, County Administrator Cordes said it stated where all the monies were going and at that time it was $3.5 million in Lorain County.  Mr. Sherman said he had a meeting with CHP and Sister Grossmiller and the dialogue was very good and CHP are very good partners.  He would request that the Lorain County Commissioners speak with Allen County Commissioners and put the prevailing wage requirements into the resolution. Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said resolution can make recommend with respect to Lorain County project to have included. Commissioner Kalo said Lorain County can do this but it is not required and we can not make other counties do it.

Ms. Sutton said she will put a Whereas clause in that Lorain County support labor and it is their desire to use prevailing wage for any construction with these series bonds for facilities in Lorain County. Mr. Sherman said good and he will also speak with someone in Allen County. Commissioners stated that this document can be forwarded to Allen County asking them to recommend prevailing wage as well. County Administrator Cordes said he believes that Lorain County is not the primary issuer anymore for CHP because of this prevailing wage requirement.

Mr. Sherman said also attending today is Pete Pappas Business Manager Laborers Local 758 & Lorain County Coordinator North Central Ohio Building Trades Jeff Bommer, Business Manager IBEW Local 129 & North Central Ohio Building Trades.

Commissioner Kokoski introduced the following resolution and moved its adoption:

RESOLUTION 12-223
RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE COUNTY OF LORAIN, OHIO TO APPROVE THE ISSUANCE OF HOSPITAL FACILITIES REVENUE BONDS OF THE COUNTY OF ALLEN, OHIO; AUTHORIZING SUPPLEMENT OF A CERTAIN SUBLEASE AND A CERTAIN AGREEMENT OF LEASE WITH CATHOLIC HEALTH PARTNERS AND ITS AFFILIATES, IN CONNECTION WITH THE RELEASE OF CERTAIN PROPERTY; AND AUTHORIZING OTHER DOCUMENTS IN CONNECTION WITH THE ISSUANCE OF SUCH BONDS AND SUCH RELEASE.


WHEREAS, Catholic Health Partners is a nonprofit Ohio corporation (the “Corporation”) that, through its subordinate and affiliated nonprofit corporations (the “Affiliates”), owns and operates healthcare facilities at various locations in Ohio, including Hospital Facilities, as defined in Section 140.01 of the Ohio Revised Code, in Lorain County, Ohio (the “County”) and the Corporation has determined to acquire, construct and equip certain additional Hospital Facilities located in the County (collectively, the “Local Facilities”), and has requested the County of Allen, Ohio (the “Issuer”) to issue its bonds therefor; 

WHEREAS, Chapter 140 of the Ohio Revised Code provides a procedure by which “Public Hospital Agencies,” as defined therein and including counties and municipal corporations, may enter into an agreement pursuant to which a Public Hospital Agency may issue its revenue bonds to fund the capital needs of Hospital Facilities located in the jurisdictions of each of the Public Hospital Agencies which are parties to such agreement, for the public purpose of better providing for the health and welfare of the people of the State of Ohio by enhancing the availability, efficiency and economy of Hospital Facilities and the services rendered thereby; 


WHEREAS, the Corporation has represented to the County that it has organized under a master trust indenture the financing of certain debt of the Corporation and the Affiliates, including debt incurred to fund the capital needs of the Local Facilities, and from time to time will undertake the financing and refinancing of Hospital Facilities, including the Local Facilities, thereby enhancing the availability, efficiency and economy of Hospital Facilities and the services rendered thereby in the County;

WHEREAS, the County entered into the Participating Public Hospital Agencies Agreement with the Issuer and certain additional political subdivisions (collectively with the County,  the “Participating Public Hospital Agencies”) pursuant to Section 140.03, Ohio Revised Code, on May 1, 2008 for the purposes of (a) financing and refinancing through the Issuer certain capital equipment and construction needs of the Corporation and its Affiliates, including the Local Facilities, located within the jurisdiction of the County, including the reimbursement of costs advanced for those purposes, and (b) refunding and retiring outstanding prior indebtedness incurred for such purpose;

