ST. JOES CENTER, Lorain 


Mayor Chase Ritenauer said there have been concerns with the St. Joe’s facility and challenges that needed to be discussed with all stakeholders.  This presentation that will be given today was presented to Lorain Council this past Monday as well as at the meeting with the Ohio Department of Development, City of Lorain Administration, Commissioner Kalo & Kokoski, County Administrator Cordes, State Representative Lundy & Ramos, Congresswoman Manning and Matt Slayer, Valor Home. There is a proposal that is contingent upon the state approving between Lorain City, County Commissioner sand Ohio Department of Development in which each agreed to a $675,000 guarantee loan that would given an end line to the financial obligation over a 36-48 month period.

Commissioner Williams asked what the goal of the meeting was in Columbus. Mayor Ritenauer stated that rather than email and phoning back and forth a meeting was set up so all stakeholders could sit at a table and come up with a plan and the state appreciated that.

Commissioner Williams said he is offended because he was not included.  

Commissioner Kalo told Commissioner Williams that he is against this project. Commissioner Williams said he is not against St. Joes there needs to be good solution but he is also going to be a good Stewart with taxpayer’s money and he has never received a response from numerous emails that were sent.

Greg Hipp, Ohio Realty Advisors, LLC (ORA) gave a presentation on South Shore Community Development Corporation Development Plan;

Commissioner Williams asked who the debt is owned by. Mr. Doug Rangel, City of Lorain state South Shore borrowed the money but

The City, County and South Shore guaranteed debt.


Commissioner Williams asked who makes up South Shore. Mr. Hipp said they are a non profit with 9 members; 5 appointed by IRG, 3 city and 1 county. Commissioner Williams asked about taxes. Mr. Rangel said they are waiting on a ruling because it should be taxed but the landlord and tenants are non profit and are working with the Department of Taxation.  Commissioner Williams asked if the schools were ok with no tax, Mr. Hipp said they have never received anything prior and it would only be $30-40,000 because the property is not worth $6 million it is more like $1.3 million.
Commissioner Williams asked who owns the parking. Mr. Hipp said South Shore. County Administrator Cordes said the parking lot is as 50 year lease from Mercy with South Shore for $1/year.

Commissioner Kalo asked how much the VA has invested. Mr. Hipp said around $7 million they just upgraded 2 years ago. County Administrator Cordes said they also received credit for the build out. Mr. Rangel said the lease is until November 30, 2019.  Commissioner Williams asked if they would be staying because of the new facility in Parma. Mr. Rangel said discussions have been with VA and all tenants but a commitment is needed for a viable center.  
Mr. Hipp said the building is marketable but a boarded up building has a bad image and if it closes, VA has in their lease they would be

there for 6 months after, so there are costs there, it would take over $2.1 million to close the center.


Commissioner Williams said County Administrator Cordes was Chair of South Shore at one time. County Administrator Cordes said yes

Commissioner Williams asked about the income tax from VA. Mr. Hipp said it is around $120,000 to the City of Lorain.

Commissioner Kalo asked about the health and density building. Mr. Hipp said they will be moving May 2013 and it is an attractive property.  He also stated that LCCC has a 2 year lease.


Mr. Rangel said the new administration for the City wanted an accounting system for all monies in and out, identify terms of Ohio Realty Associates and what is the operation of the center and end result of a financial obligation.


Commissioner Kokoski said she would like to see the City of Lorain have some stake at the building with example; government office and/or police substation, etc., like the county has title.  

Commissioner Williams asked where the money would come from, not general fund, City has income tax dollars for a commitment and place an office there. Mayor Ritenauer said city has committed for several years with funds to this center, they have looked at centralized services of possible health department there and the income tax dollars the city receives is allocated to their general fund budget.  Mr. Rangel said these funds are to preserve the city tax budget, Commissioner Williams said need to preserve county general fund budget.

Commissioner Williams asked about the Valor Home fees. Mr. Hipp said ORA get 6% commission of sale. Commissioner Williams asked if they would consider putting this money back into the center and then get paid once profit is made. Mr. Hipp said they have 3 people sitting on the board and they are all committed and ORA is the 3rd property manager, IRG has nothing to gain there is agreement to join South Shore for the realtors experience and hired ORA to market the property. Mr. Rangel said 50% of the income tax goes towards the shortfall.

