NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, by the Lorain County Board of Commissioners that:

1. In accordance with Section 339.72(A)(3) of the Revised Code, Community Health Partners Regional Medical Center is hereby designated as the Lorain County Tuberculosis Control Unit, until further designation by the Board.

2. In accordance with provisions of Chapter 339 of the Revised Code, management and provision of tuberculosis treatment and expenditures of TB levy funds shall revert to the Board of Commissioners
3. The Lorain County Tuberculosis board is hereby dissolved.

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This AGREEMENT FOR TREATMENT OF TUBERCULOSIS ("Agreement") is made
to be effective as of the 1% day of February, 2012 (the "Effective Date") by and between
COMMUNITY HEALTH PARTNERS REGIONAL MEDICAL CENTER, d/b/a Mercy
Regional Medical Center, an Ohio nonprofit corporation ("Mercy") and the Board of
Commissioners of Lorain, County (the “Board"). Mercy and the Board are referred to in this
Agreement individually as a Party” and collectively as the “Parties.”

PREAMBLE

WHEREAS, the Board is mandated to provide treatment of tuberculosis in accordance
