Land Reutilization Corporation




County Administrator Cordes said there was a presentation last week on the purpose and what can be provided by a land bank in the county. Today there is are 3 resolutions 1) articles of incorporation 2) board and 3) 5% from DETRAC.  Once articles are submitted it will take a while to be approved.


Commissioner Kalo said in speaking with the Prosecutor the Commissioners can not establish the board it is co-assigned by Treasurer.
Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said in the resolution, section 4 establishes the board, it would be better to state “propose board” and delete Section 5 so when Articles of Incorporation are submitted they would not have to be amended - keep it simple. Commissioner Kalo said the Treasurer is not present today.

Commissioner Williams spoke with the Attorney General Office this morning and out of the $93 million, state will put $75 million into land banks but Lorain County will only get $2 million based on the foreclosures and the money is available with or without land bank.  Commissioner Kalo said this is changed since the original ruling. Commissioner Kokoski asked who gets the $2 million. Commissioner Williams said Lorain County and if local entities and municipalities can apply based on foreclosures. He stated the land bank can be a great tool if done correctly but his concern is that the other counties involved in the land bank have school districts support and we do not have this.  Commissioner Kalo asked why, he spoke to some of the bigger district.


John Nolan, Superintendent, Lorain County JVS said he would extend this discussion this Friday at 8 am when all the Superintendents meet at JVS for their monthly meeting.  He said he is speaking on behalf of JVS and the land bank would be a great value to community development, there are many blighted areas all over this county and is a burden to all. He is a resident of Huron County and has approached their Commissioners to do a land bank and transportation issues.  He said the infrastructure in this county and some point we need to repurpose the land within the city limits to make infrastructure better and also all the closed factories need to be repurposed and attract new economic development.

Commissioner Williams said he received an email from Amherst City School Superintendent since he was unable to attend and wanted to make all aware that the district is opposed in losing $30,000 and at a time with many reductions they can’t afford to loose additional revenue”

Commissioner Williams was also contacted by Mayor Smith, City of Avon and he is against participation.  
Commissioner Williams said municipalities would have to pass resolutions. Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said yes if they want to participate in program.


Commissioner Williams asked about DETRAC funds, they have to consent, Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said no. Commissioner Kalo said under ORC, Lorain County Land bank can set resolutions and rates.

Mr. Nolan said JVS would lose $21,000 and they are going to be back on November ballot but he believes the benefits outweigh the lose of these funds, in their scenario it puts people to work and as President Elect Team Lorain County this helps to sell blighted neighborhoods, it does not hurt.

Commissioner Kokoski asked if the Lorain County Realtors Association would like to speak on the appreciation/depreciation of property and having a land bank to get rid of these unsightly structures would eventually reduce the supply and increase the demand which she in turn will cause the property values to increase.  They said not at this point.


Commissioner Williams said $2 million will only demo about 100 homes. Commissioner Kokoski said this can be done annually with DETRAC or borrow money to continue, this will not happen over night but we will prevail. 

Commissioner Kalo said this is not a quick fix it is a long term issue which needs addressed due to the economy and changes are not comfortable people want to agree/disagree and we get elected to come up with the best way to use the Ohio Revised Code to promote the communities and have spoke about this a couple of years and don’t see anywhere short/long term that it won’t have a major impact on communities and it is a small amount of money overall and the highest year ever for delinquent real estate tax was at $679,000 and last week figures were based on a 10 year average and this is where the $600,000 budget was composed. He stated when foreclosure go down, the budget will decrease so less delinquent taxes paid to the schools and districts it effects and thinks that we need to do this for a healthier Lorain County, it will improve housing value, clean up blighted neighborhoods and stabilize neighborhoods and in long term it will help school and communities grow.

Commissioner Williams said that Mayor Smith, Avon could handle this themselves, they tear down and put liens on properties and off last year’s numbers the city and school would loose around $110,000.  

