Commissioner Kokoski moved, seconded by Williams. Clerk called for discussion.

Commissioner Williams said on March 20 there was a proposal from City of Lorain was slightly different that was submitted to the State. Mr. Doug Rangel, Director – Lorain Development Corporation said it the presentation that was given to the City and the County was submitted to the State of Ohio. Commissioner Williams said some slides varied, Mr. Rangel said could but the actual structure of proposal was the same. Commissioner Williams sent an email to City of Lorain asking to be a guarantee on the loan if the City fees strongly on this proposal and he questioned the number he thinks is over optimistic and asked if his proposal was presented. Mr. Rangel said no but the Mayor sent an email with his response.

Commissioner Williams said in 2010, the South Shore Community Development Corporation Board felt the St. Joe’s project was no longer sustainable and decided to do a control shut down. The board sent out notifications to the tenants, which would have allowed the VA Clinic to move into a single floor facility in Sheffield Village; a building that previously was occupied by a Super Kmart (drawings for the facility are complete and sitting on a shelf).

The VA Clinic had plans to expand the services offered in Lorain County and expand their square footage from 21,000 SQFT to 35,000 SQFT.  Our veterans would have received a facility that they deserved, and our local government would have received additional property taxes from the privately owned facility.

Instead, politicians declared operation “Save St. Joe’s” in 2010.  They made promises to a real estate developer that they could not keep, and declared that they “saved” St. Joe’s after the State of Ohio agreed to forgive South Shore’s $1.35 Million loan, while local tax payers invested an additional $400,000 into this project.

Two years and $1.75 Million later, operation Save St. Joe’s is back in front of Board of County Commissioners.  We are being asked to support a plan that requires an additional investment of $1.3 Million of local tax dollars and debt forgiveness from the State of Ohio of $1.05 Million to “Save” St. Joe’s. 

The proposal is the same blue print that the previous South Shore Community Development Corporation board developed of leasing 45,000 sq-ft to make the center sustainable.  The managing group believes they need at least $10 a square foot and is offering no build out capital to new tenants.  I find the investment risky and their plan overly optimistic at best.  But the huge red flag was when both groups (ORA and the Mayor of Lorain), who support the idea of investing additional taxpayer dollars to save St Joe’s and claim the center will be profitable by 2015, will not invest private funds or general fund dollars, nor provide a guarantee to the County to repay the County $450,000 if South Shore defaults. 

He understands his decision may be unpopular with some and that, politically, it would be easier to support this resolution requiring the investment of additional taxpayer dollars.  He hopes that he will be proven wrong and that South Shore will be successful. But as a budget authority for the entire county, he can’t support this resolution when he believes the proposal presented to ODOD is flawed and offers no repayment to the taxpayers of Lorain County.  

He said today there are county service department that are requesting additional monies, the Coroner had 38 autopsies thus far compared to 16 last year at this time and will have shortfall next quarter. There are issues with clerk of Courts, need additional revenue and there are multiply departments asking for revenue to meet the year’s problem and counties’ facilities are in disrepair and it looks like this proposal will go through and he looks forward to future discussions with his fellow Commissioners on the County budget and how they plan on paying this.

Commissioner Kokoski said Commissioner Williams has stated this is a risky investment but she is going to read what Lorain Mayor Ritenauer said “this is not a decision whether or to invest or not invest it is a decision about what do we want to spend the dollars that are obligated and in guarantee of this project”. We have to pay the money back one way or the other and in her opinion it is better to put it towards St. Joes to keep it alive and viable rather than paying the money back to the state and watch St. Joes’ close down and the payment we will get in return is that the center will stay open for all the citizens of Lorain County; VA Clinic, College and other services that are in the building and would hate to have a big empty building in the gateway of downtown Lorain and succeed and she will support this project, support has never waivered.

Commissioner Williams said where the Mayor’s misses the point. He is not saying can’t do project but Mayor receives money from income tax from VA, etc and Mayor states we are all in this together but the City is doing a revolving loan and if they truly believe the project will be successful he does not see an issue with them being the guarantee. He is asking to have the taxpayers be repaid because the debt is South Shore, not ours

Commissioner Kalo said intend was to do a loan to South Shore for operation and pay down based on the State of Ohio release guarantee on money that was invested and give a write off at the end which saves roughly $1/4 million on pay off because we are still on the hook regardless of where it goes too


Commissioner Williams said the proposal was not that going to City of Lorain it was operation to South Shore if this was discussed earlier than a different proposal could be submitted and as is today it gives money to South Shore for operations with no guarantee and with the numbers that were presented don’t think a profit will be turned until 2015 and hopes he is wrong and would love to see it work but looking at $17-18 shortfall.
