Sue Doue, Henrietta Township request the Commissioners to reconsider their proposal for St. Joes community center, Lorain.  She has a petition signed by members of the Tea Party that were present at a breakfast last Saturday in Amherst.  There was no time to implement a full blown petition drive on this issue or they would have done a county wide thing.  She said in the outcome of the last sales tax increase proposal may serve as a reminder and according to Lorain Journal on Wednesday, November 9, 2011 “sales tax failed more than 2-1 with 51,544 against and 29,472 for, according to unofficial election results for the county of Lorain.  It is a very sad day in Lorain County, said Lorain County Commissioner Ted Kalo”. The tax was introduced by Commissioners earlier this year to stab off a projected $2.5 million dollar deficit in the 2012 county budget and county department heads should prepare for layoffs within their offices, Kalo said”. This was just 6 short months ago and she has read the proposal, have viewed PowerPoint presentation and wish she would have heard the commissioners comments in between because it would have raised awareness dramatically.  She understands within proposal that it commits taxpayers to repay $675,000 and committing City of Lorain another $675,000 a guarantee pay and state forgive balance if payments made on time and also within presentation there is about $900,000 in additional non repayment grant money. 
Commissioner Kalo said the $675,000 said this has to be paid it is from past boards, nothing we can do but the State on the proposal that was sent from City of Lorain presented PowerPoint.  He said the county is not giving any operation money to South Shore other than the Title Company in which the county owns as rent.  Ms. Doue said the county will not give $450,000 and not borrowing $250,000, Commissioner Kalo said this was a proposal the $450,000 is to add to operation and State to forgive the $675,000 as a trade off.  Commissioner Kokoski said rather than just giving it to the state we are giving it to St. Joes and state will forgive rest.
Commissioner Williams said in the proposal there was $1.35 million split between City of Lorain and County of Lorain, City was given $450,000 to South Shore and repayment $150,000 to state and the County giving $300,000 to South Shore and $150,000 to State so county and city invest $900,000 and state forgive rest and another loan t o state $250,000 for façade, so $1.15 million dollars invested vs State get payment of $1.35 million. Ms. Doue said it is convoluted and asked what we are getting for investment because the state and municipalities basically we are being drained of economic energy because tax dollars are being forked over into projects that we are getting no reimbursement for and then we have county and cities have no money to finish the year with big deficit and then this is when you tax the people to continue to do business. She asked how did business every get along without tax dollars, it does not matter how much is being taxed because money collected is not going where it is suppose to be. The dogs for Sheriff Office is for the whole county, this is great but we are asking to be helped out, back up and look at other options. Commissioner Kokoski said the option is if they county does not help St. Joes and it closes we will have to pay all money and City of Lorain will have to pay to demolish and lose money in income tax. Commissioner Williams said there is grant money to tear down the facility.  Commissioner Kokoski said the next step is to see what the state approves. Ms. Doue said taxpayers have to be aware of where the money goes before you vote for anything think about it.  Commissioner Kokoski said if the state approves with keeping St. Joes it will be a stainable building, Veterans have invested. Commissioner Kalo said the northern part of the property is Health and Density and when they relocate this property will become the most attractive with 25-30,000 feet and South Shore has lost money by only changing $3/sq ft when it cost at least $10/sq ft to operate. Commissioner Kokoski said she understands why Ms. Doue was upset but now she has all the factual numbers. Ms. Doue said this is a very convoluted situation, they ask the commissioners to take a minute, back up it is worth to sink more money into this building or funds can be better used somewhere else.

Joe Thayer, Lorain asked Commissioner Williams about renovation to Lorain County Historical Society. Commissioner Williams said it was around $1.5 million in private money

Mr. Thayer asked about #5 under board correspondence – American Community Developers Inc., MI regards to Midview Crossing, Elyria. Clerk stated this is just a remodel of existing apartments, county Administrator Cordes said we have no involvement it is just notification. Commissioner Kokoski said the Clerk will give you a copy.
Mr. Thayer said in regards to St. Joes, this is not a labor endorsement he is here as a citizen and supports the board and feels strong, there is a lot on the table and a lot of people where together in saving this building and the Veterans are worth it, without them we would not be here they have fought for our freedom and there is no price to be placed.  He stated the VA, Brecksville has closed and there are over 25,000 veterans in this county, they would have to go to Wade Park and there are many that do not have transportation. Ms. Doue said she does not dispute Vets.  Mr. Thayer said whatever he can do he will do and yes taxpayer money needs to have an eye kept on it but this is worth the money.

Commissioner Williams said St. Joes is not a Veterans issue in 2010 an eviction notice was sent out and the VA had another location in the old Kmart building in Sheffield Village and this would be a central location.  He believes the clinic will stay in this county, which is most important and they deserve a facility and will work with St. Joes and wait to hear back from the state and hope to get reimbursement like the City will receive but everyone’s point is valid.
