RESOLUTION NO. 12-351
RE:
PROVIDING FOR THE ISSUANCE AND SALE OF A BOND IN THE PRINCIPAL AMOUNT OF $5,280,000 TO PAY COSTS OF CONSTRUCTING A SALT STORAGE FACILITY AND IMPROVING HIGHWAYS, ROADS, STREETS AND BRIDGES LOCATED IN THE COUNTY, TOGETHER WITH ALL NECESSARY APPURTENANCES THERETO.


WHEREAS, pursuant to Resolution No. 12-144 adopted by this Board on February 29, 2011, the Outstanding Note (as defined in Section 1) was issued to pay costs of constructing a salt storage facility and improving highways, roads and bridges located in the County, together with all necessary appurtenances; and


WHEREAS, this Board finds and determines that the County should issue the Bond (as defined in Section 1) to retire, together with other funds available to the County, the Outstanding Note and to pay costs of the issuance of the Bond; and


WHEREAS, the County Auditor as fiscal officer of this County has certified to this Board that the estimated life or period of usefulness of the Improvement (as defined in Section 1) is at least five years and the maximum maturity of the Bond is 20 years; and


WHEREAS, the County Treasurer desires to purchase the Bond as an investment of the County’s inactive moneys, and the County Treasurer has determined that the Bond would represent less than 25% of the County’s total average portfolio of investments; and


WHEREAS, the County Treasurer under such circumstances is permitted to purchase, upon a majority affirmative vote of the County Investment Advisory Committee (as defined in Section 1) supporting such action, the Bond as an investment of the County’s inactive moneys; and


WHEREAS, the County Investment Advisory Committee has, by a majority affirmative vote, determined to support the purchase of the Bond by the County Treasurer as an investment of the County’s inactive moneys; 


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of County Commissioners of Lorain County, Ohio, that:


Section 1.  Definitions and Interpretation.  In addition to the words and terms defined elsewhere in this resolution, unless the context or use clearly indicates another or different meaning or intent:


“Authorized Denominations” means the denomination of $5,000 or any integral multiple thereof. 


“Board” means the Board of County Commissioners of the County.


“Bond Register” means all books and records necessary for the registration, exchange and transfer of the Bond as provided by this resolution.


“Bond Registrar” means the County Auditor, as the initial authenticating agent, bond registrar, transfer agent and paying agent for the Bond and until a successor Bond Registrar shall have become such pursuant to the provisions of this resolution and, thereafter, “Bond Registrar” shall mean the successor Bond Registrar.


“Bond” means the County’s Various Purpose Improvement Bond, Series 2012 authorized by this resolution.


“Clerk” means the Clerk of the Board.


“Closing Date” means June 14, 2012.


“Code” means the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, the Treasury Regulations (whether temporary or final) under that Code or the statutory predecessor of that Code, and any amendments of, or successor provisions to, the foregoing and any official rulings, announcements, notices, procedures and judicial determinations regarding any of the foregoing, all as and to the extent applicable.  Unless otherwise indicated, reference to a Section of the Code includes any applicable successor section or provision and such applicable Treasury Regulations, rulings, announcements, notices, procedures and determinations pertinent to that Section.


“County” means the County of Lorain, Ohio.


“County Administrator” means the County Administrator of the County.


“County Auditor” means the County Auditor of the County.


“County Investment Advisory Committee” means the county investment advisory committee established by the County pursuant to Ohio Revised Code Section 135.341.


“County Treasurer” means the County Treasurer of the County.


“Improvement” means the construction of a salt storage facility and the improvement of highways, roads, streets and bridges located in Lorain County, together with all necessary appurtenances.


“Interest Payment Dates” means June 1 and December 1 of each year that the Bond is outstanding, commencing December 1, 2012.


“Original Purchaser” means the County Treasurer as the investment authority of the County.


“Outstanding Note” means the County’s $5,205,000 Various Purpose Improvement Note, Series 2012, dated March 14, 2012 and maturing June14, 2012.


“Principal Payment Dates” means December 1 in each of the years from and including 2013 to and including 2032.


