WHEREAS, on date of August 17, 2011 the Lorain County Board of Commissioners granted Annexation for approximately .21 acres on Parcel #16-00-019-104-003 and 16.98 acres on Parcel #16-00-003-105-031 & 032 in Grafton Township, Resolution No. 11-542A; and


WHEREAS, the Village of Grafton approved said annexation of Grafton Township, Ordinance No. 11-047 on November 1, 2011; and

WHEREAS, as a result of the Annexation proceedings, Thomas J. Smith, Law Director-Village of Grafton Ordinance No. 12-015, adopted March 20, 2012 has filed a Petition request for adoption of a Resolution to conform and extend the current boundaries of the Village of Grafton from Grafton Township, so that the Boundaries of said Grafton Township are identical with the corporate limits of the Village of Grafton; and

WHEREAS, said Petition along with Map was forwarded to the County Engineer and County Auditor for their review and findings.

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, by the Lorain County Board of Commissioners that after review and recommendation of the Lorain County Engineer we do and hereby grant the request of Thomas J. Smith, Law Director – Village of Grafton and conform and extend current boundaries pursuant to Section 503.07 of the Ohio Revised Code; which Petition and Resolution of the Village of Grafton, Ohio reads as follows:

“PETITION TO CONFORM BOUNDARIES PURSUANT TO THE OHIO REVISED CODE

Now Comes the Village of Grafton, Lorain County, Ohio, by and through Thomas J. Smith, its duly appointed and acting Law Director, and, pursuant to Section 503.07, et seq., of the Ohio Revised Code, hereby petitions the Board of Commissioners of Lorain County, Ohio, to enter an Order conforming the boundaries of the Village of Grafton so as to include past and recently annexed property and to make the boundaries of said Village of Grafton identical with the corporate limits of the municipality.

Attached hereto and incorporated herein by reference is a certified copy of the Village of Grafton Council Ordinance No. 12-015, passed on March 20, 2012, authorizing the petition of the Board of Commissioners of Lorain County, Ohio to extend said Village of Grafton boundaries as to include said past and recently annexed property, and further designating the Village of Grafton Law Director as the agent of the Village of Grafton in the matter.

Filed herewith is a certified copy of Ordinance No.11-047, passed on November 1, 2011, which accepted annexation of certain properties to the Village of Grafton, along with an accurate description of the areas included within the present corporation limits of the Village of Grafton, and an accurate map.

“AN ORDINANCE TO PETITION THE LORAIN COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS TO CONFORM AND EXTEND THE CURRENT BOUNDARIES OF THE VILLAGE OF GRAFTON TO INCLUDE REAL PROPERTY ANNEXED TO THE VILLAGE OF GRAFTON FROM GRAFTON TOWNSHP, SO THAT THE BOUNDARIES OF SAID GRAFTON TOWNSHIP ARE IDENTICAL WITH THE CORPORATE LIMITS OF THE VILLAGE OF GRAFTON”

WHEREAS, certain annexation proceedings have been completed annexing certain land and territory into the Village of Grafton; and


WHEREAS, Section 503.07 of the Ohio Revised Code authorizes a municipality to petition the Board of County Commissioners for  a change in township lines in order to make them identical, in whole or in part, with the corporate limits of the municipal corporation; and


WHEREAS, changing such boundary lines so as to delete said recently annexed properties from Grafton Township and adding them to the Village of Grafton, will simplify and clarify police and fire protection responsibilities, voting rights and tax levy jurisdictions.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE VILLAGE OF GRAFTON, COUNTY OF LORAIN, AND STATE OF OHIO AS FOLLOWS:

SECTION 1.
That Grafton Village Council, pursuant to section 503.07 of the Ohio Revised Code, hereby respectfully petitions the Board of Commissioners of Lorain County, Ohio for a change in township lines of Grafton Township, so as to delete from said Township certain real property annexed to the Village of Grafton as described in Resolution No.11-542A of the Lorain County Commissioners, attached hereto as Exhibit A, and to make the boundary line so said Grafton Township to conform with and identical to those of the Village of Grafton as described on the new legal description attached hereto as Exhibit B.

SECTION 2.
That the Law Director is hereby designated as agent of the Village of Grafton to present said Petition and any other required legislation or documents to the Board of Commissioners of Lorain County and to do all tings necessary and property on behalf of the Village of Grafton to accomplish the purpose of this ordinance.

SECTION 3. That is found and determined that all formal actions of this Council concerning and relating to the adoption of this Ordinance were adopted in an open meeting of this Council and open to the public, in compliance with all legal requirements, including the Ohio Revised Code.

