Said levy shall be submitted to the electors of Lorain County at the General Election to be held November 6, 2012, to be placed on the tax duplicate for the year 2013, to commence collection in 2014.
6Such levy shall be placed on the ballot at the election to be held on November 6, 2012.
RESOLVED, That the Clerk of this 2 Board of Commissioners be and is hereby directed to certify a copy of this Resolution to the Board of Elections, Lorain County, Ohio 1 by no later than 4:00 p.m. on August 8, 2012 and notify said Board of Elections to cause notice of election on the question of levying said tax to be given as required by law.
