COUNTY ADMINISTRATOR


James R. Cordes said last week in an administrative session there was discussion on the transit service to Cleveland. There would be one bus with pick up at Transportation Center and Board of Elections then go a 50 minute ride to Cleveland. Residents do have ability to connect with the Route 1 at Board of Elections and Route 51 at Transportation Center. Residents coming from Cleveland that have enrolled at LCCC can also connect with the Route 51 form Transportation Center and go directly to LCCC.  This bus would run 10 hours a day, Monday-Friday starting at 5:15 a.m. to 10:15 a.m. and afternoon service would run from 3:30 pm – 8:30 pm, to accommodate first and second shift workers. This service can be done as a trial to see if these times work, or if later service is needed. Cost would be around $60,000.

Commissioner Kokoski asked about the maintenance center for pick up, County Administrator Cordes said could do since the busses 

would be leaving from here. 

Commissioner Williams asked about the going to North Olmsted to pick up RTA. County Administrator Cordes said he is looking into 

this route but not sure of location and the airport service.

Commissioner Kokoski said fare box would have to be substantial in order to receive the FTA dollars. 

Commissioner Kalo said he would do a trial basis but what is the cost. County Administrator Cordes said it would be around $0.75 

extended fare. Commissioner Kalo said he is not sure that the times would accommodate the shift workers it would be pushing it.

Commissioner Williams would also like to see Ohio Business College on route. County Administrator Cordes said Abbe Road is just too 

congested, he would have see about a north side drop off on SR254. Commissioner Williams would like to hold this for a week to review.

COMMISSIONERS REPORT

Commissioner Kokoski asked Dan Gillotti, Veteran to come up.


Mr. Gillotti, Sheffield Village and Vice Chair – Valor Home had a meeting in Columbus last week with Ohio Department of Development, Sam Felton, Chair – Valor Home, Don Attie, Fundraiser-Valor Home and Citro, Treasurer-Valor Home, Lorain Mayor Ritenauer, Mr. Rangel, Lorain Community Development and Senator Manning. They too 4,500 letters of support as well.  He stated they were there to explain why saving St. Joes Community Center was so important; VA Clinic is there that is used by citizens of the counties of Lorain, Medina, Erie and Huron, Community College with over 600 students. The Valor Home is transitional housing for veterans and would be the only facility like this in the United States. They would hope to expand the services that VA offers so people do not have to travel to Wade Park/Parma as well as have the Veteran Service Office’s there so it is convenient for all. There are currently 24,000 veterans in this county and more will be coming home, service needs to be provided to them. He stated the State has looked at Lorain County Veterans Service to why only a 20-30% of the money from mileage has been used when Cuyahoga County is using 95%.  He also asked why there has not been a payment made on the loan since 2000. County Administrator Cordes stated that he was not on the board in 2000 and not sure what money was spent then and was assigned to South Shore Board in 2001. At this point the payments were deferred until profitability and continued to work with the state but then the center was in discussions about closing the facility and the main concern was keeping the VA in this county so payment continued to be deferred.

Mr. Gillotti said at the end of the meeting, ODOD had a better understanding of why everyone is fighting for the center and discussions will continue, the building is not falling down, it is solid other than some tender loving care especially with the HVAC and lights would the VA put in $6 million dollars into this center if it was falling apart.



Commissioner Kalo congratulated the winners at the 4h scholarship dinner and received history on Penfield Township sitting next to a trustee.


Commissioner Kalo attended Sheffield Township night out, great event and attended the Economic Development Committee this morning received the semi annual report which will be presented next week for Commissioners.

The stop that was on Lake Ave was not pleasant but this needs to be provided, why can it not be at the Transportation Center. County Administrator Cordes said at one time they were a greyhound stop with tickets.
