WHEREAS, the Lorain County Board of Commissioners hereby amends Resolution No. 12-527, adopted August 15, 2012 approving 
and entering into a tax abatement/enterprise zone with L&W Engineering Inc., and Avon Plant LLC, a wholly-owned subsidiary of L&W; and


WHEREAS, Amendment is to reflect the company name is L&W Cleveland, Inc.; and


WHEREAS, City of Avon by Ordinance No. 105-12, adopted September 10, 2012 authorized the substitution of L&W Cleveland, Inc., for L&W Engineering, LLC as a party to Enterprise Zone Agreement with the City of Avon; and


NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, by the Lorain County Board of Commissioners that after reviewing said agreements 
between the City of Avon, Ohio, L&W Cleveland, Inc. a Michigan Corporation, and Avon Plant, LLC, a Michigan Limited Liability Company, we hereby approve the Ohio Enterprise Zone Agreement which reads as follows:
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ORDINANCE NO. 105-12
EXHIBIT A

(SUBSTITUTE) OHIO ENTERPRISE ZONE AGREEMENT

THIS AGREEMENT made and entered into by and between the CITY OF AVON,
Lorain County, Ohio, a Municipal Corporation and political subdivision duly organized and
existing under the laws of the State of Ohio, located at 36080 Chester Road, Avon, Ohio 44011
(hereinafier referred to as "CITY"), E- & W-ENGINEERING L & W CLEVELAND, INC,, an
Ohio corporation with its principal corporate headquarters {ocated at 17757 Woodland Drive,
New Boston, Michigan 48164 (hereinafier referred to individually as “L & W” or as
"ENTERPRISE") and AVON PLANT, LLC, a Michigan Limited Liability Company and wholly
owned subsidiary of “L & W”, with its principal headquarters located at 17757 Woodland Drive,
New Boston, Michigan 48164 (hereinafter referred to individually as “Avon Plant” or as the
“ENTERPRISE” or together with “1. & W as the “ENTERPRISES™). It shall take effect when
executed by all parties to this Agreement on the latest signed date.

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, the CITY has encouraged the development of real property and the
acquisition of personal property located in the area designated as an Enterprise Zone; and

WHEREAS, the ENTERPRISE, Avon Plant, has acquired (or is about to acquire)
property located at 1190 Jaycox Road within the City of Avon, Permanent Parcel No. 04-00-021-
000-167 (hereinafier referred to as the "Property") and plans to construct a 72,000 square feet
building addition over a portion of their 23.5292 acres of land and lease it to the ENTERPRISE,
L & W, and thereby create new employment opportunities (hereinafter referred to as the
"Project") within the boundaries of the aforementioned Enterprise Zone, provided that the
appropriate development incentives are available to support the economic viability of said
Project; and

WHEREAS, the Council of the City of Avon, Ohio, by Ordinance No. 44-94, adopted
March 28, 1994, designated the area as an "Enterprise Zone" pursuant to Chapter 5709 of the
Ohio Revised Code; and

WHEREAS, effective May 24, 1994, the Director of Development of the State of Ohio
determined that the aforementioned area designated in said Ordinance No, 44-94 contains the
characteristics set forth in Section 5709.61(A) of the Ohio Revised Code and certified said area
as an Enterprise Zone under said Chapter 5709; and

WHEREAS, the CITY, having the appropriate authority for the stated type of project is
desirous of providing both ENTERPRISES with incentives available for development of the
Project in said Enterprise Zone under Chapter 5709 of the Ohio Revised Code; and
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WHEREAS, the ENTERPRISES have submitted a proposed agreement application
(herein attached as Exhibit ) to the CITY, (said application hereinafter referred to as
"Application™); along with the application fee of Five Hundred ($500.00) Dollars payable to the
City of Avon pursvant to ACO §234.02; and

WHEREAS, the ENTERPRISES have submitted the required State application fee of
Seven Hundred and Fifty ($750.00) Dollars made payable to the Ohio Department of
Development with the application to be forwarded with the final Agreement; and

WHEREAS, the CITY has investigated the application of the ENTERPRISES, and has
recommended the same to Council of the City of Avon and/or the Board of Commissioners of
Lorain County on the basis that the ENTERPRISES are qualified by financial responsibility and
business experience to create and preserve employment opportunities in said Enterprise Zone and
improve the economic climate of the CITY; and

WHEREAS, the project site, as proposed by the ENTERPRISES, is located in the Avon
School District and the Lorain County Joint Vocational School district and the Board of
Education of the Avon School District and the Lorain County Joint Vocational School have been
notified in accordance with Section 5709.83 and been given a copy of the APPLICATION; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Sections 5709.62(C), 5709.63(A) and/or 5709.632 and in
conformance with the format required under Section 5709.631 of the Ohio Revised Code, the
parties hereto desire to set forth their Agreement with respect to matters hercinafter contained.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants hereinafier contained
and the benefit to be derived by the parties from execution hereof, the parties herein agree as
follows:

1. The ENTERPRISE, Avon Plant, shall construct a new Seventy-Two Thousand
(72,000) square foot addition to a building on land it owns at 1190 Jaycox Road, Avon, Ohio,
Permanent Parcel No, 04-00-021-000-167, and will lease said property to the ENTERPRISE, L
& W to house its the new and additional equipment and manufacturing operations.

The Project will involve a total minimum investment by the ENTERPRISES of Fourteen
Million, Two Hundred and Thirty Thousand ($14,230,000.00) Dollars. Included in this
investment are Two Million, Five Hundred Thousand ($2,500,000.00) Dollars for acquisition of
the land and existing building, Four Million, Nine Hundred and Sixty Thousand ($4,960,000.00)
Dollars for construction of the addition to the existing facility; Six Million, Five Hundred
Thousand ($6,500,000.00) Dollars for new machinery and equipment, viz., two to Three
conventional stamping presses, Twenty Thousand ($20,000.00) Doliars for furniture and fixtures
and Two Hundred and Fifty Thousand ($250,000.00) Dotlars for inventory. The total investment
in this Project represents a "significant” new investment in the CITY.

The Project will begin during the third (3rd) quarter of 2012, and all acquisition,
construction and installation will be completed during the third (3rd) quarter of 2013,
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The total investment of this Expansion project is greater than Ten Percent (10%) of the
market value of the facility assets already owned at the site prior to such expenditures, i.e., it far
exceeds 10% of $3,323,100.00.

2. As aresult of said PROJECT, the ENTERPRISE, L & W, shall create within a time
period not exceeding Twelve (12) months after the completion of construction of the aforesaid
facility, the equivalent of Twenty (20) full-time permanent job opportunities. All these are new
jobs to Ohio. In addition, the ENTERPRISE, L & W, shall retain 60 full-time employees,

ENTERPRISE'S schedule for hiring over the One (1) year period will be as follows:

The creation of these permanent full-time jobs will result in approximately Seven
Hundred Thousand, Five Hundred ($700,500.00) Dollars of additional payroll in the first 12
months of operation.

3. The ENTERPRISES shall provide to the proper Tax Incentive Review Council any
information reasonably required by the Review Council to evaluate the ENTERPRISES®
compliance with the Agreement, including returns filed pursuant to Section 5711,02 and 5727.08
of the Ohio Revised Code if requested by the Review Council.

4. The CITY hereby grants to the ENTERPRISES a tax exemption on its real property
improvements (23.5292 acres) pursuant to Sections 5709.62, 5709.63 and/or 5709.632 of the
Ohio Revised Code and shall be in the following amounts:

5. Although not applicable at this time, if the State of Ohio should reinstate its personal
property tax, the CITY, hereby grants to the ENTERPRISES a tax exemption pursuant to
Sections 5709.62, 5709.63 and/or 5709.632 of the Ohio Revised Code, (or those similar to same)
for eligible new tangible personal property acquired in conjunction with the Project in the
following amounts:

The exemption commences the first year for which the fangible personal property would
first be taxable were that property not exempted from taxation. No exemption shall commence
after December 31, 2013 nor extend beyond December 31, 2023,

One or both of the ENTERPRISES must file the appropriate tax forms (DTE 24) with the
Lorain County Auditor and (#913) with the Ohio State Department of Taxation to effect and
maintain the exemptions covered in the Agreement. The #913 Ohio tax form must be filed
annually.

6. One or both of the ENTERPRISES shall pay an annual fee equal to the greater of One
(1%) percent of the dollar value of incentives offered under this Agreement or Five Hundred
($500.00) Dollars; provided, however, that if the value of the incentives exceed Two Hundred
Fifty Thousand ($250,000.00) Dollars, the fee shall not exceed Two Thousand Five Hundred
($2,500.00) Dollars.

The fee shall be made payable to the Lorain County Commissioners once per year for
each year the Agreement is effective on the days and in the form of a certified check. This fee
shall be deposited in a special fund created for such purpose and shall be used exclusively for the
purpose of complying with Section 5709.68 of the Ohio Revised Code and by the Tax Incentive
Review Council created under Section 5709.85 of the Ohio Revised Code exclusively for the
purposes of performing the duties prescribed under that Section.
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7. One or both of the ENTERPRISES shall pay such real and tangible personal property
taxes as are not exempted under this Agreement and are charged against such property and shall
file alf tax reports and returns as required by law, [n the event that these ENTERPRISES fails to
pay such taxes or file such returns and reports, all incentives granted under this Agreement are
rescinded beginning with the year for which such taxes are charged or such reports or returns are
required to be filed and thereafter.

8. The ENTERPRISES shall perform such acts as are reasonable, necessary or
appropriate to effect, claim, reserve and maintain exemptions from taxation granted under this
Agreement including, without limitation, joining in the execution of all documentation and
providing any necessary certificates required in connection with such exemptions.

9. If for any reason the Enterprise Zone designation expires, the Director of the Ohio
Department of Development revokes certification of the zone, or the City of Avon revokes the
designation of the zone, entitlements granted under this Agreement shall continue for the number
of years specified under this Agreement, unless one or both of the ENTERPRISES materially
fails to fulfill its obligation under the Agreement and the City of Avon, Ohio terminates or
modifies the exemptions from taxation granted under this Agreement.

