Commissioner Kokoski
stated October 1, 2012 will be the mandatory spay/neuter program that will be done once an adoption is approved at the kennel.

Commissioner Kokoski said the Doggie Doo Parade was this past weekend and she was a judge along with Kathy Norenberg and Hannah Richards, there were 5 categories to judge and can’t wait until next year.


Commissioner Kokoski attended NRAC meeting and in process of reviewing applications with an award up to $1.5 million


Commissioner Kalo congratulated Teen Institute and Lorain Arts Council for the City of Lorain downtown mural.


Commissioner Kalo said the City of Lorain repealed an ordinance regards to water/sewer in the Amherst/Sheffield Township and approved a new ordinance freezing it at 130% in city rate plus $10.94 maintenance fee effective January 1, 2013. Commissioner Kokoski said she spoke with Mayor Ritenauer regards to the summer discount rates and this is in committee but not sure that it would be effective for the township residents. She also thanked the City of Lorain and received emails from township residents that are still not happy with the outcome and understands but we are better off now then last week and if residents still want to work on it they still have a few months.

Commissioner Kalo said the land bank meeting was cancelled yesterday due to his presence and Mayor Ritenauer at the funeral of Andy Georgas, owner of Garden Basket and husband to Elaine Georgas, Director of Alcohol & Drug Addiction Services


Commissioner Williams noted #1 under board correspondence and Elyria Township requests houses be demolished. County Administrator Cordes said he is reviewing requests to be demolished but some are not qualified because some property owners are not in arrears. He has discussed with the team working with Prosecutors Office to have a session on how to do the demo process specifically in the townships because the cities have more staffing.  Commissioner Williams said through Lorain County there are many, County Administrator Cordes said there are but don’t meet qualifications and the closest one would be in Sheffield Village and has met with several communities but there is a forum set up next week for contractors on how to get involved and the process.

Commissioner Williams said the City of Lorain repealed the ordinance and it is at 130% but the service fee of $10.94/month equals a 32% increase on 700 cu ft. He keeps hearing about the $65 million dollar tunnel and Mayor made statements towards the township having lots of infiltration but the population in these areas are only 5% of the township and storm water sewer causing 4-6 times and this does not add up.  He has requested information on the flow showing the township causes this problems and he is suppose to have a meeting next month with the Mayor and Service Director to discus, his main concern is if they are worried about infiltration, then take this fee and put towards tunnel because there has been nothing done with sewer in the township and Amherst Township has a retention area. What is Lorain City’s’ goal, if it is to relieve the problem then charge the city and townships both the maintenance fee, which equates to $0.50 cents per household/month. He hopes the Mayor and City Council will review and take his calls so they can discuss.

Dr. Faircloth said yes, they will be having an appreciation day this Saturday from 10-3 or anytime call the school and they can make such arrangements.

Ms. Karpus said LCJVS serves over 2,000 students and 3,000 adults and the programs are tailored for a certificate and have mobile units that are offered for off site training and said that 95% graduates and 65% were employed before graduation.

Commissioner Kalo said there is a lot of push for college education but JVS is a technical career center and this is the future and students can take some classes through the college as well.

The Veterans have been  attending meetings and had discussion this has made more of a positive role with all but they still would like to have more clear communication that occurs between Commissioners and the Commission.

Don Attie, Lorain and JR vice Commander DAV – Chapter 20 asked if he could get a copy of the MOU with the Commissioners on the purchase of the vans. Commissioner Kokoski said veterans purchased them. County Administrator Cordes said the titles are in the commissioners name, temporary tags were placed on the vehicles last week and with respect to VA program and his understanding was after speaking with Childers was to see if the Veterans Service Commission was going to enter into this agreement with VA, and at such times the vans can be transferred to VA if they chose to do this but there is no MOU.
Mr. Attie said the veterans might be in jeopardy with licensing these vehicles under the Commissioners because VA would have taken all responsibility.

Mr. Attie said the drivers of the vehicles are taking them home and asked if the Commissioners approved. County Administrator Cordes said under CORSA the county insures over 90% of the vehicles and there is a policy that requires only certain personnel are permitted to take vehicles home and he is not aware that approval was given to the Veterans Service.  Mr. Attie said Mr. Childers said this was necessary because of the vandalism in the garage.

Mr. Attie asked the Commissioners to have Veterans Service give a $500 sponsorship though advertising/outreach account for the upcoming event on September 22 at 8 pm, Lorain Palace Theatre, Live Free Die Laughing – A Veterans charity event.  Commissioner Kokoski said Veterans Service does not want to participate. Mr. Attie said the Veterans Service thinks that whatever the Veterans ask for they need to come to the Board of Commissioners first.  Commissioner Kokoski said Veterans Service Commission has their own budget.  Mr. Attie said there is only $277.50 in advertising/outreach and Veterans have asked for $3-4,000 to put information in the paper to get outreach because many Veterans do not know what is available. Commissioner Kalo said Board of Commissioners can only review their budget. Mr. Attie said it is hard to get money from the Veterans Service Commission for the veterans and programs that are needed so they are asking that this be placed in the budget which is due by October. Commissioner Kalo said the Veterans Service Commission budget hearing was held and approved several months ago.   Commissioner Kokoski said the Veteran Service Commission always has money left over they never spend it all in the budget.  Mr. Attie said every time money is asked for by the Veterans it is like pulling money out of their personal pockets.  County Administrator will review.

Jessie Hill, Elyria said ORC 5901 states the Veterans Service will have a hearing on the budget by October, but he is hearing today that was already done and the Veterans have asked the Veterans Service Commission to place certain things in the budget so he guess that it was not done.  Mr. Hill also indicated that yesterday Mr. Childers told them drivers take vans home because insurance and vandalism reasons also because some pick ups for the veterans are closer to where they live rather than coming back and forth. Commissioners said no aware of this.
Commissioner Kalo said if this information was given to the Board early they could have reviewed and had some answer today.
