Commissioner Kokoski said Goodwill will hold a Job Fair on October 3 at Broadway location, Lorain there are 26 companies involved

Commissioner Kokoski said there is a press release for Natural Resource Assistance Council, District 9 - Clean Ohio Green Space Conservation Fund Program, round 7 applications being accepted and allocation is $1,567,078, plus $156,266 in carryover funds. 
Applicants are encouraged to download both the current application and the Round 7 scoring methodology for District 9 located at www.pwc.state.oh.us/clean_ohio.htm and are due November 23 at 4:30 pm., Review meeting will be December 7 at 9 am, Carlisle Fire Station.


Commissioner Kokoski asked if the letter that was drawn up by the prosecutor’s office on behalf of Commissioners regards to a Hidden Valley resident could be send to all affected residents, he said ok.

Commissioner Kalo requested an executive session to discuss pending litigation on Freddie Mac and Fannie May lawsuit on the conveyance fee and Michigan has already filed.

Commissioner Kalo attended CCAO meeting Thursday on Justice and discussed public defenders/indigent and looking at 37-38% next year. On Friday discussions were 1 stop extensions but Governor would like to cut up regions. County Administrator Cordes said yes, State is looking to consolidate WIB’s  and Lorain County into Cuyahoga County, even though we would be good partners, Lorain County should be looked at to consolidate to the west like Erie/Huron or south Richland/Ashland counties.  He will do a presentation within the next 2 weeks on the people that is served in this county. The data sows at least 50% of consumer base is age 40+ and 8-10% are Veterans.  Commissioner Kalo said that $30 million is being released next month for incumbent worker training.  County Administrator Cordes said companies use to be able to match but now it is more of a layoff conversion.  He stated the state could get a waiver from the federal but it would take years and maybe this is an issue CCAO could pursue.  Commissioner Kalo said the Commissioners and WIB board should prepare letters.

Commissioner Kalo said CCAO asked for lgf to be restored and discussion on the distribution of casino revenue.


Commissioner Kalo attended the 50th anniversary of the Puerto Rican Home along with Sheriff and Frank Janik


Commissioner Kalo attended grand opening of Emerge (loraincounty.com), moved from Elyria to Avon Lake


Commissioner Williams said after the Township Association meeting he spoke with state representative and senator regards to the less than 10% carryover from the state. 

Commissioner Williams said he has also spoken to many residents regards to the sewer bills in the township and spoke to Mayor Ritenauer about the maintenance fee. There will be a meeting on September 27 at Amherst Township at 6 pm with Mr. Fowler, County Administrator, Engineer and residents.  Commissioner Williams requested that County Administrator negotiate with the residents. Commissioner Kalo said County Administrator can not negotiate. Commissioner Williams said discuss, Assistant Prosecutor Innes said ok.  

He spoke with Ms. Winrod about 45 minutes on the fee structure and she wanted to know what this money does.  

Commissioner Williams said he is still waiting on requested documents for justification because now the minimum user is paying more than 200% with the service fee.

Commissioner Williams would like to take the politics out of this and have the Administrator discuss and thanked him for attending a meeting with the residents and him at a coffee shop in Amherst.  County Administrator Cordes said once this is worked out with the City of Lorain, the County needs to look at a universal agreement for the whole system.  He also noted that him and Assistant County Prosecutor Innes met with Elyria on Monday regards to SE Interceptor.

Commissioner Williams said the State Auditors should be sending out documents next week on the audit performance 


Commissioner Williams asked about opening up the parking garage on Wednesday and asked if it was placed on the website. Commissioner Kokoski said she thought this was going to be reviewed and if there was availability then it would be ok, because spots are lost due to snow and there are sheriff’s sale this day as well.


Commissioner Williams asked about evening meetings, because issue like the sewers more residents would have attended.  Commissioner Kokoski said there were evening meetings in the past, no additional public attended and even tried the 11 am, for 4 months there was no additional attendance. Commissioner Kalo said 2nd and 4th Tuesday are already set aside for Commissioner meetings and not opposed. Commissioner Williams said if the meetings are set on a specific date once a month. County Administrator Cordes said he would prefer meeting at 5-5:30 this will open the garage.
Board decided to hold a meeting on November 28 at 5:30 pm, (4th Wednesday).


