Karen Johnson, 33 Lakeview Drive, Grafton stated that her lungs have burned and she developed rashes. She called the Health Department but they indicated they are not responsible for other peoples’ weeds. She called the CDC, EPA and Ohio Health Department and no one seemed to be concerned. She issued warnings to her neighbors and then went to Hilton Head for a 1 week and upon return, contacted her Trustees.  She called Karl Schneider, Soil & Water, he looked at the Brentwood Lake Subdivision, previous lake area (drained) on September 25, which the area was originally impounded pool area that was drained when the dam was breached in February 2010 by order of the ODNR. This area has reverted to a state of native weeds, drainage channel running through middle of lake area which appears to be flowing north toward old dam, other areas the water is trapped and can not get to the main channel. This results in standing water creating habitat for mosquitoes, weeds in old pool area are not managed or mowed., some places they are 8 feet tall. There are many species of weeds; such as smartweed, jewelweed, common reed, Canadian thistle and willow trees. She stated that Mr. Schneider’s recommendations were to; ditch all drainage including storm drains, natural swales and low spots towards existing primary damage and entire pool area should be mowed, bush hogged at least two times per year and spraying of herbicides can be used for weed control and recommends a maintenance easement be placed on area to collect funds to allow for perpetual maintenance of weeds and drainage until such time the dam might be reconstructed.

Mrs. Johnson said there are many noxious weeds that are in this lakebed and are regulated by Ohio Revised Code 5579.05-5579.07, which could contribute to respiratory conditions and skin reactions that are blown onto the resident’s properties. Letters can be sent to the residents, which residents would have 5 days to comply by Ohio Revised Code. There have been children that wander through the 8-10 foot weeds and can not been seen, one girl was stuck in the thorny weeds crying for help.  She has also noticed with the overgrowth of weeds, this harbors mice, groundhog, raccoon, opossum, skunk and snakes are breeding because of the good source. The rodents are damaging property and this can all be controlled by keeping the weeds mowed.  She also stated that mosquitoes are bad, they bite during the day, spraying will not help and the area has been tested for west nile.

Mrs. Johnson had a real estate agent tell her that her property has depreciated at least $35,000 from the lakebed condition and value of home dropped a total for over $100,000 since 2004. If all 214 homes in Brentwood dropped $35,000 that would be $7.49 million and a lot of homes had their taxes reduced by 30%  which could cost county over $107,000/year by $187/yr county tax = $40,000; $98/yr township tax = $21,000/yr; $294/y school tax = $63,000/yr for a total of $107,000/year.  Taxpayer’s money was used to remove the dam, roadway and bridge and continued to the loss of property value and tax monies to the county and residents were never compensated from devaluation for property as

a result of government action. There are many homes not selling in Brentwood, some sold for $44-60,000. There is only 1 road into Brentwood which impacts emergency vehicles and roadway and bridge never replaced.


Mrs. Johnson said since the water table changed the sewer pipes and foundations may be settling, clay soils compress when dry out, Army Corp may be needed to investigate, was hydrological study completed prior to dam breech, was silt tested for heavy metals and toxins, was silt test for heavy metals and toxin prior to breech.  

Mrs. Johnson said she spoke with Don Romancak, Community Development Department and he said there could be possible grants available through Stormwater or what about Metroparks, Western Reserve, etc. why won’t Spitzer give up control of this property so something can be done.

Mrs. Johnson said in 1950 Mr. John Spitzer sent a letter to the US Dept of Interior stating that there is 20 acres of land which they wish to turn into a lake and this land is fed by a year around creek and some springs.  

A letter was sent to Mr. John Spitzer on March 2, 1950 from Earl E. Sanderson, Principal Hydrologist that was received by his office from US Department of Interior and stated “that the letter was not clear as to whether the lake you intend to impound would be 20 acres in area or whether your property comprises 20 acres. A 20 acre lake would be comparatively large one. It might be well to point out that one of the most common and disasterous mistakes in the building of a small pond or lake is to have too much land area draining into the lake. A large drainage area greatly increase the cost of the spillway structure, the rate of sedimentation and the cost of maintaining the pond in good condition”.

Mrs. Johnson said December 2009 the State of Ohio sued Spitzer Hardware for immediate breach of the dam. Spitzer Hardware sued the township, county and the Homeowners Association (HOA), the HOA didn’t represent anyone.

Gordon Sooy, 43 Lakeview, Grafton stated that numerous letters were sent to ODNR but nothing done.
Mrs. Johnson said there was a Homeowners Association in 1958 but it is non active.

Commissioner Williams asked who pays taxes on this property, Mrs. Johnson said Spitzer.

