COMMISSIONERS REPORT

Commissioner Kokoski
noted #6 under correspondence about Maggie Brinker, 181 Longfellow, Elyria accepting donations for dogs 

Commissioner Kokoski said there are some people here for 4H and asked them to come up.


Carly Boling, Grafton, 4H read a statement from her sister Rachel, who was unable to attend today because she is at college and a 17 year old senior. She stated that her sister and she are very active in 4H and it has taught her many things, she is going to be a Vet Tech and noted that project books through 4H has kept her ahead in reading and math and asked the Commissioners to restore the funding.


Commissioner Williams asked the board if they are going to restore the funding to 4h.


Commissioner Kokoski said there was money given from the sale of Green Acres.


Lisa Hobart, Budget Director said the participation was $103,800, $17,400 from solid waste, $55,400 from Green Acres and $31,000 from general fund.

Commissioner Kalo said budget discussion will be held soon and this can be discussed.
County Administrator Cordes said not sure where the casino/sales tax will be trending but reminded the board that vehicles are needed at Sheriff’s Office, state revenue has declined as well as interest income and looking to adjust inside mileage.

Commissioner Kalo said also a payment of $425,000 is needed for St. Joes, not sure about the inmate at the jail that had the stroke, real estate valuation will becoming out soon.


Debra Linn, Lorain, 4H advisor – Carteen’s Youth Leadership, Lorain read a letter from the group “stating that this program has 204 children and 365 adult volunteers and request the support and funding of the commissioners and impacts many children from all areas of the county. There are no longer ymcas or recreational programs so these programs that are offered through 4H given the children things to do

Commissioner Kalo said he sees that 4H has impacted a lot of children in the City of Lorain and he has always support the program, done the auction for over 30 years and he will be attending the Volunteer Recognition dinner on November 1


Commissioner Williams said he attended Longfellow School, Lorain this year and helped with a session on life skills managing money through 4H and believes this program is just as important at DARE and keeps children out of the justice system.  He stated that over 2 years ago, the budget was at a 10 million deficit, levy failed but 4h is countywide and should be restored.


Commissioner Kokoski stated that she was a 4H Midnight Rider, horse named “Christy Girl” and she has always supported and what the fair would be without 4H.




Commissioner Kalo had a conference call this past Thursday with CCAO regards to Workforce Development and a rough draft on the governor’s platform is released. County Administrator Cordes stated that he has some documents that describes county’s position, Commissioner Kalo will include in packet.

Commissioner Kalo said the EPA Director is pushing for 8 solid waste districts and districts are fighting to keep their own. Lorain County is at 41% recycling


Commissioner Kalo meet with Mayor Ritenauer, Mr. Fowler, City of Lorain regards to sewers and rates on Albany Ave., Sheffield Township.


Commissioner Kalo said former County Commissioner Herb Jacoby passed away last week, he was very instrumental in 911


Commissioner Kalo said he was also busy at Avon Lake Rotary, pizza, pancakes, Avon candidate’s night, Oberlin candidate’s night


Commissioner Kalo said City of Lorain should be voting on proposal next week for the St. Joes


Commissioner Williams asked if there was anything added to this proposal, Commissioner Kalo said no it is the proposal that Doug Rangel emailed to the Board.

Commissioner Williams asked about the meeting with County Administrator Cordes and City of Lorain. Commissioner Kalo said he spoke with Lorain Mayor Ritenauer regards to Sheffield Township, Albany Ave.
Commissioner Williams asked where the data was that he requested from City of Lorain. County Administrator Cordes said that Mr. Timko was gathering this and giving it to Neil Lynch and stated that his assignment was to collaboration to the solution regards to I&I.

Commissioner Williams said the meeting will need to be rescheduled showing the data when received form City of Lorain and the service fee which will not fix the issue of I&I  because there is no proof that the flooding is occurring because of Amherst Township.

County Administrator Cordes said the I&I problem have been ongoing since 2001; Commissioner Williams said the data should show these results.

County Administrator Cordes said smoke testing needs to be done and a long term solution needs to be done.

Commissioner Kokoski asked if the County Engineer use all the ARRA money $1.8 million, County Administrator Cordes said yes but this was a dollar for dollar and allowed reduction so debt is a no interest loan.


Commissioner Williams said the Coroner is requesting $15,000 and asked about a location for this office.  County Administrator Cordes said Broadway location is not so suitable he was looking at being closer to EMH, but the county is paying $7-8000 in condo fees, or the county needs to drip the price of condo and sell or move someone in location because whatever money is put into condo, helps with LCT and Coroner is paying around $16,000 in Oberlin now.
Commissioner Williams asked about Columbia Gas building, county Administrator Cordes said Coroner was not overly excited about this location but if he moved in there then the county would have to relocate other offices elsewhere.


Commissioner Kalo said he was at the Board of Elections last night and the Cleveland route was filled. County Administrator Cordes said some are and some are not, there is around 20-30 riders, advertising is still be sought but the revenue is not where it should be, local money is still needed.

Commissioner Williams said the Horseshoe Casino is working with groups for a bus trip $10 and receive $15 when arrive. County Administrator Cordes said he would like to open the lot at Transportation Center and sell bus slips. He also stated that if there was more day time ridership, possible night time and weekend service could be offered for more trips.


Commissioner Williams asked about Brentwood. County Administrator Cordes said he has a team (Engineer, Stormwater and Township) that will look at this area tomorrow at 3 pm but if there are no agreements with the property owners they will not go onto the property to look.

Commissioner Williams said there was a tailgate party at Trustee Bob Whites house for OSU game and much discussion on the police joint district


Commissioner Williams said he will be meeting with residents on sanitary sewer at 9 am Monday at Perk Ave, Amherst


County Administrator Cordes said Cathy Schuster, Spitzer Management called and said that it was ok to go on their property in Brentwood tomorrow at 3 pm


Commissioner Williams said Thursday, 18th is Township Association meeting in Elyria Township


Commissioner Kalo said there is also a Tea Party event this Saturday
