Commissioner Williams said he has received numerous calls regards to this being a bailout, it is not it is a workout the County and City each have to pay $425,000 rather than the $625,000 and the debt was reduced from $1.3 million to $850,000 so each entity is saving $250,000, the county will finally be off the guarantee.  He said there has been discussion in the past that a note will be taken out to include this payment as well as facility maintenance. Commissioner Kokoski & Kalo said yes.
Commissioner Kalo said it is like doing a short sale with the state.


Doug Rangel, Director – Lorain City Community Development Corp said by settling this agreement, it saves $250,000 and removes the debt.


Commissioner Kokoski said she received emails stating that why is the county bailing out St. Joes, they need to help Brentwood. This is not a bail out, she stated previous Commissioners entered into this agreement and it is a savings to the county it is a workout situation.


Commissioner Williams thanked the state for working with the county and city.  


Commissioner Kokoski said this has been a non partisan issues and everyone has worked together.

WHEREAS, the community center is still home to the Veteran’s Affairs Community Based Outpatient Clinic, a branch of Lorain County Community College, a county title office, Lorain Sports Hall of Fame, Senator Brown’s and Representative Sutton’s local offices, a local child care provider, and an adult day care provider; and

WHEREAS, the members of Valor House seek to open a homeless center specifically to assist veteran’s in Lorain County and is willing to purchase their own space within the community center; and

WHEREAS, Ohio has previously agreed to certain loan modifications and amendments to help keep the center viable in the past five years including but not limited to reduction of interest, payment abatement and a write down of one half of the outstanding loan balance from $2,700,000 to $1,350,000; and

WHEREAS, the Lorain County and the City of Lorain worked with SSCDC, Industrial Realty Group, Mercy Hospital, and Ohio to enter into a Development Agreement to provide the center with various tools to attempt to maintain on-going operations; and

Commissioner Kalo said the developers agreement needs to be amended with South Shore in order to allow the City of Lorain to repurpose the funds for operation on St. Joes. This money is from Mercy.

Doug Rangel, Director – Lorain City Community Development Corporation said Mercy was giving $360,000 in three payment, 1 payment of $120,000 has been made and is in escrow, the City of Lorain County like to repurpose this money for oeprations for the continuation of the center.  If there is no money for operations, the center could go dark and he does have a devleoper looking at the center.


Commissioner Williams said he would like to see the agreement amended to close out the agreement and totally get the county out of this.  He would also like to see that the $180,000 be given back to the county from the city which would lower the county’s payment of the $425,000 debt, which would use the public money to bailout South Shore which is a workout for the county and take the money for Mercy for the needs, this money could be used for transit, sheriff, etc. and asked County Administrator if this would help. County Administrator Cordes said any money would help with the county and this could bring back deputies and money is always needed for transit and airport.  Commissioner Williams said money needs to come back to the county.


Commissioner Kalo said he spoke with Ed O’ley, Mercy and they agreed to pay $360,000 for the building and tear down and if this building goes dark there is no gurantee that Mercy will make the other two payments.

Mr. Rangel said correct the City will use the USEPA money as well in order to be recouped.

Commissioner Williams said the City will use grant money and receive income tax, what does the county receive. Mr. Rangel said will the county gurantee that the center will stay open if the money is not allocated and stated that he hopes that a deal with the developer will be within 60-90 days

Commissioner Kokoski said this repurposed money is like the life support for the center right now in order to be viable for the future. She had concern along with Commissioner Williams about the City coming back and asking for operational money, but they did not that is why they would like to amend this agreement to repurpose the funds and would like to give them credit.

Commissioner Williams said he is looking at ways to reduce the amount of debt the county still has to pay.  He stated that once the county pays the $425,000 we are out. Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said yes only responsibility was to have a member on the board.  Commissioner Williams said the county needs to be out all together no board member, etc.  Commissioner Kalo said the county was part of the original agreement and if he wants to amend then all parties would have to be in favor, this agreement that was just approved is paying the $425,000 and the county is done.  Mr. Rangel said once a developer comes in there will be a new developers agreement with the then parties involved and evenutally there will be a dissolution of this agreement but not all issues have been resolved.

Commissioner Kalo asked about board members; Mr. Rangel said 3 from City of Lorain; 1 from the County and 5 from IRG but the attorney is looking into this because usually there is no quorum.


Commissioner Kokoski said if out or amended what does it change, because it is Mercy’s money and why complicate the issue. Commissioner Williams said it would be easier to folow up, be done and he believes it is the same developer that wanted to move the VA before and he is waiting on more information and then will share with the board.

Commissioner Kalo said the Commissioners are not negotiating with the developer, no legal standing.  Mr. Rangel said if the developer does nor not and amend the repurpose of the money and usepa money, would only doe if there is a change to survive and recoup.


