JOURNAL ENTRY

TREASURER – BUDGET HEARING


The Treasurer’s estimated expenditures for 2013 are $398,465 and in 2012 they were $380,053.


Dan Talarek, Lorain County Treasurer said last year the Chief Deputy retired and his budget was cut $50,000; all line items have stayed the same. This year the budget will reflect an $18,142 being given back from that position but indicated that with the reevaluations there will be some overtime so he will request the $18,142 back.


Mr. Talarek encouraged all to vote on Tuesday and indicated that he has the deed for the old courthouse and has some deed qualifications and will send a copy up to the Commissioners.

COMMON PLEAS COURT – BUDGET HEARING


The Common Pleas estimated expenditures for 2013 are $2,545,997 and in 2012 they were 2,539,217.


Tim Lubbe, Court Administrator – Lorain County Court of Common Pleas stated that there is an increase in the budget in amount of $6,780.  He looks at the actually numbers rather than the wish list and the increase is due to computer system updates  This would be a case management system that would work with all the courts and eventually the municipal courts. The same data is entered in the system rather than doing duplicate work.  He also indicated that electronic notification needs to be done rather than postage.


Commissioner Williams said he walked through the old courthouse, spoke with employees and stated Mr. Lubbe made a request to have the building looked at in order to move the PSI employees from the Gas building to the 2nd/3rd floor of the old court house and asked if Karen Davis could give this assessment.  Commissioner Kalo said 1 year ago the Board was asked to move these employees into the gas building, in order to accommodate this, the Commissioners had to move employees to another location so asked why the move was not done originally to the courthouse.  Mr. Lubbe said he does not recall the discussions as to why this location was chosen at the time.
Commissioner Williams said there would be minimum cost to move them into the courthouse other than paint and carpet, which maintenance could do.  He suggested that the gas building be sold, move the PSI employees to the old courthouse so they could be more productive with management.  Commissioner Kalo said the maintenance department could do some of the work but not all there is a minimal crew.  Commissioner Williams said the old counters in Clerks office would have to be removed. Mr. Lubbe said he would volunteer his time with a sledge hammer to take them out.  Commissioner Williams said maybe his assistant Neil would do the same.

PUBLIC COMMENT






Lynda Ashley, 4303 Oaknoll Drive, Amherst Township stated that 7 weeks ago today there were several residents here asking the Commissioners to support a resolution opposing the sewer rates with the City of Lorain.  The City of Lorain did rescind the rates to the original 130% but added an operational and maintenance fee, which is to the selected few residents 1,000+ in the Townships of Amherst, Elyria and Sheffield which will be effective January 2013 and increase 5% annual until 2017 at which time it will be reviewed by City of Lorain.  She stated that Lorain Mayor, Mr. Timko and Mr. Fowler are claiming that Amherst Township is responsible for the sanitary sewer overflow and there is an infiltration and inflow problem and this is the reason there was a maintenance fee established which is based on a front footage basis.  She stated that Amherst Trustee Lynch has requested information from the City that would support the claim that Amherst Township is responsible for the SSO & I&I and on September 27 there was a meeting with Mr. Fowler, Mr. Timko, Trustee Lynch, County engineer staff and Lorain did not bring the information that was requested even though it has been requested since August 15.  She stated that this information continues to be requested and nothing is being received, it has been over 5 weeks. She said on October 25, Mr. Fowler gave numbers with a note that he did take information on October 9 but nothing has been received and no emails answers.  

Mrs. Ashley asked if the Commissioners had any discussions with the City of Lorain since the September 12 Commissioners meeting when the resolution was signed and where do we stand.  She also stated that Commissioner Kalo requested quanitated numbers from the City of Lorain to justify, have these been received.
Commissioner Kalo said no because at the board meeting this was discussed it was stated that Commissioner Williams was having County Administrator Cordes receive this information and he has had no meeting.


Mrs. Ashley asked County Administrator Cordes if he had any meetings with the City of Lorain. County Administrator Cordes said there has been a meeting scheduled for next week and some information was received last week from City of Lorain Safety Service Director but he has not had time to review or forward to Commissioner Williams but he is not sure that everything that was requested has been received.

