JOURNAL ENTRY

SHERIFF STAMMITTI – BUDGET HEARING


Sheriff Phil Stammitti introduced his staff; Lt. Debbie Reinhart, Chief Cavanaugh, Jail Director Hammond and Captain Drozdowski.  Sheriff Stammitti stated that in 2008 the general fund budget for the office was $6.3 million; in 2009 it was reduced by approximately 20% to $5.2 million.  This resulted in 20 deputy layoffs and in 2010 laid off 1 captain. Since 2011, Sheriff’s Office merged 8 dispatchers and 1 supervisor with 911 for future efficiently and a cost saving measure of over $400,000, which brought back 3 deputies.  By combing this saved the general fund the cost of upgrading the Sheriff’s Office dispatch radio counsels from analog to digital which is a federal requirement by 2013 to be P25 compliance and also received congressional earmarks in the past few years to update all portable radios and mobile radios in the vehicles to P25 compliance saving $350,000.

Sheriff Stammitti said the 2012 general fund budget received $4,841,049.01 which resulted in a savings to general fund in amount of $405,572.99.  The 2013 budget request is in the amount of $4,954,812 and increase is due to increased vehicle expense due to an ever increasing aging fleet and cost of repairs and increase in gas. There are also many mandated duties of the Sheriff’s office, only putting out 20 deputies to answer the many law enforcement duties throughout the 357 square miles and by dividing up these officers for the 24 hours and 7 days a week, with days office, vacations and other leaves only leaves 3 offices each shift, which is total inadequate for duties and responsibilities that they perform day in and day out. 

The Office of the Sheriff is one of the oldest law enforcement agencies in the State of Ohio having served since 1788. Since this county’s existence he believes that most people of the USA believe that a basic function of government is to provide law and order in society. He understands the fiscal concerns that have come about because of the economy but maintain safety and security in this day and age must be at the top of the priority list.  Under ORC section 33 general provisions, the Sheriff has duties/responsibilities under 29 of these provisions/titles and is also mentioned in 1,027 specific ORC references. IF the sheriff’s weren’t responsible for law enforcement duties under these laws when why would the state legislatures who wrote these laws have mentioned them in all specific sections. A primary duty of a Sheriff is to provide public peace ad this takes deputies to accomplish. As he believes as the Commissioners are aware, they are the sole police protection for 18 townships located in this county which span 357 square miles of this 495 square mile county.

Sheriff Stammitti said in the last 4 years he instituted a no overtime policy unless emergency situation, cost of gasoline has impacted the budget when the price reaches close to $4 which they have to absorb.  Due to not buying any replacement vehicles for the past 5 years, aging of the fleet of vehicles, auto accidents, etc he requested to purchase 4 vehicles at approximately $124,000, which is not in the budget and have never placed vehicle replacements in the budget.  He reminded the Commissioners that these vehicles have very high mileage and are going to be unsafe to operate, placing the deputies and citizens in damage.  Also the contracts that have been negotiated with the 4 bargaining units were frozen for 3 years with no raises.

Sheriff Stammitti said cuts were also made in the jail from 103 corrections officers to 98 through attrition ad have not been replaced.  They are a direct supervision type jail as the original facility was built in 1977 and have added on in 1998 holding up to 422 inmates.  It takes so many officers to man each post for safety of residents and employees. They have been dangerously low manpower in the jail on many occasions due to injuries of employees during course of work, days off, vacation leave, etc and also instituted a no overtime policy unless emergency.


The Elyria City Jail annex holds the female population of inmates and has worked well with the Elyria City Police and City of Elyria by opening up 60 beds at the jail for male inmates increasing capacity to 476 inmates. He is not asking for additional personnel in the jail, but do need to maintain the current level of staff to operate safely. He stated the Director of Corrections Capt. Hammond and entire staff has done a great job in controlling costs of services, such as; maintenance, food costs, medical costs for inmates, etc., but cannot control some of these costs as vendors raise their prices and they do shop around and get 3 quotes.

Sheriff Stammitti said for the 2013 budget he is asking for $12,807,200 which is due to increase in health care costs increase for employees, increased longevity pay and step increases for employees, along with gas and jail vehicle expense for transport vehicles. The county Jail is funded mostly by 1/4$% sales tax and believe it will bring in over $8 million for 2012.  


Sheriff Stammitti reiterated that this office never closes. The people don’t come in at 8 am and go home at 5 pm, deputies answer calls for serve and help, and correction officers must guard inmates and keep order. Personnel at sheriff’s office must be on duty 24 hours a day, 7 days a week, building ages 3 days to 1 versus other facilities because things are running constantly and why this office costs more to operate than other and understand the economic condition and attempt to control costs where they can.

There are currently 231 employees; prior to 2008 there were 261, down 30 employees which is roughly 11% reduction.


Sheriff Stammitti stated this office has attempted to be as cost effective as possible in preparing the budget request. The needs are many as we serve all citizens through the county, but the services which are supplied are very important for the safety and security to the community and believe that the requests are reasonable, legitimate, and necessary of the safety operation of the office.

Sheriff Stammitti also stated that they are responsible for 2600 active warrants, notification of 700 sex offenders, 7,000 ccw licenses and the foreclosures are by 400+ this year so far.  He also indicated that with the new PERS changes that were could be several employees retiring at the end of the year therefore there is additional cost for the payouts.


