Judge Mark Betleski – Court of Common Pleas – Probation facility location


Judge Betleski thanked the Commissioners for allowing him to come over today, today is his criminal cases.  He stated there has been 3 requests by the courts, most recent being the location of the probation department.  Back in March 2014 to have probation department relocated and then revised in November at the budget hearings requesting $3.2 million for the purposes of remodeling and improving the Lorain county courthouse to house both units of the probation department. Sometime after this, two commissioners indicted they were in agreement, place probation department into the building on Broad Street and shortly thereafter received a plan put together by Clark and Post depicting the various office locations within the building.  Judge Betleski stated after his return he met with Court Administrator Lubbe and Mrs. Davis, visited the location and there were a number of issues that were discussed with her at that time, small amounts of square footage on office, particular conference rooms and lobby there was no real information contained within the drawings they received and they forward to the courts architect, for them to analyze what office space will be used and how being addressed, etc. and thereafter requested an opportunity for their architect to meet with Commissioners architect to go over those issues and try to come to some understanding and to the depictions and drawings of the building.  Judge Betleski said ultimately there was not an overall objection to this opportunity but a statement that the commissioner’s architect would not meet with the courts architect unless there was a representative from the courts and county administration at the same time with a list of questions prepared ahead of time.  In response to the fact, that there would have been limitations on the exchange of information between both architects, they felt they took a more appropriate approach to that regard. Let their architect get what they call CAD drawings of the particular proposed site, CAD (computer assisted design drawing), so it is a better schematic what is depicted in the 8x11 drawing that was given to them back in December and since this time Mr. Coco gave him a 11x14 when they all met at the site of the particular location, so they asked that.  They have also requested that their architect go into the building; don’t believe this has occurred, because it was taken off the agenda back in March 2014 when the Commissioners rejected that location.  Judge stated these two requests were rejected by Mr. Cordes that the Commissioners would not approve either or all three but only two issues at that point can they get the CAD drawings and can their architect look at the interior of the building, which have all been rejected.  He stated that Mr. Cordes indicated in an email to them that this was at the instruction of the Commissioners.  Judge Betleski said he is formally requesting the Commissioners revisit this issue, #1, it could be an argument that the CAD drawings are in fact public records and so under those circumstances, they think, but did not formalize a public record request this was their inclination until they understood from Ms. Upton that the Commissioners wanted to discuss this subject on the record.  The second aspect is, once again - merely an opportunity for their architect to look at the interior of the building to see if it would satisfy their needs.

Commissioner Kokoski asked if we actually have CAD drawings. County Administrator Cordes said he does not know, they came up with a floor drawing so they probably used software to do that.


Commissioner Kokoski said it was her understanding that they used almost exact same footprint over at the Broad Street building as they did on the 5th floor of the justice center, except for reducing the size of the offices so there would be extra space for future growth.  Mr. Cordes said he shared the last drawing with the courts and also had a conversation with Court Administrator Lubbe and shared some of the early drawings that did not decrease the size, so there have been a couple of drawings.
Commissioner Kalo said the Commissioners standpoint, is using 2 architects at this point, if this is the building we are going to, one architect is sufficient.  He spoke with Mr. Lundy prior to that because he was part of the City of Elyria Courts and had suggestions how they did.

