Frank Whitfield, Elyria, Leadership Lorain County asked what the Commissioners are doing to make Lorain County an attractive place for graduates of Lorain County Community College and Oberlin College.  Commissioner Kalo said they work with Team Lorain County and Chamber of Commerce to work with the private sector, the government is here to support these entities.


Brenda Traxler, LaGrange, Leadership Lorain County asked what Lorain County is doing with the republic national convention coming to Cuyahoga County.  Commissioner Lundy said Team Lorain County and the Chamber have been working on various proposals for the convention people to use our county hotels, restaurants and possible the Jet Express.  County Administrator Cordes stated Community Development, LCCC and Visitors Bureau are also involved in this process.  Commissioner Kalo said NOACA has the main transportation plan for moving people around.


Dillon Cook. Lorain, Leaderships Lorain County asked the Commissioners involvement with the lakefront communities and what can be done there.  Commissioner Lundy said there are 8 counties that share the lakefront and Congresswoman Kaptur oversees this area with federal money.  Mr. Turner, Assistant to Congresswoman Marcy Kaptur said he has spoken with Commissioner Lundy and redevelopment of the lakefront will be reviewed.


Shelly Friman, Huron, Leadership Lorain County is a HR Director for a private company in Lorain County and there are jobs here but it is difficult to find employees that can pass the drug test.  She also works in 4H and there are more youths on the street, there is nothing for the youths in this county to be constructive, programs are needed what the Commissioners are doing to solve this problem. County Administrator Cordes said he was displeased with the Governors budget as well but it looks like the WDA youth work program will be permanent which has been a success here.  The only problem is that these youth have to be at risk and meet certain criteria.  

Commissioner Kokoski said she sits on various boards that deal with addition and at the last Community Corrections Board, Elaine Georgas, Director, ADAS said this county will not see the heroin peak until 2017.  Commissioner Lundy said it is sad to see a lot of people that cannot pass the drug test, but this problem occurs all over.

Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said the Sheriff’s Department can state that in 2007/2008 when the economy tanked not only were people affected but so was our law enforcement and more drug dealers took advantage of this.  Revenue is needed to support all county programs and county residents need to support.  Commissioner Kokoski aid the county tried to put a crime lab levy on which would have cost $3-4/year for a $100,000 value home and it was defeated.

County Administrator Cordes said there needs to provide opportunity to take out of poverty, which people do with jobs but it is also hard to get completely out without some help because minimum wage is not sufficient.
