Commissioner Lori Kokoski moved the adoption of the following resolution:

RESOLUTION NO. 15-92
RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE ISSUANCE OF $1,300,000 TAXABLE SANITARY SEWER SYSTEM IMPROVEMENT NOTES TO PAY COSTS OF CONSTRUCTING FACILITIES IN THE AMHERST PORTION OF THE COUNTY'S SEWER SYSTEM, TO PAY COSTS OF A FINE ISSUED BY THE OHIO EPA RELATED TO IMPROVEMENTS TO THE COUNTY'S SEWER SYSTEM AND ATTENDANT LEGAL COSTS, AND TO PAY COSTS OF ISSUANCE OF THE BOND ANTICIPATION NOTES.

WHEREAS, the County Auditor has, on November 19, 2009, estimated that the life or period of usefulness of the improvements hereinafter described is at least five (5) years, and has certified that the maximum maturity of the bonds is forty (40) years, and of the notes to be issued in anticipation thereof is twenty (20) years.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of County Commissioners of the County of Lorain, Ohio:

SECTION 1.  That it is necessary to issue bonds of this County in the principal amount of not to exceed $1,300,000 for the purpose of (i) paying costs of constructing facilities in the Amherst portion of the County's sewer system, (ii) to pay costs of a fine issued by the Ohio EPA related to improvements to the county's sewer system and attendant legal costs, and (iii) to pay costs of issuance of the bond anticipation notes (the "Project"), together with all necessary appurtenances thereto.  Said bonds shall be dated approximately February 1, 2020, shall bear interest at an approximate rate of five percent (5%) per annum and shall mature in substantially equal annual or semiannual installments over a period not exceeding fifteen (15) years after their issuance.

SECTION 2.  That it is hereby determined that notes (hereinafter called the "Notes") in the principal amount of not to exceed $1,300,000 shall be issued in anticipation of the issuance of said bonds.

SECTION 3.  That the Notes shall be dated their date of issuance, shall bear interest at the rate not to exceed four per centum (4.00%) per annum as evidenced by a certificate awarding the Notes (the "Certificate of Award") which the County Auditor, the County Administrator or the Budget Director are hereby authorized to sign and shall be payable each December 1, commencing December 1, 2015, shall mature on February 12, 2020 and shall be one note initially of the denomination of $1,300,000.

SECTION 4.  That the Notes shall be executed by at least two members of this Board of County Commissioners and by the County Administrator, who is hereby designated to sign in the absence of the County Auditor pursuant to Ohio Revised Code Section 133.27, which signatures may be facsimile, and may bear the County Auditor’s seal.  The Notes shall be payable at the office of the County Treasurer, and shall express upon their faces the purpose for which they are issued and that they are issued in pursuance of this resolution.

SECTION 5.  That the Notes shall be sold, at par and accrued interest, to the County Treasurer as the investing authority of the County (the "Original Purchaser"), in accordance with his offer to purchase, which shall be stated in the Certificate of Award, the County's Investment Policy and Investment Advisory Committee requirements, and the proceeds from such sale, except any premium or accrued interest thereon, shall be paid into the proper fund and used for the purpose aforesaid and for no other purpose.

SECTION 6.  That the Notes shall be the full general obligations of this County, and the full faith, credit and revenue of this County are hereby pledged for the prompt payment of the same.  The par value received from the sale of bonds anticipated by the Notes, shall to the extent necessary be used only for the retirement of the Notes at maturity, together with interest thereon and is hereby pledged for such purpose.  Said Notes are subject to prepayment in whole or in part at any time at the option of the County at par.

SECTION 7.  That during the period while the Notes run there shall be levied upon all of the taxable property in this County within applicable limitations, in addition to all other taxes, a direct tax annually, not less than that which would have been levied if bonds had been issued without the prior issue of the Notes; said tax shall be and is hereby ordered computed, certified, levied and extended upon the tax duplicate and collected by the same officers in the same manner and at the same time that taxes for general purposes for each of said years are certified, extended and collected.  Said tax shall be placed before and in preference to all other items and for the full amount thereof.

The funds derived from said tax levy hereby required shall be placed in a separate and distinct fund, together with interest collected on the same, shall be irrevocably pledged for the payment of the principal and interest of the Notes, or the bonds in anticipation, of which they are issued, when and as the same fall due; provided, however, that to the extent sewer system revenues are appropriated and available for debt service (the anticipated repayment revenue), said tax need not be levied for such purpose.

SECTION 8.  That this Board of County Commissioners hereby covenants and agrees that it will execute, comply with and carry out all of the provisions of a continuing disclosure certificate dated the date of issuance and delivery of the Notes (the "Continuing Disclosure Certificate") in connection with the issuance of the Notes, if one is deemed necessary.  Failure to comply with any such provisions of the Continuing Disclosure Certificate shall not constitute a 
default on the Notes; however, any holder of the Notes may take such action as may be necessary and appropriate, including seeking specific performance, to cause this Board of County Commissioners to comply with its obligations under this section and the Continuing Disclosure Certificate.

SECTION 9.  That the Clerk of Board of County Commissioners is hereby directed to forward a certified copy of this resolution to the County Auditor.

SECTION 10.  That it is found and determined that all formal actions of this Board of County Commissioners concerning and relating to the adoption of this resolution were adopted in an open meeting of this Board of County Commissioners, and that all deliberations of this Board of County Commissioners and of any of its committees that resulted in such formal action, were in meetings open to the public, in compliance with all legal requirements including Section 121.22 of the Ohio Revised Code.

Commissioner Kokoski received an email from Kelly Smick, mother of Karlie and thanked her for all her support and generosity. Again this year, rather than getting birthday presents she asked for donations to the dog kennel. Budget Director Hobart introduced the new Purchasing Coordinator.


Kerry (K.C.) Saunders thanked the Commissioners for this opportunity and recently moved to Avon Lake, very excited.


