Commissioner Kokoski stated Brad Dixon, Chronicle Telegram was nominated as best news writer

Commissioner Kokoski along with the other two commissioners attending City of Lorain address, Mayor did a good job, great turnout and spoke of future plans


Commissioner Kokoski had Goodwill meeting this past Monday and working on a donation drive in April at collection center for recyclables and goodwill donations since everyone will be spring cleaning


Commissioner Kokoski said tonight there will be discussion from trustees on stormwater fees
Commissioner Kalo said Lorain Mayor Ritenauer did a good job and city address
Commissioner Kalo attending CCAO this past Friday and discussed indigent attorney fees and reimbursement is at 40% now rather than 23%. Amy Borer, Ohio Public Defender Office was present and they would like to see it be 50% reimbursement and $50/hour across the state of Ohio and requested $12 million in allocation this year.

Commissioner Kalo said former Medina County Commissioner Hambly, now State legislator is asking for permissive authority to privatize jails. Buckeye Sheriff opposes this 

Commissioner Kalo said Representative Dan Ramos, HB47 the wine/beer permits for festivals, etc., breaks the open container law so he is trying to clear this up

Commissioner Kalo said City of Toledo, Lucas County concerns with state vs local codes and housing of prisoners, the former Mayor was charging all under state code and they are now $9 million shortfall. Mr. Cordes stated that a jurisdiction has the right to charge state or local charges and if it is a state charge it is borne by the county.  Commissioner Kalo said there is a rule that Medicaid is lost and we ask the state for 40% on that medical pay to short gap. Mr. Cordes said there are concerns with the transitional care, recidivism and mental health issues and the Sheriff has done a good job keeping the cost controlled by having staff/agreements within the jail but the county does become the care provider, cases need to be moved through the system faster and today there is a webinar at 12:30 pm to look at these issues and there is a $75 million planning grant because inmate cost continue to rise.
Commissioner Lundy said Bendix is leaving Elyria and every effort was presented to retain
Commissioner Lundy said City of Lorain address was good and last year he went door to door with the Mayor and saw the overwhelming of support for him.

Commissioner Lundy attend the NAACP dinner and Ricky Smith was recognized, thanked Jean Wrice, president

Commissioner Lundy said he listened on radio and watch tv of Governor Kasich state address and the state has a surplus, on this county alone; $48 million - $14 million in school funding and $38 million in local government funds, we need this money back.  There are serious problems such as heroin, people loosing their homes, transportation and now state is looking at more sales tax and tax breaks to the wealthy

Commissioner Lundy said City of Elyria is cutting 50 employees and police are unable to buy cars

Commissioner Lundy said the next transit meeting will be here on March 5 from 6-8 pm

PUBLIC HEARING


Linda Blanchette, Lorain County Community Development said today was the duly advertised 1st public hearing for CDBG.  She stated Lorain County is eligible to apply for funds under the Program Year PY 2015 Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) Small Cities Program, a federally-funded program as well as other related programs administered by the State of Ohio, Development Services Agency.  Lorain County may apply for PY 2015 funding under the Small Cities Community Development Allocation Program including the competitive Neighborhood Revitalization, Downtown Revitalization and Critical Infrastructure programs, Water and Sewer, Economic Development, Discretionary, and Imminent Threat grants.  Lorain County is not eligible to apply for a Community Housing Impact and Preservation Program grant this year as we applied for a CHIP PY14 and were awarded, along with our partners Oberlin and Sheffield Lake, a $1,238,225.00 grant that 
we are currently administering. 

 Lorain County is eligible for approximately $276,000 of Program Year PY 2015 Community Development Program funding with $300,000 being available for each of the competitive programs through the Community Development Allocation Program providing the County meets applicable program requirements.


One of the requirements of this grant is to conduct a Community Development Implementation Strategy (CDIS) meeting. This CDIS meeting is to explain the  CDBG Grant programs in depth as well as facilitate communication with stakeholders and assisting with identifying and prioritizing potential funding opportunities.  Invitations to the March 3rd 2015 CDIS meeting were mailed out on Wednesday, February 11th to stakeholders, which include the townships, villages, and eligible cities in Lorain County as well as Lorain County agencies.  


This first public hearing is to provide citizens with pertinent information about the CDBG programs.  The CDBG program can fund a broad range of activities, including: economic development projects, street, water supply, drainage and sanitary sewer improvements, park acquisition and improvements, demolition of unsafe residential and commercial structures, rehabilitation of housing, and neighborhood facilities.  The activities must be designed to benefit low-and moderate-income persons, aid in the prevention or elimination of slum and blight, or meet an urgent need of the community.

Online Application Process:
Applicants for CDBG Allocation programs for PY 2015 are now required to apply for the CDBG PY15 grant online as we did when applying for the CHIP PY14 grant.  In order to do so, we must identify the roles of the persons to have access and have the County’s CEO sign and have notarized all of the completed role assignment forms.  

Training:
The actual training for the CDBG Community Allocation Program is scheduled for April 2, 2015 at 9:00 a.m. in Columbus, Ohio.

The CDBG Community Development Allocation Application is due by electronic filing on June 26, 2015.

The Second Public Hearing, which will be held on May 6, 2015 at 9:45 a.m., will discuss the specific activities that Community Development recommends applying for within this grant.
