Mr. Gerald A. Innes extended his apologies to the Commissioners regards to the meeting with the judges. He is the commissioners open meeting counsel and because of the problem we are having with conflicts and that sort of thing, he is suppose to stay out of it.  He was not really hands on with the letter, it was a boiler plate with a lot of language that is typical in a settlement letter and he actually should have caught that and taken that out but he is trying to watch his involvement.  He clearly expressed this to Brad Dixon in a conversation it was on him and Commissioners were not responsible at all for the content of that letter and for some reason this did not make it to print.  He stated this was certainly not the intent of the Commissioners to hide all this, again resulted from a very awkward situation.

Commissioner Kokoski said maybe it should have been called a mediation session, since mediation is usually kept confidential. Mr. Innes said right. Commissioner Kokoski said instead of an administration session.  Mr. Innes said this was trying to be done with no lawyers and there is a gap between regular counsel and him as commissioner’s counsel.  He does not think the commissioners even glanced at that letter.

Mr. Cordes said the problem, explanation is that sometimes when you are in mediation, because you are trying to resolve, you may push the envelope and if you don’t reach resolution the last thing you want to have something show up in a court document where “you said”, “You agreed to this before”, because that will happen if you don’t have ground rules in regards to the mediation session and use after the mediation session.  If you are go into mediation and either side is not bar, he thinks it will have chilling effect on constructive dialogue that may resolve the issue. We can always have attorneys present and have the same ground rules; we are just trying to save money.  Mr. Innes said again, the typical later boiler plate language as opposed to the commissioners saying we want this and that in there, don’t’ think the commissioners had input.  Commissioner Kokoski said no.  
Commissioner Lundy said administrative session was a poor choice of words, but was used none less but he is the new Commissioner here and not familiar with what culture has been in the past. Quite frankly, he would like to see the term of administrative sessions never used again, it will become a thing of the past.  Either it qualifies for an executive session or it does not fall upon executive session and with that said, their intentions were too simple to try to resolve matters, which he knows the commissioners long before he got here and knows it has been frustrating for his colleagues who are still hearing about discussions.  He would suggest today and not looking for an immediate answer but hopefully you will consider this. He thinks the time has come where lets at least send a letter to the judges saying to the judges, let’s have a

public frank conversation, have it in the commissioner chambers, anyone from the public that wants to attend can be here, we can tape it, put it on cable, the judges can make their argument with what works and what doesn’t work with what the commissioners proposed. The commissioners can make their argument, the public, the media can all have a chance to evaluate that, judge it, determine whether they think they are making a validate argument or an agreement lacks validity, and his concern is when they get to the part of the conversation regarding security which he knows has always been a sensitive issue with the judges we can certainly at that point, and legal counsel could let them know, and at that point he thinks they would qualify for executive session.  He thinks we all know wisely when it comes to discuss the most intimate detail with security that would pose a security threat moving forward, but if the judges feel that is an issue from coming into a public forum he would say to the judges that they want to have this discussion, let’s have a public discussion, let’s have a frank discussion and when we get to the security phase where they are uncomfortable, tell them when they are starting to cross that bridge and then that would qualify for them to go into an executive session having that security discussion. Then they would come back out and resume the public discussion. This legal feud needs to end and as he told the paper the other day, he genuinely likes each one of the judges, he thinks they get along very well, he respects them and thinks a meeting of the minds can get this resolved and that will be without the attorneys involved and not faced with additional legal costs. Now for those that have been down this road before, you may think he is pie in the sky on this, but he still thinks the judges are favorable people over there, reasonable people, people you could have lunch or coffee with any day of the week, he thinks the members of the public recommend them and think you genuinely like them and think we can have a civil conversation, an open conversation and just ask today, his colleagues  give consideration to have the Administrator send a letter to the judges stating that the commissioners would like to have that discussion and see what kind of response we receive at that time
