RESOLUTION NO. 15-200
RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE COUNTY OF LORAIN, OHIO TO APPROVE THE ISSUANCE OF HOSPITAL FACILITIES REVENUE BONDS OF THE COUNTY OF ALLEN, OHIO; AUTHORIZING SUPPLEMENT OF A CERTAIN SUBLEASE AND A CERTAIN AGREEMENT OF LEASE WITH MERCY HEALTH AND ITS AFFILIATES, IN CONNECTION WITH THE RELEASE OF CERTAIN PROPERTY; AND AUTHORIZING OTHER DOCUMENTS IN CONNECTION WITH THE ISSUANCE OF SUCH BONDS AND SUCH RELEASE.


WHEREAS, Mercy Health, formerly known as Catholic Health Partners, is a nonprofit Ohio corporation (the "Corporation") that, through its subordinate and affiliated nonprofit entities (the "Affiliates"), owns and operates healthcare facilities at various locations in Ohio, including Hospital Facilities, as defined in Section 140.01 of the Ohio Revised Code, in Lorain County, Ohio (the "County") and the Corporation has determined to acquire, construct and equip certain additional Hospital Facilities located in the County (collectively, the "Local Facilities"), and has requested the County of Allen, Ohio (the "Issuer") to issue its bonds therefor; and


WHEREAS, Chapter 140 of the Ohio Revised Code provides a procedure by which "Public Hospital Agencies," as defined therein and including counties and municipal corporations, may enter into an agreement pursuant to which a Public Hospital Agency may issue its revenue bonds to fund the capital needs of Hospital Facilities located in the jurisdictions of each of the Public Hospital Agencies which are parties to such agreement, for the public purpose of better providing for the health and welfare of the people of the State of Ohio by enhancing the availability, efficiency and economy of Hospital Facilities and the services rendered thereby; and


WHEREAS, the Corporation has represented to the County that it has organized under a master trust indenture the financing of certain debt of the Corporation and the Affiliates, including debt incurred to fund the capital needs of the Local Facilities, and from time to time will undertake the financing and refinancing of Hospital Facilities, including the Local Facilities, thereby enhancing the availability, efficiency and economy of Hospital Facilities and the services rendered thereby in the County; and

WHEREAS, the County entered into the Participating Public Hospital Agencies Agreement with the Issuer and certain additional political subdivisions (collectively with the County, the "Participating Public Hospital Agencies") pursuant to Section 140.03, Ohio Revised Code, on May 1, 2008 for the purposes of (a) financing and refinancing through the Issuer certain capital equipment and construction needs of the Corporation and its Affiliates, including the Local Facilities, located within the jurisdiction of the County, including the reimbursement of costs advanced for those purposes, and (b) refunding and retiring outstanding prior indebtedness incurred for such purpose; and


WHEREAS, the Corporation anticipates that the Issuer will issue its Hospital Facilities Revenue Bonds, Series 2015 (Mercy Health), in one or more series (the "Series 2015 Bonds"), in an amount not to exceed $500,000,000 to (a) finance and refinance the acquisition, construction and equipping of Hospital Facilities located in the jurisdiction of the Participating Public Hospital Agencies and (b) refund and retire certain outstanding prior indebtedness, and the Issuer may, from time to time, determine to issue additional revenue bonds, in order to finance and refinance the costs of Hospital Facilities, in cooperation with the Participating Public Hospital Agencies; and


WHEREAS, Section 147(f) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended (the "Code"), requires that prior to their issuance, the Series 2015 Bonds must be approved by the "applicable elected representative" (as defined in such Section 147(f) of the Code) of the Issuer and of certain political subdivisions in which Hospital Facilities will be financed, including the County; and


WHEREAS, this Board of County Commissioners is the applicable elected representative of the County and a public hearing was held with respect to the issuance of the Series 2015 Bonds prior to the consideration of this resolution; and


WHEREAS, the County has issued various Hospital Facilities Revenue Bonds (the "Prior Bonds") to finance and refinance the costs of Hospital Facilities for the benefit of the Corporation and its nonprofit affiliates, and for the better provision of healthcare services to the residents of the County, and in connection with the issuance of such Prior Bonds, the County has entered into certain leases and subleases of Hospital Facilities with the Corporation and certain of its affiliates; and


