JOURNAL ENTRY


Commissioners said the Pledge of Allegiance.

Bev Beidleman, Clerk of Courts office gave the prayer today
Commissioner Kokoski presented a female 4 month old found on Caroline Ave., Lorain and available Friday or choose form 11 other dogs, the kennel is doing very well, we have good partnerships with groups.  County Administrator Cordes said that 5 years the county averaged about 800-850 dogs being euthanized and last year there were only 58 due to being sick, injured or aggressive.  Commissioner Kokoski said there were 10 dogs redeemed this weekend from the owners.  Commissioner Kalo said when he first become commissioner there were over 1500 dogs euthanized.  County Administrator Cordes said the dogs are now adopted, taken to a vet to get spayed/neuter and the owner will pick them up from that vet, the voucher system is no longer being used. Commissioner Kokoski said the dog is fully vetted except rabies.

Soil & Water – Will Schlechter, Board President & Lawry Babbitt, Secretary funding request.  Funding for Soil & Water is done according to the Ohio Soil & Water conservation Commission state match procedure based on initial local county appropriation and would need funding by April 30.  The budget request for 2015 is $177,500; an initial $95,000 appropriation from the county and $82,500 from state matching funds

Mr. Schlecther said they have 1 full time employee mandated by the county to fulfill NPEDES requirements, 2 part time secretary that are both retired totaling 40 hours per week and 2 par time technicians totaling 16 hours per week. The technicians – Carl Schneider has 25+ years of service and is a great asset and Bob Pandy.  With the past funding they have maintained the staff and keep the doors open during tough times. In order to provide both required services and best management practices in assisting landowners with conservation they would need additional funding.  Over $700,000 covering 7,000 acres has been applied for through NRCS programs with $500,000 already paid out since January 1, 2015.  NRCS and SWCD work cooperatively within the same office to promote conservation. If SWCD were to shut its doors, NRCS would be forced to move elsewhere.  The 2 part time technicians spend approximately 50% of their time assisting farmers and 50% of their time assisting general landowners.  They would like to be proactive with water quality issues. Money is available through the following programs but can only be implemented with more staff.  The additional staff is needed to reach out to the community and let them know the programming/funding available and work with them to implement the practices.
· Great Lakes Restoration Initiative

· USDA water quality initiatives

· Nutrient management (working with farmers to improve water quality by reducing phosphorous and other nutrient runoff into our waterways thus preventing algae blooms in lake Eire

· Water control structures

· USDA grants and initiatives

· Great Lakes Initiatives

These are the desired services – requests for services that are currently unable to adequately provide;

· Pond design and management clinics

· Drainage issues and complaints

· Streams and stream bank issues

· Log jams

· Erosion control

· Forestry/wetlands/wildlife

Mr. Schlecther stated that in 2008 with the cuts they had some reserve up until now but will it will be gone. The water quality issue is their 

forefront and can receive money through grants on a 1 to 1 match
Mr. Babbitt said through Congresswomen Kaptur’s office he looked up surrounding counties/agencies that has received the federal funds in 

amount of $300 million; $1 million to Western Reserve Land Conservancy, Chagrin received $100 million; Huron received $700,000 and Erie County about $500,000 for their Great Lakes Restoration.  He stated in SB1 is the implementation of the nutrient program and Soil Water district are to police it.  

Commissioner Lundy said the algae bloom is a great concern and he would like to learn more about the funding that is available from Kaptur’s office.  

County Administrator Cordes said they do receive the revenue from the farming behind DD, Budget Director Hobart said around $18,900 and they also collect ESC fees which go into the general fund. Mr. Schlecther said that is around $8-9000 and they pay rent.

County Administrator Cordes said the county has received funds for the Black River, Great Lakes Restoration, etc.


Don Romancak, Director – Community Development said Lorain County received $2 million for invasive species and work with the City of Lorain which received $10 million for fish shelves, flood plain, removal behind Steel Mill in improving the Black River.
Commissioner Kalo said we are able to help Soil & Water with grant writing and we have a Watershed Coordinator and the GLRI is 100% with no match.

