Environmental Crime Unit  - Keith Bailey, Director – Solid Waste


Environmental Crime Unit Deputies: Bill Curtis and Greg Onderko.

Deputy Curtis said the district has 3 trailers available for scrap tires; Collection Center, Lorain and Grafton.  Over the last 18 months or so we have noticed an increase in the amount of tires being dropped off at the trailers coming from tire dealers.  Said the Grafton collection area will be enclosed area and will have collection staff with certain hours and additional security.  He stated Lorain site is still being reviewed.

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Deputy Curtis stated that these trailers are for residents only.  Ohio EPA law states that you can only transport 10 tires at a time unless you are a licensed hauler within the state.  They have noticed a steady increase in Lorain with tires being dropped off with markings on them indicating that they came from a tire dealer. The tires at Lorain trailer are being piled outside the trailer and are not being stacked into the trailer. 

· What type of person is abusing this program? Smaller tire dealers will sometimes hire “Joe citizen” for a small fee to remove tires from there facility in an attempt to save on disposal costs.

· This person will then either illegally dump tires on abandoned properties or open fields or will bring to our trailers. 

· The person hired to “dispose” of the tires historically is a convicted criminal.
· Heroin/drug connection, cheap way to make their money and get a fix.

Various dumping sites in Lorain County
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The collection center is fully staffed during hours of operation.  Anyone dropping off tires there is required to have their driver’s license scanned along with their license plate documented.   This security measure has had a positive impact on the amount of tires coming into the center.  Repeat “tire visitors” are contacted by the deputies to determine if they are abusing the program.

They have been handing out literature produced by OHEPA; What everyone should know; What Retailers Should Know; What Transporters Should Know.  1st handout - general conversation starter at public events & meetings.  2nd handout - used to meet the owners of the tire dealerships. It provides an opportunity to discuss the laws & inspect the property to see how their tires are stored. For instance, how many tires they have?, how long have they been piled up?, how close are they to the building? This onsite visit provides an opportunity to advise of 
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any current violations and give the property owner time to correct the problem. Follow-up visits are done by deputies.  These site visits provide an opportunity for relationship building within the community.  3rd handout – outlines key information pertinent to licensed tire transporters. 
Scrap metal law changed;
· New provisions to the laws took effect last year.

· New law makes it illegal for scrap metal/salvage yards to purchase materials from convicted theft offenders.

· There is now a “do not buy” registry list. This database contains the information provided by the courts on theft convictions.

· Only some of the courts in Lorain county have been more proactive in updating the database. 

· Scrap dealers were asked to participate in training seminars across the state about the new law. This education was provided by the State BMV and Homeland Security.  Homeland Security and AG office are involved because of the scrap metal funds going to terrorism.
· Locally, the Environmental Crimes Unit is discussing the possibility of hosting a refresher seminar for our local scrap yards.

· We need to have better consistency in local offender’s information being entered into the database.  

Additional challenges

· The District is still struggling with getting cooperation with local prosecutors and judges in convicting individuals of illegal dumping and/or environmental crimes.

· The revenue from these fines should be going to the general fund, instead nothing is being collected.

· In March of 2014 the District hosted a FREE environmental law seminar in partnership with Keep Ohio Beautiful. 

· We had the highest attendance in the state! 149 attendees.

· Unfortunately, only 29 were from Lorain County.

· 7 were from various community law depts., 3 various police depts., 11 from health depts. 

Letters were sent to all local law enforcement, prosecutors and judges informing them of the free event and encouraging participation
They are working with Cuyahoga County and Cleveland Police Department to do another seminar. He has spoken with  Chiefs Association, Avon Police Department, Lorain and Elyria.

Commissioner Lundy said when he was in the State he attended an environmental law and the concerns before are still the same concerns and the Judges/Courts really need to start pushing cases, even though it is not a crime like murder, etc., it is still serious.  There are many issues with the illegal dumping not only to the environment but to everyone’s health.  Commissioner Kalo said it is a quality of life issue.  County Administrator Cordes said a building department should be revised, because this is where the code enforcement becomes effective.    Deputy Curtis said Carlisle and Columbia do well in this area.  Mr. Bailey said they have been working with Pat Metzger, Land Bank.

