Whereas, pursuant to 26CFR, part 54, Internal Revenue Code Section 4980H allows and the regulations thereunder, allow for the establishment of alternative Look-Back Measurement Periods that may be used to determine full time employment status of employees for purposes of identifying employees who are entitled to an offer of health care coverage under the Patient Protection and Affordable Care Act (ACA); and 

Whereas, under the ACA, the default measurement period for determining full time status is one month, but the regulations under Code Section 4980H permit  employers to use an alternative “Look-Back Measurement Period”; and

Whereas, the Board has determined it to be beneficial to establish a longer Look-Back Measurement Period as an alternative to the monthly measurement period, in order to provide more certainty and planning ability for both employees and Lorain County, and it now wishes to document by resolution the Look-Back Measurement period;

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Commissioners of Lorain County that the following Look-Back Measurement Period is formally memorialized for the determination of full-time employment for purposes of the ACA which shall apply to all employees of Lorain County government::

I.
Standard Measurement Period

(A)
 A measurement period of one year is hereby established for all ongoing full- time and part-time employees, commencing from January 1, 2015 through December 31, 2016 and continuing thereafter annually until modified by further resolution of this board. “Ongoing employee” is an employee who has been employed by the employer for at least one standard measurement period (one year).

(B)
An initial measurement period of one year is hereby established for all future new employees and seasonal employees, commencing on the 1st day of the next month following an employee’s start date.

(C)
A seasonal employee is an employee who is hired into a position for which the customary annual employment is six months or less.

(D)
 A measurement period of one year is hereby established for reinstated employees who have no hours of service for at least thirteen (13) consecutive weeks and later return to work, to commence on the 1st day of the month following the start date of the return.    

II.
Standard Administrative Period

(A)
An administrative period is hereby established applicable to all employees, of thirty (30) days commencing immediately after the last day of the measurement period applicable to a given employee.

(B)
The purpose of said administrative period is to enable the County to determine whether an employee is full-time for purposes of the ACA, to notify employees of their status and enroll/disenroll employees, and similar administrative acts, 

III.
Standard Stability Period

(A) 
A stability period is hereby established applicable to all ongoing employees, of one year commencing immediately after the last day of the administrative period applicable to each employee.

(B)
During the stability period, an employee’s full-time/part-time remains the same as during the previous measurement period regardless of the number of hours actually worked. 

(C)   
The stability period for new and seasonal employees shall be one year from the last day of the administrative period following the initial measurement period  but in any event cannot extend beyond the remainder of the standard measurement period in which the initial measurement period ends
