WHEREAS, request for Sewer Improvements Pursuant to Revised Code Chapter 6117 was received by Pheasant Run Association as referenced hereto;


Pheasant Run Association (“PRA”) is a homeowners association whose purpose is to promote the interests of owners of property in Pheasant Run Village (“Village”), a subdivision of approximately 533 developed lots situated in Lorain County, Ohio (“County”), with the ability to expand to approximately 833 developed lots. PRA intends to enter into a sanitary sewer agreement with the County (the “PRA Agreement”), and the Village of LaGrange intends to enter into a separate sanitary sewer agreement with the County, which agreements relate, inter alia, to the constructing and financing by the County of certain wastewater improvements that will benefit the village (the “Project”), which Project is more specially described in the PRA Agreement. Both agreements are attached hereto and incorporated herein by reference.


In order to provide a mechanism by which the County will be reimbursed for its costs associated with the Project, the undersigned, being all of the members of the PRA Board (and fee title holders of lots in the Village), by this writing filed with the Board of County Commissioners of the County of Lorain, Ohio request that he Lorain county Board of Commissioners provide for payment of the Project Costs as defined in the PRA Agreement and the cost of installing water meters, and that such costs be assessed on the existing Developed Lots (as defined in the PRA Agreement).


WHEREAS, estimates of cost have been prepared for this Project:


NOW, THEREFORE, the PRA Board, on behalf of all Village property owners and residents, do hereby state as follows:

1)
We request that the Board of County Commissioners, pursuant to Chapter 6117 of the Ohio Revised Code, provide for the payment of the cost of the Project and for the purchase and installation of water meters and of operation, maintenance, and expenses incidental thereto, as described in Section 6 below.
2)
The construction of the Project will benefit all Village land.

3)
We agree that all existing Developed lots (as defined in the PRA Agreement) in the Village may be assessed equally for the full cost of the Project. (Owners of Developed Lots will be reimbursed by owners of undeveloped lots as such lots are developed by way of a tap fee surcharge prescribed by the PRA Agreement.)

4)
With full knowledge of our rights under Chapter 6117 of the Ohio Revised Code, we hereby waive and relinquish rights to notice and the publication of all resolutions and legal notices provided for in Chapter 6117, without any reservation or retention of right to contest, on the basis of want of the same, any proceedings which may be undertaken in furtherance of the acquisition and construction of the Project to provide service to the Village land and the payment of costs relative thereto.
5)
We acknowledge that if and when service is commenced to the Village land, the Board of County Commissioners shall be entitled to charge, consistent with the PRA Agreement, the owners of the Village land service or use charges, system capacity fees and service connection fees at such rates as then and thereafter shall be in effect and applicable.

6)
We acknowledge that we have examined the estimated Project costs and we have no objection thereto and we accept and approve same. We understand that Village property owners subject to the assessment (i.e., owners of existing Developed Lots) shall have the right to pay the tentative assessment in cash within the thirty (30) days following the passage of the resolution levying the final assessments, or to pay the assessment over the prior of time not less than twenty years, and with interest at the same rate as the loan taken out by the county to pay for the Project (“Loan”).  We also acknowledge that such owners shall be obligated to pay the County interest on the total cost of the Project form the first date that payments on the Loan become due and payable by the County. The estimated amount of said interest shall be calculated an added to the final assessment. We understand that on completion of the Project the actual cost thereof shall be determined including incidental expenses, as defined in Chapter 6117 of the Ohio Revised Code, and a final assessment shall be prepared and that owners of existing Developed Lots shall have the payment options of said final assessment as indicated above.

AGREEMENT FOR CONSTRUCTION OF SANITARY SEWER

 IMPROVEMENTS AND FOR PROVISION OF 

SANITARY SEWER SERVICE

This Agreement is entered into by and between Pheasant Run Association, an Ohio not for profit corporation, whose principal place of business is LaGrange Township, Lorain County, Ohio (“PRA”), and the Board of County Commissioners of Lorain County, Ohio ("COUNTY"), pursuant to Resolution No. 15-465, adopted by the Board of County Commissioners on July 22, 2015.  The Effective Date of this Agreement is _______

1) The purpose of PRA is to promote the interests of owners of property in Pheasant Run Village (“VILLAGE”) which, on the Effective Date of this Agreement, consists of a subdivision of approximately 533 lots with existing dwellings (“Developed Lots”) situated in Lorain County, with the ability to expand to approximately 833 developed lots, which subdivision is depicted in “Exhibit 1- Pheasant Run Village Sewer District” to this Agreement.  Among other assets, PRA owns and operates a wastewater treatment plant (“WWTP”) and collection system (collectively, the “FACILITIES”) which provide sewer service to the VILLAGE.  Due to alleged noncompliance of the FACILITIES with Ohio’s water pollution laws, PRA is the subject of a potential civil enforcement action by the Ohio Environmental Protection Agency (“OEPA”).

2) PRA has determined that the most environmentally sound and cost effective manner of addressing the alleged deficiencies of the FACILITIES is to enter into an agreement with the COUNTY pursuant to which the COUNTY will evaluate and make improvements to the existing PRA collection system as described in paragraphs 4a and 4b of this agreement, and construct new facilities as outlined in paragraph 4c of this agreement, after which the COUNTY will assume responsibility for wastewater collection and treatment for the VILLAGE.  Items 4a, 4b, and 4c are collectively referred to below as the “PROJECT.”  “PROJECT COSTS” are the third-party costs and charges incurred by the COUNTY to implement the PROJECT. 

3) The COUNTY has negotiated an agreement with the Village of LaGrange (“LAGRANGE”), which owns and operates a wastewater treatment plant within LAGRANGE, pursuant to which LAGRANGE has agreed to provide wastewater service to the VILLAGE.  A copy of the LAGRANGE/COUNTY Sewer Service Agreement is attached as Exhibit 2, and is incorporated herein by reference.  It is the intention of LAGRANGE, COUNTY and PRA that this Agreement and the LAGRANGE/COUNTY Sewer Service Agreement shall become effective on the same date.  To that end, the COUNTY agrees that it shall be the last signatory on both agreements, and shall execute both on the same date, which date shall become the effective date of both agreements. 

