WHEREASE, the LCEMA is designated assignee to the grant awarded to the LCLEPC for the purpose of emergency planning, plan revision, hazard analysis studies, plan exercises, training; and plan implementation subject to the guidelines of the LCLEPC and the Ohio Revised Code, Section 3750; and

WHEREASE, the LCEMA is required as a condition of said grant to provide or cause to be provided hazardous materials response training, plan update and development, onsite facility inspections, hazard analysis studies and analysis, and exercising and testing of the plan: and


WHEREAS, the LCEMA, through the assistance of the LCLEPC, will develop and coordinate a HazMat training program for Technician, Operations, and Awareness Level training, and administer the grant for hazardous materials training to those organizations and/or their political jurisdictions that have completed the following;

1.  Have signed an agreement acknowledging the existence and requirements of the LCLEPC as per the Ohio Revised code Section37520, and the LCEMA as per Ohio Revised Code Section 5502.

2. Have valid Cost Recovery Ordinance/Resolution as prescribed in 40 CFR 300 and 3745.13 of the Ohio Revised Code.

3. Have appointed and Emergency Manager from their political jurisdiction and completed the requirements prescribed in Section 3750 of the Ohio Revised Code.

4. Have entered into the current Contractual Agreement with the Lorain County Hazardous Materials Advisory Board and the LCLEPC.

     NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT AGREED AS FOLLOWS:

1. Lorain County Emergency Management Agency shall perform the services as set forth in the application for said grant and LCLEPC Agreement.

2.   The LCLEPC and LCEMA agree to make available for the purpose of audit any of their duly authorized representatives, all books, documents, or and records pertinent to the project.

3. The LCLEPC agrees to partially reimburse the Lorain County General Fund for LCEMA salaries as follows:

LCEMA Information Coordinator:                   50%

Reimbursement will be done on a yearly basis for the length of this contract and shall be reimbursed each year during the month of January for the previous fiscal year.

4. The LCLEPC and the LCEMA will develop, organize, evaluate, update and maintain the hazardous materials preparedness and response plan for the Lorain County in conjunction with the Lorain County All-Hazards Emergency Operations Plan.

5. The LCLEPC and the LCEMA will provide Hazard Analysis Studies for all EHS chemicals reported by industry as to their risk and vulnerability to the community and provide for continuous update of the Hazard Analysis Study.

6. The LCLEPC and the LCEMA will assist all political jurisdictions in the coordination and implementation of training programs, plan exercising and cost recovery operations.

7. All eligible organizations/jurisdictions shall apply for grant or additional funds through the LCLEPC and/or the LCEMA.

8. Each organization/jurisdiction agrees to conform to all of the requirements for the application, grant award, and grant conditions that are provided by in Section 3750.14 of the Ohio Revised Code.

9. Cancellation or modification of the contract can be addressed upon written notification between the parties.
