GORE ORPHANAGE DITCH – FINAL HEARING

Clerk Upton stated that this is the final hearing on the PETITION REQUEST FROM DALE GREATHOUSE, 21390 GORE ORPHANAGE ROAD, BRIGHTON TOWNSHIP TO CLEAR AND IMPROVE DRAINAGE FROM 1,500 FEET NORTH OF SR 18 ALONG GORE ORPHANAGE ROAD TO RELIEVE FLOODING AND STAGNANT WATER
The construction of the improvement is necessary and will be conducive to the public welfare.

The following is the course and termini of said proposed improvement to wit:  Commencing from a point on east side of Gore 
Orphanage Road 1,500 lf north of SR18 replacement of failed tile and hearing east improving approximately 1080 lf of existing ditch and tile.


The following is the nature of the work petitioned for: replacement of failed tile and clearing and grubbing and reestablishment of original flow line of ditch.

October 16, 2015 petition was submitted and stormwater management district approved a grant in the amount of $16,750.00

Res#15-599, on October 21 accepted petition and schedule the viewing and hearing

October 27, letters were sent to 20 owners benefiting 22 parcels.

November 17, the ditch was viewed

Res#15-782A, on December 15 finding for improvement of ditch

January 26, 2016 Engineers submitted their reports

Res#16-49, on January 26 scheduled the final hearing

February 12, 2016 certified letters were sent to all owners on assessments and claims for compensation and damages must be filed prior 
to March 1 and all letters of intent must be submitted

· February 22 – received Edward Douglas & Maureen E. Crumley intent to pay

This petition was submitted through the Stormwater District and it has been proposed the ditch be constructed using stormwater district funds and annual maintenance is proposed to be $0.00

Commissioner Lundy asked Assistant County Prosecutor Innes to swear in anyone that would be given testimony.

The Board of County Commissioners of Lorain County, Ohio met in (regular / special) session on the 1st day of March 2016 at the office of the said Board with the following members present:

Commissioner Lundy moved the adoption of the following Resolution No.16-130

WHEREAS, This being the day fixed by said Board, in its order dated the 26th day of January 2016, Resolution No. 16-49 for the final hearing on the Reports and Schedules of the County Engineer, on the estimated assessments, on claims for compensation or damages and on the proceeding for the improvement and an application filed for change of route or change in the nature, kind and extend of work proposed to be done; and

WHEREAS, Said board finds that due and legal notice of this final hearing was given in Chronicle Telegram on February 19 & 26, 2016 as required by law; and

WHEREAS, Said Board has heard all the evidence offered in the proceedings and received and considered all the schedules and reports filed by the County Engineer; therefore, be it

RESOLVED, that said Board review and reconsider its former order made and dated the day 15th day of December by Resolution No. 

15-782A, in favor of said improvement; and be it further

RESOLVED, that said Board hereby approve the maps, profiles, plans, schedules and report Prepared by the County Engineer as 
amended in its order dated 21st day of October, 2016 by Resolution No. 15-599; and

WHEREAS, this board has considered the cost of location and constructing, the compensation of land taken, the damages to land along 
or in the vicinity of the route of the improvement, the damages to land below the lower terminus of the improvement which may be caused by constructing the improvement, the sufficiency of the outlet, the benefits to the public welfare, and the special benefits to land needing the improvement, etc; therefore be it resolved,

RESOLVED, that said former order find in favor of said improvement made at the first hearing on the 21st  day of October by Resolution 

No. 15-599 be and hereby affirmed; and 

WHEREAS, objections to the proposed assessment having been filed by, no one, and be it further 

RESOLVED, that said County Engineer’s assessments as so amended and corrected be and the same are hereby approved and 
confirmed; and be it further; and


WHEREAS, Assistant County Prosecutor Innes swore in people wishing to give testimony; and

Commissioner Lundy asked Assistant County Prosecutor to explain the legal process.

Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said the Clerk mentioned this was the final hearing, the viewing took place and Commissioners will affirm or disaffirm the petition.  After evidence is heard, the Commissioners will reconsider the former order made by finding in favor of the improvement and shall either affirm its former order and proceed to confirm the assessments and order the letting of the contract(s) or shall set aside its former order and dismiss the petition. If the board finds that the cost of the improvement will be equal to or greater than the benefits that will be derived there from if constructed, or if the board finds that the improvement is not necessary, or if it finds that the improvement will not be conducive to the public welfare, the board shall set aside the former order finding in favor of the improvement made by it at the first hearing and shall dismiss the petition. In determining whether or not the improvement should be granted, the board shall consider the following factors under ORC 6131.21: 

(A) The cost of location and construction; 

(B) The compensation for land or other property necessary to be taken; 

(C) The effect on land along or in the vicinity of the route of the improvement; 

(D) The effect on land below the lower terminus of the improvement that may be caused by constructing the improvement; 

(E) The sufficiency or insufficiency of the outlet; 

(F) The benefits to the public welfare; 

(G) The benefits to land, public corporations, and the state needing the improvement; 

(H) Any other proper matter that will assist it in finding for or against the improvement.

Commissioner Lundy asked the County Engineers Office if there were any comments.

Bill Holtzman, Deputy Engineer stated since the last hearing, they took into consideration some of the concerns of Ms. Murdock where the ditch lays.  An agreement with the Stormwater District will close the additional section of the ditch to accommodate the width/depth in the back and will still provide a positive solution to the water that is along Gore Orphanage Road.  There was also concern with the outlet tile by railroad tracks. This was reviewed with Soil & Water and there were some issues by the tracks and will do modifications with Soil & Water with permission of the railroad.  They feel the outlet even though there might be other tiles they will have to work with landowners but this affect on
the lands have been minimized and will benefit the community and the land drainage to the ditch, therefore they recommend the approval of this ditch project.
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Commissioner Lundy asked if anyone had any comments/questions of the Engineer’s Office.

Roy Warner, 52967 SR18, Wellington just west of Gore Orphanage, said a lot of water crosses his backyard.  He stated he received an assessment letter of $419.  Mr. Holtzman said there is going to be no assessment on the cost of construction it is being funded by the Stormwater District and the maintenance cost would be suspended by Commissioners.  The project is for the standing water on Gore Orphanage Road and the outlet that runs east has not been functioning properly and it will be opened to allow flow.

Mr. Innes said procedural the Clerk will send notices to all owners within the watershed that would be affected.  The Stormwater District is picking up the construction cost for owners on this project and the maintenance would be suspended by the Commissioners so there is no cost to owners, but by law everyone has to be notified that this is there cost if it would have been assessed.

Mr. Warner asked if this affects his property on the south side which runs east/west on Gore Orphanage, because there is a terrible problem there.  Mr. Holtzman said this project addresses the outlet to SR18, this is just providing an outlet on Gore and he will have the Engineers office look at his issue.

Mr. Holtzman said this project was petitioned because of standing water on Gore Orphanage Road causing problems with septic and drainage in the area.  There was a drainage outlet that ran from 
Gore to the east of a tile that crosses the farmer’s field.  It has failed over the years, which will be removed, the tile will be replaced and the back end with have 355 feet to open the ditch and will tile by Ms. Murdock.  This will allow the water standing to flow out and improve drainage in the area and the ditch will be partial opened/partial closed.  There have been some discussions with various landowners downstream about some improvements and will work with Soil & Water and Railroad to improve drainage downstream, but taking care of this portion that was petition for.

Mr. Innes asked Mr. Holtzman if the improvement part of this project with the pipe will have a negative impact on the landowners.  

Mr. Holtzman said there is some pipe in the project.  There will be additional pipe and will work with Stormwater District to enclose the additional. Commissioner Lundy asked if there was grant money available. Mr. Holtzman said yes.

Russ Sword, New London Ohio, representing wife and sister in law that owns the property where the water crosses.  Their concern is the rail road tracks where it backs up.  He stated the county did take a look and called Soil & Water but they are unable to do anything until the middle of March.  He said there was a statement made that there was standing water over the years on Gore Orphanage Road and this was caused by the farmer’s fields not working.  Mr. Holtzman said the tile has failed that runs across Ms. Murdock’s property. Mr. Sword said the backup of this project is really caused by the railroad tracks, the project gets worse, it has been this way for at least 10 years and has been promised that this will be fixed, hopes this is done prior to the outlet.  He said down on Gore Orphanage this water goes north into Draper Ditch which is 1 mile north of his land and the improvements on SR18 has backed up and caused these problems.  There is a situation with Draper ditch that goes across his property north and ties into this ditch and the outlet on the draper ditch needs to be cleaned and part of the draper ditch and other project on SR18 have not been cleaned in years.

Mr. Holtzman said the Stormwater District looks at lots of ditches comprehensively and the township trustees are to bring such projects to the District for review and approval.  He said Mr. Sword needs to speak with the township trustees to see if they would bring that to the District for a future projects. The District just approved 16 projects at $400,000, these projects are township driven. 