WHEREAS, the Corporation anticipates that the Issuer will issue its Hospital Facilities Revenue Bonds, Series 2012 (Catholic Health Partners), in one or more series (the “Series 2012 Bonds”), in an amount not to exceed $420,000,000 to (a) finance and refinance the acquisition, construction and equipping of Hospital Facilities located in the jurisdiction of the  Participating Public Hospital Agencies and (b) refund and retire certain outstanding prior indebtedness, and the Issuer may, from time to time, determine to issue additional revenue bonds, in order to finance and refinance the costs of Hospital Facilities, in cooperation with the Participating Public Hospital Agencies;


WHEREAS, Section 147(f) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended (the “Code”), requires that prior to their issuance, the Series 2012 Bonds must be approved by the “applicable elected representative” (as defined in such Section 147(f) of the Code) of the Issuer and of certain political subdivisions in which Hospital Facilities will be financed, including the County;


WHEREAS, this Board of County Commissioners is the applicable elected representative of the County and a public hearing was held with respect to the issuance of the Series 2012 Bonds prior to the consideration of this resolution;


WHEREAS, this Board of County Commissioners further desires to express its support for the use of prevailing wage for any construction on the Project financed by the Series 2012 Bonds which may occur at facilities located within the County;


WHEREAS, the County has issued various Hospital Facilities Revenue Bonds (the “Prior Bonds”) to finance and refinance the costs of Hospital Facilities for the benefit of the Corporation and its nonprofit affiliates, and for the better provision of healthcare services to the residents of the County, and in connection with the issuance of such Prior Bonds, the County has entered into certain leases and subleases of Hospital Facilities with the Corporation and certain of its affiliates;


WHEREAS, Community Health Partners Regional Medical Center (“Community Health Partners”), an Ohio nonprofit corporation and affiliate of the Corporation, no part of the net earnings of which inures or may lawfully inure to the benefit of any private shareholder or individual, and which has authority to operate Hospital Facilities, has granted a leasehold interest to the County in certain of its property (the “Community Health Partners Existing Facilities”) pursuant to and as defined in the Agreement of Lease dated as of May 1, 1997, as supplemented by the First Supplement to Agreement of Lease dated as of June 1, 2011 (as supplemented, the “Community Health Partners Lease”);


WHEREAS, the County has subleased the Community Health Partners Existing Facilities and certain other hospital facilities, comprising in the aggregate the “Existing Facilities,” to the Corporation pursuant to and as defined in the Amended and Restated Sublease dated as of May 1, 2006, as amended by the First Supplement to Amended and Restated Sublease dated as of November 1, 2007, the Second Supplement to Amended and Restated Sublease dated as of March 1, 2008, the Third Supplement to Amended and Restated Sublease dated as of August 1, 2009, the Fourth Supplement to Amended and Restated Sublease dated as of August 1, 2010 and the Fifth Supplement to Amended and Restated Sublease dated as of June 1, 2011 (as supplemented and amended, the “Master Sublease”);


WHEREAS, the Corporation and Community Health Partners have requested the County, pursuant to Section 2.25 of the Master Sublease, to release a portion of the Community Health Partners Existing Facilities, which the Corporation and such Affiliate have represented are not otherwise needed for the operation of the Existing Facilities as Hospital Facilities, from the Community Health Partners Lease and the Master Sublease, so that such property may be converted to other use, and an amendment of such lease and sublease must be authorized by this Board to effect such release; and


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of County Commissioners of the County of Lorain, Ohio:


SECTION 1.  That any revenue bonds issued under the authority of the Participating Public Hospital Agencies Agreement shall not be, and are not, general obligations, debt or bonded indebtedness of the County or any Participating Public Hospital Agency and the holders or owners of such revenue bonds shall not have the right to have excises or taxes levied by the County or any Participating Public Hospital Agency for the payment of principal of, or interest or premium, if any, on such revenue bonds.  Such payment shall be made only from funds provided by the Corporation or its Affiliates.