Mr. Hipp said Valor home was 4500 sq ft, LCCC expanded 7,000; Alpha Care 8,000.


Commissioner Williams asked what if the state turns down this proposal. Mr. Rangel said this has been an ongoing discussion and does not see the state rejecting because they want proposals to review to minimize obligation as well.


Commissioner Williams asked where the money would come from.  Commissioner Kokoski asked where the $675,000 would come from.

Commissioner Williams said you should have 10 years to pay and then renegotiate. County Administrator Cordes said debt has been issued for a 20 years and state has given deferred period with 0% interest.  Commissioner Kalo said 0% at $75,000/year to make whole. Mr. Rangel said the City and County has still obligated to pay the bonds.  Commissioner Kalo said above and beyond 50% split, Commissioner Williams said entire 50% pay down portion and city gets benefit. County Administrator said the VA clinic has other counties coming here so not sure if they would close.  Commissioner Kalo said this is a benefit with Jobs Ohio and Team Lorain County the numbers are up and qualify for funds.

Commissioner Williams said he asked Mike Challender, County representative to South Shore for some hard numbers to see where profit would be and Mr. Chandler said South Shore Board had to approve request. Mr. Hipp said yes a request was made from Mr. Chandler and board reviewed and did approve he could get a financial history and proforma.


Commissioner Kalo said no resolution is necessary just support from the Board on this proposal.  Commissioner Kokoski said yes said the VA and Valor Home are there and this needs to move forward to keep the center open and viable.  Mr. Rangel said this proposal was sent to the state and they are to review and get back to them.  Commissioner Williams said he is not sure would like to review the numbers.  Commissioner Kalo said it only takes 2 commissioners to approve.   Commissioner Williams said he wants to review information. Mr. Rangel said there are many payables due and Valor Home is waiting on funds but can’t continue to wait.

D. State waives requirement for payment of 25% of net sales proceeds as required by Section 3.1 of the First Amendment to the Loan Agreement and the associated Amended and Restate Promissory Note for the Valor Home sales agreement. The additional façade improvements along West 21st Street will provide Lorain County Community College a new dedicated entrance.  This becomes a necessity as two buildings on the opposite side of West 21st Street shall be demolished under the CORF and redeveloped as dedicated parking for the primary benefit of LCCC who continues to expand their footprint within St. Joe’s.

David Ashenhurst, Oberlin said this was an enlighten discussion and Commissioner Williams questions are on point but when the center is in

profit, who would get this.  Mr. Hipp said it is split; 1) pay debt; 2) capital reserves.  Mr. Ashenhurst asked why the Social Security Office never moved here. County Administrator Cordes said the federal government has to do bids under GSA. Commissioner Kalo said SSI moved to 4th & Reid $1.9 million building; the old Sisters Chicken site.  Mr. Ashenhurst said this non profit board has 5 appointed members from a profit entity and his 25 years experience in grant administration there would be not a lot of support for this at some point, City, County and IRG would have split members.  Mr. Rangel said there is public entry control. Commissioner Kalo said they are private not for profit and 2 years ago there was no staffing. County Administrator Cordes said in 2001/2002 said a director was hired for $115,000+ to take care of the center.

Commissioner Williams asked about the appointments and when he spoke with Mr. Chandler he stated he was not engaged it was just a seat.  Commissioner Williams asked that he be appointed to that Board. Commissioner Kokoski said no, you will sabotage it. Commissioner 
Williams said these are strong words, Commissioner Kokoski said if he did not want Mr. Chandler to sit on the board she would.  Commissioner Williams said he had a public records request from the news paper and he furnished this information on the presentation. Commissioner Kalo said this was a draft proposal.


Leon Mason, representative to Congressman Brown’s, Lorain Office. Mr. Mason stated that he has had discussions with the VA Clinic and they are not intending to leave in the near future. The Valor Home received $700,000 of a VA grant to purchase space.  He stated there are grant monies for energy efficient and his office is 90 degree on any given day and the Sgt of Arms lease is out of compliance, this is becoming a legal issue.  He said there are many offices located in this facility and everyone is looking for an answer.  He said everyone needs to move past the past and what is tangible for the center and move this plan forward.  
Commissioner Williams said he has uncertainty and would like to move forward but look out for taxpayers.  Mr. Mason said there are also taxpayers in the building.