Commissioner Williams said he is not against receiving money from the state but details are needed. He would expand the board.  Commissioner Kalo said the County Treasurer and Lorain Mayor are not present for input and they are on this board.  Commissioner Williams said there is a majority of that board sitting here right now and he would like to see the board at 7 members with someone from Lorain County Realtors Association that is actually involved in real estate today and understand commercial and residential laws and president of Township Association or his/her designee.


Commissioner Kokoski said she spoke with Administrator Cordes and Treasurer Talarek and the original board is only 2 commissioners and treasurer and suggested that it be expanded to 5 for a working board then at a later date the board could expand to 7.  Commissioner Williams said the procedures and policies of this board should have someone with real estate experience. Commissioner Kokoski said she does have real estate experience. Commissioner Williams said he understands that Commissioner Kokoski has real estate background but has been out of it for awhile and there are new laws and not to disrespect her but would like to see someone that is active. Commissioner Kalo asked Commissioner Williams if he was offering to take his seat off the board and give to Commissioner Kokoski since you want someone else in the real estate seat. Commissioner Williams said no, Commissioner Kokoski could be on the board if expanded to 7 and members would be President Township Association, 3 Commissioners, Treasurer, Realtor and City of Lorain Mayor.  Commissioner Kalo said by law it has to be 2 Commmissioners, Treasurer and Mayor of largest city. Commissioner Kokoski said last week Commissioner Williams wanted Elyria Mayor Brinda and Township Association. Commissioner Williams said he always wanted Township Association and looked at numbers and the whole township association is equal to the City of Elyria and ORC states if a township has 10,000 residents they are on this board and with future growth in townships this would be best suited to have someone.  Commissioner Kalo said he had no problem with someone from townships but should be largest township and code calls for 10,000 residents and Carlisle Township would be the closet township and specific terms need set because Commissioners, Treasurer and Mayor have specific terms but if an association president changes annual with maximum up to serving 2 years.  
Commissioner Williams said at the last Township Association meeting he spoke with the Trustees and they would like the Association president serve and this would benefit all townships.

Rob Scheitauer, Elyria Township Trustee said he would like the Township Association to vote on this if they would be involved. Commissioner Williams said if county land bank, townships would be involved.  Mr. Scheitauer said the President of the Association is elected annually. Commissioner Kalo said in the ORC it states the township with population of 10,000 would have a seat, Carlisle Township is the closet to this number and he would suggest to lower it to 7,500. The land bank board would pick the members and terms, he believes this would be hard to have the President of the association since it changes annually and would suggest that it be Carlisle Township and they could elect someone to sit and be the liaison to the association, just like Stormwater, etc.  Mr. Scheitauer said personally the township residents should be involved and would like the association to decide. He asked what the estimate was for demo. Commissioner Kalo said the land bank has not convened and all input from communities need to be addressed how they want it in their community, Elyria has commercial, Lorain has residential but today is just the ability to have the Treasurer go forward with Articles of Incorporation.  He said the land bank can not tell entities how to handle their programs, this is what is available to the land bank, just as brownfield money for redevelopment, application for EPA green funds and various other funds, land bank is just a start of corporation. Once Articles are filed, land bank will have designated members to decide.  Mr. Scheitauer said the high estimates to demo were $10-15,000, Commissioner Kalo said he heard average was $8,000.  
Mr. Scheitauer asked about the printout of 1st quarter, is this what the township would pay or receive. Commissioner Kokoski said this is the money the entities would not receive. Commissioner Kalo said it is on penalties and interest which is currently 5% and example $100, $5 stays in detrac (split between Prosecutor/Treasurer) and $5 would go into land bank, no real property gets touched.
Commissioner Kalo said in Sheffield Village last year they received $2100; there was $804 received in TIF area in 1st collection but did not receive anything in 2nd collection because it was already paid, so numbers are based on most delinquent property taxes last year.
Commissioner Williams said info was at last weeks’ meeting, he made the chart, Commissioner Kalo said it was an average of 10 yr.