Section 2.  Authorized Principal Amount; Application of Proceeds.  It is necessary and determined to be in the County’s best interest to issue its Various Purpose Improvement Bond, Series 2012 in the principal amount of $5,280,000 to retire, together with other funds available to the County, the Outstanding Note and to pay costs of the issuance of the Bond.  


Proceeds from the sale of the Bond sufficient, together with other funds available to the County, to pay the principal of and interest on the Outstanding Note when due shall be deposited into the Bond Retirement Fund and used to retire the Outstanding Note.  The remaining proceeds from the sale of the Bond shall be deposited in an appropriate fund of the County and used to pay costs of issuance.  Any proceeds from the sale of the Bond not spent 120 days after the issuance of the Bond shall be transferred to the Bond Retirement Fund and used to pay the principal of or interest on the Bond when due.  All interest earned on amounts on deposit in any fund derived from the proceeds from the sale of the Bond (including interest earned on such interest) shall be credited to the fund and used for the purposes set forth above, and shall not be transferred to the General Fund.  All of the proceeds from the sale of the Bond and interest earned on those proceeds (and the interest on such interest) are hereby appropriated for the purposes set forth above.


Section 3.  Denominations; Dating; Principal and Interest Payment and Redemption Provisions.  The Bond shall be issued as a single registered bond representing the entire principal amount of the Bond.  The Bond shall be dated the Closing Date.


(a)
Interest Rates and Payment Dates.  The Bond shall bear interest at the rate of 4.0% per year (computed on a 360-day year consisting of twelve 30-day months).  Interest on the Bond shall be payable at such rate on the Interest Payment Dates until the principal amount has been paid or provided for.  The Bond shall bear interest from the most recent date to which interest has been paid or provided for or, if no interest has been paid or provided for, from its date.


(b)
Maturity Date.  The Bond shall mature on December 1, 2032.


(c)
Payment of Bond.  The principal of and interest on the Bond shall be payable in lawful money of the United States of America without deduction for the services of the Bond Registrar as paying agent.  The principal of the Bond due on the final Principal Payment Date shall be payable upon presentation and surrender of the Bond at the office of the Bond Registrar.  The principal of the Bond due on all other Principal Payment Dates pursuant to mandatory sinking fund redemption shall be payable pursuant to Section 3(d)(iii).  Interest on the Bond shall be paid on each Interest Payment Date by check or draft mailed to the person in whose name the Bond was registered, and to that person’s address appearing on the Bond Register at the close of the 15th day of the calendar month next preceding that Interest Payment Date.


(d)
Redemption Provisions.  The Bond shall be subject to redemption prior to stated maturity as follows:


(i)
Mandatory Sinking Fund Redemption.  The Bond shall be subject to mandatory sinking fund redemption (with the balance of $370,000 to be paid at its stated maturity on December 1, 2032) at a redemption price equal to 100% of the principal amount redeemed, plus accrued interest to the redemption date, on the Principal Payment Dates in the years and amounts as follows:

(ii)
Optional Redemption.  The Bond is subject to redemption prior to its stated maturity by and at the sole option of the County, in whole, on any date, at a redemption price equal to 100% of the principal amount redeemed, plus accrued interest to the redemption date.


(iii)
Partial Redemption.  In the case of partial redemption of the Bond by mandatory sinking fund redemption, the registered owner of the Bond shall surrender the Bond to the Bond Registrar (i) for payment of the redemption price of the portion of the Bond called for redemption, and (ii) issuance, without charge to the registered owner, of a new Bond in the principal amount equal to the unmatured and unredeemed portion of the Bond; provided, however, so long as the Original Purchaser is the registered owner of the Bond, payment of the redemption price shall be paid on the applicable Principal Payment Date by check or draft mailed to the Original Purchaser at the Original Purchaser’s address appearing on the Bond Register, and the Bond Registrar shall make a notation of the payment of the redemption on the Bond Register.