SECTION 4.
That this Ordinance is hereby declared to be an emergency measure, immediately necessary for the preservation of the public health, safety and welfare of the citizens of the Village of Grafton, the immediate emergency being the necessity to petition the Lorain County Board of Commmissioners to conform and extend the current boundaries of the Village of Grafton to include real property annexed to the Village of Grafton from Grafton Township, so that the boundaries of Grafton Township are identical with the corporate limits of the Village of Grafton; therefore, this Ordinance shall be in full force and effect immediately upon its passage and approval by the Mayor.

                                                PERFORMANCE AUDIT

Jim Pyers, State Auditor’s Office was present, along with Michelle Stys, State Auditor Office.


Mr. Pyers stated the County was awarded money to do a performance audit and he was here if the Board had any questions or how the scope of work will be presented. The county will not pay if no savings has been found.

Commissioner Kalo said he pulled Butler County’s performance audit off the website and said there was very minimal savings. Mr. Pyers said Butler County should not be compared to this county because there were a lot of circumstances surrounding this audit. Commissioner Williams stated that he goggled Butler County and there was a lot of bad leadership going on down there, board was not getting along.  Commissioner Kalo said he took Butler County because of the comparison in size, same county departments and audit was done under Commissioners.  Mr. Pyers stated that a performance audit will not work unless all county elected officials/departments collaborate together.  County Administrator Cordes said the findings in Butler County were things Lorain County has already done example; healthcare rates, turning off lights, dispatch, leases, transit, etc., and he has no problem doing procedural issues but does not think the county should pay for something when they have really looked at all aspects in saving money. Commissioner Kokoski said the Commissioners have trouble with the Auditor paying bills right now, so she is not sure how he would accept this. Commissioner Williams said we need to write a scope to look at areas and he did send out an email to all elected officials and received no response regards to meeting today so this shows no leadership. 

Commissioner Kalo asked if the State could put together a preliminary scope menu and present to the elected official on best practices and streamline functions.


Commissioner Kalo said electronic payments would be a good thing but the Auditor/Treasurer need to cooperate on this.


County Administrator Cordes stated they lost $1.3 million in transit funds because they did not have the match in order to receive. Commissioner Williams said he feels that with an outsider view maybe they will see things differently, County Administrator Cordes said he has no problem with process but managerial position no.  Commissioner Kokoski said the Commissioners really have no control, majority of the budget goes to justice system and other are mandated by the state that they have to pay.  Commissioner Williams said the Commissioners are the budgetary control of the county and if the departments request money so they need to participate in this audit. Mr. Pyers said the county is here to serve the public and indicators will show this because government is so complex and citizens will have a better understanding.

Commissioner Williams indicated that other departments don’t even have flow charts and how can the Auditors office let everyone off on the same day that are authorized to make checks, etc.


The Board asked the State to prepare a menu for their review, Auditors office said ok.

SOIL AND WATER

Commissioner Kokoski said John Born, Soil & Water was here a few weeks ago regards to their budget and he received an extension of today from the State to see if the Commissioners would allocate funds.

Mr. Born said that his budget is $106,000 for staff, they have 1 full time paying ½ their insurance and 2 part time and they are using up their reserves and will apply for other funding.


Commissioner Williams asked how much rent is in arrears. Mr. Born said around $34,000 and it was forgiven last year and if they receive the $106,000 they could pay the rent plus the year of $54,000 which comes from tipping fees and the state provided 96% last year. Commissioner Williams said the general fund would have to invest around $52,000 to get money back. 

Commissioner Kokoski asked if money could come from Stormwater fund. Commissioner Williams said there is money in rainy day account

County Administrator Cordes said yes there is money in rainy day but this is to stabilize the budget for next year and could take some from Stormwater since all work in being done internally and rather than pay Community Development to do permits we could have Soil & Water do. Commissioner Williams said it take from general fund and reimburse from Stormwater. County Administrator Cordes asked how much does it cost; Mr. Born said it is around $400/week, roughly $22,000. Commissioner Kalo said no offense to Soil & Water but there are other departments that have requested also. County Administrator Cordes said the county is responsible for the epa permits for phase 2. Commissioner Kalo asked where the money would come from because if money is allocated to department this could mean more cuts next year. County Administrator Cordes said the fees need to be reviewed, Commissioner Kalo asked if we could get Maximus to do, County Administrator Cordes said the Commissioners set fee schedule. Commissioner Kokoski said if Community Development did we receive no match monies.