10. If one or both of the ENTERPRISES materially fails to fulfill its obligations under
the terms of this Enterprise Zone Agreement, e.g., by moving, selling any or all of its business,
relocating any portion of its operation, relocating any of its jobs, ceasing operation or otherwise
failing fo preserve employment opportunities within the CITY as contemplated by this Enterprise
Zone, then in that event, both ENTERPRISES shall forthwith repay any and all tax benefits
received during the contract exemption periods. The CITY may record a Certificate of Non-
Compliance with the Office of the Lorain County Recorder which shall serve, in addition to other
remedies which may be available at law or in equity, as a lien or charge against the affected real
property until repayment of taxes has been made in full.

11. If either of the ENTERPRISES materially fails to fulfill its obligations under this
Agreement, or if the CITY determines that the certification as to delinquent taxes required by this
Agreement is fraudulent, the CITY may terminate or modify the exemptions from taxation
granted under this Agreement and may require the repayment of the amount of taxes that would
have been payable had the property not been exempted from taxation under this Agreement.

12. Both ENTERPRISES hereby certify that at the time this Agreement is executed,
neither ENTERPRISE owed any delinquent real or tangible personal property taxes to any taxing
authority of the State of Ohio, and neither owes delinquent taxes for which the ENTERPRISE is
liable under Chapter 5733, 5735, 5739, 5741, 5743, 5747 or 5753, of the Ohio Revised Code, or,
if such delinquent taxes are owed, the ENTERPRISE currently is paying the delinquent taxes
pursuant to an undertaking enforceable by the State of Ohio or an agent or instrumentality
thereof, has filed a petition in bankruptcy under 11 U.S.C.A. 101, et seq., or such a petition has
been filed against the ENTERPRISE. For the purposes of certification, delinquent taxes are
taxes that remain unpaid on the latest day prescribed for payment without penalty under the
chapter of the Ohio Revised Code governing payment of those taxes.
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13. Both ENTERPRISES affirmatively covenant that they do not owe: (1) any delinquent
taxes to the State of Ohio or a political subdivision of the State; (2) any moneys to the State or a
state agency for the administration or enforcement of any environmental laws of the State; and
(3) any other moneys to the State, a state agency or a political subdivision of the State that are
past due, whether the amounts owed are being contested in a court of faw or not.

4. Tn any three-year period during which this agreement is in effect, if the actual number
of employee positions created or retained by L & W is not equal to or greater than seventy-five
per cent of the number of employee positions estimated to be created or retained under this
agreement during that three-year period, either or both ENTERPRISE shall repay the amount of
taxes on property that would have been payable had the property not been exempted from
taxation under this agreement during that three-year period, In addition, the CITY may terminate
or modify the exemptions from taxation granted under this agreement.

15. The ENTERPRISES and the CITY acknowledge that this Agreement must be
approved by formal action of the legislative authority of the City of Avon, Ohio and the County
of Lorain, Ohio, as a condition for the Agreement to take effect. This Agreement takes effect
upon such approval.

16. The CITY has developed a policy to ensure recipients of Enterprise Zone tax benefits
practice non-discriminating hiring in this operation. By executing this Agreement, these
ENTERPRISES commit to following non-discriminating hiring practices acknowledging that no
individual may be denied employment solely on the basis of race, religion, sex, disability, color,
national origin, or ancestry.

17. Exemptions from taxation granted under this Agreement shall be revoked if it is
determined that either ENTERPRISE, any successor enterprise, or any related members (as those
terms are defined in Section 5709.61 of the Ohio Revised Code) has violated the prohibition
against entering into this Agreement under Division (E) of Section 3735.671 or Section 5709.62,
5709.63 and/or 5709.632 of the Ohio Revised Code prior to the time prescribed by that division
or either of those Sections.

18. The ENTERPRISES affirmatively covenant that they have made no false statements
to the State or local political subdivision in the process of obtaining approval for the Enterprise
Zone incentives. If any representative of either ENTERPRISE has knowingly made a false
statement to the State or local political subdivision to obtain the Enterprise Zone incentives, the
ENTERPRISES shall be required to immediately return all benefits received under the Enterprise
Zone Agreement pursuant to ORC Section 9.66(C)(2) and shall be ineligible for any future
economic development assistance from the State, any state agency or a political subdivision
pursuant to ORC Section 9.66 (C)(1). Any person who provides a false statement to secure
economic development assistance may be guilty of falsification, a misdemeanor of the first
degree, pursuant to ORC Section 2921.13(D)(1), which is punishable by a fine of not more than
$1,000 and/or a term of imprisonment of not more that six (6) months,
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20. This Agreement is not transferable or assignable without the express, written
approval of the City of Avon, Ohio.

JOURNAL ENTRY
WATER RATES – AMHERST/SHEFFIELD TOWNSHIPS


Commissioner Kokoski stated Mayor Ritenauer sent a press release over late last night/early this morning and stated he has been in discussions with various council members to try to get this issue resolved, and hoped to have it resolved prior to today, but since Council was on recess, Mayor can not make a decision so it has gone back and forth to try to come to some reasonable increase because they all feel this was way to much of an increase for the township residents.
Commissioner Williams said he would like to make comments regards to Mayor Ritenauer and the grandstanding because what was done to the residents of Amherst and Sheffield Township was wrong and when he called the City of Lorain, no returned calls were received.  He stated pressure needs to be placed on elected officials because they think they can ignore and issues will go away. He asked for meetings to discuss this and was the first commissioner to call and a meeting was set up the last week of September and this is the story and he wants to know that he was fighting and he is not the most political individual but will try to get results.  So as far as grandstanding, Mr. Mayor, it’s about coming to a meeting and doing what is right.  
Commissioner Kalo said he probably was the first person that called because he spoke with Chad Parsons, Sheffield Township Trustee the 1st week of July when bills came out and was told that Commissioner Williams asked for an evening meeting and that was not available. Commissioner Williams asked for an evening meeting so the residents could attend, this is why he gets frustrated because no other meeting was indicated. Commissioner Williams said the meeting was going to be Amherst Township Trustees since the Trustees do have other jobs and other members, County Engineer, Rob Berner-LORCO. Commissioner Kalo said he was not sure that they were going to meet with all those people. Commissioner Williams said Mr. Fowler indicated at the Amherst Township meeting that he would meet with anyone at anytime.  Commissioner Williams said there was a September 10 meeting but that was cancelled.  Commissioner Kalo said he has worked on this since 1st of July; his business sits in Sheffield Township. He stated that being loud is not the most effective way, when you sit down with someone to negotiate and continuingly punch someone in the mouth this is not productive or getting upset because we still have to benefit the residents. He stated through prolong discussions and speaking with Sheffield Township Trustee Parsons he started dialogue with City of Lorain Council people and Eddie Edwards, 5th Ward Council  and in discussions they were looking at handling some issues across the board and Lorain probably sprung to fast with 200% increase and he and Commissioner Kokoski spoke with their consultants yesterday trying to come up with a better deal for all the residents; putting proposal down from where the rate was to slight operation of maintenance cost and summer usage.  Commissioner Kalo stated the Mayor has talking points and working with consultants and a presentation to Lorain City Council, and Brett Schuster, Chairman-Utilities Committee will ask for a committee of the whole and hopes to get something passed Monday that will be fair and equitable to everybody.  There have been no increases since the early 90’s and the reason there are problems in the Hidden Valley area is because back in the early 70’s when sewer agreements were done it was with a developer and the City of Lorain or whatever city had jurisdiction, things were looser, there were not the epa mandates, building codes or construction practices as required today so Lorain has doubt as to where the run off needs to go and this situation reminds him of the problem with W. 30th Street, Lorain  when undersized sewers were put in.  Commissioner Kalo stated the Mayor was very agreeable to come up with a better deal for everybody and they have put a proposal up to as what they would like to see and he will be finishing up with the next couple of days and have a presentation to council on Monday night that he will brief them ahead of time and hope to get something past prior to the next bills because the 17th is the cut off date so these might even be held off so the new bill will reflect the new rate instead of the 200% rate so this is where they are at as of today.

Commissioner Williams asked what was proposed, 30%. 
Commissioner Kokoski said 130-150, CT Consultants said it was 150, but she thought it was on debt service so they tried to get it as low as they could to even start from scratch. She stated that even though they did not attend the meeting that were held, they were not aware of them, let alone discussing these issues, they have been working on these issues and they are on all of the residents sides, they just have different methods of doing it, all 3 of the Commissioners are on the same page.

Commissioner Kalo said in discussions with the Mayor, he understands cooperation and collaboration, we all have to work together, its different times and believes it will work out well for everyone, you will be in good shape with the rate that was negotiated as long as City Council agrees.
Commissioner Kokoski said she spoke with Anne Molnar, Lorain City Council and she is always on the side of retirees and people on fixed income and she is very concerned. Commissioner Kokoski said she has been saying all along that when City Council passed this ordinance it gave the administration the authority to raise the rates but they did not know in dollars and cents what this was going to mean to the residents.  When the residents received the letter it indicated an increase of $9.24/100 cubic feet, did you realize that your bill would go up that much.  