Doug Rangel, Director – Lorain City Development Corporation said he spoke with Ohio Department of Development on a settlement agreement that would be to pay $850,000 of the $1.3 million, this would be split between City of Lorain and Lorain County at $425,000 each and the remaining $500,000 would be a no recourse note because this really needs to stay with South Shore and it would be repaid if it was a 3rd party sale.  The main purpose is to keep St. Joes opened and additional working capital is needed, there are developers that have shown an interest for redevelopment and the State will give to the Governor next week and would hope that both the City and County would approve.

Commissioner Williams asked about the $200,000 operating capital. Mr. Rangel said this is not a requirement of the state but there still is operating expenses that will occur and would see if the county would support an allocation for this.


Commissioner Kalo asked about the $360,000 local match from Mercy is needed or can this go towards the shortfall. Mr. Rangel said the corporation requires a match not sure where money would come from but Mercy has paid the 1st payment of $125,000 and has 2 more payment to be made and it could be used for a match.  Mr. Rangel said the City was warded a USEPA grant and this could be utilized as loan under the RLF.  Commissioner Kalo asked if it would be 20-25 years. Mr. Rangel said could use for shortfall but needs to be negotiated.


Commissioner Williams said main goal is to have the County and City get off the guarantee to sell. Mr. Rangel said yes, a  new developer would have their own financing and different developers have targeted uses.


Commissioner Williams said a proposal was to tear down the front of the building and move VA, would this void their agreement.  Mr. Rangel said VA is interested in staying and will meet the terms of lease but if facility is closed, VA could move within 3-6 months but a permanent location would take over 2 years for an allocation by federal government.  County Administrator Cordes said the VA put a substantial amount of resources $1-2 million into the facility. Mr. Rangel said temporary location could be Health & Dentistry because only space that is similar in outfit but it is not perfect, County Administrator Cordes said it is not up to GSA specifications.  Mr. Rangel said City could have ability to have resource to do build out, the lease would bring in revenue and the footprint would be reduced.  They have looked at putting Valor Home on 1st floor rather than 5th floor, Health & Density will move next spring, LCCC stay as well as Day care and Adult Care.  County Administrator Cordes said there was a rumor that the Gel Pack Building Health & Dentistry will move into could have space for VA. Mr. Rangel said the only floor available is the top and is 8-10,000 sq ft.  County Administrator Cordes asked if Health & Dentistry was paying rent. Mr. Rangel said Mercy still owned that part north wing and was reduced at $3/squ ft which is well below operating cost but Mercy did make up the difference.

Commissioner Williams said he will not support any additional money towards operating costs. There are many county departments that are in need of money such as; Sheriffs and Domestic Relations vehicles, Judge, prosecutor and Coroner as well as other and the county needs money to provide services and hope that this request was not part of the property or he would deny.


Commissioner Kokoski said she is concerned with the Veterans and discussions need to happen with the VA as well as Valor Home because they were acquiring grant monies. Mr. Rangel said he spoke with Valor Home and were excited about the 1st floor space but there is a tenant in their current space and when the original proposal was submitted it was to keep the while building but with more review it is better to reduce the footprint and would have more stainable.

Commissioner Kokoski said the county now is doing what was agreed on with the previous boards but Lorain County has nothing to gain from this facility after the $425,000 is paid and would like the Veterans to be in the facility but the City of Lorain will receive all the revenue and income tax so she would not support any operating allocation.


Commissioner Kalo said it is important to keep facility operating it is used by many residents and pay off the amount that is due and new develop could put in place a borrowing plan.  Mr. Rangel said there would be operating expenses for 12-18 months and could expenses could change and will always look to keep shortfall at $0.


Commissioner Williams said there was a developer that contacted him and said if the city uses grant money to demo building, this would generate property tax and would request a temporary location for the VA.  Mr. Rangel said he believes he spoke with the same person but will speak after the meeting.


Board thanked him for this update.