Commissioner Kokoski said NRAC has some money maybe this would be a project to purchase property to restore.
County Administrator Cordes said if the taxes were returned back from the entities this could go towards restoration, like a modified 

TIF area and stated this is a township road not county road. Mrs. Johnson said it is a township road, but county bridge.

Assistant County Prosecutor Innes stated that there have been several meetings over the years regards to this area, there are some people 

that are involved that will contribute but others have different views and do not want to contribute.  At one time it was going to be $100/year to maintain.  He disagreed with the road dedicated, it does not look like it was properly done, and you don’t just walk in with a letter and get approved.  Mrs. Johnson said she understands and shares the concerns of Assistant County Prosecutor Innes but other residents didn’t.


Commissioner Kalo said long term plan needs to be established but for the short term, mow the weeds down and gets the stream flowing


County Administrator Cordes said marshland is weeds, you can not restore nature, with run off fertilizer things flow but winter coming will control this.


Mrs. Johnson asked if anyone knew where the spring was. She spoke with Mr. Romancak, County Development Department about the wetlands because it seems to harbor mosquitoes when the lake did not.  County Administrator Cordes stated that Mr. Romancak works for the Commissioners and there is no grant money necessary available the Stormwater district could look at this with a petition, maybe if the land is donated, move title to the homeowners, look at an association and each could maintain.

Dr. Richard Bokanyi, 6 Grover Court, Grafton said he is a licensed Vet and has concerns with disease outbreak.  There are a lot of pets and if they get bit by a mosquito they carry different diseases to a dog that does not show up until 2-3 months later.  He recommends that they take heartworm year round.  He also noted that with the other rodents there could be an influx of rabbis.  There are a lot of children in the area he would like to see this area mowed and maintained, water flowing.  He stated he has asked to buy the property several times but has been declined; he does not know why Spitzer wants to hold onto this but not maintain.

Commissioner Kalo asked how many residents surround the lake area. Dr. Bokanyi said there are 42 parcels, 31 owners.  
Commissioner Kalo said the residents have rights to use this area now, what would happen if it is maintain with assessment, Dr. Boykayni said there is a park.


Barry Taylor, Carlisle Township Trustee said there has been no calls from the residents to the Trustees in over 2 years, there was one call several weeks ago answered by Bill Oliver, Assistant and indicated that the trustees are there for the residents and whatever is needed they are willing to work at it and stated that the County Engineer and Township provided the labor and equipment and Spitzer paid $59,000 for the dam/bridge

Mrs. Jonson said not all property is desirable, weeds are high and she does not want to inherit any more weeds, she would like to see the due diligence on the noxious weeds and notices given by the Township to the residents and a plan in place. County Administrator Cordes said in order to look at how the water drains; permission is needed from the property owners to allow the county and representatives to enter.
Commissioner Kalo said the residents need to approach the Township Trustees and have them request of the Commissioners and Metro Parks, etc. to approach this and look into short/long term solutions with other entities and his suggestion for a short term is to mow, level off, and have Stormwater look at flow.

County Administrator Cordes said he will call Cathy Shuster, Spitzer Management.


Commissioner Kalo thanked the residents for the update, there was discussion of this when he and Commissioner Kokoski were first elected, but this is all new to Commissioner Williams. Mrs. Johnson said pointing fingers needs to stop along with the legacy.

Commissioner Kokoski thanked the residents and stated they will work hard to resolve and come up with a solution and said October 24 there should be more discussion points.


Edward Enyedy, 21 Lakeview, Grafton showed pictures of what his land once looked like in 2001 with a beautiful lake and scenery, now it is dried up, no lake and weeds.

Commissioner Williams said a meeting is scheduled Thursday with City of Lorain, County Engineer and Amherst Township on the sewer rate and $10.94 maintenance fee. Commissioner Williams stated that Mr. Fowler came up with the 200% rate and there is an I&I issue but not because of the flooding there is no evidence that Amherst Township is causing the problem. Also the minimum user in the township is now paying around 202%.  The City of Lorain needs to test to see where the actual problem is and he has asked for data but have not received.

Commissioner Williams said he believes the State has accepted the proposal of each City of Lorain and the County paying $425,000 to get out of the debt but asked the Commissioners if they were going to pay the operational fees. Commissioner Kalo & Kokoski said this is not part of the proposal for the state.  County Administrator Cordes asked when the money is due, Commissioner Kalo said $425,000 by December 31, 2012.

Commissioner Kalo stated that he would like to see a bond taken out for the money that is due for St. Joes and to include the board of elections roof, safety issue, maintenance of facilities, etc. which is around $1.5 million, the board agreed.

County Administrator Cordes said some of these issues will not be able to be done this year due to the weather and he will have to call Moody’s back since he had a call with them on Monday stating the county was not going to borrow this year but will bring back info to the board.