Commissioner Kokoski asked if this could wait a week. Mr. Rangel said yes.

COUNTY ADMINISTRATOR


James R. Cordes stated that the Tough Mudder event is looking to come back to the county but at a different venue rather than the Quarry.  They have looked at two sites; 1) airport 2) Lorain industrial site by Black River.  He stated that there are different advantageous to both; airport would have to get ok by FAA, but there is plenty of land to hold event, park and vendors but there is really no eateries, stores, etc that are located near by.  City of Lorain would have closer business for a more impact.   Commissioners were ok with either site but would like to see the local impact better with the business.  Mr. Cordes said if it is at the airport any revenue generate would go back into the airport.

Commissioner Kokoski asked about the numbers for the Cleveland transit service and stated that there is a now a charter bus being offered to the casino.  Mr. Cordes said the ridership is still not were it needs to be, advertising revenue is starting to flow.  He stated it is around 2 hours with the times that are now schedule, looking to tweak times to many increase the ridership and it would probably be better if another bus was on the route but not enough ridership to support this. Mr. Cordes said he has engaged a youth worker from Workforce Develop to ride this route and takes surveys and collect the data but also stated that there is no dedicated revenue to transit and if a levy was to be placed on like a TB levy at 0.65 which raises $400,000 this would go along way with the transit. Commissioner Kokoski said this was discussed before and everyone thought it should be community driven rather than the Commissioners do.

COMMISSIONERS REPORT

Commissioner Kokoski
stated that Homeland Security/EMA received the grant for the lazar hazmat analyzer, which can tell what is in an envelope, etc.

Commissioner Kokoski said her, Commissioner Kalo and County Administrator Cordes went to the Journal to speak about the TB and 911 levy. She stated that there was only one other time that a levy was reduced and it was Golden Acres, which has no levy now and is not supported by any taxpayer moneys. She stated that the county does a good job to find better ways in doing business and want to commended the dispatchers at 911 for their patience in combining 911 and Sheriff.

Commissioner Kokoski said last Saturday she was at the barber shop getting her hair done and a gentleman that watches the meetings regularly did not really recognize her with the foil in her hair but talked about Brentwood.


Commissioner Kokoski said she also attended candidate’s nights and various events.


Commissioner Kalo attended the tea party event and they were friendly.

Commissioner Kalo attended NOACA last Friday and discussed the fpo of French Creek Sewer Plant of N Ridgeville, Sheffield Village and the sewer of Avon and Avon Lake.  Commissioner Williams said he is trying to set up a meeting with the Mayors to discuss this further.


Commissioner Kokoski said Johnson Controls is here today. Ed Cvelbar, Salem stated that he is looking at the other phase of energy conservation and been working with Mike Challender.  He stated the county is doing well, there is some tweaking needed and there is new technology out since the last phase was done.  County Administrator Cordes said they are also looking at Board of Elections roof, hvac system and nothing will be done with this building until report is done.  Johnson Controls also stated the utility companies are looking at demand payments and county could get a check in excess of $100,000 if energy is conserved.


Commissioner Williams said that Barb Bickel, Visitors Bureau her father passed away, condolences.

Commissioner Williams said the inside mileage will lose $632,619 to the general fund because of the reevaluations

Lisa Hobart, Budget Director said she met with the Auditors in October on estimate revenue and with the sales tax uptick this was able to be covered, recorder fees are up, etc.  
Commissioner Williams asked if there was still going to be a $1 million dollar deficit in 2013. Mrs. Hobart said she does not recall this, the estimate revenue is $4 million with a $9 million carryover and each year this is a carryover but not sure what.

County Administrator Cordes said healthcare is increasing and the union contracts have to be dealt with nothing in 2-3 years.  Commissioner Kalo said the budget hearings will start on October 31.

County Administrator Cordes said the sales tax has increased by $500,000, conveyance fees are increasing.
Commissioner Williams said Coroner needs more money as well as the Sheriff and vehicles are needed. Commissioner Kalo said this is not a revenue loss it is additional expenses and the Governor is looking at a par budget and a 10% cut budget.   County Administrator Cordes said the state usually passes their shortfalls onto the county.  Commissioner Williams said the state has money but needs it for unemployment, federal expenses and should have around $150 million. County Administrator Cordes said they divided between 88 counties.


Commissioner Williams said residents of Brentwood will have a meeting on the 22nd and discuss the direction they would like to go in and calls were placed to the Metroparks and also thanked Engineer Carney for the illegal activity that was happening at the wastewater treatment plant a gate was installed.

Commissioner Williams has meet with a company about locating at the airport needing a 42 foot high building, it is a green facility would bring around 12 jobs but will have more information by end of year or 1st of next.