County Administrator Cordes said that said not sure if the cameras will be able to be done prior to winter if ground freezes but could do smoke testing but the job would have to be bid because there are over 800 homes in the Hidden Valley area and the county does not own these sewers so City of Lorain needs to be cooperative.
Mrs. Ashley asked for the data on the detention basin, because the City has claimed this has overflowed. County Administrator Cordes said the detention basin was for the Amherst sewer.  Commissioner Williams said at the September 27 meeting of Amherst Council people have said this was the cause of the flooding. County Administrator Cordes said there is no flooding on the Amherst township sewer.
Commissioner Williams said he does not believe that there will be any answers until the election is over.

Mrs. Ashley said there have been several public record requests made and it has been over 11 weeks, what they can do to get this information. County Administrator Cordes said if there has been a public records request made and they are available records then they should be available based upon their public record policy but request can not be broad and they do not have to make any reports if they don’t exist, but if they have not complying you can file a lawsuit.


Neil Lynch, Amherst Township Trustee, 8132 Oberlin Road, Amherst Township said he has asked for information and County Administrator Cordes remarks on the public records request is correct and understands.  He does not want to be perceived as harassing, but it was requested to justify the cost increases, and no information has been received.  The I & I issue needs to be resolved, which is not causing a problem in the township right now and there was an acknowledgement at the October 27 meeting that it is not causing sanitary back up in the City of Lorain but the concern is the long term, there will be development in the area and the sewers of the airport and SR58 were mentioned. The information is needed to identify where the resources will go and cooperation is needed, why should the o&m fees be paid if there is no documentation to support and then there is just the suspicion.  This then causes difficulty on other public services, which are important and in order to operate the county as a whole and turn the county around with the schools, safety forces, public services, roads, etc. which are all funded by taxpayers and the amount of money they receive is limited, so they need to decided how this will get done and not just throw it down the sewers, it could be used for other services, so Lorain needs to be cooperative.

County Administrator Cordes said he is hopeful that the I & I will be resolved, can’t promise it will go away or no one will be charged but it has been a problem for over 10 years.  He was out in the township areas over 5 hours yesterday with all the rain and there are many rivers where there were none.   

Mrs. Ashley said the flooding has occurred because of Hurricane Sandy not because of Amherst Township.

Commissioner Williams said City of Lorain has admitted there is no flooding. Mrs. Ashley said she will continue to call City of Lorain monthly until resolved.

 
Ray Kershaw, Lorain County Veteran asked the commissioners to reconsider their stance on the Lorain County Veterans, The Lorain County Community Center. There was funding approved in amount of $60,000 out of $120,000 that was requested for operations of St. Joes, this is not just the City it is the County.  There are 25-27,000 veterans in this county and in need, they are a brotherhood, and if everyone keeps dragging their feet, operating expenses continue and no tenants will come because it will not be viable. There was an agreement with the State of Ohio that saved the City and County $250,000 on the guarantee loan so each has to pay $425,000 but with out the operational money the center could be lost.
Commissioner Williams said the City and County will pay the State each $425,000 and he has spoken with a developer that actually worked with VA in 2010. The $60,000 that was allocated is actually coming from Mercy and they actually are giving $360,000 payable in 3 years to South Shore in order to demo some of the building and the City received a grant, the vital part of this center now is to get the boilers up and running which is around $20,000 and then $40,000 is left for further operations and utilities.  Commissioner Williams stated if a developer comes in then property taxes will be paid as well, along with income taxes so the city will receive their $425,000 back.  The county is asking for a partnership since this was not the county debt it was South Shores whom defaulted and the county and city made an agreement to pay the state so the county is asking for the Lorain county taxpayers to get paid back by any tenants that continue to be in the center and once the $425,000 is paid then the county is totally done there is no hold up on any entity.
Commissioner Kokoski said if there are jobs created then all would benefit until it is paid.

Mr. Kershaw said Lorain will only get paid if this goes through and it seems like everyone is willing to loose the 125 jobs now.

Commissioner Kalo said the money that was allocated from Mercy could be done for operations.

Commissioner Williams said Mercy said they were open to all the money going elsewhere

County Administrator Cordes said he spoke with Mr. Oley, Mercy and they are open to have the money go elsewhere it is up for discussion since the city obtained a match.

Commissioner Kokoski said the county paid $425,000 and asked the City of Lorain to be a partner, if St. Joes flourishes and this would generate income tax then it would be split between the City and County until all paid back and if the $60,000 was spent then the other $60,000 could be reviewed for operations.

Mr. Kershaw appreciates the explanation and said this center is needed for all of Lorain county.