Commissioner Kalo asked how much the payout were, Sheriff Stammitti said he didn’t have this information available on him today


Commissioner Williams thanked him for a good job, there is a good team there but looks like an additional $100,000 to general fund plus the $124,000 for the vehicles.


Commissioner Kalo asked about the 9% salary, longevity, pers, ot, 6 co’s on jail side. Sheriff staid this would be at the 3 year rate.


Sheriff also indicted there was an inmate Vincent Jackson that had a medical condition and the bills are staring to come in now, could see this over $100,000, which the county is responsible for.


Commissioner Kokoski asked about the savings of the merge. County Administrator Cordes said this was just deducted within line accounts and there could be another potential costs savings that this office, discussions are on going


Commissioner Williams thanked the Sheriff and staff for being good partners and supports this fare and respectful budget.


Commissioner Kokoski said unfortunately the police district did not pass.

CLERK OF COURTS – BUDGET HEARING

Kate Lenz, Staff Attorney - Clerk of Courts Office said Ron Nabakowski is under the weather and not able to make it today. 
She stated that this year the office;

· Partnered with Ohio Attorney General to receive and process state tax liens electronically, saving time and money

· Developed an updated, comprehensive records retention program to preserve all vital records while permitting destruction of paper files, freeing up space and resources in our records department and in the county’s Records Retention Center

· Contracted with Ohio AG to collect delinquent court costs, fines, fees and restitution

· Re-evaluated our banking services and obtained bids to lower our fees

· Initiated 24/7 on-line bill payment for criminal and domestic relations cases to increase collections

· Created an electronic application to scroll judicial schedules on monitors at the Justice Center to eliminate the need to print wasteful daily schedules

· Streamlined docketing procedures for deputy clerks

· Collaborated with the Court of Appeals in Akron to scan and send motions and appellate briefs filed locally via e-mail, saving money on postage
The 2013 legal budget request is $1,298,795 and with receipt of foreclosure special project funds the request is $1,098,795.  The 2013

computerization request is $244,450 and budget request is $1,422,300. 


She stated the 2013 estimated revenue is $867,100 for clerk of courts; special revenue is $111,000 and certificate of title administration is $1,700,000.



Commissioner Williams asked Tim Lubbe if the computerization is the same as courts looking at. Tim Lubbe, Court Administrator – Common Pleas said yes.


Commissioner Williams asked about the furniture and fixtures. Ms. Lenz said yes for the location of Amherst office. Commissioner Williams said he sits on the Visitors Bureau and there has been no discussion. Commissioner Kalo said there is a lease. Ms. Lenz said she has spoke with Barb Bickel, Director.


Ms. Lenz said there has been an increase of 72% in garnishments since 2007, 2% poundage process payments. IN 2005 there were 4,700 judgment liens, 2010 there was 6,480 and last year there were 442 protection orders for domestic violence issues and has been increasing thus far this year, the expundgement orders are 81% increase since 2007 and the general fund only receive $20 out of the $50 fee but cost well over $100 to process these.


Ms. Lenz also indicted that they still have non public office hours and with this request they would be able to hire another clerk and would go back to normal hours.


Commissioner Williams thanked her for coming.

AUDITOR – BUDGET HEARING


Craig Snodgrass, Chief Deputy – Auditors Office said same request like 2011, $400,000 less than 2008 which is around a 22% reduction. The request is for $1,503,046 and expenses for 2012 were $1,424,393.  There has been an uptick in conveyance and recorder fees and should hit a record sales tax of $16 million.  The local government funds are down $2.2 million. Mr. Snodgrass commended Commissioner Kalo on trying to restore the money coming back. Commissioner Williams said this is only 1% and speaking with the Legislators it was around $490 million of their total budget.  Commissioner Kalo said the roads down in Columbus look nice.  He stated the reevaluation are finishing up, trying to do year end and the audits are starting as well as the tax bills will be in January so some people might see their value decrease but their taxes could increase thanks to the voters this year on the levies.  Also the dog license mailers are smaller to save around $1500 and internet is accessible for this as well.

Commissioner Kalo said residents could even go to loraincounty.com and look at their values.

Commissioner Kalo asked when the final numbers would be in. Mr. Snodgrass said due in Columbus November 30 and they are close.

Commissioner Kokoski asked about the $78,000 additional. Mr. Snodgrass said this is for the Budget Commission there are necessary expenses supplied by Commissioners and a new printer is needed. He also indicated back in 2003/2004 letters were sent to previous Budget Director Rokasy about funds and nothing ever was allocated.  Mr. Snodgrass also indicated that the office has also do the data for tax map and board of revisions which saved the general fund.

Commissioner Williams said he was out to eat with his family and was approached by Brett Schuster about a vehicle for weight and measures and asked for the vehicle that was repaired to be returned. Mr. Snodgrass said they had a truck 10-12 years old with many miles that was getting expensive to fix.  This office is in need of a truck that is opened due to the gas.  Commissioner Kalo said he thought this truck was being returned to the Auditors Office. County Administrator Cordes said he gave direction a few weeks ago and will look into it.