Commissioner Lundy said when he had the opportunity to work with the City of Elyria and the major project of the John Howard Courthouse, they used 1 architect and made sure that the Judges and parties were all at the table, reviewed the plans, took into account of recommendations of Judge Munson and Judge Locke-Graves and 2 republicans working with a democratic mayor and administration, there were lots of discussion, good ideas and they were able to work it through with just one architect and that was a $10 million project and he is sure they can do the same thing here.  His concern is the two architects.
Judge Betleski said he understands that but understand that the Prosecutors office recognized some months ago, back in 2014 they recognized that Judges and Commissioners are in a conflict situation. There is pending litigation and not in regards to the location of the probation department, but there is pending litigation between parties and under those circumstances the attorneys for both parties this being the prosecutor’s office recognized there was a conflict in representation and ultimately Commissioners got their attorney and Judges got their attorney.  It would be foolish for him to suggest under those circumstances with the conflict that they should both use the same attorney and that is quite honestly why Prosecutor Dennis Will had the conflict, this is the same situation here.  They are in a conflict situation here, yes they want to solve the conflict but they don’t have the expertise to be able to review a sheet of paper that does not have schematic drawings, they cannot review and say this does, this does not, satisfy their probation officer needs. The other aspect and difficulty is that the drawing that they gave of the 5th floor of the courts at the courthouse was done with an analysis of their architect as to what their office and employee needs were within the probation department. He has no reason to believe at this point and time that information was ever presented to Mr. Coco as to what their people needed or that might affect the performance of their jobs.  So he is not certain that the Commissioners architect would have been able to even address this issue in that regard. There is an understanding that at some point Mr. Coco was given their drawing of the 5th floor of justice center with the idea, ok, can you fit this into the Broad street building, this would have been a plan drawn up back in April/March/February of 2014.  Clearly that utilizing the comparisons gave them insufficient number of offices for the number of employees that are employed by the county probation department, so the plans that were submitted to the commissioners back in, at least 2 commissioners in march 2014 indicated the Board street building was not adequate for their needs.  He does not know, even thought the numbers were changed a bit, squeezing a size 10 foot into a size 8 shoe that means that shoe is adequate for your needs.  Judge asked how are the able to compare what Mr. Coco did compared to what their needs assessment was drawn for the proposal of the 5th floor of the justice center.
Commissioner Kokoski said she is pretty sure that the square footage is the same in both locations.  So it is just a matter of configuring it. County Administrator Cordes said not.

Judge Betleski said he thinks not, #1 and issue #2 is the other issue and advantage of using the 5th floor of the justice center was with regards to lobby space, this is one of the few locations done on the drawing by Mr. Coco shows the size of the lobby space.  Use a smaller lobby space because that included any build out would include an opportunity for people to sit in the lobby and wait like they do now for all cases pending before the courts so they saw additional 40-50 spaces for individuals to sit out in the lobby, and this is one of the aspects of the 5th floor of the justice center and even if it was apples to apples, exact same amount of square footage and they knew that the 5th floor would better address the public needs and comfort because there was more space in the external area of the actual office suites that would be available for people to sit 
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and wait while people are visiting probation officers or other appointments, but this is only 1 aspect of it.  Judge stated that Mr. Cordes has 
suggested to the courts that it is not the same size shoe between Broad Street and Justice Center and so this obviously raised concern with the courts.  But the fact of the matter is he told the Commissioners at the time of the budget hearing and Mr. Lundy was here but not in capacity as Commissioner, to a great extent, if the Commissioners tell them where to go, they have to but as long as that space satisfies the reasonable needs and expectations of the department. They cannot evaluate, and he supposes if they wanted them to be, maybe it is the lawyer in them, but the fact of the matter is that he seeks accuracy and he can tell them when he looks at the drawings that there are issues, but his architect might tell him there could be issues or not and how the Commissioners address them but he does not know if those concerns were addressed when he looks at the drawings.  Judge supposes, let’s assume for the sake of drawings that the CAD drawings are not public records once they are made available to the commissioners and would hope that Commissioners have something better than a drawing that only shows some square footage of 3 out of all the rooms that are located in the building and space. Let’s assume for the sake of argument that commissioners don’t have CAD drawings, but thinks once they are received they are public record, they would assist the commissioners and judges in analyzing if this is adequate space.  He thinks the issue in regards to the availability of that building, they are not interested in their architect doing this job, he thinks it is an absolutely certainty that they would not be involved in this but they do need their assistance to give them an expert advice as to whether the depiction that was set forth in Mr. Coco draft schematic has adequate space for the reasonable needs of their department.