Judge Mark Betleski, Court of Common Pleas, stated three times in the last two months, the courts have requested meetings with the Commissioners to discuss the location of Adult Probation. He made this personal request on November 25 to the Commissioners and the budget hearing, followed up by a letter on December 2 to your counsel, requesting an opportunity to meet and discuss these issues and have never heard a response that would indicate the commissioners disagree with this position and it is their position, whatever happens in the Supreme Court will not assist them in determining where the county probation department should be located in the future.  He followed up with another letter on February 2/3, it was dropped off in each of the Commissioners mailboxes last week.  He asked Commissioner Lundy about it and he was not familiar with it and don’t know who has it, it is not on correspondence and not sure what you really want to hear from him.  Judge said as he promised the Commissioners one month ago, they had requested an opportunity for their architect to review the plans, cad drawings, meet with Mr. Coco and to review site for proposed location, and stated all these things had been rebuked, ultimately change position to that regard and within eight days thereafter he accomplished all that with the cad drawings and he had concerns with the particular location but wanted to wait until they received an appropriate response from an expert with regard to if it would be satisfactory.  He said from their perspective their goals has been two fold; wherever the department is located would satisfy the needs and the only real issue they ever had with regard to location of their employees and the other was the desire to consolidate adult probation and psi.  He stated they are now separated; Adult Probation in courthouse and PSI in Columbia gas building.  This has been their approach with regards to this to honor what is their expectations and what  supreme courts expects of courts and running their probation departments and what the Commissioners desire as for cost.  Judge Betleski said we have not spoken of the cost, him and Commissioner Kokoski have spoken about the security costs but with the additional building there is obviously additional costs; maintenance, custodial, aspects of overhead and staffing that a consolidated department would resolved a number of these issues but from their perspective to resolve these issues is to have those people work in the same building as they work in.  But, be it as it may they have had an opportunity to review all these drawings and they can say without any question that the proposed location of the Broad Street will not satisfy the court needs, will not satisfy the commissioner’s needs of consolidating the two offices.  With regards to the courts needs; there is insufficient space for the lobby space, insufficient space for the security equipment and entrance, there is insufficient space for visitors to be in building before proceeding through the screening of security equipment.  He stated like the justice center there is a large lobby when you enter before getting to the security scanning and find at certain times of the day and sometimes due to weather conditions and fact there are long lines with jurors or parties on criminal days and this would be a problem at the Broad street location.  He does not know that if anyone cares that their defendants would be standing outside of the building and with the concerns of the Elyria Mayor and Elyria Police Chief regards to placing the probation department so close to economic development center of the Elyria and concerns of the felons on Broad street.  There is insufficient space identified regards to records storage, there is no holding cell to secure an arrested criminal and as you know from the court security reports provided to the Commissioners months ago, the Supreme Court urged them to have a holding cell in the present probation offices as where they are located now.  There is no office space or work space for two lab technicians these are the individuals that test defendant’s urine to determine if they are in violation of their community control sanctions.  There is no lab testing restrooms, this is necessary, there are two employees; 1 male, 1 female who test defendants to determine if they are using drugs and they require a separate lab for security and proper oversight of the process.  There is insufficient space for the two largest training rooms, there is no third conference room, there is insufficient space for the employee break room, in fact the employee break room is small than what they have now for the 6 employees in his courts and it is being suggested that this should be sufficient for 30+ employees in the probation department.  By utilizing this location, the probation department is being moved one block further away from the justice center and mass majority of the work is done in the offices, 2nd place they do the most work is in the courthouse.  There is nothing in the plan that there is security equipment throughout the building, so not only did the commissioners architect include security equipment at the entrance but there is no security equipment throughout the building and if you go to the justice center there are various locations of security cameras but there were no such equipment listed on these drawings or security apparatus at the entrance.  He stated that the cost of this building was around $1.2 million and believes this is an under estimation due to the non security equipment and if you modify the building to satisfy their needs and not from the standpoint of the number of employees but from the point of the needs of the probation department supervising defendants and this would have significant impact on the building cost.  Judge Betleski said his three minutes are up do the Commissioners have questions.

Commissioner Kalo said on the entry of the building, he does not see the probation department having a volume of people like the justice center does necessary, enough access or how it is scheduled, because there are other offices in the justice center that is why the lobby area is bigger there.  Judge Betleski said the information that was provided to the Commissioners in January, have 12 probation officers, with a case load of 90, so that is 1080 defendants that see the probation officers, could be daily, weekly it is to the degree of their sanction and this also does not include the individuals that see the PSI department.  When Sheriff was looking at the security issues with these two buildings, he indicated that moving them into the 5th floor he would have to add security to the first floor of that building, both of the plans that have been submitted to the Commissioners, first in 2013 and the plan of the courthouse given last year and both indicated a need for approximately lobby space for 100 people.  He appreciates that not given they schedule 100 people at any given time but the fact of the matter is that people do bring with them family members or other persons so the probation department and architects informed them that sufficient lobby space is needed for this purpose.  The real difficultly is that there is no space set aside for security and a minimum, insufficient space for the lobby for individuals coming in they would anticipate that security device would have to be almost adjacent to the front door so that is why they are suggesting that there would be a number of people in the vestibule or outside. The fact of the matter is that we are going through this process because he sent correspondence requesting to have a meeting, and since November to sit down and discuss these issues, not response from November, December or February requests and Commissioners are deciding who the architects are going to be.  Judge Betleski stated that Commissioner Lundy indicated at the January meeting that the model worked well for the City of Elyria courthouse and the cooperation of the various departments, Judge Locke-Grave, Judge Bennett and to go over what their needs were and they had the impression based upon the fact that they were allowing to have their analysis done and one Commissioners suggested that there would be a cooperative process in this regard and what do they see on the agenda, nothing about their correspondence, nothing about their response, even through the Commissioners were told at the meeting in January, once they had the response back they would advice the Commissioners and personally told this to Commissioner Kokoski over the phone and the Commissioners have a review team for the architect but no one from the court system was indentified and have no information from anyone from the probation department or courts was even contact for input and now the Commissioners know essentially 15 minutes after the Commissioners approved the architect that this architects plan that was submitted is insufficient for the space needs for both of these departments.  Judge Betleski said since he asked for a meeting in November, the taxpayers have incurred about over $60,000 in legal expenses, since December 2 when he sent a letter requesting a stay of the proceeding in the supreme courts and a meeting to discuss these issues, there is not much difference, their billings have been around $40,000 since that time, taxpayers money is being spent on litigation that is not necessary.  Judge Betleski said maybe the biggest issue he has, the Commissioners have known since day one that the two probation offices would not fit into that building and even Mr. Cordes advised on January 7, that they would not fit into that building. Commissioner Kokoski said which building, Judge Betleski said Broad Street.  Judge Betleski said last time we discussed the architectural review, Commissioner Kokoski suggested that the building space was about the same and at that time Mr. Cordes corrected that, did not specify number but clearly indicated that the space in the broad street building is not the same amount of space set aside in the courthouse for the expansion and inclusion of both departments in one building, there was not the same amount of square footage that was available on the 5th floor of the justice center.  Judge Betleski said if you want to continue to run two separate operations and incur those additional expenses he would suggest that Broad street would work for that but by doing so the probation department is a block further away and so the questions he has are; 1) what if anything was told to the architect about what the probation department needs were. County Administrator Cordes said he did not say that it would not fit, what he said was that the footprint was not the same size as the justice center. Judge Betleski said Mr. Cordes said “it is not going to fit”. Mr. Cordes said that is an excerpt, the whole