WHEREAS, Mercy Health – West Hospital LLC ("West Hospital LLC"), formerly known as Mercy Hospitals West, an Ohio nonprofit limited liability company and affiliate of the Corporation, no part of the net earnings of which inures or may lawfully inure to the benefit of any private shareholder or individual, and which has authority to operate Hospital Facilities, has granted a leasehold interest to the County in certain of its property (the "West Hospital LLC Existing Facilities") pursuant to and as defined in the Agreement of Lease dated as of August 1, 2001, as supplemented (the "West Hospital LLC Lease"); and


WHEREAS, the County has subleased the West Hospital LLC Existing Facilities and certain other hospital facilities, comprising in the aggregate the "Existing Facilities," to the Corporation pursuant to and as defined in the Amended and Restated Sublease dated as of May 1, 2006, as amended by the First Supplement to Amended and Restated Sublease dated as of November 1, 2007, the Second Supplement to Amended and Restated Sublease dated as of March 1, 2008, the Third Supplement to Amended and Restated Sublease dated as of August 1, 2009, the Fourth Supplement to Amended and Restated Sublease dated as of August 1, 2010, the Fifth Supplement to Amended and Restated Sublease dated as of June 1, 2011, the Sixth Supplement to Amended and Restated Sublease dated as of May 1, 2012, the Seventh Supplement to Amended and Restated Sublease dated as of September 1, 2013 and the Eighth Supplement to Amended and Restated Sublease dates as of September 1, 2013 (as supplemented and amended, the "Master Sublease"); and


WHEREAS, the Corporation and West Hospital LLC have requested the County, pursuant to Section 2.25 of the Master Sublease, to release a portion of the West Hospital LLC Existing Facilities, which the Corporation and such Affiliate have represented are not otherwise needed for the operation of the Existing Facilities as Hospital Facilities, from the West Hospital LLC Lease and the Master Sublease, so that such property may be converted to other use, and an amendment of such lease and sublease must be authorized by this Board to effect such release;


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of County Commissioners of the County of Lorain, Ohio:

SECTION 1.  That any revenue bonds issued under the authority of the Participating Public Hospital Agencies Agreement shall not be, and are not, general obligations, debt or bonded indebtedness of the County or any Participating Public Hospital Agency and the holders or owners of such revenue bonds shall not have the right to have excises or taxes levied by the County or any Participating Public Hospital Agency for the payment of principal of, or interest or premium, if any, on such revenue bonds.  Such payment shall be made only from funds provided by the Corporation or its Affiliates.