Mr. Schlecther said they need to form a good working relationship with the Commissioners and Community Development and try to find a solution, other Soil & Water Districts are different and they cannot believe Lorain County Soil & Water is running on this budget,

Mr. Cordes asked if the other counties have stormwater districts.  He stated that the outline of programs/services that Soil & Water listed, Lorain County does a lot of these through our Community Development Department, Stormwater District.  Mr. Romancak said Soil & Water is the lead on the post construction
Commissioner Kalo said there was previous discussion that funds from stormwater could go to Soil & Water and concerned with taking money from general fund.

Commissioners would like Soil & Water have a meeting with Community Development Don Romancak / Stormwater and Lynn Ickes, Watershed to discuss and eliminate duplicity and become more efficient and form a partnership then look at numbers next week.  As of now it looks like $25,000 from stormwater district, $25,000 from general fund and $9,000 for fees, total around $59,000.

Don Romancak, Director - LCCDD said Ted Conlin, OHEPA is here today on the area of concerns of the Black River and the removal of the east and west branches and the Great Lakes Restoration.


Mr. Conlin also serves on the Black River RAP AOC and said the recommendation of the EPA is to shrink the area of concern north of Cascade Park.  He stated the problems of the Black River south have been dealt or are minimal, but the main concern should be the lower branches.  There has been improvement with the fish habitat and population in the southern portion of the watershed with improvement to treatment facilities and agricultural land use.  But in the northern portion of the watershed there are still problems with fish habitat, dredging and have been working on the cleanup projects because the prohibition that was on the Black River has been lifted.  He stated by including the lower half which was designated as the worst of worst waterways in Great Lakes back in 1984 because problems found could have began upstream but with the southern improvements the northern areas could be coming from the pollutants which are being worked on.  There are 467 square miles of the Black River from Medina County to Lake Erie and by reducing this area there will be more of a concentrated area.
Ted Conlin, OHEPA, Twinsburg Office said Areas of Concern “AOC” were intended to be the “worst of the worst” sites in the Great Lakes

· “. . . geographic areas that fail to meet the general or specific objectives of the agreement where such failure has caused or is likely to cause impairment of beneficial use of the area's ability to support aquatic life."   (GLNPO webpage)

· “Each of the 43 AOCs contains at least one BUI that represents an extraordinary problem that is measurably worse than most waters of the Great Lakes.”  (Ohio EPA delisting guidance, emphasis added)
· Original AOC delineation was only the lower six miles
· With the prevalence of fish tumors, the designation of the lower six miles of the mainstream was warranted

Major Funding Source

· Section 319 Grants
· Additional merit is given to grant applications in TMDL and WAP watersheds; the Black River watershed is both

· For an AOC, grant applications gain a little extra merit

· Great Lakes Restoration Initiative (GLRI)
· It is expected that this federal funding source will not last

· Majority of the GLRI money goes to AOCs

· US EPA is now requiring GLRI applications to be geared to projects that remove BUIs and lead to delisting the AOC

Ability to Delist the AOC

· Ability to remove BUIs or delist an AOC is tied to available funding
· Great Lakes Restoration Initiative (GLRI)
· While the majority of this funding source goes to AOCs

· GLRI may not be available in the future

· US EPA is willing to provide significant funds to AOCs that develop ‘management action’ lists

· Management action list is a list of every project necessary to remove BUIs and then delist an AOC

· It is much more manageable to develop a list of actions and then perform the actions for the re-sized AOC than for a 467 square mile watershed.

If the Upper Watersheds once affected the originally designated AOC, do they still?

· Improvements have been documented
· East Branch meets removal criteria for fish habitat & populations

· West Branch (except for Willow Creek) meets criteria for fish habitat and at 91-93% of meeting for fish population criteria

· Plum Creek, Wellington and Claremont meet fish habitat criteria.  Plum also meets criteria for fish populations.

· Wellington & Claremont are at about 90% of fish population criteria

· Upgrades to treatment facilities led to improvements to undesirable algae problems in the upper watersheds
· Agricultural land use and its associated turbidity issue is no longer a cause for impairment