Deputy Curtis also stated that the law needs to be tweaked more due to abandoned vehicles.

Would you like this next door to you – he stated there was a house in South Lorain that was packed with 3500 tires and it is the landowner’s responsibility to clean it up.








Who is accountable for this?
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David Ashenhurst, Oberlin said he was amazed to hear of a free environmental seminar because there is a group of citizens in Oberlin that this would have been very beneficial, who was notified and how.  Clerk stated this was on board correspondence. Deputy Curtis stated that he emailed and hand delivered many invitations to various law enforcement.  Mr. Ashenhurst said maybe it should be for the public as well.

“In September of 2014, the Lorain County Engineer’s Office was awarded a Traffic Study grant as part of the County Engineers Association of Ohio (CEAO) HSIP Safety Studies program for 2015 for the intersection of Middle Ridge Road (CR 32) and Oberlin Road South

(TR 39) in Amherst Township.  This program provides reimbursement for safety studies through the Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) at 90% up to $12,000 per location. 

Based on a list of Prequalified Consultants provided by the CEAO, the Lorain County Engineer has selected MS Consultants, Inc. to complete the study.   MS has agreed to complete the study for a lump sum fee of $10,850 of which $9,765 will be reimbursed through the Ohio Department of Transportation on behalf of FHWA.  Funding for the remaining balance will be made available through Account #2580-0000-300-300-04-6200-6218, MVGT Professional Services Account.

At this time, Lorain County Engineer Ken Carney is requesting authority to sign and execute the contract with MS Consultants, Inc on behalf of the County Commissioners.  The contract has been reviewed by the Lorain County Prosecutor’s Office and is approved as to legal form.

WHEREAS, Ken Carney Lorain County Engineer by letter dated April 15, 2015 submitted the following:

“On March 4, 2015, the Lorain County Board of Commissioners adopted Resolution No. 15-136 which authorized the County Engineer to purchase an additional 4760 tons of Air Cooled Blast Furnace Slag (grit) from Crossroads Asphalt Recycling Inc., Columbia Station, Ohio at $10.50 per ton for a total delivered cost of $49,980.00.  This material was mixed with road salt during the remainder of the snow and ice season to help conserve on the amount of salt used to insure Lorain County as well as the other entities that we supply would have enough rock salt for the remainder of the season.

Based on the amount of rock salt remaining on hand, it was soon discovered that the amount of Air Cooled Blast Furnace Slag (grit) required to properly blend the remaining material was actually 7164 tons for a new total delivered price of $74,866.98.  Consequently, the County Engineer is respectfully requesting that the Board amend Resolution No. 15-136 by increasing the amount of Air Cooled Blast Furnace Slag (grit) to be purchased from 4760 tons to 7164 tons and increase the total delivered price from $49,980.00 to $74,866.98. In addition, the cost per ton was incorrectly listed at $10.50 and should have been $10.45 as the vendor agreed to honor his original bid price.  Funding for this       increase in cost will be made available from Account #2580-0000-300-300-04-6000-0000.

COMMISSIONERS REPORT




Commissioner Kokoski said today from 10 am – 2pm, Midway Mall – Goodwill will have a job fair and there are 50 companies

Commissioner Kokoski said she has received many calls and emails regards to the Nexus pipeline and people are very diligent about the commissioner’s resolution of support. Mr. Cordes said he has had individual conversations with all three commissioners and all have concerns and something should be done.  
Commissioner Lundy said a resolution should speak to the importance of any path that this pipe takes should impact the fewest households and also make sure that there is a sufficient setback and explore the shut off values, because learned several years ago when an incident happened here that the closest shut off was like 6 miles away and that is a concern.  He said he is not supportive of a reroute because now we have a lady in Wellington and others that would be affected and anytime a reroute is taken someone would be affected and agree that the least amount of homes should be affected as possible, so a resolution of that nature would cover the areas of concerns and safety will always be the biggest concern but as long as it impacts the fewest number of residents and efficient setback and other safety issues this would be good.