4) The COUNTY will complete the following items:

a) Evaluate the VILLAGE’s existing collection system (which is owned by PRA) to determine what measures, in the COUNTY’s opinion, are cost effective and necessary to reduce the amount of infiltration and inflow entering the collection system such that the flow from the VILLAGE does not exceed the limits specified in Section 9 of this Agreement and to bring the PRA-owned portion of the collection system (i.e., not including private building laterals) up to COUNTY Standards. The County shall prepare and provide to PRA a report of the Evaluation, which shall include, inter alia, a description of the deficiencies identified in the collection system, the recommended measures deemed necessary by the COUNTY to remediate such deficiencies, and an itemized estimate of the cost to implement such measures (“Sewer Evaluation Report”).  Within thirty (30) days of receipt of the Sewer Evaluation Report, PRA may provide comments to the County regarding it. 

b) Based on the Sewer Evaluation Report, implement such remedial measures in the PRA collection system as the COUNTY determines are reasonably necessary and appropriate.  If deficiencies are identified in the private sanitary laterals of any Developed Lots that, in the COUNTY’s opinion, contribute material infiltration or inflow to the PRA collection system, the COUNTY may require PRA take all feasible actions to compel the owner to remediate said deficiencies.  It is understood and agreed that the cost of remediating such deficiencies is the responsibility of the individual property owner. The COUNTY may refuse or terminate service to, and/or enforce civil penalties against, a property owner who fails to timely and properly remediate his/her lateral according to the COUNTY’s Rules and Regulations.

c)
Design and construct such sewers, pump stations, force mains, appurtenances, and other facilities as it deems necessary and appropriate to convey the wastewater generated in the VILLAGE to the LAGRANGE Wastewater Treatment Plant.

5) On the Effective Date of this Agreement, the COUNTY will have access to all sewers, appurtenances, and other items comprising the VILLAGE collection system to perform the activities described in Paragraph 4 of this Agreement.  In performing such activities, the COUNTY (and its employees, contractors, and agents) shall take all reasonable measures to avoid damaging the FACILITIES, building laterals, and other property of PRA or VILLAGE residents; and shall take all feasible measures to minimize the possibility that its actions will cause, contribute to, or exacerbate a violation of applicable environmental laws by the FACILITIES.  Notwithstanding the foregoing, it is agreed that the VILLAGE shall be solely responsible for any fines, penalties, and other sanctions or enforcement actions under ORC Chapter 6111 or the federal Clean Water Act related to the FACILITIES that accrue prior to the TRANSFER DATE (defined below) and that the COUNTY will not be in any way responsible therefor. 

6) Upon notice from the COUNTY that (a) the COUNTY has completed the PROJECT and (b) LAGRANGE has completed the work necessary to increase the capacity of its WWTP to accommodate flows from the VILLAGE, PRA shall transfer to the COUNTY, at no cost to the COUNTY, ownership of all FACILITIES and all easements and rights of way associated therewith (the “TRANSFER DATE”).   Thereafter, the COUNTY shall be solely responsible for providing sewer service to all properties located in the VILLAGE and operating and maintaining the sewerage system.

7) Effective on the TRANSFER DATE, all properties in the VILLAGE that are connected to the sewer system shall become sewer customers of the COUNTY.  Except as specified in this Agreement, VILLAGE customers shall be treated identically (including, but not limited to, tap fees, user fees, and other sewer service-related charges) to other comparable COUNTY sewer customers. VILLAGE sewer customers shall be responsible for all applicable COUNTY and LAGRANGE sewer service-related fees and charges. In addition, subject to Section 10 of this Agreement, VILLAGE property owners will be responsible for reimbursing the COUNTY for any Debt Payments that the COUNTY pays to LAGRANGE pursuant to Section 3.01 of the LAGRANGE/COUNTY Sewer Services Agreement.

8) Sewer user fees for VILLAGE customers shall be based on their individual water usage.  Prior to the TRANSFER DATE, the COUNTY shall install, and thereafter periodically inspect and calibrate, water meters acceptable to the COUNTY on each existing developed lot.  The COUNTY or its agent shall monthly read such meters and bill VILLAGE customers for sanitary sewer fees, and may include its cost for reading meters on invoices to VILLAGE customers. Not later than the 30th day of each month, the COUNTY shall provide the monthly water usage readings of each customer to PRA so that PRA may utilize the readings for purposes of billing for water. 

9) VILLAGE sewer flows in excess of the following are subject to surcharge by LAGRANGE as described in Section 5.07(b) of Exhibit 2, which surcharges are the sole responsibility of VILLAGE customers.  If LAGRANGE bills the COUNTY for surcharges, the COUNTY shall include such surcharges on VILLAGE customer sewer bills.  If the Allowable Annual Flow exceeds 110,000,000 gallons in any year, in the following year, the COUNTY shall evaluate the private laterals of VILLAGE customers to determine sources of excessive infiltration and inflow in order that the COUNTY and the VILLAGE may compel property owners responsible for such excessive infiltration and inflow to implement remedial measures, as prescribed in Section 4(b). 

a) Average Daily Dry Weather Flows – The average allowable flow during dry weather, calculated over dry weather days from April 1 through September 30, shall not exceed 225,000 gallons per day. Dry weather is defined as any day between April 1st and September 30th with 0.1 inches of rain or less in the preceding 72 hour period. For each calendar year, all days fitting this description shall be considered a dry weather day and be utilized for the “Average Daily Dry Weather Flows” calculation. 

b) Allowable Annual Flow shall not exceed 121,764,000 gallons.

c) Peak Flow shall not exceed 677 gallons per minute, and shall be the maximum flow setting for the pump station sending flows to LAGRANGE. 

10) The cost of the PROJECT, as well all user fees, penalties/surcharges, tap fees, and other costs and charges associated with providing sewer service to the VILLAGE are ultimately the responsibility of VILLAGE property owners. The COUNTY shall include all of the user fees and penalties/surcharges on the monthly sewer bills. Because many VILLAGE property owners do not have the wherewithal to immediately pay their pro rata share of the PROJECT COSTS (and the water meters) that the COUNTY will incur to provide them service, the COUNTY agrees that, for the owners of the 533 existing Developed Lots, it will finance such COSTS and the cost of the water meters. (over a 20 or 30 year period to match the financing obtained by the COUNTY) at the rate of interest the COUNTY pays on the loan(s) it takes out to pay for PROJECT, and assess all existing Developed Lots for the full amount of said improvements on their tax duplicate. 

11) As of the Effective Date, there are approximately 533 Developed Lots in the VILLAGE that are connected to the FACITIES that will become sewer customers of the COUNTY (“EXISTING USERS”), and who will be paying for the PROJECT.  In order that EXISTING USERS be adequately reimbursed by future users of the PROJECT, the COUNTY agrees that, in addition to other tap fees that may be imposed by LAGRANGE or the COUNTY, the COUNTY shall impose and collect a tap fee surcharge of $3,900 on each future user, which amount shall be paid to PRA, which shall distribute such funds to EXISTING USERS.