Mr. Sword asked what the purpose of this project is. Mr. Holtzman said the main objective is to drain the water that is backed up on Gore Orphanage Road, keep the water out of the ditch that is being drained from the road. He stated there could be other ditches that could affect this project but the township trustees need to bring the information to the district.

Mr. Sword said before this project caused a problem on the road, it caused problems with the farmer’s field and tiles. Farmers continue to fix tiles and he wants to see continuous drainage but not on his land, he has lost 2-3 acres annually because of the water.

Mr. Holtzman said the water is backed up on the tracks and it will be fixed just need to get permission from the railroad. Commissioner Kokoski asked if it would be done prior to this project. Mr. Holtzman said it should be but never know how long the railroad takes

Mr. Sword said what if the project is done, he continues to get water on his field and the railroad does not approve, then what will the county or soil and water do.  Mr. Holtzman said railroad has given a favorable response to do, but he can’t not give a timeline for their permission.

Mr. Sword said the 37” culvert under the railroad, the tile is lower and the outlet which causes the problem.  He would think the county, along with soil & water get this down and get water off road but there are a number of other problems that relate to county areas that affect the drainage of his property.  He stated Donnie Wacker (?) closed the tile under the road, there were two tiles from the road that he tried to clean and then closed. Mr. Sword tried to re-route and can’t get them to drain. He stated a county crew came out, tried to blow it out, could not get through and closed again. 
Mr. Holtzman said the engineer’s office does not close tiles and asked him to get a hold of the engineers’ office so they could look at it. Mr. Sword said when the holes are patched the blacktop sits 

crosses these holes and blocks it up.  He stated you wonder why Trump and Bernie are getting the votes because people are fed up with government not doing their jobs.

Mr. Innes said property owners do not have the right to drain their tiles into county ditches. These ditches are an extension of the road and a lot of farmers seek permission from the county drainage but your water is your responsibility.  Mr. Cordes said counsel is correct; the road side ditches that are allowed to be drained into from homes, farm land, and so forth were put into drain the roadbed not to drain the land around.  Mr. Sword said he is not worried about the road ditch.  Mr. Innes said he is offended by Mr. Swords’ statement that the county made errors and not doing their jobs, what we are doing is a benefit to you, which the county does not have to do, it is the owners responsibility to drain, not the county.  Mr. Sword asked who gives him permission to drain; Mr. Innes said the county does.  The county has the right to approve or deny. Mr. Cordes said the county can require site retention or detention rather than drain into ditches which could assume land or mitigate drainage issues, there are problems but there is always collaboration and most people just want to drain into county road side ditches, forget about it and then blame the county for their problems.  Mr. Sword said he is not talking about county ditches not road side ditches. Mr. Innes said it is private property and the county has no responsibility to drain private property, do you understand that.  Mr. Swords said yes he does, but do you understand that the ditches he is talking about are not roadside ditches, it is the ditches that run through their fields.  Mr. Cordes said these are also the responsibility of the landowner for maintaining those under code and said that Mr. Sword might be a good landowner that maintains but most don’t and hence this is the problem.  Mr. Holtzman said if there is a culvert under the road and has failed the engineer’s has obligation to take a look at it. Mr. Cordes said to drain central work they look at all projects but it is always the landowner’s responsibility to maintain their property.  Mr. Cordes said he is not sure how Donald Trump figures into this conversation, he would like to stay on course and hear factual on this project.  Mr. Swords said because counties, government looks at the project in front of them they need to look at the project from beginning to end don’t need to come look at the middle and look at his farm they lost 4 acres but the county says that’s ok, but it is not ok for them. Mr. Cordes said they have not said it is ok and this is not the end result but they are trying to fix what they been petitioned for with the resources available.  There was $400,000 in grant money awarded this year and an additional $2-300,000 in district funds working that are needed on various projects.  This district was long overdue and it will take time, but can’t continue to start on southern end, keep pushing the water without other areas being affected.  When the county cleans ditches on private property they use all the resources of the entire district, what is suppose to be done by the landowners and then they are not being assessed because a stormwater fee is being collected.  Mr. Cordes said there are many residents that contribute to this that will not have a problem but they are doing it for the benefit of the whole community.  Mr. Sword said they

have been dealing with this project for years and have never been able to get it cleaned.  Mr. Cordes said the assessments will be suspended. Mr. Sword asked where the district money comes from.  Mr. Cordes said it is a fee that is on you’re the tax bill possible located under special assessments.