SECTION 2.  That this Board, as the “applicable elected representative” of the County for purposes of Section 147(f) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended, hereby approves the issuance of the Series 2012 Bonds by the County of Allen, Ohio, in the maximum principal amount of $420,000,000. It is anticipated, based on information provided by the Corporation, that the proceeds of the Series 2012 Bonds will be used to (i) finance, refinance, or reimburse the costs of, the acquisition, construction and equipping of equipment, real property and improvements to Hospital Facilities, at some or all of the following locations: at (A) 450 Avon Belden Road, Avon Lake, known as Avon Lake Physicians and Rehabilitation Center; (B) 41201 and 41274 Schaden Road, Elyria, known as Community Health Partners Cancer Center; (C) 412 East River Street, Elyria, known as Elyria Mediclinic; (D) 13906 West Lake Road, Elyria, known as Primary Care of Vermillion; (E) 491 Abbe Road, Elyria, known as Occupational Health Satellite; (F) West 18th Street, Livingston Avenue, Lorain, known as Community Health Partnership; (G) 3745 Grove Avenue, Lorain, known as Primary Care of South Lorain; (H) a parking garage located at 125 West 21st Street, Lorain; (I) a warehouse located at 1050 Sunnyside, Vermillion; (J) 21st and Broadway, Lorain, known as Reidy Scanlan Building; (K) 21st and Reid, Lorain, known as St. Joseph Community Resource Center; (L) 32730 Walker Road, Avon Lake, known as Community Health Partners; (M) 221 West 21st Street, Lorain, known as Community Health Partners and East Medical Office Building; (N) 1900 West River Road, Elyria, known as Northern Ohio Imaging Center; (O) 5255 and 5275 North Abbe Road, Elyria, known as New Life Hospice; (P) 3500-3700 Kolbe Road, Lorain, known as Community Health Partners Hospital, Hospice and Offices, the initial owner, operator or manager of each of the preceding locations is the Corporation, Community Health Partners of Ohio, or an affiliate thereof; (Q) 200 West Lorain Street, Oberlin, known as Allen Memorial Hospital, Ambulance Garage and Maintenance Garage; (R) 224 West Lorain Street, Oberlin, known as Allen Medical Clinic; (S) 255 West Lorain Street, Oberlin, known as Mercy Primary Care; (T) 508 Dickson Street, Wellington, known as Medical Office Building; and (U) 576-578 North Leavitt Road, Amherst, known as Mercy Tri City Medical, the initial owner, operator or manager of each of the locations in (Q) through (U) above is the Corporation, Allen Medical Center, or an affiliate thereof; (ii) refund all or a portion of the following bonds whose proceeds were utilized to finance or refinance Hospital Facilities at locations included in (i) above: County of Lorain, Ohio Hospital Facilities Revenue Refunding and Improvement Bonds, Series 2001A (Catholic Healthcare Partners); and County of Lorain, Ohio Hospital Facilities Revenue Bonds, Series 2002A (Catholic Healthcare Partners); and (iii) pay costs of issuance of the Series 2012 Bonds.  It is anticipated that not more than $185,000,000 of the proceeds of the Series 2012 Bonds will be allocated to any one facility comprising the Project.  A portion of the proceeds of the Series 2012 Bonds will also be used to finance and refinance Hospital Facilities at locations outside the County, in the State of Ohio. 

This approval is intended to comply with the provisions of Section 147(f) of the Code, and does not constitute a finding of the Board as to the compliance or noncompliance by the Corporation or the County of Allen, Ohio with any legal requirements imposed upon them in connection with the issuance of the Series 2012 Bonds.

SECTION 3.  That at least two members of the Board of County Commissioners be and they are hereby authorized and directed to execute and enter into, on behalf of the County, (i) a Second Supplement to Agreement of Lease (the “Second Supplemental Community Health Partners Lease”) with Community Health Partners, and (ii) a Sixth Supplement to Amended and Restated Sublease (the “Sixth Supplemental Master Sublease”) with Catholic Health Partners, for the purposes stated in the preambles hereto.  Legal descriptions of the real property to be released from the Community Health Partners Lease and Sublease are attached hereto as Exhibit A.  The Second Supplemental Community Health Partners Lease and the Sixth Supplemental Master Sublease shall be substantially in the forms presented to this Board of County Commissioners and on file with the Clerk, subject to such changes, insertions and omissions as may be approved by this Board of County Commissioners, which approval shall be conclusively evidenced by the execution of such documents as aforesaid.  Solely in reliance on representations of the Corporation, it is hereby determined that the Second Supplemental Community Health Partners Lease and the Sixth Supplemental Master Sublease will promote the public purpose stated in Section 140.02, Ohio Revised Code, and the County will be duly benefited thereby.