Sam Felton, Vietnam Veteran-Lorain said we are all taxpayers, they have all taken an oath; let’s work together on a plan to save the facility. Commissioner Williams said it is his job to ask questions not just give a check. Mr. Felton said we are all good stewards of the money.  Commissioner Williams said he would like to see this succeed but would like the other entities to contribute, he is always being asked why the City of Lorain is always getting the money.  He stated his father was a veteran as well as he served in Air Force. Mr. Felton told Commissioner Williams that every time someone speaks of this center he always has something negative to say. He stated that the VA clinic in Lorain is viable not everyone can go to Wade Park.

Mike Beatty, Lorain said he is excited about this project, this building is over 100 years old and many things have come and gone. The Freedom House, Portage County has transition workers ready to serve the Valor Home.  He served in the Army and there are 2,000 veterans coming back home and we are all a union.  The VA offers 2 checkups per year; LCCC is located at the center so the veterans can take classes. Valor Home is ready to go but the brakes have been put in place, this is a quality of life issue this needs to move and commitments need to be made there should be a united front from the Board of Commissioners.

Don Attie, Vietnam Veteran, Lorain and fundraiser chair for Valor Home and Vietnam Veteran Memorial.  He stated him and Sam Felton were driving one day and said lets do the memorial, well it took 9 years the money was raised and memorial was built and 98 lives + were touched, then they were talking about a home for the veterans, money was raised, donations were sought location was secured and now we are waiting for the final step.  Mr. Attie said 1) flags in the front of the building need to be replaced; 2) the front building “d” in front of St. Joes needs to be torn down and maybe this would inspire others to move along – Commissioner Kalo said the City of Lorain is out for bid on this and 3) Lorain County Veterans Service Commission along with other government entities needs to be located at the center.  Commissioner Kalo said the county can not support both; it is either keep St. Joes or move Veterans Services.  Commissioner Kokoski said the county possibly could have a Veterans substation so people could fill out forms.  Mr. Attie said there needs to be a solution, time is of the essence, bills can not wait and veterans are coming home.  Commissioner Kokoski said she kept her faith, she had a dream she was in a hospital bed and it kept rolling from side to side. She versioned this took place at St. Joes, with an earthquake and it was God saying he will take care of this.  Mr. Attie said he used to receive 10-15 calls/week but with the negativity that has been in the press it only gets 1-2 calls/week regards to Valor home and donations.

Lisa Swienski, Lorain said she was born at St. Joe’s hospital, she is a Veteran and uses the VA clinic but this feels like Groundhog Day. She does not think Commissioner Williams is sabotaging for asking questions but this needs to move forward so he needs the answers.  She also stated if the courts decide on the mileage it will cost a lot more than $300,000

Joel Arredondo, Lorain City Council said this presentation was made to them the other night and the consensus was there is 100%

Mayor Ritenauer said the reality is the City is not asking for money from the Commissioners, the Commissioners and the City are in this together.  If St. Joes is boarded up this will send the wrong message and other projects will not move forward, this would affect the entire county and Lorain is the largest city.

Commissioner Williams said if this becomes profitable in 3 years, will the county be repaid.  Mayor said he would review the financial plan with the income tax but it is the city and county’s responsibility to repay this obligation. Commissioner Williams said it is not the county’s debt, he said South Shore should repay. Mr. Rangel said he could look but long time investment and revolving loan fund money was for the low interest rate and state amended the documents. He has requ4sted payment with small percentage when sold and do as a mortgage to protect the city money.


Don Attie said Commissioner William’s statement to have the City of Lorain to repay the county is ridiculous you are all in this together.


Commissioner Williams said the debt belongs to South Shore and the county should be able to get the money back because if the City’s former administration did the right thing we would not be here today. Commissioner Kalo we are responsible and City can do revolving loan but the board should proceed with intent today.


Commissioner Williams said he would like the answers to his questions.  


Commissioner Kokoski said get the answers to Commissioner Williams questions, this needs presented to the sate and this should be a unanimous board. Mr. Attie said yes, all should work together.