Mr. Scheitauer wanted to thank the Dog Warden for finding his daughter a puppy, she loves it and they do a good job.


Commissioner Kokoski said last week there was a PowerPoint presentation and it is their hope when a house is demolished the City will determine what will be done with the property; it could be dived between property owners, make a park, community garden, redevelop, the cities have options we are just another option for everyone to use.

Commissioner Williams asked about expanding the board; have township and real estate association, 3 commissioners and treasurer. Commissioner Kalo said he is comfortable where Commissioner Kokoski is and bringing in Elyria Mayor Brinda 
Commissioner Kokoski said just because she does not hold her real estate license does not mean she is not active as far as properties; she has acquired, sold and rented property to this date and she is purchasing a short sale house. She said this was an opportunity to have all 3 commissioners on the board and if he is going to say she does not have enough real estate background, then she will say it will be her and Ted on board. Commissioner Williams said he has to do what she says or he is out, Commissioner Kokoski said she is not saying this, you just brought this up today and this has not been discussed and every week there is something new you bring up. Commissioner Williams said this was presented last week for the first time and doing his job he did research. Commissioner Kalo said no offense, but discussions have been held regards to the land bank since he has been in office. Commissioner Williams said this was not on the agenda until 3 pm yesterday. Commissioner Kokoski said this was discussed last week and asked to be placed on the agenda. Clerk Upton said it was on the agenda except the resolutions were not received until late.


David Ashenhurst, Oberlin said he supports Commissioner Williams’s idea for other 2 entities involved and suggest these two bodies nominate someone. Commissioner Kokoski said Carlisle Township should nominate. Mr. Ashenhurst said no it should be Township association that votes. Commissioner Kalo said the land bank has to set up the board and term limits and it is up to the board which 2 of the other members are not present.

Kimberly Guehler, S. Amherst on behalf of Realtors Association and their doors are always open for input. Commissioner Kalo said there is ability to have alternates on the board for the Treasurer and 1 Commissioner and meetings are open.  County Administrator Cordes said the regulations also call for any number of non voting ex-officio members.


Commissioner Kalo said today’s resolutions, are intentions of the Commissioners because Lorain Mayor and Treasurer are not present, but Articles of Incorporation need approved. Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said Section 4 needs to state how many members and Section 5 needs to be deleted.  County Administrator Cordes said the initial resolutions were left open with members only members identified by code were inserted.  
Commissioner Kokoski said 5 members; 3 commissioners, Treasurer and Lorain Mayor and then the land bank could increase the board

WHEREAS, division (A) of Section 5722.02 of the ORC authorizes a county to elect to adopt and implement the procedures set forth in 5722.02 to 5722.15 of the ORC to facilitate the effective reutilization of nonproductive land situated with its boundaries; and


WHEREAS, division (A) of Section 1724.04 of the ORC authorizes a County that has a population of more than sixty thousand as of the most recent decennial census and that elects to adopt and implement the procedures set forth in 5722.02 to 5722.15 of the ORC to organize a county land reutilization corporation for the purpose of exercising the powers granted to a county under Chapter 5722 of the ORC; and


WHEREAS, Lorain County had a population over sixty thousand as of the year 2010, the year of the most recent decennial census; and


WHEREAS, the Board of Lorain County Commissioners (“the Board”) has determined that the current economic conditions in the County and the conditions of the real estate market in the County, including, but not limited to, the foreclosures for mortgage and tax payment delinquencies, are such as to necessitate the adoption and implementation of the procedures set forth in Sections 5722.02 to 5722.15 of the ORC to facilitate the effective reutilization of nonproductive land situated within its boundaries; and


WHEREAS, division (B) of Section 5722.02 of ORC permits a county that adopts a resolution under division (A) of such section to cause to be organized a county land reutilization corporation under Chapter 1724 of the ORC to act on behalf of and cooperate with the county in exercising the powers and performing the duties of a county with respect to land reutilization under chapter 5722 of the ORC; and