(iv)
Notice of Redemption.  The notice of the call for redemption of the Bond, or any portion thereof, shall identify (A) by designation, letters, numbers or other distinguishing marks, the Bond or portions thereof to be redeemed, (B) the redemption price to be paid, (C) the date fixed for redemption, and (D) the place or places where the amounts due upon redemption are payable.  The notice shall be given by the Bond Registrar on behalf of the County by mailing a copy of the redemption notice by first class mail, postage prepaid, at least 30 days prior to the date fixed for redemption, to the registered owner of the Bond at the registered owner’s address shown on the Bond Register maintained by the Bond Registrar at the close of business on the fifteenth day preceding that mailing.  Failure to receive notice by mail or any defect in that notice shall not affect the validity of the proceedings for the redemption of the Bond.


(v)
Payment of Redeemed Bond.  Notice having been mailed in the manner provided in the preceding paragraph hereof, the Bond or portion thereof called for redemption shall become due and payable on the redemption date, and, upon presentation and surrender thereof at the place or places specified in that notice, shall be paid at the redemption price, plus interest accrued to the redemption date.  If money for the redemption of all of the Bond or portions thereof to be redeemed, together with interest accrued thereon to the redemption date, is held by the Bond Registrar on the redemption date, so as to be available therefore on that date and, if notice of redemption has been deposited in the mail as aforesaid, then from and after the redemption date the Bond or portions thereof called for redemption shall cease to bear interest and no longer shall be considered to be outstanding.  If that money shall not be so available on the redemption date, or that notice shall not have been deposited in the mail as aforesaid, the Bond or portions thereof shall continue to bear interest, until they are paid, at the same rate as they would have borne had they not been called for redemption.  All money held by the Bond Registrar for the redemption of the Bond or portions thereof shall be held in trust for the account of the registered owner thereof and shall be paid to the registered owner.


Section 4.  Signing and Authentication of Bond; Appointment of Bond Registrar.  


(a)
Signing and Authentication of Bond.  The Bond shall be signed by at least two members of the Board of County Commissioners and by the County Auditor, in the name of the County and in their official capacities, provided that any or all of those signatures may be a facsimile.  The Bond shall be numbered as determined by the County Administrator in order to distinguish the Bond from any other Bond, and shall express upon its face the purpose, in summary terms, for which it is issued and that it is issued pursuant to this resolution.  

(b)
Bond Registrar.  The County Auditor is appointed to act as the Bond Registrar for the Bond.  The County Auditor may resign as Bond Registrar, or may be removed as Bond Registrar by this Council, at any time after this Council has appointed a banking institution to succeed the County Auditor as Bond Registrar for the Bond, which banking institution shall then be the Bond Registrar for all purposes of this resolution and the Bond.

The Bond Registrar will complete the Bond to be originally delivered to the Original Purchaser of the Bond by inserting the appropriate information into the Bond forms and will record the name and address of the owner of the Bond in the Bond Register.  Bond Registrar will sign the Certificate of Authentication on the Bond to be originally delivered to the Original Purchaser.  The Bond Registrar shall hold in safekeeping the Bond forms not originally delivered to the Original Purchaser, and shall notify the County of any need for additional Bond forms in sufficient time to permit an adequate supply to be available for exchange or transfer.

So long as the Bond remains outstanding, the Bond Registrar will maintain and keep at its office the Bond Register.  The person in whose name the Bond is registered on the Bond Register shall be regarded as the absolute owner of that Bond for all purposes of this resolution. Payment of or on account of the principal of and interest on the Bond shall be made only to or upon the order of that person; neither the County nor the Bond Registrar shall be affected by any notice to the contrary, but the registration may be changed as provided in this Section 4. All such payments shall be valid and effectual to satisfy and discharge the County’s liability upon the Bond, including interest, to the extent of the amount or amounts so paid.

The Bond may be exchanged upon presentation and surrender at the office of the Bond Registrar, together with a request for exchange signed by the registered owner or by a person legally empowered to do so in a form satisfactory to the Bond Registrar. A Bond may be transferred only on the Bond Register and only upon presentation and surrender of the Bond at the office of the Bond Registrar together with an assignment signed by the owner of the Bond or by a person legally empowered to do so in a form satisfactory to the Bond Registrar. Upon such exchange or transfer, the Bond Registrar shall complete, authenticate and deliver a new Bond in the principal amount equal to the unmatured principal amount of the Bond.