Commissioner Williams said this is why he became more voiceturious, he spoke with Anne Molnar, because she is one with reason and several other council people and what Anne told him was “their basements are not flooding; ours are and will not vote against repealing this action”. He asked when Council came back in September to repeal this back to 130% and the law director never even looked at this before it was passed.  There are also issues with a resident that has a faulty meter and getting charged over $400/month for their sewer, using 26,000 gallons of water and City told them it was a mechanical issue and whoever stated this to the resident is incompetent and they continue to charge them a car payment without doing anything, this is where his frustration comes with elected officials in the City of Lorain.  Commissioner Kalo asked if this was the department or elected official.  Commissioner Williams said it was the department going through Mr. Fowler, then Mr. Timko and also city workers making comments they don’t care of their houses burn down, this is not right, we are not here to debate this. Commissioner Kalo said we can not manage the city.  Commissioner Williams said we can not manage the city but the city talks about having a partnership and work with us and other communities but it is hard to trust them when they continue to do things like this and not just with this administration but other administrations as well.  Commissioner Kalo said we have to be the better person to sit down and work through this because we can not afford for these people to pay.  
Christine Winrod, 135 Hidden Tree Lane, Amherst Township stated that her neighbors and her have been affected by the discriminatory decision by the City of Lorain politicians to increase their sewer rates to an unjust inequitable level of 200% of the in city rate.  Their purpose for being there today is to ask for an immediate and swift relief from this imposed rate increase.  As our elected officials they are asking them to take action today. The nature of this decision by the leaders of the City of Lorain to increase rates selectivity on a certain demographic of customers is an opportunistic, predatory, unreasonable and disproportionate decision.  If such a decision were made in a private sector business it would be considered gauging, the city of Lorain’s utilities department is in essence a municipal monopoly and when left to its own devices has ironically imposed biased, pretentious legislation exposing middle class families that have no vote, no representation, no recourse and no ability to directly petition them for change.  She stated she has been a nurse for 23 years and advocate daily for her patients needs and well being and don’t do it with pretentious or bias and she expects the board as their elected officials to do the same for them and advocate for them, they are constitutions, tax payers and voters and will remember their decision today in November.  She handed to the Clerk petition stating the residents are in disagreement with the current increase in sewer rates impose by the City of Lorain as July 1, 2012 and increase brings the total rate to 200% of what the residents of Lorain are paying and copies of bills from people that could not attend today.

Linda Ashley, 4303 Oaknoll Drive, Amherst Township because Mayor of Lorain, Robert Fowler and Lorain City Council members have intentionally chosen to exploit those to be that they consider to be weak and powerless. Those that have no ability to vote them out of office, the residents of Amherst and Sheffield Township have been burdened by a sanitary sewer rate that is 200% of what the Lorain city residents pay.  The townships residents are now forced to ration water, taking military showers, using dehumidifier water to fill washing machines, using hand sanitizer in lieu of soap and water and even flushing the toilet after using 2-3 times.  They are also not recycling anymore and if they do recycle do not have the water to clean out the cans good enough. Can you imagine every time that you walk to your sink for a drink of water, or fill a pot for cooking, to wash your hands, or to use the bathroom that you stop to consider how much this is costing you, well they do, they live it everyday.  This is what Lorain politicians have forced them to do by excessively increasing the rate on a necessity of basic need; sanitary sewers.  There are residents on fixed incomes, single income families, families that are already struggling and stretching their dollars to pay their bills like many middle class families throughout the county.  The only one difference between a middle class family living in the township and one living elsewhere is that the township family is receiving $2-300/month water and sewer bills.  The middle class family in the townships do not get a break on summer sewer consumption from Lorain water department, no what do they get, they get a bill that is excessively higher with a note in a large box written that Lorain residents get a sewer consumption discount during the months of June, July and August, which are the very same months that we received this tremendous increase.  She has a Lorain resident statement “current bill used 26 cu feet because they watered their lawn, cost of bill was $103.84 of that $36 was sewer”, if this resident lived in Hidden Valley at the current rate the bill would have been $332.80, a 320% increase.  You might think this is just a township problem but we are hear to say that this is a problem for the entire county, with residents having to pay this higher rate each and every month year round, there is no money for extras, this reduction in spending will affect business, restaurants, stores, etc.; sales tax revenue will be decreased, county levies for services such as 911, mental health and Lorain county joint police district will not receive their votes because they can not afford them.  The school levies for both JVS and Amherst Exempted Village will also receive no votes.  She stated to Mr. Kalo, Ms. Kokoski & Mr. Williams they represent all of Lorain County including the citizens of Amherst and Sheffield Township and it is their expectation that as their representatives they will protect and defend them from being exploited and taken advantage of by the politicians of Lorain.  They have no voice in Lorain; the Commissioners are their voice and expect an outcome that is just and equitable.  She said Mr. Kalo in the August 30, 2012 Morning Journal stated   “Kalo does not agree with the rate increase” and Ms. Kokoski she spoke with her personally on the phone and received and email stating “she will not rest until the residents sewer bills are fair”.  We have given the Commissioners a copy of a resolution for consideration and ask for the support because while they can not vote for Lorain City Council or Lorain Mayor they are able to vote for the Lorain County Commissioners and if the Commissioners are unwilling to consider and approve the resolution that has been presented she can assure that the Commissioners will not receive their votes in November.
Marcie ……, 3131 Deepwood Lane, Amherst Township she said it upsets her that how this protocol was taken and thanked Commissioner Kalo for speaking with Mayor Ritenauer and thanked Commissioner Williams for speaking up for their needs but don’t understand how the Mayor is looking at different avenues to resolve this issue, why was this not done from the offset and this is how we are suppose to believe in our politicians.  Commissioner Williams said the reason they are reconsidering it is because of the people that have spoken out and the elected officials are not use to this and when people stand united you do get results and because of the groups out here that went door to door with these petitions and wrote the letters to the editor and took a strong stance against the City of Lorain and would applaud everyone that took the time to do this to get people involved and the township trustees.  She stated that there is an appreciation to the whole hidden valley area. Commissioner Kalo said he is not sure why it got to where it is, but again they would have not known about this unless there was an outcry from the residents and one of the first phone calls he received was from Sheffield Trustee Parsons when his residents starting calling him, Trustees did not receive a letter nor did the Commissioners and this was a contract between the developer and the city.  She stated this is what the irony is, when rates are increased by 200% whether you know about it or not, you know what that reaction will be.  Commissioner Kalo said correct but he was not aware of this until Sheffield Township Trustees Parsons called due to his residents calling him and the Commissioners did not know of the resolution the City of Lorain passed.  He said he wishes he could have got this done sooner, but with Council taking a recess there is no action done in the month of August. She stated that is why they are here today, working out some of the protocols. Commissioner Kalo said they are all defending the residents, no one should have received the 200% increase, and this was quite drastic. Commissioner Kalo said documents were also being requested in order to be reviewed from City of Lorain and Sanitary Engineer Carney, which is a Hidden Valley resident and developer agreements from the early 70’s but there is no actually ordinance/contract and there are other areas in the county that could have the same issue and should be the same throughout the county.  She stated that if Christine and Lynda did not start the process nothing probably would of happened and in the news release from Mayor Ritenauer states the Safety/Service Directors’ position is to protect the interest of the city, she asked is this to rob peter to pay paul.  She also stated that potshots are not a good way to deal with issues but the Mayor went on to say in his press release neither the Mayor or any city representative was present to defend the city’s position, well this is sort of how the residents feel.
Christine Winrod said she spoke with Mayor Ritenauer and invited him here today or anyone else to attend today’s meeting. Commissioner Kalo said he met with the Mayor and he is finishing up paperwork and speaking with council members to get this addressed at the meeting on Monday.  Ms. Windrod said someone could have been here today.  Commissioner Williams said he left several messages for the Mayor and Mr. Fowler because he received a call from Sheffield Township Trustee Parsons stating that none of the Commissioners had called the City of Lorain and without hearing anything back; his potshot would have been with regards to the citizens in other communities they have no vote and then for Lorain City Council to pass something and not understand what they passed, this is shame on them and how it would effect others.  Commissioner Williams reviewed the City of Lorain resolutions and they are very generic and basically this is politics and this is a way they can go through to generate revenue and no increase to their residents. Commissioner Kalo said they have to have justification. Commissioner Williams said Mr. Fowler gave the justification at the Amherst Township meeting stating other cities do it and these residents should be lucky because they could go to 150%, this is his attitude. Commissioner Kokoski said he is wrong. Commissioner Kalo said he can not make this decision, it is up to Council, it would be like County Administrator Cordes making this decision without the board, and he can give recommendations. Commissioner Williams said Mr. Fowler represents the City and if Mr. Cordes made such an arrogant statement to the residents it would not be good. Commissioner Kalo said he was not present, he was not invited. Commissioner Williams said it was an Amherst Township meeting anyone can attend. Commissioner Kalo said this was not on the agenda and he has attended previous meetings in the township. Commissioner Williams said a statement of 150% that was his justification, this is why the residents are upset because Mr. Ritenauer hired this individual and he does not have to face it because he does not live in the county, and Mr. Fowler lives in Strongsville. 
Phil VanTreuren, 171 Harris Street, Amherst and Amherst City Council said he is here to defend the Commmissioners and ask the residents to give them the benefit of the doubt, hands are tied no one wants the sewer rates to be 200% higher than the residents of Lorain city. He stated that there is something that can be done immediately to help remedy this situation and that is to make sure the resolution is passed, it will show support for the residents that are present and shows that there is support for their fight against an entity that is bullying them. He also reminded that in the past the Commissioners have not hesitated to support resolutions that really have nothing to do with a job of a Commissioner like resolutions against the Iraq War, etc. This is an opportunity to pass a resolution that is directly associated with a Commissioners job, directly associated with standing up for the residents that can not stand up for themselves in this situation and to show leadership, to just wait to see how this plays out is not leadership.  There is a lot of people waiting to see if this will go away or will it be stretched out to election day and a lot of people here are afraid that after the election it will not be taken care of, so show some leadership, do the right thing, pass this resolution, go to Lorain City Council, read it and give these people the support and leadership that they deserve from the county elected officials.