Commissioner Kalo asked the Judge if he thinks that Mr. Coco is not capable of doing that and meeting with his staff. Judge Betleski said Mr. Coco is the Commissioners architect and he has a great deal of respect and great deal of respect with Clark and Post, and him and Bob Post and Jack Clark go way back with his family as does Mr. Coco and he has a lot of respect for Mr. Coco, he has no problem with Commissioners using Mr. Coco but he just does not know what information the Commissioners provided to Mr. Coco with regard to that.  It has been limited by the Commissioners as he understands with no communication with Mr. Coco regards to what he had and what he did in order to do that and though the next logical step and Commissioners are going to stop them from talking with Mr. Coco without someone being there or without questions written ahead of time, ok, then just them have the CAD drawings and let them look at the building, then they were told they could not have the drawings or look at building.  Judge said the Commissioners want them to give an intellectual intelligent response that this building is sufficient for their folks and working needs and if they don’t then their decision with regards to all three of the issues are perfect for that mentality.  On the other hand if the mentality is that we need to find out if this is going to work or not, then he can open it up more for communication or open it up for an inspection so this can be done.  


Commissioner Lundy said he understand the liberal interpretation of public records, open records and in his opinion that it is a public record and make it available to him and also believe that there is opportunities be afford or provided previously for a meeting to take place with the architect and he would like to see them use the model of the Elyria Courthouse and sit down with Commissioners architect and what is public record and hopefully save on any expense of having 2 architects, there is a term of lawyering up, not sure if there is a term of architecting up, engineering up but the duplicity is hard for the taxpayers to face.
Judge Betleski said he does not necessarily disagree, but to a certain extent some aspects of that is the horse is already out of the barn being there is in an involvement of litigation and they were not the party that brought that litigation to the Commissioners although clearly both parties have retained alternates with the conflict of the prosecutor’s office.  He would suggest, don’t have the information now, but a significant percentage of the billings with regard to this matter is based upon the fact that they are in the supreme court, arguing out an issue of security in 2014 that is no longer an applicable issue today.  So part of the mindset, regards to that, is maybe even be prior to filing the application of Mr. Lundy’s request for nomination for being on the commissioners because it may stretch back all the way to 2013 in that regard.  Judge Betleski said all they are looking for in an analysis, they are not looking for protracted disputes regarding the architect, all they are looking for, what is it that they really have, and understand that and he has been involved in a remodeling project in his home he is not going to guess that he is sufficient and sophisticated and knowledgeable in telling what the drawings show and if it works or not. This is why they need that availability and all he can say is in that position is it consistent what they heard so far; limiting the concept of Mr. Coco and no opportunity for them to review the CAD and don’t want their architect involved at all in an analysis of that.  He would suggest to the Commissioners that this would be, quite honestly in line of ligation between the parties that would be more consistent that they would not allow them to hire their own attorney when the prosecutor’s office has a conflict.  He told the Commissioners that the explanation how they would like it to go is very consistent of how it went in 2002-2004 with construction of the justice center, there was not 2 sets of architects, there was 1 architect but they were not disputing with them, did they have disputes, unhappy about some of the decisions being made, yes – but it never got to the level were the law gave them anything of authority in this regards, so they swallowed it and took it like men.  But be it as it may, this is a slightly different situation with the ongoing dispute between them with regards to that location and also there is a little bit of concern with this building being off the agenda since March 2014 and then all of a sudden it gets on the agenda and 1st week of December there is a plan and that is a concern of theirs.  Because there are normally letters sent out regards to quotes, engineers to solicit the Commissioners for the work on the job.  So in a situation that this was sitting there for 9 months not even thinking this was on the radar and all of a sudden it is on the radar and the Commissioners are soliciting architects to begin the process of developing building plans and moving forward and not having any dialogue with them as to whether it works or not, that makes it very difficult.  He has had an opportunity to discuss this with them but for the fact of the matter is that he does not feel comfortable taking a look at an 8x11 drawing without schematics and if this does not does not work.  He has suspicion and his suspicions don’t’ mean anything unless they are backed up by an architect telling him what his sense is accurate or not and this is the information that is needed.
Commissioner Kalo said as to regards to the building, he said Commissioner Kokoski was on that building the whole time, he was the courthouse and previous Commissioner Williams was the 5th floor of justice center.  Judge Betleski said former Commissioner Williams also looked at the 5th floor of this building as well.  Commissioner Kalo said there were a lot of others as well but in regards to versus the courthouse and looking at dollars and sense and the order that came in for $3.2 million for rehab of the courthouse and no participation for the judicial side like it was offered for the 5th floor, Commissioner Kokoski’ proposal of $1 million that she continued to work on with Mr. Cordes became the most affordable option for that building.  Commissioner Kalo did meet with Mr. Klimas, Lorain National Bank gave a walk around, entrance through the alley, cleaning everything up, did call Mayor Brinda and let her know what he was looking at and doing and then he decided to agree with Commissioner Kokoski for a million dollar expenditure.  