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conversation was he stated, it would not fit under the square footage that they asked for at that time.  He did say the square footage was different, it was smaller and if they had to have the same square footage like the justice center it would not fit.  He said this is all relative of about how much space is really needed, this is really what the argument is, whether or not the space that you are asking for is more space that is actually needed and that is the difference of what is going on right now.  Judge Betleski said what information was provided to the architect with regards to their needs. Mr. Cordes said he provided the architect the rendering that were given to them from the 5th floor of the justice center and asked them to see if it would work in that building that is all he had to go on and then the Commissioners looked at renderings, asked for changes regarding training rooms and office spaces and made it what they thought would be a suitable location of that building.  Judge Betleski said since the plans were given 2 years ago and there has never been any questions raised as to whether those plans are adsorbent or unnecessary it seems to him that not having something is different from not asking for it.  He said they also provided a similar plan with regard to the courthouse October last year and although there has been quotes by Mr. Cordes & Mr. Kalo regards to that plan in the newspaper and nothing regards to the their needs, it was regards to seal, a new air conditioner and heat for the building, nothing about their needs. They have given two different plans within 2 years and never have the Commissioners asked what their needs are.  Judge Betleski said understand, no one here in the court has every said don’t call the probation department to find out what their needs are, the Commissioners tried to stop them from getting information, they have never stopped Commissioners from getting information. They went out and got testing for the courthouse, they gave them the reports, no response.  Administrator Cordes said, the Judge claims they did this and that, actually a lot of the work that was done, so they did not have to be there.  He did not ask how do go about getting the data, he did not say that, what he said was what he used, the drawings that were sent over and his instructions from the Commissioners were to give to the architect to see if they would work and that is all he did.  Judge Betleski said he does not doubt that at all, he is not being critical of that, he is being critical in what he failed to do in that regard.  Mr. Cordes asked what he failed in that regard.  Judge Betleski said because, twice information was received on how much space they believe they need and he would expect an analysis before fit this size 10 foot into a size 8 shoe, do they need a size 8 or 10.  Mr. Cordes said if they came back and said would this work, sent the drawings and did not hear from the courts until now. Judge Betleski said he disagrees, he informed Ms. Kokoski about 3 weeks ago that he believed it did not work but he wanted an expert opinion from an architect and it was a personal conversation he had with her on a Saturday.  The fact of the matter is, the Commissioners rebuffed them from trying to establish if it did or did not satisfy their needs until they forced the issue at a commissioners meeting a month ago.  Mr. Cordes said lets go back, when Judge Burge stood here a year ago and threw a temper tantrum in this room when we talked about that building, the architect said, we are comparing apples to rocks, we tried to have this conversation and there is a lot more going on here than what is actually being stated.  Mr. Cordes told Judge Betleski, that he may have been late to these issues as the Administrative Judge now, but Judge Burge was here and we did have these conversations and did try to go over these things.  Judge Betleski said because you were not happy with his response this was a conversation and he has told the Commissioners from day one when he took over that office and whatever their issues were with Judge Burge they were not going to be confronted by him and he knows two commissioners personally well to even try to take an approach like that.  Mr. Cordes said yes Judge Betleski did say that, but there was other work that was done with Judge Burge that cannot be dismissed, there were meetings here, talked about that building, tried to talk about spacing so that it would work, conversations did take place.  Judge Betleski said if this was an issue with Judge Burge, that was an issue with the courthouse not the Broad street building or justice center and if this was the Broad Street building, the commissioners decided in March 2014 not to use the Broad street building for this purpose, if it was based upon the knowledge of their needs, because this sounds like it could have not been the case or if personal desires, he does not know, all he can say is that, the Commissioners are now jumping way ahead, picking the architect to modify a building, Commissioner Kokoski announced at the Community Corrections Board last week that the probation department is moving their and don’t have a clue how or whether in fact that it satisfies their probation department needs.  Judge Betleski said to Commissioner Lundy, he indicated a month ago the way that it worked with the courthouse was, it could work again, is there anything about this process that you see and suggest to you that the avenue the commissioners are taking in to this regards.  