It is anticipated, based on information provided by the Corporation, that the proceeds of the Series 2015 Bonds will be used to (i) finance, refinance, or reimburse the costs of, the acquisition, construction and equipping of equipment, real property and improvements to Hospital Facilities, at some or all of the following locations: (A) 155 North Leavitt Road, Suite #201, Amherst; (B) 576-578 North Leavitt Road, Amherst, known as Medical Offices; (C) 450 Avon Belden Road, Avon Lake, known as Physicians and Rehabilitation Center; (D) 32730 Walker Road, Avon Lake, known as Community Health Partners; (E) 491 Abbe Road, Elyria, known as Occupational Health Satellite; (F) 5255-5275 North Abbe Road, Elyria, known as New Life Hospice; (G) 13906 West Lake Road, Elyria, known as Primary Care of Vermillion; (H) 412 East River Street, Elyria, known as Elyria Mediclinic; (I) 1900 West River Road North, Elyria, known as Northern Ohio Imaging Center; (J) 41201 and 41274 Schaden Road, Elyria, known as Community Health Partners Cancer Center; (K) West 18th Street, Livingston Avenue, Lorain, known as Community Health Partnership; (L) 1800 Livingston Avenue, West 18th Street, Lorain, known as Family Care Center of Lorain; (M) 205 West 20th Street, Lorain, known as Specialty Hospital of Lorain; (N) 125 West 21st Street, Lorain; (O) 221 West 21st Street, Lorain, known as Community Health Partners; (P) 21st and Broadway, Lorain, known as Reidy Scanlan Building; (Q) 21st and Reid, Lorain, known as St. Joseph Community Resource Center; (R) 3745 Grove Avenue, Lorain, known as Primary Care of South Lorain; (S) 3500-3700 Kolbe Road, Lorain, known as Community Health Partners Hospital, Hospice and Offices; (T) 3609 West Lake Road, Lorain; (U) 941 Livingston, Lorain; (V) 200 West Lorain Street, Oberlin, known as Allen Memorial Hospital, Ambulance Garage and Maintenance Garage; (W) 224 West Lorain Street, Oberlin, known as Allen Medical Clinic; (X) 247-255 West Lorain Street, Oberlin; (Y) 1050 Sunnyside, Vermillion; and (Z) 508 Dickson Street, Wellington, the initial owner or operator of each of the preceding locations is the Corporation, Mercy Health Lorain LLC, Mercy Health – Regional Medical Center LLC, or Mercy Health – Allen Hospital LLC, each an Ohio nonprofit corporation or limited liability company, or an affiliate thereof; (ii) refund all or a portion of the following bonds whose proceeds were utilized to finance or refinance Hospital Facilities at locations included in (i) above: County of Allen, Ohio Hospital Facilities Revenue Bonds, Series 2010A (Catholic Healthcare Partners); County of Lorain, Ohio Adjustable Rate Hospital Facilities Revenue Bonds, Series 2006 (Catholic Healthcare Partners); and County of Lorain, Ohio Adjustable Rate Hospital Facilities Revenue Refunding Bonds, Series 2003 (Catholic Healthcare Partners); and (iii) pay costs of issuance of the Series 2015 Bonds.  It is anticipated that not more than $25,000,000 of the proceeds of the Series 2015 Bonds will be allocated to any one Local Facility.  A portion of the proceeds of the Series 2015 Bonds will also be used to finance and refinance Hospital Facilities at locations outside the County, in the State of Ohio.

This approval is intended to comply with the provisions of Section 147(f) of the Code, and does not constitute a finding of the Board as to the compliance or noncompliance by the Corporation or the County of Allen, Ohio with any legal requirements imposed upon them in connection with the issuance of the Series 2015 Bonds.

SECTION 3.  That at least two members of the Board of County Commissioners be and they are hereby authorized and directed to execute and enter into, on behalf of the County, (i) a Second Supplement to Agreement of Lease (the "Second Supplemental West Hospital LLC Lease") with West Hospital LLC, and (ii) a Ninth Supplement to Amended and Restated Sublease (the "Ninth Supplemental Master Sublease") with Mercy Health, for the purposes stated in the preambles hereto.  Legal descriptions of the real property to be released from the West Hospital LLC Lease and Sublease are attached hereto as Exhibit A.  The Second Supplemental West Hospital LLC Lease and the Ninth Supplemental Master Sublease shall be substantially in the forms presented to this Board of County Commissioners and on file with the Clerk, subject to such changes, insertions and omissions as may be approved by this Board of County Commissioners, which approval shall be conclusively evidenced by the execution of such documents as aforesaid.  Solely in reliance on representations of the Corporation, it is hereby determined that the Second Supplemental West Hospital LLC Lease and the Ninth Supplemental Master Sublease will promote the public purpose stated in Section 140.02, Ohio Revised Code, and the County will be duly benefited thereby.

SECTION 4.  That any member of the Board of County Commissioners, the Clerk of the Board and the County Administrator of the County be and they hereby are authorized to execute and deliver on behalf of the County such other certificates, documents and instruments in connection with the issuance and public sale of the Series 2015 Bonds and of revenue bonds issued from time to time under authority of the Participating Public Hospital Agencies Agreement, and the purposes and determinations set forth in the preambles hereto and the amendments effected by the Second Supplemental West Hospital LLC Lease and the Ninth Supplemental Master Sublease, as may be required, necessary or appropriate, including but not limited to applicable elected representative approvals, lease terminations, IRS Forms 8038, and memoranda of lease and sublease.  Such documents shall be subject to such changes, insertions and omissions as may be approved by this Board of County Commissioners, which approval shall be conclusively evidenced by the execution thereof by the proper officers of the Board of County Commissioners.