Commissioner Kokoski asked Commissioner Lundy if he had a specific setback, like 1500 feet blast zone.  Commissioner Kalo said there is a 100 ft easement but don’t think we can determine the setback and this is his concern, don’t want to tell them where to move the pipeline too and don’t support the Green proposal because it will just be in someone else’s’ backyard.  He said Huron and Erie Counties have supported and endorsed this pipeline because of economic development but don’t know how much economic development spur would be in Lorain County.  Mr. Cordes said the other counties will be able to access pipeline gas where they don’t have it right now and they are considering it to be a economic development tool for the future because they are underserved by large gas pipelines and now you have competing communities and this will be a balancing act for FERC.
Commissioner Kalo said the pipeline is coming but would like to do something about the safety, can’t support the reroute don’t think this is fair to other residents and have FERC look at all options in regards to the pipeline that would affect the least amount of residents and proper setback or at least setback in case of danger/accidents that it would cause less harm, less loss of property and loss of human life.
Mr. Cordes said we have until end of May and he will be gone next week but will craft some responses to review and find something common, but what he is hearing is that no reroute.  Commissioner Kalo said there is something in the house budget from CCAO regards to the pipeline safety.  Commissioner Lundy said probably in the sitting board.   He stated that next Tuesday, April 28 at 6 pm at Midview will have a scope session to gather feedback, but again, he will not support a reroute.  He said Erie County has Plum Creek job ready site and this would spur economic development.  He said he would be opposed to a resolution that actually outlines or proposes a reroute, because this pipeline is coming through and we need to be safe but will not support a request that is being made to reroute.  Commissioner Kokoski said she understand but the reroute is at 75% less resident which is good but there still is 30% of people that would be affected.  Mr. Cordes said he has also received many emails but have not responded because he is not a decision maker but there is no collusion going on, there is no big business supporting political agendas and some of the incidentals need to be put to rest, there is no connection with these folks and need to keep it on a level and respond as best as we can.  He stated that it is truly FERC’s responsibility as to where this pipeline will lay.


David Ashenhurst, Oberlin said the reroute shows impacts 75% fewer households, reduce by 2/3 the number of backyards affected and on behalf of the whole county would this not be better and is this not the county’s responsibility rather than FERC.  Commissioner Lundy said with due respect, what about 51% - 49% fewer, will not get caught up in numbers and it will go through someone’s property and they are very concerned and will not take side and ultimately they do not have a vote on this we just have to weight in stating that they want the less impacted households as possible.  Mr. Ashenhurst said the least household and endorses reroutes that impacts 75%, Commissioner Lundy said there could be a better reroute to the reroute.  Mr. Ashenhurst asked if the Commissioners will seek input from interested others as the language in the resolution is crafted and let the public know in advance.  Commissioner Kokoski said anyone can continue to send their concerns to the board.  Mr. Cordes said the Board has taken a lot of input and can draw up something on their position and once done they will be done.  Mr. Ashenhurst said no one is acting to a draft here.  Commissioner Lundy said he is also looking at other counties/states that were affected by pipelines.  Mr. Ashenhurst said Pennsylvania said they have the Natural Environment in their Constitution Bill of Rights and hope to find an Ohio county because PA is different.  Mr. Cordes said no one that has supported the reroute is going to be happy with anything less than this board passing a resolution supporting the reroute.  Mr. Ashenhurst said this will be a neutral position. Commissioner Kalo said this board will send a resolution to FERC not Spectra.  Commissioner Lundy said this pipe will come through while all of them are in office and we need to make sure it’s safe.
Commissioner Kalo said CCAO metro call was last week and discussed transportation bill and the indigent attorney fees was increased to the 50% with the $12 million.  Also discussion on the legislation for safety pipeline.  Health and Human Services TANF funds were given to Boys & Girls Club. Also the Veterans received more allocations. The political contribution tax credit has been eliminated.  CCAO is also supporting the fuel from aviation for improvements which would be $5.2 million from ODOT.

Commissioner Kalo and Lundy attended Community Alliance transportation summit

Commissioner Kalo said Go Cavs.

Commissioner Lundy thanked pat Echko and the Township Association for a nice spring banquet at Camden Township