12) If any portion of this Agreement proves to be invalid or unconstitutional by a court of competent jurisdiction, the same shall not be held to invalidate or impair the validity, force, or effect of any other portion of this Agreement unless it clearly appears that such other portion is wholly or necessarily dependent for its operation upon the portion so held invalid or unconstitutional.

13) This Agreement shall be binding upon the parties hereto and their successors and assigns, provided however that neither party may assign any of its interest in this Agreement without the written consent of the other party; nor shall any such assignment relieve the Assignor of its liability or obligations hereunder.

14) Nothing herein shall be construed as creating any personal liability on the part of any officer or agent of the COUNTY or PRA, nor shall it be construed as granting any rights or benefits hereunder to anyone that is not a party hereto.

15) The waiver by either party of a breach or violation of any provision of this Agreement shall not operate or be construed to be a waiver of any subsequent breach thereof.

Village of LaGrange / Lorain County Sewer Service Agreement
SANITARY SEWER SERVICE AGREEMENT
This Agreement entered into on this 22nd day of July, 2015 (the “Effective Date”) by and between the Village of LaGrange, Ohio (“LAGRANGE”) and the Board of Commissioners of Lorain County, Ohio (“COUNTY”).
WHEREAS, COUNTY is authorized to enter into this AGREEMENT pursuant to Resolution No.  15-466; and
WHEREAS, LAGRANGE is authorized to enter into this AGREEMENT pursuant to Resolution No. 841; and
WHEREAS, the parties hereto are acting under authority of Revised Code Chapters  307, 308, 6117, and Article XVIII of the Ohio Constitution; and
WHEREAS, the COUNTY established the Lorain County Sanitary Sewer District (“DISTRICT”), which is authorized to provide service to, inter alia, Pheasant Run Village, a subdivision of approximately 533 lots with existing dwellings (“Developed Lots”), with the ability to expand to approximately 833 developed lots situated in Lorain County (“PHEASANT RUN”). PHEASANT RUN is depicted in “Exhibit A- Pheasant Run Village Sewer District” to this Agreement; and
WHEREAS, it is the desire of LAGRANGE to accept sanitary sewer flows from within PHEASANT RUN, and establish fair and equitable charges for PHEASANT RUN. 
WHEREAS, the DISTRICT owns and operates sewerage systems in Lorain County; and
WHEREAS, LAGRANGE owns and operates a disposal system, including a sewerage system, a wastewater treatment plant (“WWTP”), and appurtenances within its corporation limits.  
WHEREAS, it is the desire of the COUNTY  to provide sanitary sewer service to PHEASANT RUN utilizing facilities owned and operated by COUNTY or by LAGRANGE; and
WHEREAS, LAGRANGE and the COUNTY desire to enter into this AGREEMENT to permit PHEASANT RUN residents to obtain wastewater conveyance and treatment from LAGRANGE and the COUNTY for the purpose of preserving the health, safety, and welfare of the public.
NOW, THEREFORE, IN CONSIDERATION OF the mutual covenants herein contained and for other good and valuable consideration, the parties hereto agree and promise as follows:
ARTICLE 1  - TERM; DESIGNATIONS
1.01
The term of this AGREEMENT shall be for an initial term of forty (40) years commencing on January 1 following the date that wastewater originating from PHEASANT RUN is first conveyed to the LAGRANGE WWTP, and shall automatically be renewed for terms of twenty (20) years subject to termination upon written notice of one (1) year prior to the commencement of each renewal period.
1.02
This AGREEMENT supersedes any and all prior agreements, communications, and  representations, whether oral or written, made between the parties hereto relating to the subject matter of this AGREEMENT. This AGREEMENT contains all of the promises, agreements, conditions, inducements, and understandings between the COUNTY and LAGRANGE, and there are no promises, agreements, conditions, understandings, inducements, warranties, or representations, oral or written, express or implied, other than as set forth in this AGREEMENT.
1.03
This AGREEMENT shall not be deemed to nullify, terminate, abrogate or otherwise affect the validity, continuance, or any of the terms and conditions of any existing service agreement or arrangement between the COUNTY and LAGRANGE in unincorporated areas of LaGrange Township outside of PHEASANT RUN.

1.04
The COUNTY has negotiated an agreement with PHEASANT RUN, pursuant to which PHEASANT RUN will transfer its wastewater facilities to COUNTY, and PHEASANT RUN property owners will thereafter become sewer customers of COUNTY.  It is the intention of COUNTY that this Agreement and the Pheasant Run Association-Lorain County Sewer Agreement shall become effective on the same date.  To that end, the COUNTY shall be the last signatory on this agreement, and shall execute both agreements on the same date, which date shall become the effective date of both agreements. 
ARTICLE 2  - SERVICE AREA AND SERVICE
2.01  
During the term of this Agreement, LAGRANGE shall accept and treat wastewater originating from property located within PHEASANT RUN, provided:
(a) 
The wastewater is in compliance with all applicable laws, rules, ordinances, and other requirements of USEPA, Ohio EPA, LAGRANGE, and COUNTY; 
(b) 
All wastewater-related permit applications/registrations required by LAGRANGE and the COUNTY must be made and procured, all of which shall be identical to those required of LAGRANGE and COUNTY residents except as specifically stated otherwise in this AGREEMENT;
(c)
All wastewater-related charges as prescribed by LAGRANGE rules shall be paid to LAGRANGE. Such charges shall be identical to those charged to comparable LAGRANGE customers provided that LAGRANGE may impose a surcharge, not to exceed ten-percent (10%) on user fees. 
(d)
Any new or enlarged sewer lines that the COUNTY may construct to convey PHEASANT RUN wastewater shall comply with published LAGRANGE specifications.

2.02

Connection of PHEASANT RUN to the LAGRANGE disposal system may require the construction of new or enlarged sewers by the COUNTY within the LAGRANGE corporate limits.  At no cost to the COUNTY, LAGRANGE shall convey such easements and rights of way as are necessary and appropriate for COUNTY to design, construct, and maintain such sewers and associated appurtenances; which sewers and appurtenances shall be operated and maintained by the COUNTY at its sole cost.
2.03 
The parties shall work cooperatively to determine the point of connection between the COUNTY-owned sewers that convey PHEASANT RUN wastewater and the LAGRANGE disposal system. 
2.04
Notwithstanding the foregoing, nothing in this AGREEMENT obligates the COUNTY to improve or construct any sewerage system improvements.
ARTICLE 3- RATES AND CHARGES
3.01   
LAGRANGE acknowledges that, in order to have sufficient capacity to accept and adequately treat flows originating from PHEASANT RUN, it will need to expand its WWTP (“Expansion”), and agrees that it will do so at no charge to the COUNTY or PHEASANT RUN, provided, however, that if the cost of the Expansion exceeds $2,350,000 (in 2014 dollars), such overage shall be imposed pro rata on all LAGRANGE wastewater customers.  