Mr.  Romancak said every resident and farm in the district pays $36/year, commercial pays $36 for every 6,000 sq ft of impervious surface and CAUV is $36/year.  Mr. Sword said per parcel. Mr. Romancak said no, multiple same owner parcels within one as long as it is contiguous.  Mr. Sword said that shows up on tax bill where. Mr. Romancak said under assessment line item, possible special assessment.

Commissioner Lundy thanked Mr. Sword for bringing some issues to their attention and the Engineer will review. They are exercising due government by giving money back to community as grant money to do these projects. As far as dealing with the railroad this is a problem with all government; no matter if you are a city, township, county, etc. the railroad was here longer than anyone else but it seems like there has been conversation to take care of this issue and move forward.

Harry Beer, speaking on behalf of Ms. Murdock, she was unable to be present today going along with the project but wanted him to read her statement.

On December 1, 2015 she requested the specific plans for this project. She did not receive all the plans and documentation associated with the project until February 24, 2016 -  upon her second request. The statement she has prepared is to clarify-after receiving consultation on the aforementioned documents and previous testimony, to impede.  It is only just, that after waiting 85 days to receive the documents and having 5 days to review, receive consultation and compare to previous testimony, that she had an opportunity to address these issues.
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Mr. Holtzman said it did take the Engineers office a little longer to get the plans, because a survey had to be done and drawn up and then provide to Ms. Murdock.  He stated they are aware of the blockage on Gore Orphanage Road, a county road and under Mr. Greathouse driveway.  Once the ditch is cleaned they will address this issue to make sure tile is opened.

Commissioner Lundy said Mr. Beer stated on behalf of Ms. Murdock that no work would be done on the property until completely dried. Mr. Holtzman said at one time they were hoping they would have started by now, taking advantage of the frost, but not sure this will happen now.  They will work with them and they do not go on anyone’s property to damage, this cost more to contractor, etc and probably now wait until July/August unless we get another deep freeze.  Commissioner Lundy said would it ever be completely dry, Mr. Holtzman said no, it would never be completely dry and this is not a fair statement.  Commissioner Kokoski said this project will be bid out, Mr. Holtzman said get quotes.

Ken Ziegler, Brighton Township Trustee, 50477 Jones Road, Wellington said they have worked with Mr. Holtzman, Engineers Office and has done a good job, glad it is moving forward and this project was their first and hope to do more projects through the Stormwater District.  


Commissioner Lundy asked if there was any other public comment, there being none.

FURTHER BE IT RESOLVED, The Board has heard all evidence offered by any owner of land for or against the granting of the proposed improvement, or for or against the granting of any laterals, branches or spurs, or change of route, course, termini, or manner of construction described in the petition, or in any application; and

WHEREAS, and having hearing all evidence offered for or against the assessment proposed to be levied against any owner or any land, as shown by the schedule of assessments filed by County Engineer rand any competent evidence on the question of benefits, and from an actual view of the premises; therefore be it


RESOLVED, That $16,750.00  total amount of construction assessment be and the same is hereby assessed for benefits to the general public by reason of the improvement being necessary and conducive to the public welfare and cost will be less than the benefits and shall be paid by the landowners and assessed by the County,  and  $0.00  found to benefit State or County Roads or Highways be and the same is hereby assessed adjacent the County, and the following sums found to benefit the following political subdivisions of the State be and the same are hereby assessed against such political subdivisions, $16,750.00 – Stormwater Management District; 

and be it further


RESOLVED, That interest shall be added to said installments of assessments at the same rate as is drawn by the bonds if issued to pay for said improvement; provided any owner may pay the assessment on his land

RESOLVED, That interest shall be added to said installments of assessments at the same rate as is drawn by the bonds if issued to pay for said improvement; provided any owner may pay the assessment on his land in cash within thirty days after the contracts are approved and such assessments are levied, without paying any interest thereon.


WHEREAS, assessments under $25.00 the same shall be paid in full, and not in installments shall be placed upon the next tax duplicate and due and payable as with other taxes upon issuance of the next tax bills by the Lorain County Treasurer next issue tax bills; and


WHEREAS, assessments $500.00 or under shall be placed on the next tax duplicate to be due and payable as with other taxes in two equal installments commenting upon issuance of the next tax bills by the Lorain County Treasurer; and

· For prevision of overflow of any land in the county, or

· For water conservation