SECTION 4.  That any member of the Board of County Commissioners, the Clerk of the Board and the County Administrator of the County be and they hereby are authorized to execute and deliver on behalf of the County such other certificates, documents and instruments in connection with the issuance and public sale of the Series 2012 Bonds and of revenue bonds issued from time to time under authority of the Participating Public Hospital Agencies Agreement, and the purposes and determinations set forth in the preambles hereto and the amendments effected by the Second Supplemental Community Health Partners Lease and the Sixth Supplemental Master Sublease, as may be required, necessary or appropriate, including but not limited to applicable elected representative approvals, lease terminations, IRS Forms 8038, and memoranda of lease and sublease.  Such documents shall be subject to such changes, insertions and omissions as may be approved by this Board of County Commissioners, which approval shall be conclusively evidenced by the execution thereof by the proper officers of the Board of County Commissioners.

SECTION 5.  That a fee of $2,500 be payable by the Corporation to the County in connection with the services rendered by the County for the purposes set forth in the preambles hereto.

SECTION 6.  That all documents and certificates, the execution and delivery of which are authorized by this Resolution, are subject to the approval of the County Prosecutor.

SECTION 7.  That the provisions of this Resolution are hereby declared to be severable and, if any section, phrase or provision shall, for any reason, be declared invalid, such declaration of invalidity shall not affect the validity of the remainder of this Resolution.


SECTION 8.  All resolutions, orders or parts thereof in conflict with the provisions of this Resolution are, to the extent of such conflict, hereby repealed.


SECTION 9.  It is found and determined that all formal actions of this Board concerning and relating to the adoption of this Resolution were adopted in an open meeting of this Board, and that all deliberations of this Board and any of its committees that resulted in such formal action, were in meetings open to the public, in compliance with the law, including Section 121.22 of the Ohio Revised Code, and the rules of this Board in accordance therewith.

This project consisted of widening to 3 lanes from the Lorain Corp. line to Abbe Road at a final construction cost of $4,799,380.00 which is being funded at $4,417,000.00 Federal American Recovery Reinvestment Act (ARRA) and the balance, Ohio Public Works Funds. 

2. Station Road from State Route 82 to Sprague Road in Columbia Township was completed in 2011.  The project consisted of roadway widening, resurfacing, and drainage improvements.  The final construction cost of the project was $1,720,900.00 which is funded at $1,714,155.00 Federal American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA) and the balance, Ohio Public Works Funds.

      The following roadways will be resurfaced under the Local Resurfacing Program for 2012:

  North Ridge Road – Baumhart Road E. to Quarry Road, Brownhelm and Amherst Townships

1. Pyle S. Amherst Road – S. Amherst Corp. North to Amherst, Amherst Township

3. Russia Road – Baumhart Road to State Route 58, Henrietta and New Russia Townships

4. Hall Road – Oberlin /Elyria Road to Oberlin/Elyria Road, Carlisle Township

5. Giles Road – Durkee Road to State Route 82, Eaton Township

6. Oberlin/Elyria Road – Oberlin Corp. to State Route 511, New Russia Township

7. Nickle Plate Diagonal Road – Parsons Road to State Route 301, Carlisle Township

8. Vermilion Road – Portman Road to Gifford Road, Brownhelm Township

    
 The estimated cost of the 2012 resurfacing program is $364,000.00 of which $214,600.00 or 59% will be funded with Ohio Public Works Funds and the balance of $149,400.00 from Motor Vehicle Gas Tax funds.

Federally Aided Projects that we expect to be completed in 2012 are as follows:

1.  The widening and rehabilitation of Island Road from the CSX Railroad to the southerly line of Eaton Township in Eaton Township was started in 2011 and will be completed in 2012,  The estimated construction cost is $1,622,000.00 which will be funded 80% federal and 20% Ohio Public Works.

2. The resurfacing of Baumhart Road from State Route 113 to Russia Road in Henrietta Township.  The estimated cost is $201,800.00 which will be funded at 80% federal and 20% Ohio Public Works funds.