WHEREAS, the Board now desires to adopt a resolution under division (A) of Section 5722.02 of the ORC, adopting and implementing the procedures set forth in Sections 5722.02 to 5722.15 of the ORC to facilitate the effective reutilization of nonproductive land situated in Lorain County; and


WHEREAS, in furtherance of the implementation of an effective land reutilization program and in accordance with division (B) of Section 5722.02, the Board also desires to organize a County land reutilization corporation under Chapter 1724 of the ORC to act on behalf of and cooperate with the County in exercising the powers and performing the duties of a County under Chapter 5722; and


WHEREAS, the Board hereby finds and determines that all formal actions relative to the adoption of this resolution were taken in an open meeting of this Board and in full compliance with applicable legal requirements, including Section 121.22 of the ORC;


NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Lorain County Board of Commissioners:


SECTION 1:  That the Board, in accordance with Section 5722.02(A) of the ORC hereby finds and determines that the existence of nonproductive land within the County is such as to necessitate the implementation of a county land reutilization program to foster the return of such land to tax revenue generating status or the devotion to public use.


SECTION 2:  The Board hereby elects to adopt and implement the procedures set forth in Sections 5722.02 to 5722.15 of the ORC to facilitate the effective reutilization of nonproductive land within Lorain County.


SECTION 3:  In furtherance of the implementation of a land reutilization program for the County, the Board hereby authorizes and directs that a County Land Reutilization Corporation be organized under Chapters 1724 and 1702 of the ORC and hereby authorizes and requests the County Treasurer to incorporate the Corporation in accordance with Section 1724.04 of the ORC by the execution and filing of its initial articles of incorporation.


SECTION 4:  The Board hereby establishes the initial Board of Directors for the County Land Reutilization Corporation consisting of the following members:

WHEREAS, the Treasurer of Lorain County, Ohio (the "County Treasurer"), pursuant to and in accordance with Section 321.341 of the Ohio Revised Code, may make special advances  authorized in Section 321.341 of the Ohio Revised Code (the "Special Tax Advances") from the collections of current late and delinquent taxes and the proceeds of current year delinquent tax collection anticipation notes (the "DTANs") to provide base funding to the Lorain County Land Reutilization Corporation (respectively, the "Base Funding" and the "Corporation") in the form of the penalties and interest on such current late and delinquent taxes and assessments upon their collection (the "P&I Collections") and in an annual estimated amount of, but not exceeding in any event, $800,000.00 (the "Maximum Base Funding Amount");

WHEREAS, in order to (i) more  accurately estimate, more efficiently provide321.261more economically collect and distribute Base Funding to the Corporation, up to, but not exceeding, the Maximum Base Funding Amount for its fiscal years 2012 and 2013, (ii) eliminate the need for the issuance by Cuyahoga County, Ohio (the "County") of DTANs and (iii) save the Corporation the costs of issuance of the DTANs and the payment of interest thereon by the Corporation, the Corporation has asked the County Treasurer,  pursuant to division (B) of Section 321.261 of the Ohio Revised Code, request that this Board of Commissioners, authorize; enact an pursuant to civilian (B) of Section 321.241 of the Ohio Revised Code . .an additional five percent (5%) deduction from all collections of delinquent real property personal property and manufactured and mobile home taxes and assessments (hereafter, the "Additional DRETAC Fee") to be deposited in the delinquent tax and assessment collection fund (the "DRETAC Fund") and, subject to the limitation hereinafter provided through the Maximum Base Funding Amount, transferred in part or in whole to the Corporation as part of its Base Funding in lieu of P&I Collections otherwise generated from the Special Tax Advances made with DTAN Proceeds; provided, however, that the aggregate amount

transferred to the Corporation in any fiscal year from the DRETAC Fund and the county land reutilization fund created and maintained under Section 321.263 of the Ohio Revised Code (the "County Land Reutilization Fund") shall not exceed the Maximum Base Funding Amount;