If manual signatures on behalf of the County are required, the Bond Registrar shall undertake the exchange or transfer of the Bond only after a new Bond is signed by the authorized officers of the County.  In all cases of a Bond exchanged or transferred, the County shall sign and the Bond Registrar shall authenticate and deliver a Bond in accordance with the provisions of this resolution.  The exchange or transfer shall be without charge to the registered owner, except that the County and Bond Registrar may make a charge sufficient to reimburse them for any tax or other governmental charge required to be paid with respect to the exchange or transfer. The County or the Bond Registrar may require that those charges, costs and expenses, if any, be paid before the procedure is begun for the exchange or transfer. The Bond issued and authenticated upon any exchange or transfer shall be valid obligations of the County, evidencing the same debt, and entitled to the same security and benefit under this resolution, as the Bond surrendered upon that exchange or transfer.

The Bond Registrar shall complete, authenticate, deliver and register a new Bond to replace a Bond lost, stolen, destroyed or mutilated upon receiving written instructions to do so from the County Auditor together with evidence of indemnification of the County and the Bond Registrar from the owner of the Bond in a form satisfactory to the County and the Bond Registrar.

The Bond Registrar shall cancel any Bond surrendered to it pursuant to this resolution for payment or retirement or for exchange, replacement or transfer. Written reports of surrender and cancellation of any Bond shall be made to the County Auditor by the Bond Registrar at least once each calendar year. Unless otherwise directed by the County or other lawful authority, canceled Bond shall be retained and stored by the Bond Registrar for a period of seven years. After that time, or at any earlier time as authorized by the County, the canceled Bond may, at the direction of the County Auditor, be either returned to the County or destroyed by the Bond Registrar by shredding or cremation, and certificates of that destruction (describing the manner of that destruction) shall be provided by the Bond Registrar to the County Auditor.

The Bond Registrar shall retain and store the Bond Register for seven years after payment of the Bond.  At any time and upon request by the County, the Bond Registrar shall permit the County to inspect the Bond Register and will provide the County with a copy of the Bond Register. Pursuant to Section 9.96 of the Revised Code the Bond Register is not a “public record” under Ohio law. In the event of a request to the Bond Registrar by any person other than the County for inspection of the Bond Register, the Bond Registrar shall notify the County Auditor and will not permit that inspection unless it is approved by the County Auditor, except that the Bond Registrar may permit an inspection pursuant to an order of a court of competent jurisdiction.

The Bond Registrar shall pay the principal of and interest on the Bond in accordance with this resolution, but only from money deposited with the Bond Registrar by the County for that purpose. The County shall cause funds to be on deposit with the Bond Registrar in an amount sufficient and available to pay the interest, or principal and interest, then to be due no later than 10:00 a.m. (Ohio time) on the day on which that payment is to be made.


Section 5.  Sale of the Bond.  The Bond is sold to the Original Purchaser at a purchase price equal to 100% of the principal amount of the Bond.  The County Administrator shall cause the Bond to be prepared and signed and delivered, together with a true transcript of proceedings with reference to the issuance of the Bond, to the Original Purchaser upon payment of the purchase price. The County Administrator, the County Auditor, the County Treasurer and other County officials; as appropriate, are each authorized and directed to sign any transcript certificates, financial statements and other documents and instruments and to take such actions as are necessary or appropriate to consummate the transactions contemplated by this resolution. 

Section 6.  Provisions for Tax Levy.  There shall be levied on all the taxable property in the County, in addition to all other taxes, a direct tax annually during the period the Bond is outstanding in an amount sufficient to pay the principal of and interest on the Bond when due, which tax shall not be less than the interest and sinking fund tax required by Section 11 of Article XII of the Ohio Constitution.  The tax shall be within the ten-mill limitation imposed by law, shall be and is ordered computed, certified, levied and extended upon the tax duplicate and collected by the same officers, in the same manner and at the same time that taxes for general purposes for each of those years are certified, levied, extended and collected, and shall be placed before and in preference to all other items and for the full amount thereof.  The proceeds of the tax levy shall be placed in the Bond Retirement Fund, which is irrevocably pledged for the payment of the principal of and interest on the Bond when and as the same fall due.  