Commissioner Kalo said he has not read the resolution it was sitting here on the desk when they walked in here and to show support and to drag out to election, he has never politicized his job as a Commissioner and he has been involved since the 1st of July when he first spoke with 
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Sheffield Township Trustee Parsons to try to get this rectified and would hope that this would be completed by September 17 that is fair and equitable to the residents.
Commissioner Kokoski said she does not know if it is a good idea to sign today, if it does not get resolved by Monday then she would sign by next Wednesday. Commissioner Williams said there are various resolutions that are brought before this board, like Brings Jobs Home Act and it were put before him that morning. Commissioner Kokoski said she is not stating she will not sign today because it was just presented, it is because clear heads will prevail, there has been discussions and very close to it being resolved and believes that City Council and the Mayors’ Administration will rectify this and every citizen will be happy with the results and if they are not then she will sign this at the Commissioners next meeting and the next bill should reflect the correct amounts.  
Christine Winrod said no, this is a cut and dry resolution; it is easy it is a yes or no.

Commissioner Williams said Sheffield Township Trustee Parsons read the resolution and asked if he felt it was a fair resolution.


Chad Parsons, Sheffield Township Trustee said yes he did read the resolution but he does not sign it, it is written well and the Commissioners could sign with no recourse.  Commissioner Kokoski asked if it would be a detriment at the table with the City of Lorain, since discussions have been ongoing and the right thing to do is have Lorain City repeal the ordinance.  Commissioner Williams said what the City of Lorain will receive this resolution and their feelings will be hurt so they won’t do anything, they are elected officials. Commissioner Kokoski said she will reserve here decision until the resolution is read. Trustee Parsons said yes, he did start receiving calls from the residents and his job as an elected official is to represent them all equally. He contacted Commissioner Kalo since his business is in the township and asked what could be done, at that time Commissioner Kalo said this was the first he had heard of this but would look into it.  Trustee Parsons said he would commend the Commmissioners for reviewing but the only way this will be resolved is collaboration and cooperation through all the entities.  Trustee Parsons said the residents are in financial distress and encourages Lorain to reduce these rates it needs to be fair and equitable and everyone has their personal opinions but the bottom line is that we all need to work together to come up with something that is fair and equitable. Trustee Parsons encourages Lorain Council and Administration to do what is right, it is a shame that this had to come this far but through cooperation and professionalism with all parties something can be done and local government work together.
Kathy O’Shaughnessy, 918 Deer Run Drive, Amherst Township thanked Commissioner Williams for his continued support and communication back to the residents. She stated that she and her husband have written letters to the newspapers and they have been printed in the editorial comments. She took about 100 petitions and flyers around the hidden valley area and it is so sad to see that these families are paying these outrageous costs when we have a contract.  She does not care that it goes back to the 70’s, how old is the constitution and we abide by that and in order to amend that contract the City of Lorain should have come to the people that this affected and the township trustees, why did this not happen, because they railroaded through an unfair increase and what will cause them from not doing this again. The residents got together and thanked them along with Lynda, Christine, Bob and Kathy Walker who have worked very hard on this and the neighbors on Stone Valley and they all want the existing contract enforced, this is the bottom line we don’t want to talk about going to another sanitary system, we want the existing contract enforced by the Commissioners and please support this and want our money back that we already paid. If there are 820 homes in Hidden Valley and each one at a minimum of $50/month paid this is over $41,000/month to the City of Lorain but the hard working families with little kids that she spoke with that could not be here have over $100 increase, paying $300 for a water bill, this cuts into the groceries, this is ridiculous, so it is more like over $200,000 the City of Lorain has received from the residents within the last 2 months, we want this agreement today, it can not wait any longer.
Shelley Ostrolencki, 4087 Oaknoll Drive, Amherst Township corrected Commissioner Kalo on his opening statement that the residents have only had one increase. She went through her bills since May 2011 and the November 18-December 16, 2011 bill, the sewer rate was 569 to 614/100 cubic feet, an increase of 8%.  Commissioner Kalo said he was speaking of the increase on the percentage. Ms. Ostrolencki said on February 20-March 19 was 323-340, increase of 5/14% and then May 18-June 20 was 614 to 943, increase of 53 ¼% this equates to a 44% increase in a 1 year period, 3 increases in less than 1 year and her consumption from May 2011 to May 2012 was 164 cubic feet, costing $1,503 and based on this and her consumption remains the same until 2013 her cost for the same 164 cubic feet will cost $2,104, which is an additional increase of $601 for 12 month period. She stated that her and her husband don’t vote themselves a pay raise and unlike government they have to live by a balanced budget, therefore only alternate for the $604 she will not vote for police levies, schools levies etc she just can’t vote for it and she is sorry.
Barbara Katkic, 6626 Oberlin Road, Amherst Township said when she called to complain about the water bill she was told that the reason they went to 200%, so the City did not have to keep going back to council because they would have to keep increasing to pay for the flooding problem.  She said they need to keep an eye on the ball for the agreement.  Commissioner Kalo said the idea is, he sent a letter to Mayor Ritenauer the other day was to get a rate done by ordinance that does not give the flexibility tied into the city rate, currently there is no contract and this is what the discussions have been. Ms. Katkic said she keeps reading in the newspaper and comments at the township meeting and would be careful about regionalism in order to work together to benefit all and bring down the cost but the problem is, when regionalism is done, the voters don’t get a chance; like Amherst Township gets their water from City of Lorain we can not vote for Lorain officials, so you the Commissioners that represent the residents you need to keep your eye on that, is regionalism good for the voters, sometimes the vote is lost.
Commissioner Williams said regionalism, townships work together to get the job done, cost low. The difference is when you have a regionalism approach it is only as good as your elected official and the townships have some great elected officials they are out there working to better the community.  Ms. Katkic thanked the board for taking up this position.

Karen Stripe, 7495 Hidden Glen Drive said this has affected her family tremendously and on a nurse’s salary she can not afford this and what bothers her the most is she has spoken with senior citizens and they can not afford their medications, they have to make decisions in order to get medication or pay the sewer bill, this is effecting the quality of life for a lot of people and it really bothers her.

Julie Toth, 6601 Rosedale Avenue, Amherst Township said she has lived in Hidden Valley area for over 30 years and the area has been a jewel to live in but the politicians have decided to rape Amherst and Sheffield Township residents and something has to be done.  She stated that there are several vacant homes within the area and has not the Mayor of Lorain considered things like this when people look to buy a home, this is terrible, and do you think people can afford the bills. She has been on disability for 12 years and her income is still the same, this is a fixed income.

Rob Warth, 302 Deepwood Lane, Amherst Township thanked the Commissioners for having them today and he is the guy that Commissioner Williams mentioned with $447+ bill.  He stated that in spring he had vinyl siding installed and the touch pad used to read the water meter was covered up. The City of Lorain Water Dept. need to gain access to put a radio unit on it. The statement for billing period of 6/20-7/19 and bills was $370.71. This amount converted into gallons, 1 ccf is equal to 748 gallons and according to statement he used 25 ccf, or 18,700 gallons for that period.  Prior to this statement, average water consumption was 7.5 ccfs. The next statement 7/19-8/21 bills was $447.73, ccf bill increases by 10 to for a total of 35 ccf, so gallons used was 26,180 or 770 gallons a day.  He went to the City of Lorain to discuss this and was told by a supervisor that the radio unit is simply a transmitter of meter readings only and has nothing to do with the actual meter.  They asked if he had a pool (no), sprinkler system (no), been out of town lately (no); they do a few loads of laundry a week, run dishwasher twice a week, take normal showers and don’t wash cars since the sticker shock of the last bill, actually he reduced his water consumption. The City of Lorain indicated that he could have a leak, so he did dye tests and called a certified plumber out, no leaks and the meter did not even move.  The City of Lorain sent a meter reader out and they saw nothing, he then called PUCO and they told him that they have no jurisdiction over city 
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water. He then called Mr. Fowler and requested a meeting but did not receive a returned call.  He stated he is very frustrated that within two months his water bill is $818.44, the radio unit frequencies are causing the meter to spin at a rapid pace, he wants this equipment taken out, 
inspected and replaced with one that functions properly and would like to see that the water usage for these past two billing cycles be adjusted to average about of around 8 ccfs and rate be adjusted accordingly.  He indicated that on 9/6 his meter reading was at 406 and as of last night 9/11 reading is now at 411, that is 5 ccfs or 3,740 gallons in 4 days.  He is on the defensive at every turn, even though he has years of low usage on his side, he has been a loyal customer who has always paid bills in full and on time, for the 11 years that he has been an Amherst township resident and would expect the same treatment of loyalty, honesty and respect in return.
Commissioner Williams stated he contacted the City of Lorain regards to this resident and it was forwarded to Mr. Timko and a lady said that someone would be but she indicated it was a mechanical error and Commissioner Williams explained to her that how a mechanical system and electrical system works and the programming has to be off which is a simple mistake and they told him they would go to the residence and replace it.  Mr. Warth stated the City of Lorain indicted that the equipment is spot on and there are no issues.

Robert Jump, 6629 Allandale Drive, Amherst Township said he and his wife have lived here for 33 years and have never had any problems.  He asked about a refund/credit for the July, August and September billings.  Commissioner Kalo said this was part of a discussion point with the City.  Commissioner Williams said he never received a call. 

Mr. Jump said at the end of June 2012 a letter was received from the City of Lorain but nothing was defined as to an increase, it just said an increase.  His June 1st bill was a total of $38.70, but 64.2% was for sewer. July bill was $230.64, 73 1/2 % sewers; August %205.10 and sewer was 73 ½% and of course we did use more water because of the grass, flowers and small pool for the grandson, but this water does not go into the sewer it goes into the sanitary sewer which goes to Avon Lake no Lorain, this infuriates him.  When bills were received the City of Lorain put a box on the statement stating City of Lorain residents would receive a summer discount for while they are being rapped by the city. Commissioner Kokoski said she and Commissioner Kalo did speak with the City of Lorain yesterday and this was one of the issues that was discussed and argued that the same discounts should be applied to the township residents just as the city residents.  Commissioner Williams spoke with Mr. Fowler about this and he indicated that even though water is being used outside it seeps into the sewer and goes to Lorain. 