Judge Betleski said as he understands it now that there might be a suggestion of $1.2 million  and in their initial analysis in regards to this and the difficult of the alley, being number one that is an area the neighbors have been complaining about regarding an excessive level of crime and vandalism, there is a gate there and have been able to determine at least through his contacts by phone that the gate was in fact but in by the tenants of the building around there because of repeated issues of theft of personal property, and would be in a proposed entrance on the building, it is a locked gate with a secured code approved by the city of Elyria for installation and paid for and he spoke with at least 2 of the individuals who have paid for the gate to be there and have no interest or willingness to come to some agreement with the commissioners with regards to opening up that alley because of their concerns regards to theft, vandalism, this is a place where they keep all their garbage cans and so there is a big deal of inconvenience occurred and they went through the process of going through city hall to get this done.  He stated ultimately there are 3 entrances and the entrances are not going to be a stumbling block with regards to this because ultimately with the assistance of the sheriff’s office and their own needs they can figure out which of the 3 entrances work best.  If this has an impact of how the architect designs or prepares that an issue but he thinks their goals is now that they have some sense of what this is, can it work, have found some difficulties but his sense if he discussed the difficulties he would be asked what is that based upon and he would have to give the facts to support this and to why or why not it would work and he cannot do this unless he has expert advice given to him of people that are more knowledgeable them him in this issue; if the building works, how it works, what is the cost.
Commissioner Kokoski said don’t you think that either one of the architects can provide this information, if you were able to sit down and look at it and go over it with Coco and what is the difference between the 5th floor of the justice center compared to Broad street building.  Judge Betleski said there is 600 square feet for the office being lost, their space had 3600 square feet and this space has 3000 square feet, this is simple math but this does not answer the question with this offices smaller, is it addressing their needs or not, are they all this same size or different, his understanding based upon his conversation with Mr. Coco was that this did not work under the plan of the 5th floor of the justice center try to fit 
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these office into this shoe and if this is the case then he has some significant difficulties trying to seeking an expert analysis by Mr. Coco when he was not asked to do an expert analysis to begin with he was just told to figure, put this into this box and if that was instructions opposed to let’s see what they need then this is a dilemma.  So now they are seeking out some sort of expert advice from a person that doesn’t know that they did the leg work as their architect did.  As to address Commissioner Kalo’s position, there is other aspects of this discussion, the dollars amount was $900,000 because the Commissioners said that going into that building would cost $900,000 and since that time it is $1.2 million and is unclear if that will go up or down but that is certainly a consideration as to how they view that offer to pay everything but the $900,000. This was discussed by the Judges at the last Judges meeting and ultimately it leaves him the third issue that he discussed with the Commissioners in November and followed up with correspondence in December, the fact of the matter is, if they are pushing forward without them having an opportunity to really analysis what is being done, then they are going to get into round two of the litigation.  Judge Betleski told them that whatever happens in the Ohio Supreme Court will have no impact whatsoever with issues as to where the probation department will be located, the only issue before the supreme court now is Judge Burge and maybe, it has been unclear because they have not lodged an amendment complaint yet, but both sides of argument the other issues is with Betleski order regarding security in that building appropriate or at least it was not lawful.  The supreme court tells that Judge Burges’ order is not lawful and Judge Betleski order was not lawful, ok, then they will not have the obligation to pay them the $125,000 that they paid to the Sheriff.  If they say the other thing then yes, you would have to pay and his impression but importantly it is not important in the grand scheme of things.  His goals as he said in November, as he said in his letter lets have this meeting, lets resolve these issues because they are global issues because the issues with the supreme court are very specific and minute, security or not and who is to pay for it.  Judge Betleski said from his standpoint if the approach the commissioners are going to take in the new year is, you can’t talk to the commissioners architect unless you have written questions ahead of time, one of them is there witnessing the conversation, if you are not going to let them go into the building and not let them look at the CAD drawings then he will tell the commissioners they are guaranteed whatever their decision is, unless it is the 5th floor of the justice center there will be litigation.  Also if you look at the bills, 80-90% of these all came after they were sued by the county commissioners.  So whatever those dollars are then duplicate it, they don’t want to duplicate, but they just want to keep the roads of communication open whether that mediation is done through a hearing here or a conference room with all and doors are open so the press is there it does not matter to him.  The issue the commissioners have with mediation and having all the judges there, don’t do anything to enforce the orders, he has done nothing to enforce the orders and as indicated in his letter the judges are all in agreement even thought they are not parties to the lawsuit in Columbus. He keeps thinking back to the demands in regards to mediation, why in person to mediate and after two weeks of prying to get an answer from commissioner’s attorney, Mr. Cahill no we don’t want to mediate it. Don’t want to mediate, don’t want the judges to see the architect asking them questions from another professional, don’t want them to see the cad drawings, folks – hell bent for litigation, let’s not spend it on the building, let’s spend it on litigation, fine then we will the favorites of the lawyers in town.  But this is not his goal, except on election.
Commissioner Kokoski said it is a new year, hopefully we can work towards getting this accomplished and Mr. Cordes mentioned a spirit of cooperation last time they spoke about this issue with the judges and hope this is what we can achieve, the spirit of cooperation so you guys can see and be comfortable with regards to the building.  She told Mr. Cordes to give them a copy so they can see what we have.