Commissioner Lundy said we are not in a courtroom so he will not be cross examined, stop the tone and questions should come through the chair and his concern is this is a legal matter and that is what makes it difficult to have these conversations and he has stated this over and over again, that the courts need to suspend legal action and the Commissioners and have concersation, the taxpayers look at this, watching the show and probably say that look at them arguing over the lobby space, restrooms, etc. and yes the work conditions need to be improved but the general public don’t see the bills, this is ridiculous this should not be going on and he does not understand, they both were taught very well and why can’t everyone just sit down and leave the attorneys outside the room, stop the meter from running, which is draining big time funds and have a conversation so this can be resolved, it should not be a legal battle.  Judge Betleski said he agrees completely, and this is why he asked for at the budget hearing on November 24, 2014, he followed that up with correspondence, and in this correspondence he suggested that all judges be there and once again they requested an opportunity to sit down in the February 3, 2015 letter. Commissioner Kokoski said she does not recall seeing this letter and did give the Judges an opportunity to take their architect through the building, but heard nothing figured things were ok, so this is why we are moving forward.  The litigation has nothing to do with where the location of the probation department is.
Judge Betleski said Ms. Ward that delivered this indicated she left the letter in one of each of the commissioner’s mailboxes and if there is an issue about that, Commissioner Kokoski said she did not receive it.  Judge Betleski said Ms. Ward indicated she did put it in each commissioners mailbox and cannot answer why that was not received, but the fact of the matter is, and if we speak of his letter from February 3, then he supposes they can forget his personal request to all the commissioners in this room at that podium on November 25 and ignore the letter that he sent to all commissioners including a carbon copy to Mr. Lundy on December 2/3, 2014.  He stated just like he stated a month ago, they just want to sit down and for some reason the commissioners say they want to sit down and talk, but it just does not happen. Commissioner Kokoski said they do want to sit down and talk about the broad street building, but does not believe they want to talk about the broad street building, you want to talk about the broad street building and how it does not work and you have to go to the 5th floor, you are not giving the broad street an opportunity to work you do not work with the commissioners to get them there, you want to work with the commissioners to get them to the 5th floor.  
Judge Betleski said he stated on November 25, that the commissioners choose a building that satisfies their probation departments needs they have no chose. Commissioner Kokoski said you have stated this would not work, and that is why you wanted the information to prove that it does not work.  She stated this room holds 50-100 people and you need a bigger room than this for a lobby for probation department, no way, she thinks some of the things they are asking for are excessive, the lobby, size of offices, they scaled them down just a little bit.  Judge Betleski said how you can state this opinion without knowing what their needs are.  Mr. Cordes said an office size is an office size, 10x10; 8x8, etc. Judge Betleski said would it not be different based upon what is going on in that office.  Mr. Cordes said it could, but the office space that use to be in this building when the prosecutors and other offices when they first started, offices are very subjective.  Judge Betleski said they tried to reduce this subjectiveness by cutting their probation department and tells the architect with the plan 2 years ago and this is what the probation officers do in their offices, what they will need to satisfy them.  Mr. Cordes said they have an architect that states it could be smaller.  Judge Betleski said you already said the architect did not know what they do in their offices so why would you thing that is a reasonable opinion. 

Mr. Cordes said in regards to the statements made to the board and requests, there is information that is missing there, the board did meet with counsel and request certain stipulations to sit down and have conversations and did talk with judges counsel and received information from their counsel that those provisions were not acceptable and this is why the board did not sit down, whether that is right or wrong, Judge, this is not his position to take, he can only state the board did look at this, did talk to lawyers, did ask for certain things and those things were not granted and we keep getting into an argument that the board does nothing and they have not done things, they have worked through their counsel, they have offered things thought counsel and some things have not been accepted by the courts and this is why the group has not met.
Commissioner Kalo said the court litigation is about the funding issues in regards to the security.  The litigation has nothing to do with the location of the probation department and this keeps getting blinded and their not they are two totally separate issues so stay litigation still does not do anything in regards to the probation department, we are still talking about the funding issue.  Judge Betleski said he knows, stay on litigation means we do not have a ticker on two attorneys; judges and commissioners and having a bill for taxpayers for a dispute that might get resolved in mediation.  Judge Betleski said the letter on December 2 actually gave suggestions that commissioners counsel back to October last 
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year and the conditions were the courts not enforce the two orders; Judge Burges’ order in August and his order in October and to the Commissioners knowledge has any Judge, either him or Judge Burge attempted to do anything in contempt or other proceedings to enforce those orders.  
Mr. Cordes said whether you have or not the request was not agreed too. Judge Betleski asked if the judges have enforced these orders. Mr. Cordes asked if they have agreed to that stipulation, Judge Betleski said yes. Mr. Cordes said he has not seen anything. Judge Betleski said they agreed to that and then agreed to have all the judges there and that is when Commissioner Kalo told the Supreme Court that the Commissioners do not want to mediate.  Mr. Cordes said the Board direction at that meeting was that they did not want to mediate the litigation and bring in the location as part of that mediation, because the litigation was separate.  He stated the Board told their attorney Cahill, he was sitting there, that they wanted the litigation to be separate and they were not going to go mediate where the location was, they would mediate the litigation and they were told this was unacceptable, the commissioners had to mediate the litigation and the unhappiness about the location of the adult probation department.  Judge Betleski said they were never told this was the issue from their prospective nor do they have correspondence in that regard. 
Commissioner Kalo said there are two separate issues; he has no problem talking about probation, we don’t talk about litigation that is why we have legal counsel and until that gets settled, we cannot mix the two and this continues to be brought in from he guesses the judges side of legal counsel what the commissioners are being told.  He said they are not mediating location because this falls upon the commissioners if it meets the needs of the judge and that is the authority of the commissioners is the location of departments.  

Judge Betleski said remember, the Commissioners sued them, they talked it about a month or so ago and they said this is the reason there is litigation and he said to the Commissioners, the Commissioners sued the Judges and maybe this has been lost in the process, the Judges were required to get legal counsel to defend this case, he said there has been approximately $170,000 accrued in billings since the Commissioners sued them.  Commissioner Kalo said actually the Judges hired Mr. Chandra was way predating any counsel Commissioners hired.  He stated the Chandra hiring was more in regards to the location and condition of the county courthouse, it is not in regards, did not hire Mr. Chandra in regards to the funding issue that we are having, and these are two separate issues.  Commissioner Kalo said Mr. Chandra was hired in regards to overseeing the courthouse.  