SECTION 5.  That a fee of $2,500 be payable by the Corporation to the County in connection with the services rendered by the County for the purposes set forth in the preambles hereto.

SECTION 6.  That all documents and certificates, the execution and delivery of which are authorized by this Resolution, are subject to the approval of the County Prosecutor.


SECTION 7.  That the provisions of this Resolution are hereby declared to be severable and, if any section, phrase or provision shall, for any reason, be declared invalid, such declaration of invalidity shall not affect the validity of the remainder of this Resolution.


SECTION 8.  All resolutions, orders or parts thereof in conflict with the provisions of this Resolution are, to the extent of such conflict, hereby repealed.


SECTION 9.  It is found and determined that all formal actions of this Board concerning and relating to the adoption of this Resolution were adopted in an open meeting of this Board, and that all deliberations of this Board and any of its committees that resulted in such formal action, were in meetings open to the public, in compliance with the law, including Section 121.22 of the Ohio Revised Code, and the rules of this Board in accordance therewith.

PUBLIC COMMENT

Richard Baumgartner, 24731 Farmingham Dr., Westlake owns property in Grafton Township.  He said about 6 months ago he received a letter for Nexus stating they would be entering his property.  This is property owners vs big business and the government needs to stand up to them.  Federal Energy Regulation Commission (FERC) has a process were comments can be made re: the route of 42” 2 billion cubic feet/day, and just recently reduced the pipe to 36”.  FERC has this process to resolve and list issues and he wanted to present the re-route of the gas line and how this goes through the process.
He stated Paul, is the leader of an organization called “CORN”, a homeowners organization.  The nexus pipe line goes from SE Ohio to Canada and though Ohio, Lorain County.  There are a lot of counties in Ohio as well municipalities, they have over 20 municipalities that have looked at route and do not like, Grafton Township did a resolution against it and we really would like Lorain County input.  He stated the City of Green is against and they had the GIS department develop a route along with CORN to have this alternate route.


Paul Jurowski, Executive Director – CORN, York Township, Medina County said he was here back in August re: nexus pipe line that would operate with a 1442 psi on his property. A grassroots organization formed in Medina County to reroute this, germinated over concern for public safety, property values and property rights.  What they have learned over time is the process of routing pipe is dysfunctional; the company defines project, company defines route, shortest distance between points and the FERC approves the project, it is not their business to deny and approve.  In 1938, Congress passed the Natural Gas Act, which gave FERC the power of eminent domain.  There is a section of the code of federal regulation that defines the safety standards, but there are no safety setback standards so they could build it 1 foot from your house.  He showed a picture of Liz Victors’ house in Fulton County, extreme example.  He displayed maps; looking at the red line that Nexus chose ad there are many populated townships and counties; Summit – 3rd most density populated; Stark County is the 8th; Medina is 12th and Lorain County is the 17th out of 88 counties, why was this route chosen.  Mr. Jurowski said there are many groups like them, property owners that are suffering from this process, but this is the most effective way for them to protect themselves and communities was to propose a reroute, which came directly from the project manager , FERC – Joann Walkholler.  They have met with her several occasions and told the group the only way she could possible help was for them to do a reroute, which is what they have done with the assistance of City of Green, which is on the eastern end of line (blue).  The reason for the reroute was to minimize the impacts on the variables the company and FERC to evaluate the routes and take a look at existing Nexus line there are about 4,600 properties mostly residential that are within 1500 feet of the pipeline.  He stated the blast zone would wipe out everything within 1500 feet, so their route would reduce the number of residents by 75% and this is by taking the pipe through a more rural area and it will also reduce wetlands by 50%.  This is more logical, common sense route; it still allows the company to meet their business plan but better for the people.  He stated Monday of last week the City of Green filed this re-route to FERC and on Tuesday, Joann Walkholler filed a 9 page letter to the company telling them to reevaluate the route and probably wont’ have an answer until sometime in June.  But he said as part of the process, FERC has asked the group to get the elected officials input and he is asking for the Lorain County Commissioners to support this so it can become a reality.  He said across the state there are 24 resolutions of support from individual, elected bodies; Summit County, Medina County, Wood County and waiting on Lucas County and Fulton County.
Commissioner Kokoski asked what the pink line was; Mr. Baumgartner said a similar gas line.  Mr. Jurowski said Ohio is in a unique situation because the Department of Energy in southeastern Ohio, West Virginia, Pennsylvania with the shale there are a number of pipelines; ET Rider (Energy Transport Partners) has a side by side 42” pipeline, 2 pipelines operating at 14,440 psi, Nexus has a single 42” pipeline and there is ANR a 42” pipeline then there is UTOPIA  He also stated that Wood County Commissioners filed a letter – “they spoke with a lot of people and they are really not sure, because every day there is a new pipeline proposal in their county; 2, 3, 4 5 or 6 pipeline which in itself, states the problem” and they are in support of the reroute, and they are on the eastern end of the line, the issue is density populated areas and neighborhoods.