It is intended that the Expansion shall be completed not later than June 1, 2017. It is anticipated that the first payment on the debt incurred by LAGRANGE for the financing of the Expansion (“Debt Payments”) shall become due six (6) months after the Expansion is completed and that a revenue stream sufficient to make  the Debt Payments will have accrued. However, in the event the Expansion is complete, but due to a delay in the completion of the improvements described in Section 2.02, the associated revenue has not been remitted to LAGRANGE in an amount to enable it to make Debt Payments, COUNTY will advance and pay the amount necessary to meet the Debt Payments to LAGRANGE until such time as there is sufficient revenue generated and remitted to LAGRANGE to enable it to make the Debt Payments. (This shall not be construed to require that County will fund payments due from customers.) In such event, COUNTY shall provide LAGRANGE with the Debt Payments 10 days in advance of the due date or so much thereof may be necessary to enable LAGRANGE to satisfy the Debt Payments. All amounts advanced to LAGRANGE by COUNTY shall be repaid to COUNTY from the user fees imposed by LAGRANGE and collected pursuant to this section.  Repayment shall commence at such time as LAGRANGE has completed all Debt Payments described in this section.  LAGRANGE shall continue to impose user fees attributable for Debt Payment until COUNTY has been repaid amounts advanced pursuant to this Section.
3.02

Nothing in this AGREEMENT shall limit the right of the COUNTY to establish and impose such fees, charges, and assessments on wastewater customers or their property outside LAGRANGE as it may determine are necessary and appropriate. 
3.03

Charges by LAGRANGE to PHEASANT RUN properties for wastewater service shall be based on actual water usage at each property as determined by monthly meter readings taken by the COUNTY or its designated representative. The COUNTY will install and maintain, at its cost, two master meters, one of which will be located at the connection point described in Section 2.03, and the other at the pump station that will be installed by the COUNTY on the force main that will convey wastewater from PHEASANT RUN.  The COUNTY shall perform readings of the master meters at the same approximate time that it performs readings of the individual water meters. Both parties will have keys to, and be entitled to access, the master meters; but LAGRANGE shall give 24-hours’ notice prior to accessing the meters. 
3.04  As part of the project described in Section 2.02, the COUNTY will install new water meters at all PHEASANT RUN properties that are to be served pursuant to this Agreement.  
3.05 
The COUNTY shall be responsible for billing and collecting all COUNTY and LAGRANGE wastewater-related fees and charges from PHEASANT RUN customers including the LAGRANGE tap-in fee, which, for then existing customers may be paid on or before the date of the establishment of a connection to the system or may be paid over the period of the financing obtained by LAGRANGE for expansion of the WWTP, but not less than 20 years,  plus a surcharge thereon in the amount commensurate with the interest rate on the financing obtained by LAGRANGE for the Expansion. For new PHEASANT RUN sewer customers, the COUNTY shall collect and pay to LAGRANGE the full tap-in fee within thirty (30) days of receipt by the COUNTY.  The COUNTY shall collect all other LAGRANGE fees and charges by the final day of each month following the month in which such fees and charges accrue.  Meter reading and billing of PHEASANT RUN customers shall be performed monthly by the COUNTY; and payment by the COUNTY to LAGRANGE of user fees will be made by the final day of each month.  At LAGRANGE’S request, the COUNTY will provide documentation of the basis for and calculation of such user fee payments.  The parties may, by written agreement, alter the protocol for invoicing and/or collecting fees and charges from PHEASANT RUN customers. 

ARTICLE 4 - SURFACE WATER DRAINAGE
4.01
The parties shall comply with all federal and state requirements regarding the prevention and minimization of surface water entering their respective sewerage systems, and shall take reasonable and cost-effective measures to minimize infiltration and inflow into same. 
ARTICLE 5 - OWNERSHIP AND MAINTENANCE
5.01
LAGRANGE agrees to receive, transport, and adequately treat all of the wastewater originating from PHEASANT RUN and to comply with all federal and state laws, rules, permits, and orders regarding same. 
5.02
LAGRANGE shall construct and/or enlarge (if needed to accept and convey wastewater from PHEASANT RUN), and thereafter properly operate, maintain, and repair that portion of its sewerage system from and including the connection point described in Section 2.03  to the WWTP.
5.03
The COUNTY shall properly operate, maintain, and repair its portion of the collection system including its portion of the system within the LAGRANGE corporation limits. LAGRANGE retains the right to make emergency repairs to the portion of the COUNTY system located inside of the LAGRANGE corporation limits. 
5.04
LAGRANGE shall have the right to enforce its Sewer Use rules against PHEASANT RUN customers in the same manner as it enforces them against other customers.
5.05
Prior to initiating construction of any sewerage system components in PHEASANT RUN or LAGRANGE—whether performed by the COUNTY or developers—the County shall provide LAGRANGE with detailed plans and specifications of such improvements, which LAGRANGE shall timely review and, if acceptable to LAGRANGE, approve the same. During the construction of such improvements, the COUNTY shall inspect same, and certify to LAGRANGE that such improvements have been constructed in accordance with the plans and specifications approved by LAGRANGE, provided, however, that LAGRANGE may also inspect improvements made outside of LAGRANGE corporate limits, at LAGRANGE’s expense, to assure that such improvements have been made in accordance with the plans and specifications approved by LAGRANGE.  LAGRANGE shall inspect, and if constructed in accordance with the plans and specifications approved by it, approve all improvements made within LAGRANGE corporate limits. Before new connections to the sewerage system located in PHEASANT RUN will be authorized to discharge, the COUNTY will provide LAGRANGE a certificate of completion (which will certify the integrity of the improvements and compliance with the approved plans and specifications), and as-built drawings.  The COUNTY will also provide LAGRANGE a certificate of completion and as-built drawings of sewerage system components installed within LAGRANGE.

5.06
In the event LAGRANGE shall have made expenditures for the Expansion pursuant to this Agreement and the construction of the Expansion is delayed or abandoned for (1) reasons beyond the control of LAGRANGE and (2) due to any failure of the COUNTY to perform in accordance with this Agreement, the COUNTY shall be obligated to reimburse LAGRANGE for any and all such losses or delay costs.