3. The resurfacing of Oberlin Road from State Route 113 to Russia Road in New Russia and Amherst Townships.  The estimated cost is $640,600.00 which will be funded at 80% federal and 20% Ohio Public Works funds.

4. The widening and rehabilitation of Station Road from State Route 82 to Crocker Road in Columbia Township.  The estimated cost is $2,472,000.00 which will be funded at 80% federal and 20% Ohio Public Works funds.

5. Oberlin Avenue – Phase 1 Resurfacing from North Ridge Road to West 30th Street in the City of Lorain.  The estimated cost is $2,222,125.00 which will be funded at 80% federal and 20% City of Lorain funds. 

     Work is also continuing on engineering for future federal aided projects as follows:

1.)  Griswold Rd. Widening – Lake Ave. to Leona St. - $2,800,000 estimate

2.)  Cowley Road Rehabilitation – Crocker Road to State Route 82 - $1,674,000 estimate

3.) Oberlin Avenue Phase 2 Resurfacing – West 30th to West Erie Avenue, Lorain - $1,150,000 estimate

4.) Tower Blvd Construction – Elyria Avenue to Falbo Avenue - $4,100,000 estimate

5.) State Route 57 – Railroad to Grafton North Village limits - $4,683,000 estimate

6.) Lear Nagel Reconstruction, State Route 10 to Center Ridge Road - $7,875,000 estimate

7.) Abbe Road Widening – Elyria Corp. limits to State Route 254 - $2,456,000 estimate

  8.)  Cooper Foster Park Road Widening – State Route 58 to Oberlin Avenue –  $6,100,000 estimate

As you can see, we have a large schedule of projects which makes a good use of federal funds, OPWC funds and our bond funds for engineering.

PUBLIC COMMENT


Commissioner Williams said the Bar Association Chair looked at the 5th floor of Administration Building. There are 11 vacant offices and the Chamber has 1,506 sq. ft and would recommend them move over to by Team Lorain county and put Bar Association in Chamber’s spot. He stated the Bar Association need a lobby area and there would be no renovation cost except paint and revenue could then be generated and put towards economic development since this area was cut and the Chamber does not pay rent anyways.  Commissioner Kokoski said she sent an email to Karen Davis to see availability of the 5th floor at Justice Center. County Administrator Cordes said the 5th floor is a shell and configured for courtrooms, hvac is set and it would cost money for a build out.

Commissioner Williams said he can not see building this area out, Bar Association only needs 1,500 sq ft if it was 15,000 sq ft he would consider.  He also noted that on the 5th floor of administration building by Mike Chandler there is a conference room that could be used but then lobby area would have to be created.  Commissioner Kalo said the Bar Association does not fit on the 5th floor this is for economic development  and LCCC is part of the partnership.

Tim Lubbe, Court Administrator – Common Pleas said the Judges have asked him to speak with an Architect on the pre existing space on the 5th floor of Justice Center to place the PSI/Adult Probation here and have report back within few weeks.

Commissioner Kokoski asked him if there was money in their budget to do this. Mr. Lubbe said no but will approach the state for money.  Commissioner William said the old courthouse needs to be addressed.

Commissioner Williams said the Bar Association lease ends in October. Commissioner Kalo said Solid Waste could always move them to the recycling center.

Jeannie Motylewski, Executive Director-Lorain County Bar Association said they need a 10 x 10 lobby and conference room that holds 15-18 people and would prefer 1500 sq. ft.  Commissioner Kalo said there are several hearing rooms located on the 4th floor that are available for use by appointment.
County Administrator Cordes asked how much square footage the association has now. Ms. Motyleski said 975 but want 1500, they have over 400 attorneys as members and they are a small non profit. County Administrator Cordes said it the rent would be around $20,000/year. Ms. Motyleski said she would take that figure back to the executive committee.

Commissioner Kokoski said she would like to look at the floor plans.  Commissioner Williams said lets do this today after Stormwater meeting. Commissioner Kalo said him and Jim have a meeting at 1:30 pm with Treasurer.  Commissioner Williams asked his assistant Neil Lynch to have them take a look at the actually offices to see if this area would work for them.  Commissioner Kalo said he is not interested in moving the Chamber.
Ms. Motyleski asked the Board to call her when they are ready to view areas.