WHEREAS, pursuant to subdivision (B) of Section 321.261 of the Ohio Revised Code, the County Treasurer has communicated to one or more members of this Board of Commissioners a request to consider the authorization, enactment and designation of the Additional DRETAC Fee; and

WHEREAS, the Board of Commissioners, acknowledges and finds that continuing provision through the County of the annual Base Funding of the Corporation in an amount equal to, but not exceeding, the Maximum Base Funding Amount is in the best interests of the County and that this Maximum Base Funding be subject to annual review and is necessary for the Corporation achieve its mission and public purposes of, among others, alleviating the slum and blight of vacant, abandoned and foreclosed properties within the County and the negative consequences which certain national real estate practices and the recent recession have inflicted on the local real estate markets, and therefore the Board of Commissioners desires to authorize, enact and designate the Additional DRETAC Fee in lieu of P&I Collections otherwise generated from the Special Tax Advances made with DTAN Proceeds, subject to the provisions of this Resolution;


NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Lorain County Board of Commissioners:

SECTION 1. Additional DRETAC Fee. Pursuant to and in accordance with Section 321.261(B) of the Ohio Revised Code and subject to the other provisions of this Resolution, the Lorain County Board of Commissioners hereby authorizes, enacts and designates the Additional DRETAC Fee in the amount of five percent (5%) to be applied on all collections of delinquent real property, personal property and manufactured and mobile home taxes and assessments solely for the use of the Corporation as part of its Base Funding, commencing immediately upon the effective date of this Resolution and continuing through triennially at the Commissioners organization meeting.
SECTION 2. 'Maximum Base Fund*. Notwithstanding the provisions of Section 1 of this Resolution, the aggregate amount transferred to the Corporation from the DRETAC Fund and the Land Reutilization Fund in any single fiscal year of
the Corporation shall not exceed $800,000.00 (the "Maximum Base Funding Amount).
SECTION 3. Deposit and Appropriation of Additional DRETAC Fee. All amounts constituting the Additional DRETAC Fee shall be deposited in the DRETAC Fund, and such amounts upon their deposit in such fund, subject to the provisions of Section 2 hereof, are hereby appropriated for the sole use of the Corporation and shall be disbursed to the Corporation upon warrant of the Auditor of the County (the "Auditor").

SECTION 4. Delivery to County Treasurer and County Auditor. The Clerk is hereby instructed to transmit a copy of this Resolution upon its execution by the Board of Commissioners  and the Clerk to the County Auditor and the County Treasurer.

Said section and acknowledgement are as follows:
FRAUD REPORTING & VIOLATION OF MISUSE –

WHISTLEBLOWER PROTECTION

Fraud Reporting – ORC 117.103(B)(1)

A. The Auditor of State has established and maintains a system for the reporting of fraud, including misuse and misappropriation of public money, by any public office or public official. The system allows Ohio residents and the employees of any public office to make anonymous complaints through a toll-free telephone number, the auditor of state’s web site, or the United States mail to the auditor of state’s office. The auditor of state shall review all complaints in a timely manner.

The Auditor of State also keeps a log of all complaints filed under this section, which is a public record under section 149.43 of the Revised Code. The log shall include the date the complaint was received, a general description of the nature of the complaint, the name of the public office or agency with regard to which the complaint is directed, and a general description of the status of the review by the auditor of state. If section 149.43 of the Revised Code or another statute provides for an applicable exemption from the definition of public record for the information recorded on the log, that information may be redacted.

B.
(1) A public office shall provide information about the Ohio fraud-reporting system and the means of reporting fraud to each new employee upon employment with the public office. Each new employee shall confirm receipt of this information within thirty days after beginning employment. The auditor of state shall provide a model form on the auditor of state’s web site to be printed and used by new public employees to sign and verify their receipt of information as required by this section. The Auditor of State shall confirm, when conducting an audit under section 117.11 of the Revised Code, that new employees have been provided information as required by this division.