In each year to the extent money is lawfully available and appropriated for the payment of the principal of and interest on the Bond from the County’s receipts from the State of Ohio gasoline excise tax, the County’s receipts pursuant to any joint agreements with any municipality (including, without limitation, the County of Lorain, the Village of Grafton, the Village of LaGrange, the Village of Sheffield and the County of Sheffield Lake) or moneys on deposit in the Bond Retirement Fund, the amount of the tax levy may be reduced by the amount so available and appropriated.  Nothing in this paragraph diminishes the pledge of the full faith and credit and property taxing power of the County to the prompt payment of the principal of and interest on the Bond.


Section 7.  Engagement of Bond Counsel. The legal services of the law firm of Benesch, Friedlander, Coplan & Aronoff LLP (“Benesch”) are hereby retained.  Those legal services shall be in the nature of legal advice and recommendations in connection with the authorization, sale and issuance of the Bond and rendering an opinion to the Original Purchaser on the date of the issuance of the Bond, all as further provided in the engagement letter now on file with the Clerk.  The County Administrator is authorized to sign and deliver that engagement letter.


Section 8.  Certification and Delivery of Resolution.  The Clerk is directed to deliver a certified copy of this resolution to the County Auditor.


Section 9.  Satisfaction of Conditions for Bond Issuance.  This Board determines that all acts and conditions necessary to be performed by the County or to have been met precedent to and in the issuing of the Bond in order to make it a legal, valid and binding general obligation of the County have been performed and have been met, or will at the time of delivery of the Bond have been performed and have been met, in regular and due form as required by law; that the full faith and credit and general property taxing power (as described in Section 7) of the County are pledged for the timely payment of the principal of and interest on the Bond; and that no statutory or constitutional limitation of indebtedness or taxation will have been exceeded in the issuance of the Bond.


Section 10.  Compliance with Open Meeting Requirements.  This Board finds and determines that all formal actions of this Board concerning and relating to the adoption of this resolution, and that all deliberations of this Board and of any committees that resulted in those formal actions, were taken in meetings open to the public in compliance with the law.


Section 11.  Effective Date.  This resolution shall be in full force and effect immediately upon its adoption.

JOURNAL ENTRY

ODOT TURNPIKE 

Jim Riley, Deputy Director – ODOT Division of Innovative Delivery along with Ted Hamer, KPMG Consultant on the turnpike study gave a presentation.

Mr. Riley stated he lives in Lorain County and took this new job with ODOT to come up with innovate ways for the transportation issues and has met with several entities.