Mr. Jump said Mr. Fowler was invited to the August 14, 2012 Amherst Township Trustee meeting and indicted he had no reason to inform the trustees or any elected officials about this because it was between their customers and the City of Lorain. He also indicted Mr. Fowler gave the following reasons why the increase had to go through and quoted it from August 19, Chronicle “the residents of Elyria, Sheffield and Amherst Townships have been getting such a good deal for such a long time”, the deal was 150% over what Lorain city residents pay and then it pushed it to 200%, to him, 150% was ill in the first place because there was a contract negotiated by Mr. Gargasz for 130%, so it’s a violation of the law. Commissioner Kalo said there was an agreement no contract by ordinance. Mr. Jump said an agreement is legal, Commissioner Kalo said this was the discussion points. Ms. Winrod said contract is an agreement.  Commissioner Kokoski said we are trying to do this with calmness, attorneys are expensive.  Mr. Jump said in the contract it states the Safety/Service Director, City of Lorain, Ohio to be and is hereby authorized to enter into a contact agreement with Edward Gargasz, Developer for furnishing water to the Hidden Valley Subdivision, Amherst Township from the City of Lorain. Commissioner Kalo said there were no solidified rates in the contract and there is a lot of other language that is not present.  He stated that in previous arrangements that him and County Administrator Cordes arranged with the City of Lorain in the past with the West side sewer was a contracted rate done by ordinance and this is what is trying to be done for next Monday. Mr. Jump said the 2nd reason Mr. Fowler said the increase was mandatory was because the previous administration of the City of Lorain was taking money out of the utility accounts and putting it into the general accounts, this is not their problem that they have thieves in this government. The 3rd reason Mr. Fowler stated was Lorain lost a bill of $65 million dollar tunnel to control sanitary and storm water runoff, however Hidden Valley’s storm sewers do not go to Lorain they go to Avon Lake and why should the residents pay for what they have done in the past and they should have budgeted for this in the past. There are 820 residents in Amherst Township and 136 in Sheffield Township that are affected by this and Mr. Fowler also stated to him that City of Lorain has been subsidizing these areas for at least 8 years.  Mr. Jump said never in his life has he met a man more arrogant insolent and stand up there and talk this way to people, if he does not really know what he is talking about he should just at least say he would get back to someone and if you really do not know what you are talking about don’t tell lies which he has done in several cases. If the City of Lorain really needed money, why didn’t they ask the Lorain city residents, because it would have been a 1 term administration and he would have been out of a job too and he does not even live in Lorain County and he was also involved with these things in the City of Wooster. Mr. Jump stated residents have the ability to go to other gas/electric suppliers if residents feel they are being gauged but the City of Lorain has a monopoly on customers, they don’t have a choice, never had a choice. If the City of Lorain feels they can not service the township residents for any particular reason then why don’t we look at another supplier, let them sign off on the township residents at least then they have an option.  Mr. Jump thanked Mr. Innes for his diligent work in trying to help them with this mess from a legal aspect.  Mr. Jump urged the Commissioners again, to read this document, this resolution that is presented today very carefully and please sign it as quickly as possible; the elections are coming up very soon.

Pat Young, 4708 Oaknoll Drive, Amherst Township lived there 20 years, since 1992 with their son and their water bill was approximately $22-24 and in 2012 the bills for May, June and July were in excess of $800.  She does have a sprinkler system, which is used sparingly but it has been a joke every year when her husband called the City of Lorain since 1992 and received the same ridiculous reply, nothing.  Finally last year they spoke to someone about a second meter but this was ridiculous because there was an annual inspection of $75, ok, but they wanted them to change the water pipes and this would have been more work.  She said she also owns an apartment in Sheffield Township so she has a bill there as well and is very appalled that this has got out of hand and pleaded to the Commissioners to listen to the residents, election is coming up and they have good memories even though they are old and thanked the Commissioners for listening and asked them to do the right thing.


David Urig, 359 Deepwood Lane, Amherst Township Trustee said the residents have done a good job in explaining the situation but there is a lack of control, there has been a serious of rate increases and no one knows what this is going to be, people can not budget for it. Water is a necessity, everyone has to have it, you can cut out cable and cell phone, etc. but you can not go without water and sewer and contract is needed.  Commissioner Kalo said he agrees and this needs to be done at a rate within a contract. Commissioner Williams said it has to be 130% because the City said there would be an 8% increase annually until 2012 and this would impact all residents on the system.  Mr. Urig said it has been eluded too that part of the justification for rate increase is because of the flooding in the city but can not buy this; the part of Amherst Township that feeds this area is a 15” line and the township receives flooding and back up problems and they are looking at ways to resolve but the Township is no way to blame for the problem.

Larry Young, 4708 Oaknoll Drive, Amherst Township said in 1992 at their new house they had a sprinkler system put in so the lawn could be watered. His wife did this for years when they lived in Sheffield Township by pulling the sprinkler around every 45 minutes which was a hassle. He had a certified landscaper put all the yard and system in with intention of putting a second meter in when approved, but City of Lorain continuously fought him annually on getting this other meter but in 1998 the city was giving their residents a break in the summer which was a slap in the face to the township residents. He said about 1 ½ years ago, he called because they are on a fixed income and city came out, had a back flow prevention installed to code when system was installed and he indicated that he had to do annual inspections and wanted him to redirect lines, that is wrong he can’t afford to put new lines in when there is nothing wrong with other and water bills for last month was $342 and May it increased, have every bill since he moved into the house and June water consumption went from 6 to 20, cost was $256.18, sewer was $188.39; July went from 16 to 26 cost was $332.80 and sewer was $244.79 and August was $192.39 with sewer of $141.93. He said he spoke to neighbors back in the early 90’s but no one wanted to get involved but know you can see that a lot of people want it done now, not next week.

Linda Ashley stated Commissioner Kalo wants an ordinance that is firm from the City of Lorain, we did have an ordinance that was authored by Bob Fowler to change it and they tore it up and rewrote a new one.  She stated that Mr. Fowler attended the August 14 township meeting and her husband stood up , first of all Mr. Fowler led them to believe that it was City councils’ fault that rates went up he did not say he authored it until after the ordinance was pulled from city website. Her husband asked Mr. Fowler what will stop you next time from ripping up this current ordinance or increase rates, he did not answer or has he answered any phone calls since this time. Commissioner Kalo said this was the discussion of having it by ordinance a contract with a rate that is agreed upon. Mrs. Ashley said as long as it is firm, they want protection. Commissioner Kalo said that is the goal of these discussions, as of now it is just a developers agreement we need it back under governance. Mrs. Ashley said every t needs crossed and every I dotted, no wiggle room, no loop holes no re-writing it. Commissioner Kalo said that has not been seen historically once it is done the proper way this document was only to allow the city to take the flow there was nothing else set in stone and this is what they are trying to clean up right now and our Prosecutors office is reviewing as well.

Tom Hutton, 309 Deepwood Lane, Amherst Township lived there for 44 years and in his previous conversations with Gargasz back in the 70’s his impression was there was an agreement and it was at 30%. If there are discussions with negotiations lets start at equal price and township residents have been paying 30% more all these years, if the city would have been putting this money aside they could have solved a lot of their problems off the township residents backs. He stated this is just plain robbery, its bullying, we teach our kids not to bully and you talk about blackmail, if you had a child and they misbehave, what is the first thing someone does to them, take/withhold something from them well lets withhold something from our bad behaved kids, city of Lorain.  When he received his first bill it went from $38 to $154 and was not even home for 2 weeks, he called the water department and the comment from them was maybe a neighbor used his water, he asked the city to check the meter and they told him, the meters are government inspected they are never wrong, so he called Mr. Timko and recording said he would call at his convenience, well 3 weeks later he was driving to Chicago on vacation and he received a call, that is convenient.

He read the following resolution from the township residents;

Whereas; on May 7, 2012 at the regular meeting of the Lorain City Council, Council passed City of Lorain Ordinance Number 60-12, an ordinance amending “Section 913.305 RATES FOR SEWER RENTAL OUTSIDE CITY LIMITS” of the codified ordinances of the City of Lorain, and declaring an emergency, and

Whereas; the effect of City of Lorain ordinance number 60-12 was to increase the sewer rental rate charged to approximately 820 Amherst Township residences and 136 Sheffield Township residences from 130% to 200% of the cost of the City rate as established in Section 913.303 of the codified ordinances of the City of Lorain, and

Whereas; City of Lorain ordinance number 60-12 cites the Ohio Revised Code Sections 729.49 SEWERAGE RATES OR CHARGES OF RENT and 729.50 MANAGEMENT AND CONTROL OF SEWERAGE SYSTEM for legislative authority, and 
Whereas; Ohio Revised Code Section 729.49 states “The legislative authority of a municipal corporation which has installed or is installing sewerage, a system of sewerage, sewage pumping works, or sewage treatment or disposal works for public use, may, by ordinance, establish just and equitable rates or charges of rents to be paid to the municipal corporation for the use of such services, by every person, firm, or corporation whose premises are served by a connection thereto”, and

Whereas; the minutes of the May 7, 2012 meeting of the City of Lorain Streets and Utilities Committee indicate the desire of the City to “..adjust the fees to represent a better cost structure that would be more advantageous to the city” and “… bring us (the City of Lorain) more in line with what other cities are charging outside users”, versus a just, fair, equitable or reasonable rate, based upon the cost of operations, maintenance and treatment, and

Whereas; the sewer rate increase was only applicable to approximately 820 Amherst Township residences and 136 Sheffield Township residences for which the City of Lorain believes no contract exist for the provision sewer rates, thus not impacting the majority of customers receiving wastewater treatment service from the City of Lorain, and

Whereas; the residents in the Hidden Valley area of Amherst Township, through their home purchase price, paid tap-in fees and the construction cost of the sewerage collection and conveyance system, which was installed by the subdivision developer Mr. Ed Gargasz, resulting in no debt service to the City of Lorain, and