Judge Betleski said the only thing he will disagree on Ms. Kokoski is the last comment “sprit of cooperation so they can see if the Broad Street building is the right building”. He thinks to open the concept of spirit of cooperation would mean that everything be available to them on the table not necessarily on see the light as to how correct they are in regards to that building.  The spirit of cooperation is a two way street, at least to the courts.

Commissioner Lundy said to recap, the records by the architect should be public and let the courts have access to that and would once again extend him the opportunity to meet with the architects and talk this through and he stated the Elyria model worked well, as well as the Justice Center model worked well and would encourage us to do that again.  He wants a good working environment for the employees, absolutely but when we deal with things in light everything has guardrails and in this case of a building, even the 5th floor has guardrails, can’t blow out a wall out on the 5th floor and a building we have to cooperate only has so much space so it has to be operate within those parameters. But we do want a good working environment for the employees and something that was not brought up this morning was, we can never lose light that in fact the old courthouse needs to be preserved and would hope that judges could find a way to set aside some funds to help with this and knows that Commissioner Kalo has talked about performing a foundation of sorts to save the courthouse and find effective use this at some point; maybe grand jury or some viable use to justify.  He certainly hopes that we can start the new year by trying to find a way to get to the middle and not pay all the bills for 2 architects; this is not the way to operate. There are bigger issues in the county we have 600 families over in Lorain and throughout the county worried that the Steel plant and how they are going to make their mortgage payments later in the year, so we have some bigger fish to fry and this should not be as complicated as it is.
Judge Betleski said he does not anticipated and is not their expectations that this would be an ongoing need to keep the architect actively involved, they just need the architect to analysis what was submitted and give them a response as to whether it did or did not satisfy the needs of theirs.  When they come back to the commissioners, whether it is a mediation process, or here at the commissioners meeting and talk about agree or disagree with proposal with regard to that he supposes he would have him here in the back of the room in case there was a specific question that is relevant to that aspect, but don’t anticipate the architect being further involved.  We just have to have a better understanding of that ahead of time so they can make an intelligence respond or issues whether it does nor does not.  To the later issue and he spoke to at least 2 of the commissioners and know that Commissioner Kalo, even though he does not recall speaking to him of this issue or recall but what would we do with the courthouse no matter where the probation department goes and it would stay there but at least the answer was within budget proposal and did not include the $3.2 million in there because the commissioners have made that transition therefore that is why it was not in the order later in December.  His proposal in regard to the courthouse on a significant internal change because they had to address 38-40 more employees fitting into this building and that proposal was done with a lot of walls coming down on the inside, sealing of the outside and 1sdt and 2nd floor would be turned into offices.  This is a substantial impact on the interior of that building it would not necessarily have to be there as a remolding of the most important historic building in Lorain county.  He said he has two leadership Lorain county afghans at his house and both have the courthouse as a centerpiece.  He stated his dad practiced there, as well as he did and he has every desire as the administrative judge or just as a guy, or lawyer and someone that lives in Lorain county to make sure that this building is preserved.  He said with the Judges, Courts, Commissioners, Bar Association and Judge Cirigliano would like to see this preserved and maintained and the Lorain County Historic Society and something more modest of an approach so there will not be so much of interior changes that would be necessary with 40 employees would be doable.  He said once he resolves the issue before us, the old courthouse would be an issue for him to address personally, professional yes, but mostly personally because it is an important building and important aspect of our history.  He totally embraces the idea of whatever happens we have to do something that allows the courthouse to be a viable building for the county but cannot say that is his most immediate concern because, even as an administrative judge he does not have that luxury to put his personal desires ahead of his professional requirements.  Judge Betleski told the Commissioners to let them know, he does not know if he expects an answer and may feel that executive session is necessary and there is some litigation but can say from his perspective their involvement of the architect will be short and sweet so they just have a complete analysis of that and hope at the next commissioners meeting on the 21st or 28th would hope they can come back with their analysis of the drawings and if you prefer another way it can be done by mediation, supreme court but either instance once we get pass this hurdle we can respond intelligently.
Judge Betleski said at the budget hearings he presented the commissioners information on case loads, so he distributed that information today on case loads from 2008 and caseloads for probation officers but when he took bench in 1999 the probation officers then only had 50-60 cases now they have 90 cases so this is a 50% increase for each of them.___________________(discussion was held on the above)