 Administrator Tim Lubbe made a suggestion and believes and Judges would be immune, two separate issues; security/litigation and courthouse/litigation and believe the judges would be amenable to mediate that issue separately to whatever conditions Commissioners want today.  He believes they can give the answer to the commissioners today for that and probably won’t’ be a lot more costs in that respect, it could, could be more arguments but if it is the commissioners desire to mediate that issue on whatever conditions; funding issue with security. Mr. Cordes said we are not actually mediating the security issue there is a disagreement with the funding.  Commissioner Kalo said it is the funding mechanism, don’t believe and he has said that this is something that should be decided at the highest court and that is his personal opinion and we, as a board has never agreed but he is very involved with the legislative process with the County Commissioners Association and this is being talked about with other state of Ohio Commissioners and this is a decision that needs to be decided by the high court.  Mr. Lubbe said if it is the boards desire to mediate on whatever terms you want regards to the issue that is currently in front of the Supreme Court tell them.  The secondary issue, which is the bigger issue and know the Judges have asked and he would suggest to the commissioners if they are amenable, agree on a date today where they all sit down and the commissioners will find out in detail why the court’s believe and through this meeting the commissioners can challenge  them because it is the right of the commissioners to say as funding authority and what the courts have suggested is unreasonable and if the commissioners can demonstrate that to the courts then they would go into a different direction.  He said quite frankly, if the commissioners cannot than he would hope, appreciate and respect that their needs would be addressed.  He said we can continue to talk around, or agree on a date and talk that is what they are asking today.  Judge Betleski said the bills are approximately $120,000 in legal bills since the Commissioners have sued them.  He said this is the only position they have every wanted to sit down and talk because there are a merry of issues; maybe security, how security is funded, if you recall Sheriff Stammitti is the one that first solicitated the commissioners for a response or concerns he had with the security issues he had with his budget.  Judge said much like his letter of February 3 and request of November 25 and December 2 and the Commissioners did nothing about it and the Sheriff went to the Judges and said what is he going to do, can’t afford it but he is being ordered to put it there.  Mr. Cordes said the position of the facts. Commissioner Kokoski said this is part of the ligation that should not be spoken of.  Mr. Cordes said they had conversation with Sheriff Stammitti and this is the basis of the litigation and the Sheriff has a certain responsibility and gets a certain amount of money to carry out that responsibility and so the board allocated his annual appropriation and if he has to provide for the courthouse security, then he has to provide for that out of that allocation.  If the Board decides, Judge Betleski said that would make sense maybe in March, but when they are making a request in October he thinks it is ingénue to suggest that the Sheriff is to somehow find $140,000 in his budget in the last two months of the year.  Mr. Cordes said that is the Sheriff’s problem is not the court’s problem and the court’s made it their problem. Judge Betleski said the Sheriff decided to make it the Commissioners problem and Commissioners decided to not accept that. Mr. Cordes said they did not refuse. Judge Betleski said was it on a commissioners agenda did he come before the Commissioners meeting. Mr. Cordes said the courts made it their business by stepping in and ordering the commissioners to give money to security. Judge Betleski said it was 3 weeks after the Sheriff requested the Commissioners for additional funding.  Mr. Cordes said the Commissioners did not act upon it, so that is when the court’s decided to act for him. Judge Betleski said no, we act for their employees he has the Supreme Court telling him that his employees are in a dangerous situation, you have that report and his employees are at risk, they have not implicated the entire security request simply because of a budgetary issue.  Mr. Cordes said then why did they have to spend thousands of dollars to take a look at it. Judge Betleski said the Commissioners filed the suit.  Mr. Cordes said the commissioners filed a suit because the judges put an order against the commissioners which was an improper order and there are a lot of details missing that misrepresent what this board has done. 

Commissioner Kalo said you can take what the commissioners did not do, but the judges brought the litigation on, you did the funding and that is their argument in the court.  The location of the facility is the other subject and he will not participate in the conversations regards to location and should be held in the highest court, the Supreme Court can decide funding issues, the commissioners become the judges. 
Judge Betleski said the difficulty is, the road we are on now, guarantees another round of litigation with regards to the issue of where and a facility that the commissioners is requiring of them satisfy their needs.  Commissioner Kalo said we did not get to that subject is he trying to close the discussion on the litigation we are currently discussing and there is a discussion that we need to have here in regards to a building and needs of the probation department.  Judge Betleski said as he requested in November and December and last week. Commissioner Kalo said the issues are being crossed and the judges offer to drop litigation, or stay litigation regards to adult probation is not pertinent to each other, they are two totally separate issues. Mr. Lubbe said then take off the table.  Commissioner Kalo said the litigation is in regards to how the funding was done.

Judge Betleski said he thought it would be beneficial to the taxpayers and not to be paying their dispute when we can resolve it at a table. Commissioner Kalo said the court already did the funding and the commissioners did not think it was proper, so someone has to decide if it was proper or not, just because the subject was dropped does not mean it was right or wrong. Judge Betleski agrees, but understand, clearly under the law commissioners did not have to pursue a writ of prohibition, you could have merely waited to see if the courts was going to enforce order and if then the courts enforced the order and hold to contempt and then there could have been an argument that the courts did not have the authority to issue what they ordered, could have had that hearing but instead the lawsuit was filed against them.  Mr. Cordes said you wanted the Commissioners to stand in front of the Judge that issued the order and made an argument that what they did was right. Judge Betleski said yes.

Mr. Cordes said oh my goodness.  Judge Betleski said that is done regularly in the courts of the state of Ohio, it is not unique to Judge Burge; it is not unique to Lorain County.  He stated every time a Judge’s order is disobeyed the Judge has the opportunity to have a hearing regards to contempt, the Judge would enter into a hearing in that regard, produce the evidence as to why you could not satisfy the order, and then the Judge would decide if you are in contempt and if the Judge decided that it would be then taken to the court of appeals.  Mr. Cordes said it also provides for a secondary way of doing it and they believe they were doing it fair by a writ of prohibition, which provides for that.
Mr. Lubbe said certainly there is a disagreement about litigation and if we can just leave as it is, we are not going to resolve that today, but would suggest that we put a pin in that one and can we agree today to forget litigation; security issue funding and agree today to come up 
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with a date for all interested parties to sit down and meaningfully and logically discuss what their needs are and if those needs are reasonable and how we best come to a conclusion.  Commissioner Kokoski asked if they are really going to keep an open mind for the Broad street building, Mr. Lubbe said absolutely. 