Commissioner Lundy asked if they have a street level breakdown where the new path is, the greatest concern in Lorain County and understands their goal of trying to get this away from people and houses but reality is “someone else, not in my back yard” but if it is moved it will be in someone else’s.  Mr. Jurowksi said he has a map layout with cut/paste topographical route across Lorain county vs each route. 
Mr. Baumgartner said City of Green posted this in FERC comments.  Mr. Jurowski said he gook Green filing and filled this on his map.

As the process evolves this group understand the saying “take it from mine, put on someone else”.  He stated on January 9, a group of them went to the Governor’s office and met with Michael Fraizer, Policy Advisory – Energy which he speaks to him every Friday and at this meeting he proposed to the state and with the unique position that Ohio is in at this time, with brand new pipelines they would like to see a safety corridor, do a safe designation, protect pipeline, protect safety, protect property lines, use highways, US30 and he stated that British Columbia adopted a corridor as well as other countries but Ohio does not and they run through us to get to them.
Commissioner Lundy said FERC has directed the company to evaluate this reroute.  Mr. Jurowski said yes on March 24.

Commissioner Kokoski said she has heard a lot of good points, but the elimination of 75% of people that would be within in 1500 of line, this is good

Mr. Baumgartner said the lines go through populated areas, this reroute would move to farm lands but the number of people are less. The route from Green was developed but not sure exactly destination through Lorain County, he said the people through Toledo to Canada.  The process was developed quickly and the east was 1st to get done and seeing if other counties would get the GIS data.

Dr. Liz Victor, Swanton – Fulton County and this region is environmentally sensitive, it is on grid of the everglades, it is an Ohio 
Treasure, Oak Openings. She received a letter and it was a shock and showed the pipeline map, you cannot even see the states of Louisiana or Mississippi; we have to change Ohio from Buckeye State to the pipeline state. There is a safety issue, pipes all over; they have corridors through Canada and Europe but not in Ohio. She spoke with Wood Commissioners and they passed a resolution of support yesterday.  This is a dangerous situation and showed poster of San Bernado, CA and she called the Mayor on Thanksgiving and this happened near the San Francisco airport and had to evacuate 4 miles for a 30” pipe with 386 psi and we are talking about a 42” pipeline, well now just recently reduced to 36” pipeline.  She stated this tragedy in CA happened in 2010 and to this day they are still recovering and they had 65 fire trucks to battle this. She stated in her township they have a volunteer fire department and we need to be proactive not reactive.  She showed the reroute of CORN and the pipeline and understands there need to be an investigation but they are understaffed and the State of Maine was going to give them millions of dollars to lay pipe in that state and they only received $2,000 because there was no demand.
Rick Kazmierczak, Swancreek Township Trustees, Fulton County, Ohio and went to church a neighbor said to him and asked what he 