5.07
The parties agree that the flow (measured at the flow meter at the pump station) from PHEASANT RUN shall not exceed any of the following. : 

a) Average Daily Dry Weather Flows – The average allowable flow during dry weather, calculated over dry weather days from April 1 through September 30, shall not exceed 225,000 gallons per day. Dry weather is defined as any day between April 1st and September 30th with 0.1 inches of rain or less in the preceding 72 hour period. For each calendar year, all days fitting this description shall be considered a dry weather day and be utilized for the “Average Daily Dry Weather Flows” calculation.

b) Allowable Annual Flow shall not exceed 121,764,000 gallons Should the Allowable Annual Flow exceed this limit, LAGRANGE may impose a surcharge for the flow in excess of 121,764,000 gallons, not to exceed twenty-five percent (25%) above the rate then charged to customers within the corporate limits of LAGRANGE, inclusive of the ten percent (10%) surcharge as provided in paragraph 2.01(c).  Such surcharge shall be based on the rate charged to LAGRANGE customers (i.e., no 10% surcharge).     

c) Peak Flow shall not exceed 677 gallons per minute, and shall be the maximum flow setting for the pump station sending flows to LAGRANGE. 

5.08
The COUNTY shall have access to the connection point described in Section 2.03 in order to operate and maintain the system at all times.
5.09
LAGRANGE shall immediately notify the COUNTY of any condition which could interrupt service to PHEASANT RUN.  LAGRANGE shall immediately repair any part of its disposal system which could adversely affect the COUNTY’s sewerage system or PHEASANT RUN customers.
5.10
The COUNTY shall be responsible for issuing permits to PHEASANT RUN residents authorizing them to connect to the COUNTY sewerage system, and inspecting each installation. At its expense, LAGRANGE may have a representative present during installation.

ARTICLE 6 - MODIFICATION
6.01
This AGREEMENT may be modified only by written agreement executed by LAGRANGE and the COUNTY
6.02 
The parties acknowledge that disposal systems are subject to laws, rules, permits, and orders (collectively, “Requirements”) issued by USEPA and Ohio EPA. If either party is or becomes subject to such a Requirement that may be inconsistent with this AGREEMENT, this AGREEMENT shall be interpreted and/or modified in a manner to be consistent with such Requirement.

ARTICLE 7 - GOVERNING LAW, REGULATIONS
7.01
This AGREEMENT shall be governed and construed and its validity and effect shall be determined by the laws of the State of Ohio.

ARTICLE 8 – EXISTING CUSTOMERS OF PHEASANT RUN LOCATED OUTSIDE OF PHEASANT RUN

8.01
As of the effective date of this AGREEMENT, there are approximately ten developed lots outside of PHEASANT RUN that are tapped into and being provided sewer service by the PHEASANT RUN wastewater facilities.  LAGRANGE agrees that, if requested by the COUNTY, and subject to the limitations in Section 5.07, LAGRANGE will accept and treat the flow from such lots. 

ARTICLE 9 - MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS
9.01
If any term or provision of this AGREEMENT shall, for any reason, be held invalid, illegal, or unenforceable by a court with competent jurisdiction, such invalidity, illegality, or unenforceability shall not affect any other term or provision hereof, and this AGREEMENT shall be interpreted and construed as if such term or provision, to the extent the same have been held to be invalid, illegal, or unenforceable had never been contained herein.
9.02
LAGRANGE and COUNTY agree that the terms, covenants, and conditions made in this AGREEMENT shall bind its respective commissioners, officers, and officials for the term of the AGREEMENT, and they have authority to execute this AGREEMENT.
9.03    If any governmental unit, department, division, body or office referred to in this AGREEMENT shall cease to exist or shall cease to retain any part of its powers and duties, material to the performance of this AGREEMENT, which are vested in them at the time of the execution of this AGREEMENT, then all references to them shall be deemed to include whatever governmental units, department, division, body, or office shall then succeed to or have the powers and duties material to performance of this AGREEMENT without regard to title or formal designation.

This AGREEMENT shall not be deemed to nullify, terminate, abrogate or otherwise affect the validity, continuance, or any of the terms and conditions of any existing service agreement or arrangement between the COUNTY and LAGRANGE in unincorporated areas of LaGrange Township outside of PHEASANT RUN.

1.04
The COUNTY has negotiated an agreement with PHEASANT RUN, pursuant to which PHEASANT RUN will transfer its wastewater facilities to COUNTY, and PHEASANT RUN property owners will thereafter become sewer customers of COUNTY.  It is the intention of COUNTY that this Agreement and the Pheasant Run Association-Lorain County Sewer Agreement shall become effective on the same date.  To that end, the COUNTY shall be the last signatory on this agreement, and shall execute both agreements on the same date, which date shall become the effective date of both agreements. 
ARTICLE 4  - SERVICE AREA AND SERVICE
2.01  
During the term of this Agreement, LAGRANGE shall accept and treat wastewater originating from property located within PHEASANT RUN, provided:
(a) 
The wastewater is in compliance with all applicable laws, rules, ordinances, and other requirements of USEPA, Ohio EPA, LAGRANGE, and COUNTY; 
(b) 
All wastewater-related permit applications/registrations required by LAGRANGE and the COUNTY must be made and procured, all of which shall be identical to those required of LAGRANGE and COUNTY residents except as specifically stated otherwise in this AGREEMENT;
(c)
All wastewater-related charges as prescribed by LAGRANGE rules shall be paid to LAGRANGE. Such charges shall be identical to those charged to comparable LAGRANGE customers provided that LAGRANGE may impose a surcharge, not to exceed ten-percent (10%) on user fees. 
(d)
Any new or enlarged sewer lines that the COUNTY may construct to convey PHEASANT RUN wastewater shall comply with published LAGRANGE specifications.

2.02

Connection of PHEASANT RUN to the LAGRANGE disposal system may require the construction of new or enlarged sewers by the COUNTY within the LAGRANGE corporate limits.  At no cost to the COUNTY, LAGRANGE shall convey such easements and rights of way as are necessary and appropriate for COUNTY to design, construct, and maintain such sewers and associated appurtenances; which sewers and appurtenances shall be operated and maintained by the COUNTY at its sole cost.
2.03 
The parties shall work cooperatively to determine the point of connection between the COUNTY-owned sewers that convey PHEASANT RUN wastewater and the LAGRANGE disposal system. 
2.04
Notwithstanding the foregoing, nothing in this AGREEMENT obligates the COUNTY to improve or construct any sewerage system improvements.
ARTICLE 3- RATES AND CHARGES
3.01   
LAGRANGE acknowledges that, in order to have sufficient capacity to accept and adequately treat flows originating from PHEASANT RUN, it will need to expand its WWTP (“Expansion”), and agrees that it will do so at no charge to the COUNTY or PHEASANT RUN, provided, however, that if the cost of the Expansion exceeds $2,350,000 (in 2014 dollars), such overage shall be imposed pro rata on all LAGRANGE wastewater customers.  