(2) On the effective date of this section, each public office shall make all its employees aware of the fraud-reporting system required by this section.

(3) Divisions (B)(1) and (2) of this section are satisfied if a public office provides information about the fraud-reporting system and the means of reporting fraud in the employee handbook or manual for the public office. An employee shall sign and verify the employee’s receipt of such a handbook or manual.

In 2003 The Auditor of State created the fraud hotline. The hotline was established as a way for all Ohioans to report potential fraud throughout government.

Recently passed, Ohio House Bill 66, effective May 4, 2012, made changes to the Auditor of State’s fraud hotline and requires employers to notify their employees of the hotline. Please see below the methods for filing a complaint.

Violation or Misuse – Whistleblower Protection – ORC 124.341

A. If an employee in the classified or unclassified civil service becomes aware in the course of employment of a violation of state or federal statutes, rules, or regulations or the misuse of public resources, and the employee’s supervisor or appointing authority has authority to correct the violation or misuse, the employee may file a written report identifying the violation or misuse with the supervisor or appointing authority. In addition to or instead of filing a written report with the supervisor or appointing authority, the employee may file a written report with the office of internal auditing created under section 126.45 of the Revised Code or file a complaint with the auditor of state’s fraud-reporting system under section 117.103 of the Revised Code.

If the employee reasonably believes that a violation or misuse of public resources is a criminal offense, the employee, in addition to or instead of filing a written report or complaint with the supervisor, appointing authority, the office of internal auditing, or the auditor of state’s fraud-reporting system, may report it to a prosecuting attorney, director of law, village solicitor, or similar chief legal officer of a municipal corporation, to a peace officer, as defined in section 2935.01 of the Revised Code, or, if the violation or misuse of public resources is within the jurisdiction of the inspector general, to the inspector general in accordance with section 121.46 of the Revised Code. In addition to that report, if the employee reasonably believes the violation or misuse is also a violation of Chapter 102., Section 2921.42, or Section 2921.43 of the Revised Code, the employee may report it to the appropriate ethics commission.

B.
Except as otherwise provided in division (C) of this section, no officer or employee in the classified or unclassified civil service shall take any disciplinary action against an employee in the classified or unclassified civil service for making any report or filing a complaint as authorized by division (A) of this section, including, without limitation, doing any of the following:

1.
Removing or suspending the employee from employment;

2.
Withholding from the employee salary increases or employee benefits to which the employee is otherwise entitled;

3.
Transferring or reassigning the employee;

4.
Denying the employee promotion that otherwise would have been received.

5.
Reducing the employee in pay or position.

C.
An employee in the classified or unclassified civil service shall make a reasonable effort to determine the accuracy of any information reported under division (A) of this section. The employee is subject to disciplinary action, including suspension or removal, as determined by the employee’s appointing authority, for purposely, knowingly, or recklessly reporting false information under division (A) of this section.

D.
If an appointing authority takes any disciplinary or retaliatory action against a classified or unclassified employee as a result of the employee’s having filed a report or complaint under division (A) of this section, the employee’s sole and exclusive remedy, notwithstanding any other provision of law, is to file an appeal with the state personnel board of review within thirty days after receiving actual notice of the appointing authority’s action. If the employee files such an appeal, the board shall immediately notify the employee’s appointing authority and shall hear the appeal. The board may affirm or disaffirm the action of the appointing authority or may issue any other order as is appropriate. The order of the board is appealable in accordance with Chapter 119. of the Revised Code.

E.
As used in this section:

1.
“Purposely,” “knowingly,” and “recklessly” have the same meanings as in section 2901.22 of the Revised Code.

2.
“Appropriate ethics commission” has the same meaning as in section 102.01 of the Revised Code.

3.
“Inspector general” means the inspector general appointed under section 121.48 of the Revised Code.