Mr. Riley stated Ohio needs $1.6 billion for the shovel ready projects and $10 billon for intended projects. ODOT needs to get creative and be innovative to begin to fill the gap. He stated the gas tax formula is not working, there are newer cars using less gas and roads need to be rebuilt. The immediate #1 need is to save $100 million over 2 years in operational improvements & organization downsizing; estimate $7.1 million savings/year on parts management project and $50 million/year on non-interstate service plaza development. #2 short term is $2 million/year for interstate rest area  SMART program; $25 million/year on statewide sponsorship and naming rights program and performance based operations and maintenance.  There are currently 5300 employees with attrition non replacement, over 100 rest areas that are not fully untitled could redevelop and have companies use their name for promotion issues; example Interbelt Bridge renamed “Statefarm Insurance Interbelt Bridge”.  The longer term is P3 Program $1 billion or more in order to build new and replace aging infrastructure; increase efficiently and lower operating/maintenance costs, leverage private sector innovation and finance, generate revenue for state’s capital program within cash flow through use of long-term payments to state and consider use of tolls and user fees to provide revenue for needed projects..
Mr. Riley said the mission is to develop new and innovative approaches to managing, maintaining, operating and building our infrastructure assets to : reduce cost, enhance efficiency and generate revenue. The goal is to unlock the value of turnpike to crate jobs and building Ohio’s infrastructure. The needs are Ohio’s highways are essential to maintain and creating jobs, ODOT now faces $1.6 billion shortfall for major new transportation construction projects, with some projects delayed as much as 20 years and federal transportation funding is drying up and will not fill the gap.
The turnpike asset is 241 miles long, 1,248 lane miles, 23 interchanges, 16 service plazas and is 60 years old with a value of $250 million in revenue/year to pay opex, debt and cap ex of a 3rd lane, rehab, electronic toll collection and service plazas. ODOT is brining innovation to unlock the turnpike’s value by; examining O&M, CapEx, debt, financial markets, industry and legal issues, running various sensitivities in financial models to simulate different financing scenario, making effective policy decisions (tolling, O&M, debt) and eliminate inefficient operating redundancies. 
Mr. Hamer stated these must be unlocked so ODOT controls turnpike (leverage existing debt and efficiently manage OpEx and CapEx); exchange private partnership (O&M contract/lease) or any combination of in order to produce billions of dollars in revenue for future transportation projects.  The proceeds will be dedicated to infrastructure projects around the State, with majority of the proceeds going to projects in Northern Ohio; significant funding would be dedicated to such program as; local bridge fund, public transit, local community program sand other local transportation projects.  
The consultant team selected for opportunity analysis includes: KPMG, Parson Brinckerhoff, Allen & Overy, Barnes & Thornburg, LLP & fahlgreen mortine to study levering with doing nothing; governments-ODOT control, full concession, everything in between; in depth interviews, risk workshop/financial models and complete by end 2012.

Commissioner Kokoski asked how much it takes to run annually. Mr. Riley stated half of $250 million and there is around $10-15 million in carryover but this just gets put back into the fund for capital projects, there is no profit.

Commissioner Kalo said as a member of NOACA, there are 13 communities in northern Ohio and they should have input. If the rest areas are privatized will they work with the local chambers and retailers for the off ramps. Mr. Riley said there are over 100 rest tops, 57 non interstate and 26 conducive developments.  Commissioner Kokoski said a comment was made at transportation day that some of the off ramps are non safe but these areas were to be developed would be good.
Commissioner Williams asked if they would be leased or non, Mr. Riley said leased. Commissioner Williams said it is the local community responsible to respond to turnpike funds given, if it becomes private will it be covered. Mr. Riley said it would stay the same and there would be a clause or negotiated item.  Commissioner Williams asked when the last time rates were increased and what has been impact, Mr. Riley said the beginning of 2012 and there was some diversion. Mr. Riley said tolls were increased 20% truck diversion and 30% vehicle diversion and possible do frequent mileage rewards. 
Commissioner Kalo said Indiana did a major plan and within 6 years they were out of money with a 75 year lease. Mr. Riley said this was Indiana not Ohio and there was a misconception, Ohio would look at a 40-60 year lease and bridges/roads would be replaced. He stated Indiana received money and they build infrastructure now and long term trust of $500 million and with Ohio it would be over 50 years with stability.

Commissioner Kalo said tolls can not be collected on federal highways, Mr. Riley said correct but can do on new capacity roads.

Commissioner Williams said if toll increase goes towards maintenance, which would do because these roads are one of the best. Mr. Riley said roads would be maintained, pavement needs replaced and no matter if it is contracted out or ODOT continues roads and maintenance has to stay with their standards.  

Commissioner Kalo said after the study does it have to go to legislators/government. Mr. Hamer said they will provide the information to ODOT with the analysis. Mr. Riley said they would have to go the state on a lease route with rfps and also on option 2.

Commissioner Williams said once study done he would like ODOT to come back to the locals to review. Mr. Riley said will do.

Commissioner Kokoski said the turnpike is a better major road with no mvgt dollars used what will be saved or shoring up shortfalls. Mr. Riley said the analysis will show the ranges and the value exceeds the needs. Commissioner Kokoski said this is just a lot of money to do a study. Mr. Riley said turnpike is a valuable asset and have to find a market.
County Administrator Cordes said no matter if this is done or not, people still have to use the roads even if they are diverted and the money should benefit the 13 northern counties.  Mr. Hamer said right now the turnpike is closed revenue that stays here, Governor is looking at options north of US30.  Mr. Cordes said there are 6 exchanges in Lorain County and significant road, monies need to stay here no matter what.