Whereas; prior to City of Lorain Ordinance Number 60-12, the residents in the Hidden Valley area of Amherst Township have been paying a sanitary sewer rental rate of 130% of the cost of the City rate as established in Section 913.303 of the codified ordinances of the City of Lorain since the initiation of the Hidden Valley development in the mid-1970’s, and

Whereas;  the City of Lorain has accepted Federal, State of Ohio and County funding and financial support for their system of sewerage, sewage pumping works, or sewage treatment or disposal works for public use, and

Whereas; the 820 Amherst Township residences and 136 Sheffield Township residences are mandated to connect to the City of Lorain sewer utility due to existing law, effectively establishing the City of Lorain Utility Department as a sole source for service, and

Whereas; the City of Lorain provided no notification to the Lorain County Board of Commissioners, the Amherst Township Board of Trustees, or the Sheffield Township Board of Trustees of their intent to consider a large and unreasonable sewer rate increase, nor did the City of Lorain make any attempt to negotiate a contract for the provision of sanitary sewer service at just and equitable rates to the affected areas of Amherst and Sheffield township prior to the rate increase, and

Whereas; it is unknown as to the amount of effort expended in researching old public and private records to determine if a contract exist for the establishing of sewer rental rates in the affected areas of Amherst and Sheffield Townships, and
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Whereas; the impacted residents in the affected areas of Amherst and Sheffield Townships are frustrated in trying to determine who represents their interest in the establishment of sewer and water rates, as they cannot vote for the elected leaders in the City of Lorain,

Now, therefore be it resolved by the Board of County Commissioners (the “Board”), State of Ohio, that:
Section 1. The Board finds the rate of 200% of the cost of the City rate as established in Section 913.303 of the codified ordinances of the

City of Lorain per City Ordinance Number 60-12 to be unjust and unequitable.
Section 2. The Board strongly recommends the Lorain City Council to immediately repeal City of Lorain Ordinance Number 60-12.  Such repeal would reestablish the sewer rental rate charged to approximately 820 Amherst Township residences and 136 Sheffield Township residences to a rate of 130% of the cost of the City rate as established in Section 913.303 of the codified ordinances of the City of Lorain (e.g. in-city rate equals $4.70 per 100 cubic feet of water use, then outside-city rate equals 1.3 x $4.70, or $6.11 per 100 cubic feet of water use).

Section 3. The Board strongly recommends that the Lorain City Council provide a credit of the 130% to 200% sewer rate increase cost differential paid by Amherst and Sheffield Township residents from the date the rate increase was implemented until the date Ordinance Number 60-12 is repealed.

Section 4. The Board strongly recommends that the Lorain City Council extend utility benefits available to City of Lorain residences to all City of Lorain utility customers (e.g. “Summer Sewer Average” discount specified in Section 913.303 and “Exceptions to the Sanitary Sewer rental Charges” in Section 913.307 of the codified ordinances of the City of Lorain)

Section 5.  The Lorain County Administrator is authorized to negotiate a contract or contracts, with the City of Lorain for the provision of sewer and water service in the affected areas of Amherst and Sheffield Township.  Any such contracts shall require approval by the respective Board of Trustees of the area affected by any contract for water and sewer service.

Section 6. The Board supports changing the City of Lorain sanity sewer facility planning areas (FPA) and the FPA designated management agency (DMA) within Amherst and Sheffield Township to a joint Lorain County/Lorain County Rural Wastewater District FPA in order to provide representation for the interest of the residents of the townships. The Board encourages the City of Lorain to support any such change in FPA.

Section 7.  It is found and determined that all formal actions of the Lorain County Board of Commissioners concerning and relating to the adoption of this Resolution were adopted in an open meeting, and that all deliberations of the Board and any of its committees that resulted in such formal action, were in meetings open to the public, in compliance with all legal requirements, including the Ohio Revised Code.

Mr. Hutton asked if the Commissioners are willing to be in support of this resolution to defend your constitutions by signing this today. Commissioner Kalo said he is ok with the resolution except #5, 6 and 7 and would like to go over them.

Commissioner Williams said he will accept it as it was presented today.

Commissioner Williams moved, seconded by Kokoski. Clerk called for discussion.

Commissioner Kokoski said she does not like the 4th whereas, second page, the County is in negotiations with the City of Lorain now and does not want to ruin what has been going on and by her signing she is not sure that would be affected.

Christine Winrod said residents feel that everything is in the resolution. Commissioner Kokoski said yes everything has been placed on the table but the many comments were made about smacking people across the face, pointing fingers about this, that one did not do it, etc. it is hard to negotiate when smacking continues so she would rather get the negotiations done and if they don’t. Ms. Winrod said the residents would like to be an active part of the negotiations; they are the people being affected. Commissioner Kokoski said the residents should go to the City Council meeting on Monday. Commissioner Williams asked if he could go. Commissioner Kokoski said everyone, it’s an open meeting. Commissioner Williams said he gets frustrated. Ms. Winrod asked Commissioner Kokoski what was wrong with the whereas, Commissioner Kokoski said it states that City of Lorain has made no effort to do so, but they have. Ms. Winrod said only because they felt pressured too and this is a valid point they were not willing to do anything. Commissioner Kokoski said if the Commissioners are going to try to negotiate on the township resident’s behalf then it is better if we are all on friendly terms. Ms. Winrod said the Township Trustees should be involved as well, she said everything should be at the table.

Neil Lynch, 8132 Oberlin Road, Amherst Township Trustee said the 4th whereas, page 2 that Commissioner Kokoski is concerned with is not to shove this in anyone’s face this whereas is just a factual statement, it is not talking about any negotiation that occurred after the rate increase it should be left in as a historical accounting and he is very proud of the residents of Amherst and Sheffield Township that have come together. The residents want immediate action, put it back where it was, City of Lorain Council needs to repeal and don’t start at 130% this was a high rate, we need to start at base line that everyone feels is fair as utility customers that are mandated and have no choice to go elsewhere for this utility service.
Commissioner Kalo said his assistant made copies of the letter he sent the Mayor.  He stated he is ok with all sections because it is all pertinent information but has issues with 5, 6 and 7 because doing a resolution becomes a legal document by the Board of Commissioners and understands the message the residents want to get across and they are in the process of negotiating something fair and equitable to protect because the residents are their constitutions in the county. He said under section 5, and will ask the Assistant Prosecutor Innes to clarify since he does represent the Commissioners and Townships he is more than qualified to do so.  
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Commissioner Kalo said under section 5 The Lorain County Administrator is authorized to negotiate a contract or contracts, with the City of Lorain for the provision of sewer and water service in the affected areas of Amherst and Sheffield Township.  Any such contracts shall require approval by the respective Board of Trustees of the area affected by any contract for water and sewer service.  

Commissioner Kalo said the Commissioners can not put their authority over another political subdivision, they do not have the ability or hint to negotiate when they do not have a standing in this particular issue. Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said he was at the township meeting last week and explained to them the process of what was going on and the issues and there was reference to a contract but the contract was between Gargasz and City of Lorain, there is no mention of County Commissioners and as he explained last week to the residents this situation is basically a contractual relationship between the individual landowners, property owners in the city and the law does not allow, not even another government body to automatically intrude themselves into a contract between parties when they are not a part of such. In fact, there is research being done and there are a lot of documents that he is reviewing, there is also no such approval that the trustees can enter into such sewer service.

Ms. Winrod asked if there could be a township representative that enters into a contract with the City of Lorain. Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said the continuity of the trustees or commissioners. Ms. Winrod said if no government entity can do this can an individual property owner enter into a contract. Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said a private citizen can enter into contracts but this is not this way.  Ms. Winrod said residents have been burned and want protection.  Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said the county can enter into a new agreement like facility planning, sewers, etc. but this is not worded this way.  Commissioner Williams said the contract shall require approval by the Trustees, why not notify Trustees before approval by Commissioners would this be allowable, Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said yes. 
Commissioner Kalo said he does not believe the County Administrator has ability to negotiate a contract because he has no standing with the City of Lorain. County Administrator Cordes said it would have to state that this would have to come back for legislative approval, he can not negotiate a contract, he can negotiate a proposed settlement, resolution, contract but have no legislative authority to enter on behalf of the Commissioners.  Ms. Winrod said then Mr. Cordes would be acting as moderator between the residents, township and City of Lorain. Commissioner Kalo said he thinks this will end up in a mess that no one can get out of with any ability to negotiate. Administrator Cordes said he would be acting on behalf of the County because it is in the county’s sewer district not on behalf of residents or groups, this would be a county agreement.  Administrator Cordes said he believes Mr. Gargasz did what he thought was right at the time, but if he would have engaged the county at the time with the negotiations with the utilities then the agreement would have been like the west side interceptor that had terms and conditions that precluded these things from occurring but Mr. Gargasz has passed and don’t know what the thinking was back then or be derogatory we just need to fix.  He said unless there is date specific terms and conditions, everything is subject to repeal/change. Ms. Winrod said this is what the resident’s want, everything to be set in stone. County Administrator Cordes said the county is precluded from entering into a contract of perpetuity, so this is why everything has to be spelled out; terms, conditions, ending dates, reliable changes and how the changes occur and if they are not made by mutual agreement what the parties can unilateral do.


Mr. Hutton said if we tie everything to the same terms and conditions that Lorain had, this would take care of the time issue because it would be the same for all. Commissioner Kalo said this was a discussion point. Mr. Hutton said it should be 50/50, same conditions not 130/150/200. County Administrator Cordes said correct, this is what was done for the west side interceptor but normally there is a out of city rate which is allowed by code and most jurisdictions charge an out of city boundary rate so be realistic going into negotiations he does not see the out of city residents paying the same as the city residents but would expect the out of city residents to pay something that is fair and reasonable. Commissioner Kalo said the resolution states 130%. Mr. Hutton said the residents want to be made whole now 
Commissioner Kalo read section 6 The Board supports changing the City of Lorain sanity sewer facility planning areas (FPA) and the FPA designated management agency (DMA) within Amherst and Sheffield Township to a joint Lorain County/Lorain County Rural Wastewater District FPA in order to provide representation for the interest of the residents of the townships. The Board encourages the City of Lorain to support any such change in FPA.
Commissioner Kalo said this will not happen they will not give up sewer service and federal money was granted for updates in order to handle.