David Ashenhurst, Oberlin congratulated Commissioners on their appointments.  He read the article in the Journal and not only looking for to Lorain County but hopes the whole region does and hopes that it has to do with transit and not all with paving from  NOACA.  He stated that citizens were just as frustrated with Columbus as he was and if he would have involved and serve on CCAO since Commissioner Kalo will be tied up with NOACA and he has not been to one of those meetings since Howard Maier left. Commissioner Kalo said Grace Gallucci is doing a wonderful job all board members are involved now.  Mr. Ashenhurst stated that for years a group of Oberlin’s would attend these meetings and with regards to public records issues, open meetings and see that AG office can do the public meeting/training on line and that is great but the fact is that you can still designate but the public officials is the one elected with authority and just like he was on Oberlin Council they had to attend EMA training in order to receive grants.  Now that it is on line that more elected officials will take it.

Rick Krueck, Kipton Village congratulated all and hopes the coffee and newspapers will be reinstated.  He stated the transit system needs to be funded sometimes rather than the infrastructure.  Commissioner Kalo said funding is available but need local money to match.

Mr. Cordes said the state of Ohio has done a pitiful job with public entity into public transportation a lot more state money to local governments to assist to offset cost burden of taxpayers but more money goes to Columbus and some portion needs to come back but it is not and now the state has a surplus and should put into public transportation but money is going into capital projects while we suffer more less local government funds returns for programs and transportation.  He stated out of 48 of 50 states we are the 11th largest state and federal dollars are there but no local to match, we are a donor county and we need to be recipient.  Mr. Krueck said inter urban there are a lot of people that need transportation services.  Mr. Cordes said the county did have these routes, then we had to cut and there are just basic needs now and no levies have been supported.
Commissioner Kalo said Cuyahoga has a 1% sales tax that is dedicated just to their transportation system, RTA.  Mr. Krueck said general fund monies for transit, what about private sectors. Mr. Cordes said the only community that participates is Oberlin and has meet with several business but the county is not responsible to build a system around that.  He also stated when the mall was going well there were issues with the landowners stating that the people would spend time at the mall but did not spend money therefore did not want the busses on the property.
Commissioner Lundy said there will be a transportation summit coming up.