Commissioner Lundy said as an observer and in the short time he has been here he does not believe in their heart of hearts that the courts want any place other than the justice center.  He said everyone talks about separate issue, funding for security and everything else, but when he starts seeing legal bills where there is an architect out of legal bills that to me says this line has been crossed and now it is a legal matter and he would love to resolve everything without having to pay Mr. Chandra another penny and the taxpayers deserve better from all of us and wish that and not questioning characters, just saying based upon the observation and listening he finds it hard to believe the courts have a fair interest in any place other than the justice center.  Mr. Lubbe submits to them what will happen, he makes no guarantees and the commissioners loose nothing by sitting down with them and talking and the commissioners will become aware of what their needs are and frankly if the commissioners are interested or challenging them that gives them the better force with the information exchange and without this information we are unquestionable going down a litigation route, go to court, all paying attorneys, paying experts, if the commissioners sit down, lets come up with a date and let’s see what comes of that meeting.  Judge Betleski said his response to Commissioner Lundy said this was not their sole goal and their only approach, then they would have not done an analysis of what it would take to satisfy their needs in the courthouse they would have just ignored and said they have lead problems, asbestos problems, mold problems, toilet problems, security problems, get them into the other floor, so the fact that they attempted to try to come up with a resolution with regards to the building that where 2/3rd of that department is already located it would indicate otherwise. The other issue is that, if in fact that is their goal, the one thing that they are doing that doesn’t think any other county department has done is they are willing to pay for this goal.  He said as they sit down he could give a long list of why that location on the 5th floor is better, irrespectable of the size issues, he can give them a number.  He keeps going back to a twofold; 1) he told them when Ms. Kokoski & Mr. Williams indicated a strong interest in resolving the issue of the location, that is when they made an offer of, it could be $2-2.5 million dollars and Broad Street would cost $900,000 that was expected cost at that time back in August 2014 and judges said cap those problems at $900,000 and they would pay for the rest.  He stated that at that time Mr. Williams was at the very least agreeable at that time and think he continued in that process from then on and Ms. Kokoski was appreciative of the offer but was concerned about a guarantee.  He said he does not know of any other department or division of county government in Lorain County that has ever offered to pay for the facilities they wanted the commissioners to put them in.  Judge said they put their money and not taxpayer money where their mouth was in that regard and secondarily with regards to that and if we had or could and have a meeting where we could all sit down and talk about the issue, he could give you a marry of other reasons why Broad Street does not work from their perspective, not from their but from commissioners, but he keeps getting rebuffed and that is why Mr. Lubbe is trying to get him back on track.
Mr. Cordes said the one thing in regards to Broad Street; the Judge was not at the meeting so he probably does not know.  He stated the Board did ask while they were trying to do some analysis would the courts work with them on Broad street and participate with some funding and he believes Mr. Lubbe’s answer was no.  Mr. Lubbe said no, absolutely not.  Mr. Cordes said so that goes back to Mr. Lundy’s comment about the sincerity. Mr. Lubbe said the answer is no, because.  He said the Commissioners can certainly put them in Broad Street  at the end of the day that this the commissioner pro-agative but as the Judge said earlier they will physically not all fit and so that is not going to be sufficient from their perspective and being tasked independently with the fiduciary obligations of the funds that they have they are not going to waste their funds in that endeavor and he would submit respectfully that these are completely separate with that they cannot sit down and have a meeting to discuss as to why or why not and what their needs are or not.  Judge Betleski said they will not fund insufficient government but that is consistent with their own position because he said to them.  Mr. Cordes agrees.  Judge Betleski said when Mr. Williams suggested they move into the 5th floor of this building, it was stated they need their people around them, economic development and solid waste are located on the 5th floor and the response was you need your people around you, so their position is consistent with the board, you wanted to have close access to the people in your department.  Mr. Cordes asked when he said that. Commissioner Kokoski said that was never said.  Commissioner Kalo said we have people all over the county.  Mr. Cordes said Mr. Williams may have reported things to the courts because we knew he had an open pipeline to the courts on stuff but he would caution, not weight heavily as to what he said.  Judge Betleski said you can at least recognize that having various departments located on the 5th floor in a building, two blocks away would decrease the efficiency.  Mr. Cordes said he has department 20 miles away, 5 miles away. Judge Betleski said Mr. Cordes would at least agree that having department presently located on the 5th floor at a location 2 blocks away would create some insufficiencies.  Mr. Cordes said he would not at least agree, not agree, he said he would at least think the courts would agree that in this time and day of technology that we could all overcome barriers more easily.  Judge Betleski said possibly some aspects but part of the problems are that the court system still requires some personal contact with a probation officer, certainly the probation officer has to have contact with their defendants in that regard and if the board can agree to his request he would give them many good reasons why they should take it, the bottom line is this. Judge gave a scenario to Commissioner Kalo about building a man cave.   