was going to do for the residents regards to the pipeline; it is 5 feet within her foundation.  He stated that all 3 Trustees went to a meeting, did research and he went to their GIS department and showed the eastern part of Fulton County. The green represents wetlands, blue corridor to the right showing the affected parcels that is affected by Nexus, 42” line as well as other areas.  He stated there were other residents in surrounding communities regards to pipelines and within this area there is a Nexus line 42” high pressure gas line; Kinder Morgan – UTOPIA east/west dual hazards line carrying hazardous liquids, other side of county is ET Rover going from Defiance Ohio north into Michigan with a single 42” line so now in just in this county alone there is 3 pipelines and how do you as an elected official how do we plan for growth, services and the worst part in his area, SwanCreek Township has about population about 8600 mostly rural, have some municipal water in a certain area, but basically the township is septic tanks, wells and sand points, if there is a leak from a hazardous liquid pipeline how do they as a township provide water for their residents, once you poison a well it is contaminated forever.  The difficulty as an elected official how do they plan for the what if; companies will tell you, like Nexus has in writing told them there would be no incidents and Kinder Morgan is fairly new.  He said a street level you can see how many homes and wetlands this would effect, there is an elevated rail line that runs north/east and proposing a reroute but then we have to have agreements with Henry County and Wood County.  This is why Richard and Paul are asking for Lorain County’s help and the GIS department to give the number of residents, property values in the corridor.  He said yes, no matter where you move it, it will effect someone but the goal is, in this particular case they are affecting 652 property owners, the reroute is looking at less than 200 owners and it would reduce impact upon them and do a corridor and also move Kinder Morgan, but he spoke with a guy at Ohio Power Sitting Board yesterday and the Ohio Senate accepted hazard liquid pipelines in 2012 from any state or federal regulations so it is all up to the local, municipal zoning ordinances and in his county he is not aware of this.
Commissioner Kokoski said they attend a meeting with Spectra/FERC and there are no set back requirements so they can put it up against an owners foundation.

Jim Weigelt, 37523 SR83, Grafton said earlier the Board spoke about the safety of their residents and the abandonment of homes and 

personally this is wonderful, abandon homes create issues.  But he also believes a pipeline will create a lot more concern problems in a community rather than abandon houses.  He asked the Commissioners as their elected officials to please keep in mind the danger, potential devaluation of property and seriously sign on with CORN and the reroute plan; this would benefit our county, protect our property rights as citizens of this county and stabilize our property values.  As the elected officials the number one goal is public safety and as a citizen and business owner of Lorain County his goal for his business is safety for his employees and safety for the people around his business.  As a resident of Lorain County and he implores the commissioners to sign on with them and grant the safety to the citizens that they require and thanked them for their time.
Commissioner Kokoski said Tom Kelley, Director – LC EMA/Homeland Security is here today and asked if this county is prepared for 

this even if it is rerouted or not.
Mr. Kelley said he did forward information to Mr. Cordes. Mr. Cordes stated that he asked Mr. Kelley very late yesterday for 

information. 

Commissioner Lundy attended the Mayors Safety Council meeting Friday he had conversation and our EMA team takes this seriously and we have several pipes running through this county. There was an incident in Wellington a few years ago and the biggest challenge is that if the pipe is moved from this home and put it elsewhere it still affects someone and the problem of the safety still does not go away and appreciates Mr. Kelley for looking into this.

Mr. Kelley said the pipeline companies do give them training annually, 4 hours on checking pipes, etc. There was an incident in Wellington about 3 years ago in February.  There was a Columbia Gas line, a high pressure 8” fuel gasoline suffered corrosion from an outside source and released 150,000 pounds of gasoline, and ditches along roads had 4 feet of gas in them.  Luckily there was ice and snow and there are still some residual spots till this day.  The transportation of fuel of natural gas, have 2 big ones; 1) southern end of Oberlin; Hamilton Street and 2) residential street, east/west 200 feet of N. Ridge and SR254.  He said there is a pipeline at the old car wash on Oberlin Ave/Cooper Foster, right by the Italian restaurant there is a bunch of pipelines and there are shutoff values.