It is intended that the Expansion shall be completed not later than June 1, 2017. It is anticipated that the first payment on the debt incurred by LAGRANGE for the financing of the Expansion (“Debt Payments”) shall become due six (6) months after the Expansion is completed and that a revenue stream sufficient to make  the Debt Payments will have accrued. However, in the event the Expansion is complete, but due to a delay in the completion of the improvements described in Section 2.02, the associated revenue has not been remitted to LAGRANGE in an amount to enable it to make Debt Payments, COUNTY will advance and pay the amount necessary to meet the Debt Payments to LAGRANGE until such time as there is sufficient revenue generated and remitted to LAGRANGE to enable it to make the Debt Payments. (This shall not be construed to require that County will fund payments due from customers.) In such event, COUNTY shall provide LAGRANGE with the Debt Payments 10 days in advance of the due date or so much thereof may be necessary to enable LAGRANGE to satisfy the Debt Payments. All amounts advanced to LAGRANGE by COUNTY shall be repaid to COUNTY from the user fees imposed by LAGRANGE and collected pursuant to this section.  Repayment shall commence at such time as LAGRANGE has completed all Debt Payments described in this section.  LAGRANGE shall continue to impose user fees attributable for Debt Payment until COUNTY has been repaid amounts advanced pursuant to this Section.
3.02

Nothing in this AGREEMENT shall limit the right of the COUNTY to establish and impose such fees, charges, and assessments on wastewater customers or their property outside LAGRANGE as it may determine are necessary and appropriate. 
3.03

Charges by LAGRANGE to PHEASANT RUN properties for wastewater service shall be based on actual water usage at each property as determined by monthly meter readings taken by the COUNTY or its designated representative. The COUNTY will install and maintain, at its cost, two master meters, one of which will be located at the connection point described in Section 2.03, and the other at the pump station that will be installed by the COUNTY on the force main that will convey wastewater from PHEASANT RUN.  The COUNTY shall perform readings of the master meters at the same approximate time that it performs readings of the individual water meters. Both parties will have keys to, and be entitled to access, the master meters; but LAGRANGE shall give 24-hours’ notice prior to accessing the meters. 
3.04  As part of the project described in Section 2.02, the COUNTY will install new water meters at all PHEASANT RUN properties that are to be served pursuant to this Agreement.  
3.05 
The COUNTY shall be responsible for billing and collecting all COUNTY and LAGRANGE wastewater-related fees and charges from PHEASANT RUN customers including the LAGRANGE tap-in fee, which, for then existing customers may be paid on or before the date of the establishment of a connection to the system or may be paid over the period of the financing obtained by LAGRANGE for expansion of the WWTP, but not less than 20 years,  plus a surcharge thereon in the amount commensurate with the interest rate on the financing obtained by LAGRANGE for the Expansion. For new PHEASANT RUN sewer customers, the COUNTY shall collect and pay to LAGRANGE the full tap-in fee within thirty (30) days of receipt by the COUNTY.  The COUNTY shall collect all other LAGRANGE fees and charges by the final day of each month following the month in which such fees and charges accrue.  Meter reading and billing of PHEASANT RUN customers shall be performed monthly by the COUNTY; and payment by the COUNTY to LAGRANGE of user fees will be made by the final day of each month.  At LAGRANGE’S request, the COUNTY will provide documentation of the basis for and calculation of such user fee payments.  The parties may, by written agreement, alter the protocol for invoicing and/or collecting fees and charges from PHEASANT RUN customers. 

ARTICLE 4 - SURFACE WATER DRAINAGE
4.01
The parties shall comply with all federal and state requirements regarding the prevention and minimization of surface water entering their respective sewerage systems, and shall take reasonable and cost-effective measures to minimize infiltration and inflow into same. 
ARTICLE 5 - OWNERSHIP AND MAINTENANCE
5.01
LAGRANGE agrees to receive, transport, and adequately treat all of the wastewater originating from PHEASANT RUN and to comply with all federal and state laws, rules, permits, and orders regarding same. 
5.02
LAGRANGE shall construct and/or enlarge (if needed to accept and convey wastewater from PHEASANT RUN), and thereafter properly operate, maintain, and repair that portion of its sewerage system from and including the connection point described in Section 2.03  to the WWTP.
5.03
The COUNTY shall properly operate, maintain, and repair its portion of the collection system including its portion of the system within the LAGRANGE corporation limits. LAGRANGE retains the right to make emergency repairs to the portion of the COUNTY system located inside of the LAGRANGE corporation limits. 
5.04
LAGRANGE shall have the right to enforce its Sewer Use rules against PHEASANT RUN customers in the same manner as it enforces them against other customers.
5.05
Prior to initiating construction of any sewerage system components in PHEASANT RUN or LAGRANGE—whether performed by the COUNTY or developers—the County shall provide LAGRANGE with detailed plans and specifications of such improvements, which LAGRANGE shall timely review and, if acceptable to LAGRANGE, approve the same. During the construction of such improvements, the COUNTY shall inspect same, and certify to LAGRANGE that such improvements have been constructed in accordance with the plans and specifications approved by LAGRANGE, provided, however, that LAGRANGE may also inspect improvements made outside of LAGRANGE corporate limits, at LAGRANGE’s expense, to assure that such improvements have been made in accordance with the plans and specifications approved by LAGRANGE.  LAGRANGE shall inspect, and if constructed in accordance with the plans and specifications approved by it, approve all improvements made within LAGRANGE corporate limits. Before new connections to the sewerage system located in PHEASANT RUN will be authorized to discharge, the COUNTY will provide LAGRANGE a certificate of completion (which will certify the integrity of the improvements and compliance with the approved plans and specifications), and as-built drawings.  The COUNTY will also provide LAGRANGE a certificate of completion and as-built drawings of sewerage system components installed within LAGRANGE.

5.06
In the event LAGRANGE shall have made expenditures for the Expansion pursuant to this Agreement and the construction of the Expansion is delayed or abandoned for (1) reasons beyond the control of LAGRANGE and (2) due to any failure of the COUNTY to perform in accordance with this Agreement, the COUNTY shall be obligated to reimburse LAGRANGE for any and all such losses or delay costs.