Commissioner Williams said there was a meeting he attended last week with Cuyahoga County Executive Fitzgerald and it was noted that this study is just a process the result is already known.  Mr. Hamer denied they are totally objective and they are given the analysis. Commissioner Kalo said northern Ohio never receives their fair share. Mr. Riley understands this he works in Columbus, lives here and yes Columbus has seen their fair share but there is also a need but the northern part has assets and Williams, Fulton and Cuyahoga Counties feel the same.
Neil Lynch, Amherst Township Trustee said this impacts all 5 commtuneis/3 townships in the county; Elyria, Amherst and Brownhelm. With all having interchanges and service plazas.  If the option is to lease will property taxes be paid, Mr. Hamer said he does not have this answer. County Administrator Cordes said if it is public land for profit the tax exempt status is lost and leases would have to be pay taxes. Mr. Lynch said they see a lot of motor vehicle accident, fires, leaks; there is 21 miles in this county and 25% within Amherst and asked if the Turnpike Commission was going to pay for emergency services and have said no previous but what about private, rather than locals pay. He also stated that the interchange at SR58 has been wonderful.

John Born, Henrietta Township said he is a 5th generation farmer and has lots broken up by the pike but since the 3rd lane has been added there has been significant Stormwater and he had to replace his waterway with a  18” tile and catch basin costing $22,000 will he get reimbursed. There needs to be some relief on since the 3rd lane was added.  He also noted that his son is a trucker and he diverted when rates increased to SR113 which became busy and suggested that oil companies be worked with to keep the cost low so if rates increased people could stay on the roads.  Mr. Riley said this is where possible annual fuel rates, frequent milers programs would be implements to attract drivers as well as electronic collection.  He also noted that the Stormwater problem with the 3rd lane was a slope issue and no federal money was taken and this is part of the good neighbor program
Commissioner Williams stated that the Township Association meets on the 3rd Thursday and suggested they make this presentation. Mr. Riley said ok

COMMISSIONERS REPORT

Commissioner Kokoski asked about the Soil & Water letter that was received on requesting of funds. Mr. Born said that have 1 full time employee and 2 part time employees that do the EPA permits that currently 60 are opened. If an audit was done this could result in complications. All EPA problems and complaint are sent to this office and they are 1st responders.  He is requesting $105,000 which will get match monies from the state to continue this office, they will be ok till the end of the year since they are spending reserves. County Administrator Cordes stated he was reviewing the $15,000 that was requested could possibly be taken from Stormwater which would be a 1 to 1 match from the state.  Mr. Born stated that the employees do work with other agencies that pay some of their salary.
Commissioner Kalo asked about the Stormwater budget if it could do this, County Administrator Cordes said he was not looking a $105,000 request it was $15,000 and the district could not do it and anything from general fund discussion would have to occur.  Commissioner Williams said $105,000 would keep the office opened, Mr. Born said yes and they would receive state funding which in turn they could start paying rent for the arrearage and current.  Commissioner Kalo asked about the other county department that has requested funds. County Administrator Cordes said all the work for Stormwater district has been done in house which is not funded but added additional work on to the employees.
Commissioner Williams said rent is not being paid now was it forgive. Mr. Born said there is $30,000 in arrears and then current months and any decision would have to be made by June 1. The Commissioners will review.


Commissioner Kokoski said a letter was received from Auditor addressed to Budget Director along with Prosecutor Opinion from 2002 and he is requesting the operations of the Budget Commission be funded without cuts to the Auditors Office
Budget Director Hobart said she never received this and said this is paid from tax settlement. County Administrator Cordes said just because the budget was cut can’t keep saying take from here and he also noted that patience is running out with the payments made from Auditors Office.  Commissioner Kokoski stated that Delta Dental will be cut off if nothing paid.

Commissioner Kokoski said a letter was received regards to property available from justice center. County Administrator Cordes said he communicated that the county is not interested do not have funds.