Commissioner Williams said the reason this came up was because Mr. Fowler said the townships residents have been subsidized by the city residents. Ms. Winrod said if the township is such a bother then release them. Commissioner Kalo said Mr. Fowler probably gave an opinion but they will not relinquish. Ms. Winrod said the residents want an option. County Administrator Cordes said the last time a Facility Planning Area was disputed it cost over $1 million in legal fees.   Commissioner Williams said the City of Lorain does not have to accept this resolution or any parts thereof this resolution is something everyone thinks is good and would benefit the residents of the townships. Ms. Winrod said then it would be beneficial to leave in and allow the negotiations to go forward and if the City want to hard ball, knock it out it is still there as an option for the residents. Mrs. Ashley said they are willing to change the wording that the “board supports the option of changing”, this does not necessarily mean they are changing but they do have the option if Lorain continues to play hardball and run a monopoly then they do have. County Administrator Cordes said in order to change a facility planning area and designated management; he said the owner of the area is unable or unwilling to service the area. Commissioner Kalo said the facility planning area is handled by Northeast Ohio Areawide Coordinating Agency (NOACA), which he sits on the board and this is how LORCO came about because the county could not service areas and said Neil Lynch, Amherst Township Trustee and Commissioner Williams’s assistant and he sits on LORCO. County Administrator Cordes said there has to be unwillingness or inability of the provider in the service area to do so and he wishes that it spoke more of their unwillingness but those things have to be met before it is even considered to change a service area. Ms. Winrod said if the City of Lorain said the township can no longer be serviced this would be the only way the residents could get out, County Administrator Cordes said yes this is why planning areas were designed because when money was put into huge infrastructure, usually federal money the government looked at the service area to be provided and funds were distributed in order to commit to that area so changing the area is difficult, but not impossible but he does not see Lorain stating they are unwilling or not desire to service the area, so the challenge would be an exercise in frustration. 

Mrs. Ashley said in the May 7th City council minutes it was stated, not sure if it was the Mayor or Mr. Fowler but if the residents don’t like being there they were not forcing the residents to stay they don’t have to use the service. Commissioner Kalo said he believes this was an off the cuff remark and not defending what the City said, he is not happy how this situation turn out and this is why he has been working on it but then again when you get through the governance and legal side and the last time we had this fight was over $1 million dollars.  Ms. Winrod said this is why the residents are here because in the city council minutes it stated that Mr. Fowler told the residents and her personally on the phone that the residents had a lot of other options for sewers but he couldn’t list them for her. County Administrator Cordes said he does not like the remarks that were given to the residents but there are no other options, maybe in the future with there could be other developments but have to caution, while the city runs day to day operations, the council is king and these are the people that vote on if things are abandoned or not and this service will not be relinquish by the city because they are working to improve their sewer treatment and the bigger the area, the more federal funds they can apply for. Mrs. Ashley said then this brings us back to that the City of Lorain is a municipal monopoly and this is another reason the township residents are between a rock and a hard place and why we need someone to have a voice for them. Commissioner Kalo said that is what the Commissioners are trying to do you have a resolution in front of the Board to support and he would support everything up until 5, 6 and 7 and this is why he wanted to explain his reasons for each section and to have the residents protected.  

Commissioner Kalo read section 7 It is found and determined that all formal actions of the Lorain County Board of Commissioners concerning and relating to the adoption of this Resolution were adopted in an open meeting, and that all deliberations of the Board and any of its committees that resulted in such formal action, were in meetings open to the public, in compliance with all legal requirements, including the Ohio Revised Code.

Commissioner Kalo said this puts himself and Commissioner Kokoski in a very difficult position because they have already been negotiating with the City in an office and this could be a legal challenge. Mrs. Ashley said add from this day forward, would this cover it.

Commissioner Kalo said you would put yourself behind the 8 ball if we could get this resolved by September 17th because it involves negotiations. Ms. Winrod said this does not involve anything you have done it involves the City of Lorain; section 7 only involves what has been 
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done today.  Mrs. Ashley said under Ohio Revised Code 122.22 don’t you have to put something in the resolution about it being an open meeting. Commissioner Williams asked Assistant County Prosecutor Innes if there are negotiations and nothing is really part of board business and an agreement is done with all three commissioners is this a violation of the sunshine law, Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said no. Commissioner Williams so by having this in there then you don’t have to worry about the violation of the sunshine law it just states the Board of Commissioners is working on a resolution to be adopted so we don’t have to worry about working with the city of Lorain in a closed meeting to get them to do the right thing there is no violation so he does not see an issue with 7. Commissioner Williams said in section 6 he can see some issue here and section 5 could have some tweaks. 

Clerk Upton stated that section 7 is not in the county resolutions this is wording that are used by townships and cities. County Administrator Cordes said this is part of a formality that other jurisdiction use and does not change anything in the resolutions so let’s focus on 5 and 6.

Commissioner Kalo said then it is mute, Clerk stated yes. Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said Commissioners do not even have committees. 

Mrs. Ashley said if #5 can be tweak then they are willing to delete 6. Commissioner Kalo said he does not know how it would be tweaked to have County Administrator negotiate a contract he does not agree with this. Ms. Winrod said County Administrator can act as a moderator and negotiations for a contract. 
Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said replace as follows:

Section 5.  The Lorain County Board of Administrator Commissioners is authorized request contract be to negotiated a contract or contracts, with the City of Lorain for the provision of sewer and water service in the affected areas of Amherst and Sheffield Township.  Any such contracts shall require approval notification to by the respective Board of Trustees of the area affected by any contract for water and sewer service.
Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said a lot of this wording is taken from city ordinances that by statue there is a Mayor or an Executive Officials that is entitled to do this and a County Administrator can not do this.

Mrs. Ashley said residents are ok with section 5 and will delete section 6 and leave in section 7. Commissioner Kalo said as long as there is no legal, Clerk stated that it is mute and will read as follows:

Section 7.  It is found and determined that all formal actions of the Lorain County Board of Commissioners concerning and relating to the adoption of this Resolution were adopted in an open meeting, and that all deliberations of the Board and any of its committees that resulted in such formal action, were in meetings open to the public, in compliance with all legal requirements, including the Ohio Revised Code.


Commissioner Kokoski told Ms. Winrod she should run for office, this is how she became involved, was because an assessment on her road which was extreme through the City of Lorain and she is glad that the townships residents banned together because that is what happened in the City of Lorain they won.

Mrs. Ashley asked if there is support by all three commissioners on the resolution with the changes that were made, all three Commissioners said yes.  


Ms. Winrod asked if residents could attend the meetings that would be regards to negotiations for the residents. Commissioner Kalo said probably not but in public meetings yes. Commissioner Kokoski said they were elected to represent the people and this is something the county did not do to the residents but are willing to help the residents and they need to trust them to get it done and if the job is not done then the residents can step up to do what they need to do but give them a chance to get it done first. She stated that were so close yesterday that she thought something would be done by this morning but as long as it does not affect the residents financially and get this done in time before the next bill then it should be a win and the residents need to give the Commmissioners an opportunity to finish what they started and if it does not work and they do not succeed then they will do whatever the residents what them to do.

Commissioner Williams said the trustees should be able to attend the meeting. Commissioner Kokoski said she is not aware of any other meetings except City Council meeting on Monday. 

Ms. Winrod asked why Commissioner Williams was not asked to attend the meeting. Commissioner Kalo said Commissioner Williams had a meeting scheduled for September 29, but he speaks with the city of Lorain all the time. Ms. Winrod said all three commissioners need to be involved and invited to everything. Commissioner Kalo said the Mayor did not want to sit down with Commissioner Williams because of all the potshots being taken.  Ms. Winrod said the Mayor needs to stop acting like a child. Commissioner Kalo said he is trying to work his best on this, the same as Commissioner Kokoski. Ms. Winrod said she knows but would like to have all three commissioners to be present and Mr. Ritenauer needs to get over whatever it is and the problem that he has with Mr. Williams and Mr. Ritenauer needs to grow up and negotiate with all three commissioners. County Administrator Cordes said he is sure he will hear this; Ms. Winrod said she does not care. Commissioner Kalo said saying these types of things helps the Commissioners trying to get to the end to what needs to be achieved. Ms. Winrod said when all three commissioners are not attending this does not help the residents either. Commissioner Kalo said we all work different. Commissioner Kokoski said we all do work together and just do things differently on other things just like St. Joes thing; her and Commissioner Kalo where on one side, Commissioner Williams was on the other but hopefully with all three of their efforts this will be resolved and sometimes not all three agree but they all agree on this issue just like Commissioner Williams wanted to stop the land bank, which was a bad idea. Ms. Winrod said she does not feel that it was a bad idea; it could have been used as leverage. Commissioner Kokoski said there is a time line to use this money by December 2013 and to demo houses it helps everyone in the county. Ms. Winrod said everyone needs to put their problems aside and work together for them.
County Administrator Cordes said it sounds like there is acceptance on behalf of the board for this resolution with the noted changes.


Commissioner Williams amended his motion to include the changes in section 5, 6 and 7 and send to City of Lorain, seconded by Kokoski. Upon roll call the vote taken was Ayes: All.