Mr. Cordes said since the conversation has gone to many places and it is uniquely that we have to hire expensive people with guns to protect people with guns that the Judge says are safe to live next door to people.  Mr. Lubbe said if you sit down with them and actually gain the information.  Mr. Cordes said people are being released out into the community to live in our community next to others and then tell them that you need to hire people with guns to protect them and they have guns, this is obscured.  Judge Betleski said he is not saying this, the Supreme Court has told all of them, Mr. Cordes said then they are obscured.  Judge Betleski said this is a national concern and the fact of the matter is a probation officer in Franklin County was shot and seriously injured a few months ago, and that person was carrying a weapon the fact of the issue is training and it seems to him that they would be comfortably with no security at the front entrance to the justice center.  Mr. Cordes said having to protect people from the people that are released into our community as being safe to live next door to them is something that most people would recognize as very difficult to swallow.  Judge Betleski said maybe what we should do is a meeting is held with Sheriff Stammitti and Captain Drozdowski and they could talk about the opinion you have.  Mr. Cordes said who is protecting the person that lives next door to these people.  Judge Betleski said now you are comparing apples to oranges, next door neighbor.  Commissioner Kokoski said it is the felon living next door.  Mr. Lubbe said the Supreme Court has mandated you can and cannot be released and he suggested the board sit down they will show them the law and this is why they do what they do.  Mr. Cordes said he understands the law but truly the public needs to look at the things they are being forced to pay for.  Judge Betleski said Mr. Lubbe wants to move this to an abdicable meeting and is he ok with that and the concern that is always raised is security within courthouses, even though courthouses have security devices, even though courthouses have armed employees providing the protection they talk about it at anyone of the court facilities and understand this.  An example is; he has a probation officer that has a defendant and before they had security devices that person would walk through a lobby of many people, not knowing if any of these people are friends with the defendant but you have to appreciate that while a defendant is being escorted in handcuffs and someone does not want to see that person go to jail might attack the probation officer from the rear and shoot, can you foresee this.  Mr. Cordes said those are people that the courts routinely release, can you see that person being mad and beating up their neighbor.  Judge Betleski said he cannot resolve all the communities’ problems he is just trying to make sure his employees are safe.  Mr. Cordes said he understands that.  Judge Betleski said when there are security meetings at the justice center; Karen Davis is apprised of these situations as well as in this building. He stated that it is just as likely that people in the administration building would be attack as well.  Mr. Cordes said don’t we take the prisoners out a separate way of the justice center, Judge Betleski said yes. Mr. Cordes said yes, so these people do not go through the halls of people, so the scenario that was just given does not work in the courthouse because it is a separate containment.  Judge Betleski said it would happen in the courthouse and their design of the broad street building.  Mr. Cordes said when we say courthouse, we are saying probation and the design that was submitted which courts say will not work and not arguing it is a square footage issue and there was a separate employees entrance,  and separate entrance moving prisoners around that did not go through lobby and did recognize and try to identify.  Judge Betleski the plan has a single entrance and second exists but under the superintendent rules of courts facilities cannot longer have two separate entrances because this is an additional security issue.  So while this was suggested that this might reduce the security problem the Supreme Court and sheriff’s department states that there would be an increase, otherwise he thinks that there would be a lot of people going in and out of the back door of the justice center without proper security procedures.  He stated if there was a back door for employees and deliveries there would be a security problem and ask Captain Drozdowski he 
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does not want people going through back door with security or monitoring.  Mr. Cordes said the monitoring would be swipe system because we assumed since they were allowed to carry their guns they were trust worthy people that did not have to go through a metal detector and made an entrance for these folks.  He said it was a reasonable assumption and may not have indicated it was agreeable and they are carrying their weapons inside the facility so why would they go through security.  Mr. Lubbe said we could get to that issue as well as many more if we sat down and you may not agree with them but at least you will understand why and what they are saying, you may not agree at the end of the day that the officers need an office the size to mediate but we will be able to explain and detail why everything was asked for and this would give all the ammunition that is needed to attack the courts in public or attack legally if things don’t work out and the only thing that is lost other than our time to sit down and get educated.  
Commissioner Lundy said you are willing to sit even though there are concerns and look at Broad Street and there is a possibility. Mr. Lubbe said the Broad Street will work, but they will not physically not all fit into that building.  If they Commissioners decide that is the location and they would have to make it work and think it is best to have this information. Mr. Lundy said is concern is that courts ultimately want the justice center and if we do build broad street location. Mr. Lubbe said legally if the commissioners build the broad street location they have to come, now whether they can put all the people in there that is really what you will find out. Judge Betleski said his issue is why don’t you want this department in the justice center location, every deputy he has spoken too, and at the county fair last year, he heard why are you all fighting about this issue, why should they not be in that building. He spoke with attorneys on both sides, prosecutors, etc. and don’t understand why the commissioners will not allow them to go into this building, especially since they are going to pay 70% of the costs and not going to be taxpayers money paying the 70%.   Mr. Cordes said he disagrees with no taxpayer’s money, every nickel that comes into this county is taxpayer’s money one form or another, you keep saying not taxpayer’s money but it all is, just like recorders fee, conveyance fees, etc.  Judge Betleski said it is not general fund, it is a user fee.  Mr. Cordes said it is still taxpayers.  Judge Betleski said it is paid by user of court system. Mr. Lubbe said that person could be a taxpayer; it is not general fund money.

Commissioner Kalo said his concerns and tying into the Judges dialogue from earlier the type of people that are felons going to justice center that there are many constituents/felonies going through justice center once they get through security; you have probate; widows going up there, and remember the old courthouse and the section with his father, he remembers no security, but you also have domestic relations cases, children in facility, he would like to have probation off site and this is his personal preference not to disturb the rest of the constituents that are using the justice system for better purposes that the justice system is there for; custody, domestic, probate because there is more civil work than criminal work; 70% is civil work.  He feels better if it is off site and spoke with other county commissioners and when he did his poll there were 5 of 15 that were offsite, larger communities and went from Lucas to Delaware and sent correspondence to legal regards to security.  He was always a proponent of redoing the old courthouse, he loves it, and it is a gem of downtown and could not work out because they could not be relocated with all the issues of environmental that we did not have, they would not drop over and die, and it is a 150 year old building.  So this is why he still thinks that is why the adult probation department does not belong in the justice center this is his personal belief.  Judge Betleski said Judge Walter sometimes has felons in his court he has veterans court, etc; felony non support. Judge Betleski said on Monday, Wednesday and Friday, 2 judges in general division have pretrial’s so there are around 80 and 10 civil trials all week and because court documents require criminal matters to be resolved faster the volume in that building is defendants in criminal cases.  Commissioner Kalo said the Court of Common Pleas.
Judge Betleski said Domestic Relations also have juveniles, could have felons but the fact of the matter plans are looked at, we have security in the justice center and it is not as safe as it should be or recommended.  Mr. Kalo said it will also not be as safe when we have parolees that are 1080 cases would be walking in a separate building handling their probation issues and then a small portion would have to be taken to the justice center. Mr. Lubbe said every one of these people have gone through the justice center because they do not see probation department until they are sentenced.  Mr. Kalo said once they go through probation they don’t go back to justice center they go to probation department and if there is a problem with an individual(s) , what is the percentage, Judge Betleski said 20%.  Mr. Kalo said so it is like 200 people that go back, 880 are not going back.  Judge Betleski said out of 200 people some could be incarcerated, in handcuffs, etc.  Mr. Kalo said no having these people there where everyone else is performing their duties. Judge Betleski said he would love to have conversation with the appropriateness of putting all the felons in one building as opposed to 3 buildings, 2 buildings, etc.  Mr. Kalo said he would not disagree about putting all the felonies in one building as long as he did not have his probate, domestic relations, etc. and some counties have separate facilities and not arguing this point and he was not here when the justice center got designed, he can only go back to records /minutes that Clerk Upton produced to show them what the thinking was, got a lot of old judges that stated it was not meant to be in the building, it should not be in the building that is everything he has been told, he spoke with past judges and his personal feelings he is not comfortable putting the felony probation on the 5th floor of the justice center and if it came down to it and we got sued and had to vote on it, he would still be a no vote even if he is required to vote because it is not the right place to go.
Mr. Lubbe said Commissioner Lundy asked them if they would be amenable to be open and sit down to all issues on the table. It just sounded like it is off the table. Commissioner Kalo said he had this discussion with Judge Burge and Mr. Lubbe two years ago, 2013 in Judge Burge’s office and stated then he was very uncomfortable and not comfortable putting it in that justice center and this had nothing to do with any research he is not comfortable with it.
Judge Betleski said to speak to that specific issue he knows that it was raised in the litigation the fact of the matter is that he wanted that probation department in that building and it is his understanding and they were advised at least he was advised as a Judge that the Commissioners did not want the probation department to be in that building.  He stated he has since found out in the last couple of months, it may have been the judges who were in charge of those departments and having an expandable 5th floor without the probation department would decrease the likelihood of judgeships being created and less opposition in campaigns.  Mr. Cordes said it is strange that he and Judge Betleski were the only ones left from that process of justice center.  Mr. Cordes said also the prosecutor’s office had a tremendous input on that and they did not want the probation in there because they were worried about the prosecutor interlacing with people that they convicted or did convict, so they had a lot to do with that as well as the judges.  Judge Betleski said he is not sure what Prosecutor Will’s position is in that regard and he knows that his predecessors Greg White and they both disagreed on many things, so.  