Mr. Cordes asked if there were grants. Mr. Kelley said yes through the Pipeline Hazardous Materials Commission, US Dept of Transportation and they receive an annual grant of $1.5 million; can be used for – improvement of local pipeline emergency response capabilities, improve safe digging programs, develop pipeline safety resources; implement local land use practices that exchange pipeline safety, community and pipeline awareness campaigns and enhance public participation in official proceedings pertinent pipelines.  There were over 31 entities applied each year for a total award of $1.38 million and not entity received more than $50,000.    He stated in Chester County, PA they used these funds to have a repository on line access to see where the lines are etc.
Mr. Cordes said the route is still moving, it has not been finalized but we should make application because he knows the pipe is coming and deadline is April 26.

Commissioner Lundy said he appreciates Mr. Kelley and important that the locals have the capabilities of hazard materials, emergency response, etc. we have things in place.  He has heard that things happen when the pipeline companies sends in their contractors to do work and it triggers a problem, so the hope is map this pipe, know to avoid, have technical team in place and action plan to activate quickly.  He also stated that the values should have a shut down.  Mr. Kelley said some are about 8 miles away and the pressure is still in pipes
Commissioner Kokoski said it needs to be placed in a less intrusive area. Mr. Cordes said he is going to review this with Mr. Kelley and he stated that Nexus will be here next week and have information available. 

Mr. Baumgartner said Nexus is proactive they combat negativity publicity and CORN is in critical time and would like to see a resolution approve by the commissioners and forward to FERC.  Mr. Cordes said he reviewed the information that was provided and FERC has asked for an alternative route.  Mr. Jurowski said on February 6/8 there was the 2nd round of open houses with Nexus across the state and JoAnne Walkholler was present, she is a 17 year employee of FERC, environmental biologist, project management for this.  They had the opportunity to spend 1 hour 15 minutes with her on a presentation, arranged by Nexus and then the next day him and John …., Medina County drove out to Sandusky and spent 2 more hours with Ms. Walkholler. She told them that it is not FERC’s responsibility to propose a reroute; they evaluate and then mitigate any issues associated with them, not to change so it became incumbent upon them if you don’t like the route, propose an alternative. Mr. Cordes said FERC encouraged them to take on this reroute but they are not asking for an alternative route. Mr. Jurowski said behind the scene, off the record, in telephone conversations with her, if the residents want this thing out of your neighborhood, out of county, out of township you need to do an alternative.  On the letter she wrote on March 24 giving specific direction to the company, last line “you will report to FERC on this reroute that has been filed by the City of Green”.

David Ashenhurst, Oberlin said FERC saying “reevaluate the route”  is close to look at an alternative, they are saying ok, Nexus you 

look at alternative route that is proposed and report back.  Mr. Cordes said a company evaluating a reroute, finding it difficult for a company to agree.  Mr. Ashenhurst said “not in my back yard”, but an alternative is less effective is progress.  Commissioner Kokoski said 75% reduction is a big number and getting equipment between houses is different than wide open, and it would be cheaper.  Mr. Cordes said this pipeline is around $2-3 million dollars and ever added feet/mile is a cost to the company.  

Mr. Jurowski said the reroute proposal at the eastern end of the line is 9.3 miles additional to their 250 mile route.

Mr. Ashenhurst said the residents of this county lucked out with the Wellington situation, it was winter and he attends the Black River 

RAP meetings and this was never put on their schedule, what if this would have hit the Black River, it would have been a huge problem.  He said maybe an endorsing resolution could be done that this county finds that this proposal mitigates the impact of this pipeline  by 75%, mitigates the impact of wetlands by 50% , the 9 miles of additional pipe, less the 5%, there has to be more than that in their contingency.  Mr. Cordes said a company works on a profit margin and they are taking the shortest route and not saying he agrees but this is standard operations. Mr. Ashenhurst said that is why we have government. He quotes Allen Sheppard, 1st man into space “everything under him was built by the lowest bidder” and he was a little worried about that.  He said a resolution endorsing this with the point factors.
Ms. Victor said this project is over $1 billion and they will make a lot of money

Mr. Baumgartner said yes moving this would move into someone else backyard but have found out that there are farmers that are in favor of this because they will receive money but a resident that cannot put up a basketball hoop because the pipeline is too close to their driveway, these are the people that it affects