5.07
The parties agree that the flow (measured at the flow meter at the pump station) from PHEASANT RUN shall not exceed any of the following. : 

d) Average Daily Dry Weather Flows – The average allowable flow during dry weather, calculated over dry weather days from April 1 through September 30, shall not exceed 225,000 gallons per day. Dry weather is defined as any day between April 1st and September 30th with 0.1 inches of rain or less in the preceding 72 hour period. For each calendar year, all days fitting this description shall be considered a dry weather day and be utilized for the “Average Daily Dry Weather Flows” calculation.

e) Allowable Annual Flow shall not exceed 121,764,000 gallons Should the Allowable Annual Flow exceed this limit, LAGRANGE may impose a surcharge for the flow in excess of 121,764,000 gallons, not to exceed twenty-five percent (25%) above the rate then charged to customers within the corporate limits of LAGRANGE, inclusive of the ten percent (10%) surcharge as provided in paragraph 2.01(c).  Such surcharge shall be based on the rate charged to LAGRANGE customers (i.e., no 10% surcharge).     

f) Peak Flow shall not exceed 677 gallons per minute, and shall be the maximum flow setting for the pump station sending flows to LAGRANGE. 

5.08
The COUNTY shall have access to the connection point described in Section 2.03 in order to operate and maintain the system at all times.
5.09
LAGRANGE shall immediately notify the COUNTY of any condition which could interrupt service to PHEASANT RUN.  LAGRANGE shall immediately repair any part of its disposal system which could adversely affect the COUNTY’s sewerage system or PHEASANT RUN customers.
5.10
The COUNTY shall be responsible for issuing permits to PHEASANT RUN residents authorizing them to connect to the COUNTY sewerage system, and inspecting each installation. At its expense, LAGRANGE may have a representative present during installation.

ARTICLE 6 - MODIFICATION
6.01
This AGREEMENT may be modified only by written agreement executed by LAGRANGE and the COUNTY
6.02 
The parties acknowledge that disposal systems are subject to laws, rules, permits, and orders (collectively, “Requirements”) issued by USEPA and Ohio EPA. If either party is or becomes subject to such a Requirement that may be inconsistent with this AGREEMENT, this AGREEMENT shall be interpreted and/or modified in a manner to be consistent with such Requirement.

ARTICLE 7 - GOVERNING LAW, REGULATIONS
7.01
This AGREEMENT shall be governed and construed and its validity and effect shall be determined by the laws of the State of Ohio.

ARTICLE 8 – EXISTING CUSTOMERS OF PHEASANT RUN LOCATED OUTSIDE OF PHEASANT RUN

8.01
As of the effective date of this AGREEMENT, there are approximately ten developed lots outside of PHEASANT RUN that are tapped into and being provided sewer service by the PHEASANT RUN wastewater facilities.  LAGRANGE agrees that, if requested by the COUNTY, and subject to the limitations in Section 5.07, LAGRANGE will accept and treat the flow from such lots. 

ARTICLE 9 - MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS
9.01
If any term or provision of this AGREEMENT shall, for any reason, be held invalid, illegal, or unenforceable by a court with competent jurisdiction, such invalidity, illegality, or unenforceability shall not affect any other term or provision hereof, and this AGREEMENT shall be interpreted and construed as if such term or provision, to the extent the same have been held to be invalid, illegal, or unenforceable had never been contained herein.
9.02
LAGRANGE and COUNTY agree that the terms, covenants, and conditions made in this AGREEMENT shall bind its respective commissioners, officers, and officials for the term of the AGREEMENT, and they have authority to execute this AGREEMENT.
9.03    If any governmental unit, department, division, body or office referred to in this AGREEMENT shall cease to exist or shall cease to retain any part of its powers and duties, material to the performance of this AGREEMENT, which are vested in them at the time of the execution of this AGREEMENT, then all references to them shall be deemed to include whatever governmental units, department, division, body, or office shall then succeed to or have the powers and duties material to performance of this AGREEMENT without regard to title or formal designation.

ARTICLE 10 - NOTICES

ARTICLE 12 - GENERAL PROVISIONS

The failure of any party to insist upon the strict performance of any of the covenants, conditions, or provisions of this AGREEMENT, or to declare a breach for any violation thereof, shall not be construed as a waiver or relinquishment of the future right to insist upon the strict compliance with all of the covenants, conditions, or provisions, if the violation is continued or repeated.

Neither party shall assign this AGREEMENT, nor any rights granted hereunder, without the express written consent of the other party.  Any assignment which is made or attempted to be made without such express written consent shall, at the option of the other party, be void and unenforceable.

COUNTY REVENUE ANALYSIS


Mr. Cordes said last week the Commissioners approved the annual tax budget that is required by law so he asked the Budget Director to do an analysis of the county revenues.

Lisa Hobart, Budget Director presented a powerpoint presentation that is below.
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***From 2007 to 2015 there was a decrease in revenue of $49.2 million due to a decline in interest rates ***

Mr. Cordes said the county is very restricted on investments and this is no one’s fault and even if the yield curve where to increase, the numbers are 3 years+ behind in gaining anything back.  Commissioner Kokoski said the market is good for people borrowing but not investing.
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Conveyance Fees Revenue

Due to the decline in the real estate market beginning in 2008, Lorain County has seen a 

decrease of approximately $10.8 million to date in revenue from conveyance fees.
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Recording Fees

Due to the decline in the collection of fees beginning in 2008, Lorain County has seen a 

decrease of approximately $1.5 million to date in revenue from recording fees.
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$17.2 million in fees submitted on behalf of Lorain County

Ohio Housing Trust Fund


In 2003, the Ohio Legislature doubled the cost of recording fees charged by the Lorain County Recorder and the additional fees were to be sent to the State.

By doing this, it created a permanent, dedicated funding source for the Ohio Housing Trust Fund and it was no longer reliant on the State’s general fund.

· Of the $17.2 million submitted to the State from Lorain County, approximately $164,000 has been sent back and deposited into the general fund for admin costs.

· An estimated $6.7 million of the $17.2 million submitted has come back via grants to assist with homeless shelters, rehab assistance and transitional housing within the county.

· Over $62.5 million has been redirected to the state’s general revenue fund.
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State Estimates vs Actual Receipts for Casino Revenue

**Actuals fell below state estimates for Lorain County by approximately $3.8 million**
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In 2009 when voters approved Issue 3, the state estimated that the casinos would generate at least $643 million in annual casino tax revenue. (This was prior to the authorization of VLTs)

Since May 2012, an average of $196 million per year in annual casino tax revenue has been collected by the state thru June 2015.