WHEREAS; the sewer rate increase was only applicable to approximately 820 Amherst Township residences and 136 Sheffield Township residences for which the City of Lorain believes no contract exist for the provision sewer rates, thus not impacting the majority of customers receiving wastewater treatment service from the City of Lorain, and

WHEREAS; the residents in the Hidden Valley area of Amherst Township, through their home purchase price, paid tap-in fees and the construction cost of the sewerage collection and conveyance system, which was installed by the subdivision developer Mr. Ed Gargasz, resulting in no debt service to the City of Lorain, and

WHEREAS; prior to City of Lorain Ordinance Number 60-12, the residents in the Hidden Valley area of Amherst Township have been paying a sanitary sewer rental rate of 130% of the cost of the City rate as established in Section 913.303 of the codified ordinances of the City of Lorain since the initiation of the Hidden Valley development in the mid-1970’s, and

WHEREAS; the City of Lorain has accepted Federal, State of Ohio and County funding and financial support for their system of sewerage, sewage pumping works, or sewage treatment or disposal works for public use, and

WHEREAS; the 820 Amherst Township residences and 136 Sheffield Township residences are mandated to connect to the City of Lorain sewer utility due to existing law, effectively establishing the City of Lorain Utility Department as a sole source for service, and

WHEREAS ; the City of Lorain provided no notification to the Lorain County Board of Commissioners, the Amherst Township Board of Trustees, or the Sheffield Township Board of Trustees of their intent to consider a large and unreasonable sewer rate increase, nor did the City of Lorain make any attempt to negotiate a contract for the provision of sanitary sewer service at just and equitable rates to the affected areas of Amherst and Sheffield township prior to the rate increase, and

WHEREAS; it is unknown as to the amount of effort expended in researching old public and private records to determine if a contract exist for the establishing of sewer rental rates in the affected areas of Amherst and Sheffield Townships, and

WHEREAS; the impacted residents in the affected areas of Amherst and Sheffield Townships are frustrated in trying to determine who represents their interest in the establishment of sewer and water rates, as they cannot vote for the elected leaders in the City of Lorain,


NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, by the Board of Lorain County Commissioners (the “Board”), State of Ohio, that:
Section 1.
The Board finds the rate of 200% of the cost of the City rate as established in Section 913.303 of the codified ordinances of the City of Lorain per City Ordinance Number 60-12 to be unjust and unequitable.
Section 2.
The Board strongly recommends the Lorain City Council to immediately repeal City of Lorain Ordinance Number 60-12.  Such repeal would reestablish the sewer rental rate charged to approximately 820 Amherst Township residences and 136 Sheffield Township residences to a rate of 130% of the cost of the City rate as established in Section 913.303 of the codified ordinances of the City of Lorain (e.g. in-city rate equals $4.70 per 100 cubic feet of water use, then outside-city rate equals 1.3 x $4.70, or $6.11 per 100 cubic feet of water use).

Section 3.
The Board strongly recommends that the Lorain City Council provide a credit of the 130% to 200% sewer rate increase cost differential paid by Amherst and Sheffield Township residents from the date the rate increase was implemented until the date Ordinance Number 60-12 is repealed.

Section 4.
The Board strongly recommends that the Lorain City Council extend utility benefits available to City of Lorain residences to all City of Lorain utility customers (e.g. “Summer Sewer Average” discount specified in Section 913.303 and “Exceptions to the Sanitary Sewer rental Charges” in Section 913.307 of the codified ordinances of the City of Lorain)

Section 5. 
The Lorain County Board of Commissioners request contract be negotiated with the City of Lorain for the provision of sewer and water service in the affected areas of Amherst and Sheffield Township.  Any such contracts shall require notification to the respective Board of Trustees of the area affected by any contract for water and sewer service.

Section 6:
It is found and determined that all formal actions of the Lorain County Board of Commissioners concerning and relating to the adoption of this Resolution were adopted in an open meeting, and that all deliberations of the Board that resulted in such formal action, were in meetings open to the public, in compliance with all legal requirements, including the Ohio Revised Code.

He also understands the concerns over bruised egos but he thinks Commissioner Williams pointed out before, these are elected officials and they should be use to this and they should not be something that causes them to coward or taking my ball and going home because they are not playing anymore

COMMISSIONERS REPORT

Commissioner Kokoski
said she received an email from John Gearheart, ODOT stating the following busses were allocated; Goodwill, Alcohol & Drug, Lucy Idol and Wesleyan Village but unfortunately not Veterans.


Commissioner Kokoski will be at the Doggie Doo Parade as a Judge this Saturday, Tappan Square, Oberlin from 11-4


Commissioner Kalo congratulated LCCC Blackstone Launch pad event.


Commissioner Kalo said he received correspondence from republic on waste haulers being taken out of county. County Administrator Cordes said he is working on this and some communities are asking for a waiver.

Commissioner Kalo meet with Paul Adams, Director – Lorain County Board of Elections and stated since 2010 – 40% precincts have been eliminated, eliminating 160 poll workers and savings was $24,800; 13 voting locations eliminated, eliminating 11 tech positions for savings of $5,280. In 2012 general election ballot printing is “on demand” system and cost will depend on request and this was outsourced and reduced mailings at a cost savings of $13,939.85. But due to recent mandates the following is needed; required bilingual poll worker cost $6,970; separate bilingual training classes cost $550; replacement of voter registration acknowledgment notices with bilingual text cost $2,00; staff over time to reorganize and assist Spanish language advisory committee cost $1,000 and required translation of website and bilingual maintenance cost $3,500; additional extend ours cost $15,900 for a total cost of additional monies of $145,000. County Administrator Cordes said the county does not have a choice but to pay for all these additional requirements and will review the accounts to make it available and he wants to commend the Board of Elections because Mr. Adams and staff are good partners in bring the costs down because it was around ¼ of a million.

Commissioner Williams said there was a conference call regards to St. Joe’s but he would like to make the following remarks regards to the press release from Mayor Ritenauer on grandstanding:

Commissioner Williams belief is if you do what is right then you won’t have a problem and by what he was charging and what he did to the residents of the townships he felt was wrong and when he approached the city to get information he was ignored. He spoke with city council members and they told him that their basements are not flooding and ours are he has an issue with that.  He stated that he never has a problem voicing his opinion and when he felt they were doing the wrong thing and Mr. Fowler was going around giving wrong information to the residents and not having facts and his comments made to the board of trustees “ if you don’t like this you are really not going to like what is coming down the rope”.  This is not leadership and he fought for the residents because they were getting gauged and by saying the “residents are being gauged” and “if city council didn’t read and understand what they were passing” then shame on them, that is not name calling. We are elected officials we are suppose to have thick skin and for the Mayor to state that he did not want to meet him because of that, that is poor leadership.
Commissioners report cont.
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Commissioner Williams said he has been a heavy critic against St. Joes and when Doug Rangel, city of Lorain Community Development Department came up with the proposal about tearing down the main campus and move tenants to the newer part, this was a plan he could have believe in and came of in support and agreed and tried to get the rates reduced on how much we owe the debt is around $850,000 of the $1.3 million. So, Mr. Mayor he just wants you to know just because he has a disagreement with him and publically state that it does not mean that he will not work with you or the residents of Lorain, his issue is not with the citizens of Lorain, his issue is with the elected officials that made a poor decision and people that are appointed by the Mayor who make outrageous statements to the residents throughout this county.

Commissioner Williams asked if there could be parking access in the garage on Wednesday for the Commissioners meetings, like we opened it today, since there is a parking problem in the City of Elyria.  He said he had the cars counted and there were about 90 vacant spots. Commissioner Kokoski asked why there were so many open spots.  Commissioner Kalo said layoffs, vacations, sick. County Administrator Cordes said the last count there was 110% occupancy rate, not sure what time the previous count was held because that seems high, many employees park in the corner lot and on the street because they do not like to walk but he will review the passes and parking in downtown Elyria is stressed.  Commissioner Williams said if the public came in for the Commissioners meeting between the hours of 8:30-10:30 am they could park in the garage if space is available. Commissioner Kokoski & Kalo said if there are extra spaces available then it will be ok.  County Administrator Cordes said if parking is available, he really has no ability to tell if someone is really here for the Commissioners meeting and then will leave or they are just parking for the day, also he does not want to be responsible for employees not having a space to park if they come and go, like it was in the 90’s.  Commissioner Kalo asked County Administrator to notify all the departments after review that the parking garage would be open to the public on Wednesday.  Clerk stated that the Sheriff’s sales are also held on Wednesday.

Commissioner Williams said he received an email from the State regards to St. Joes stating the county would make a total payment of $850,000 by December 31, 2012 and asked where the money would come from and we need to see what the City of Lorain is agreeable too. Commissioner Kalo said there is no action currently needed by the Commissioners until the City of Lorain acts. 
County Administrator Cordes indicated that borrowing a small amount of money drives up the issuance cost so it could be possible to do the bonding for both county and city and do through county treasurer for an inside buy.  Commissioner Kalo said the board agreed to about $600,000 for county repairs so why not include this for 20 years but does not want to purchase cars through a bond.  County Administrator Cordes said yes the board discussed capital maintenance on deferment, Commissioner Kalo asked for this to be brought in front of the board next week. County Administrator Cordes said on the capital it could be put in notes, generate the cash flow within 30 days, borrow to do capital projects and/or pay off the separation of St. Joes and then do a jumbo bond next year to bring the cost of issuance down and would strongly recommended doing the internal buy in order since these can be put into the county portfolio to up to 25%. Commissioner Kalo said this legislation has changed.

Commissioner Williams spoke with Mr. Rangel, City of Lorain stated that the city could get with the county on the loan and then the city would pay back the county. Commissioner Kalo said take from the lgf. County Administrator Cordes said yes roll from there to the sinking fund.


Commissioner Kokoski attended a clam bake at American Legion, N. Ridgeville and spoke with the Past Commander, 5th District and he questioned if the Veterans had been contacted to see if they are willing or would have the funds to move to the new facility and she did email Doug Rangel, City of Lorain and there was communication but no definite answers from the VA because there were millions of dollars put into this facility.  County Administrator Cordes said the building had a substantial amount of renovations and infrastructure improvements to incorporate the VA into this space at St. Joes and he has heard that the VA has decreased staffing at this location and there could be some issues. Commissioner Williams said according to the City of Lorain they indicated that Senator Sherrod Brown is working with VA to keep them here.