Mr. Lubbe said the factor is to weight what the better decision is and Commissioners concerns should absolutely be included in the factoring and put all down and weigh; what is more expensive, what is more economical what about effectiveness, concerns. Mr. Kalo said it is the quality of life issue that oversteps all the other issues that were brought up, there needs to be a long term fix for adult probation and when he has residents walking through the halls of the justice center that are not felons and there is a smaller percentage of being in an offsite probation department and with other discussion with colleagues around the state he believes an offsite is best to everyone’s interest and maybe for not direct management of yourself or Beth, maybe you have to have email, Skype but he worked an economic development deal with a person in Strongsville along with his Port Authority, Solid Waste, Community Development all at same time over the cell phones.  
Mr. Lubbe suggest talk with them regards issues because they would be left with, Commissioners select broad street, mitigate, find out the needs at that point and then it gets very expensive, still would be at broad street but if the whole department does not get moved over. Judge Betleski said unrespectable of the needs of the probation department they have never had an opportunity to discuss with the Commissioners the other advantages they see in that building and could make a strong argument of commissioners have been a advocate of economic development and there is an economic development in regards to this it would potentially trump your theory of issues about business congregating in the same hallways as convicted felons.  He said one of the difficulties is a decision that is in criminal courts was made by the predecessors so now we’re both stuck in that regards. Commissioner Kalo said Judge Betleski was there.  Mr. Cordes said there was a quick talk about dividing the justice center into two half’s and then time and money was an issue.  Judge Betleski said he was not privy to that. Mr. Cordes said by the time the judges came in with a design issue they had designed unified facility and maybe it would have served the public better if it was a divided facility; one side being domestic, other side common pleas with separate entrances but no funding.  

Judge Betleski said the Commissioners have to make  a decision as to where to put the probation department and they ask from a commitment from the commissioners to meet and talk and get an understanding why they want an office to be a certain size, why they need extra 
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bathrooms for defendants, why this would work better, he will say that the $900,000 that the commissioners would put into that they are still in position even if thought the price has gone up to $1.2 million and this would guarantee that you get million dollars made to the 5th floor of justice center and is really not going to be developed, so commissioners would pay $900,000; judges give them $1 million of improvements on the other half of the 5th floor so that when the commissioners decide if necessary to expand into that 5th floor, there is a base line of certain wiring, plumbing, etc. all they ask if they commissioners give them an opportunity to sit down and talk and everyone will have a better understanding of both positions and we may agree to disagree and may agree on some portion and the fact of the matter if don’t talk the stuff in regard what was done would be repeated and difficulty we have in supreme court right now, he was not the administrative judge then and we will never get to the conclusion of who started what but certainly there were aggressive acts taken by both parties with regards to that and this has cost us money and he keeps trying to approach this with less aggressive conduct although it may not appear this way at the podium today but he may not apologize because he is a bit frustrated because he keeps on saying let’s meet and talk and don’t think it can be rerated it and expect change but the Commissioners need to make a decision and let them know.
Commissioner Kokoski said it was their intent to meet with the them when the architect when the to the building and the only reasons we went forward because we did not hear anything and did not think we needed to meet, never received February letter. She stated she has no problem meeting

Commissioner Lundy said he wants to be clear and there is no interest in defraying the cost of the Board Street building.  Judge Betleski said he has been long and involved and never say no and he will say from their perspective while we find there is a number of insufficiencies and understand that technology can address some of that, no question about that but the fact of the matter is there are insufficient that need to be rectified, the security; separate security, we can talk about it, he is opened.
Commissioner Lundy said we had a health and robust conversation today and he thinks that we do not let personalities get in the way and try to find a way to resolve this as quickly as possible and he is sure they will have conversations with their attorney about things and he is certainly opened to sitting down and go through everything.  He understands there are needs and understands concerns and everyone is passionate about certain things  and hope to get conversation on a common ground and the justice center is not the only option. Mr. Lubbe said absolutely and if the commissioners come to understand their position on their needs and suggestions and their hope is that the commissioners go ok, and you may still go with Broad Street but at least you will understand why they need certain things.  He said they will wait to hear from the commissioners and look forward to the dialogue.

Commissioner Kalo asked when the Judges are available. Mr. Lubbe said Tuesday’s and at least for the 1st meeting is informational and have Administrative Judge, Commissioners, Chief Probation Officer, Mr. Cordes, Mrs. Davis and then if there are debates than the other judges will attend.  Commissioner Lundy said he understands all are busy so a meeting can even be held on a Saturday, Commissioner Kalo said Sunday is better.