90% of casino tax revenue is distributed to local governments and school districts and 10% is being shared among state agencies. 

· $78.4 million has gone into the state coffers for:

· Casino Control Commission Fund

· Ohio State Racing Commission Fund

· Law Enforcement Training Fund

· Problem Gambling & Addictions Fund

· $266 million has gone into the state’s student fund which has taken the burden off of the state’s general fund. 

· The remaining $439 million has been distributed to the 88 counties and casino host cities. 

· In 2009 legislation authorizing VLT (video lottery terminals) operations in Ohio was passed.  Revenues from these machines are not taxed, like casino revenues are.

· Gross proceeds from VLTs are split between the horse racetrack operators (66.5%) and the Ohio Lottery (33.5%). Profits are then transferred to the State Lottery Education Fund and used to help pay for the state’s share of education. No funds are distributed to local governments.

· Revenue loss for Lorain County due to racetrack gambling is estimated at $4.8 million since 2012.
Mr. Cordes stated Ohio was going to get casinos which became a constitutional amendment voted on by the residents and state made an 

agreement that the distribution would be allocated to the communities then the state said let’s try for racino’s without a vote and no money was going to be allocated to the communities. 

Commissioner Kalo said based on estimated revenues communities should have received $8.1-8.3 million from casinos and only looking at 

$5-6 million across the state. The legislator shut down the VLT’s, casino’s passed and then state was not receiving enough so then they opened the racino’s.  
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Commissioner Lundy stated when he was in the legislator the race tracks cried poor but look at them today, they seem to be doing excellent and even expanding. There were several amendment made prior to the racetracks becoming racino’s; one was the addition/gambling would receive 2% but at the end it only received ½%, they need to follow the same rules just like casino’s.
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Personal Property & State Reimbursement (CAT Tax) Revenue

***From 2007 to 2015 there was a revenue net loss of $2,736,534.***


· The Commercial Activity Tax (CAT) was enacted in 2005.  Funds collected by the state were used to make payments to school districts and local governments to mitigate the revenue loss from personal property taxes that the state began to phase out in 2005.

· Lorain County received funds collected for the CAT tax from 2005 thru 2010.  Reimbursements from the state began to phase out in 2011. 

· Effective 2013, 50% of CAT tax collections are deposited into the state’s general revenue fund, 35% to schools and 15% to local governments. 
Commissioner Kalo asked about estate taxes. Mr. Cordes said he probably should have had that included because it does effect the township and cities.
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Public Utility Revenue

***From 2007 to 2015 there was a revenue net loss of $688,438.***


· In 2001, the public utility tax was enacted to replace losses to local governments and school districts due to the reduction in tangible personal property tax assessment rates.
· Currently, 88% is paid into the state’s general revenue fund, 9% to schools and 3% to local governments. 
Mrs. Hobart said the county only see around $22,000/year that goes into the bond retirement.
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Local Government Revenue


· Since 1989, the state has provided local subdivisions with an additional share of state tax revenues based on each county’s share of the state population.

· Between 2001 – 2007, local subdivisions began seeing a freeze as revenue was distributed based on the amount they received during the previous year.

· In 2008, the state restructured  the local government funds based on a 3.68% share of all general revenue tax collections vs the older system of revenue sharing that varied based on the tax. 

· The county’s share is determined each year based on the county’s population as a share of the total state’s population.

· Due to changes in local government formulas, Lorain County has lost a total of $48.9 million in revenue since 2003. 
Mr. Cordes stated that there was a huge shift in this county when the state county the inmates at the Grafton Institute but when the 
county did the 911 system, Grafton did not want to county the inmates then at $.05 cent/person.  He also stated the libraries are seeing a huge decline as well.
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Mr. Cordes said all the increases to the sales tax were done by the State of Ohio, by no vote. Commissioner Kalo said the counties need to do this by a vote of the people, which we have tried, had imposed it and then it was referendum.  Mrs. Hobart said when the county imposed there was $13.7 million collected.  
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Mrs. Hobart stated as you can see by the map we are 1 of 4 counties at the bottom of the sales tax, but we are the 9th largest county in the state.  Commissioner Lundy said Cuyahoga is at 8% and many people choose to shop there, why, services need to be provided in this county, so people should shop local.
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Mr. Cordes said we are the 2nd lowest in the state with inside millage, this is an unvoted tax from 1939, use to be 15 mills, then decreased in the 60’s.  Commissioner Kalo asked how much direct inside millage to the county. Mrs. Hobart said $8.5 million in real estate using 1.4 mills and 2.2 mill is bond retirement to pay debt service.
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Mr. Cordes said the county has lost over $5 million and returned to the state, which other counties are thrilled since they have the match money to provide these services.  This is a shame that this county keeps losing state/federal money because the can not contribute to the match.

Commissioner Kalo said many people ask him about transit services and at this point the county can only provide certain services.

Commissioner Lundy said there is a group of concerned citizens that meet regards to transit and getting our system stronger, there is 13% of residents that do not own vehicles, they can not afford the vehicle and if it is paid for can’t afford the gas or insurance.  People need to get to work and medical appointments and always hears, residents are tired of paying people on government assistance.  Commissioner Lundy said then support the transit to get people to work and then some will not be on assistance.  He stated there are a lot of millenniums that like to take public transportation, ride bikes and walk.


Mr. Hobart said;

· As of July 2015, the State of Ohio has a balance of $2.8 billion in it’s rainy day fund.

· Lorain County, like most other jurisdictions in the state, has $0 funds set aside.

· Lorain County has lost an estimated $113.7 million in revenue since 2003 due to the declining collection of fees and cuts at the State level.

Commissioner Lundy said state continues to take money away from safety forces and schools and the county has no extra funds to tap into
Mr. Cordes said the county use to have a rainy day fund but has been exhausted due the decline of county revenues and expenses.  He stated that Ohio is backwards on some priorities especially when it comes to transportation.  Commissioner Lundy said ODOT did a study and state ignored it.
Mr. Cordes said the county is now borrowing against the future of this county but building and cars need to be replaced for the safety of the residents and employees.

Commissioner Kokoski said the county lost a lot of good employees with the layoff a few years ago and none have been replaced.

Commissioner Lundy said when he ran for county commission he knew future was not bright but didn’t realize how dark.  He stated Governor Kasich announced his candidacy for President of the United States yesterday and that administration said they would not raise taxes but as you can see they have balanced their budget on the taxpayers of the communities by not giving the counties what is due to them, they call that revenue neutral.  The counties needs to provide services and asked for this to be put on the county website.

The Commissioners thanked Mrs. Hobart for this presentation.
