Proclaim Month of March as Developmental Disabilities – Dr. Amber Fisher


Dr. Amber Fisher, Superintendent-Lorain County Developmental Disabilities thanked the Commissioners for their ongoing support of the mission and work of Murray Ridge and their assistance as the system for serving people with developmental disabilities faces unprecedented change.   While they are not pleased about every change they are being asked to make, they are actively and early embracing the challenge to assist as many individuals as possible to be employed in integrated community settings and to be actively involved in community life.
This is what the Developmental Disability Month is all about it’s about spreading the word that people with developmental disabilities are talented and reliable employees, upstanding citizens with a desire to give back, loyal friends and are fun people to be around.
This year she is not going to review the may programs that are offered to the residents of all ages, but she would like to highlight the Service and Support Administration function, because she frequently tells the story about the direct services, but sometimes forgets to point out the critically important role of the service and support administrators at Murray Ridge. Some of the functions of the SSAs include developing individual, person centered plans for more than 1700 eligible individuals, connecting these individuals with needed resources and helping them to select their service providers. The SSAs also authorize funding for services and monitor those services to ensure the health, welfare and satisfaction of individuals served. She wants to introduce some friends, Murray Ridge Ambassadors that are here today;

John Ahart representing the majority of adults involved in programs and lives with his parents. His SSA works with him to design and coordinate Medicaid waiver services which cover 60% of the cost of said services and he participates in the Special Olympics.

John said he works a lot and likes to bowl, does weight lifting and has a dog and cat

Dr. Fisher said Marci Coen lives with her parents and is active coming to Murray Ridge 13 years ago. She worked at Red Lobster and at Oberlin College dish room but she always wanted to be a baker so her SSA assisted her in job shadowing at Amherst IGA and now is a bakery associate.  She has also done radio interview about her job on WOBL/WEOL and last Monday presented to Carlisle Township Board of Trustees.

Marci said she loves to bake works at the IGA. They have a pizza named after her “Marci’s Deluxe Pizza”, she made sausage lasagna.  She tries to get along with everyone but sometimes it does not work

Dr. Fisher said Aiden Harper represents Early Childhood program and was referred by Elyria City Schools, he is 6.  He has a nurse provided to him by the school district and was in the Early Intervention Program.  He is friendly and a joy to be around.


Commissioners presented them with the proclamation and took a picture.

SOIL & WATER BUDGET

9:40 a.m.
Soil & Water budget – Will Schlechter, Chairman congratulated everyone that was here today for Developmental Disabilities, it takes a special heart to do this.

Mr. Schlechter introduced Lawry Babbitt, Vice Chair, Randy White, Division of Wildlife Officer-Lorain County and Geoff Westerfield, Division of Wildlife-Assistant Wildlife Management Supervisor, overseeing 19 counties.
He stated the Ohio Division of Wildlife came to Soil & Water Conservation District to do a partnership in creating a shared Wildlife specialist position in their office. The specialist would assist county residents with wildlife problems, provide education outreach and potentially assist in county grant obligations. The division of wildlife is proposing a 75/25 split, county responsibly for 25%.    He stated this is in addition to the original budget request of $95,000


Commissioner Kokoski asked why Lorain County was chosen.  Mr. Westerfield said Mr. White is very busy, Lorain County is unique with the rural/urban area and all the deer being pushed out and wildlife in the urban areas; people don’t know what to do.
Mr. Schlechter said he understand the tight budgets all around, Soil & Water had to use monies that were for scholarship and fair, which is money raised from the fish and seedling sales. He stated there are only two people in the office and then Carl works 1 day a week.  With this unique wildlife officer position, there is match monies that would then be available from the state. He stated the fees have increased $13,000 from last year and $9,000 from year before which all comes back to the general fund.


Randy White, Division of Wildlife, Wildlife Office said there are 5 districts, Lorain County is in District 3 and he is the officer for the whole county and responsible for enforcing fishing, trapping, stream, nuisance calls of wildlife, etc.  There is also a big problem with Canadian geese with a lot more retention/detention areas.  He stated Sheriff’s Department had 132 wildlife calls and he developed a “cheat sheet” so various agencies can help the residents out if he is unable to make it out which benefits everyone
Commissioner Kokoski said the small animals are trapped and released.  Mr. White said yes/no, a lot of times there is disease but also if you take a nuisance animal from one area then transport to another it becomes someone else’s nuisance.

Commissioner Kokoski asked about the deer population.  Mr. White said there are many things to do like garden/landscape techniques but the only way to control deer is to hunt.    

Mr. White said it is all about education.  He stated that this position is unique, Division of Wildlife can provide 75% of the funding, but they can only have so many positions and not necessarily as an employee but can provide the funding

Commissioner Lundy asked if this position is an annual proposition.  Mr. Westerfield said this is a 1 year with a renewal but if the county enters into this and then states there is no way they can afford they can get out. But he knows that once a county accepts this position it is here to stay, 22 out of 88 counties have this position.  He stated this position would free Mr. White up to actually enforce fishing/hunting laws and stated this position would be 75% towards wildlife issues and 25% devoted to whatever else the county needs. Some counties have this position help the auditor’s office with CAUV, Soil Water permits, etc  and besides this county if accept the position and Noble County all other counties are a 25/75 counties picking up the 75%.

Commissioner Lundy said this is a state position, the state has kept our money, and they give us nothing.

Mr. Westerfield said the Division of Wildlife is unique with their budget, there is no GRF funds their budget is received by a small excise tax all on purchases made from hunting/fishing licenses and all purchases related to hunting/fishing.

Commissioner Kalo said the money then goes to DC then back to Ohio, is a portion based on the population or where the items are purchased.  Mr. Westerfield said not county to county, but with Cabelas coming here and Lake Erie there is a bigger portion given back.

Commissioner Lundy asked about other county is at 75%, Mr. Westerfield said Noble, just signed up and Jackson County is at 50% funding.  This program has been in existence since the late 90’s and most counties have taken advantage in the southern counties because of the all the deer damage and Erie County has a position but not at that split and Athens county looking into this.
Commissioner Lundy said Lorain County is #1 or #2 for deer vehicle accidents in the state. Mr. Westerfield said Lorain County is very high up there


Mr. Westerfield said he has ideas that would generate money to fund this position. Commissioner Kalo asked if it was a fee structure. Mr. Westerfield said no.  He stated the funding would come from the seedling and fish sales.  Also deer resistance plant sales, which would be a new program here, they would work with landowner under the federal farm bill program.  
Commissioner Kokoski said Soil & Water needs $4500 in addition. Mr. Schlechter said they need as close to $95,000 as possible plus this and stated that $21,000 comes back in rent; $18,950 comes from farm, $12,850 from storm fees and last year $25,000 was given from stormwater district and $30,000 from general fund.  Commissioner Lundy said budget states $177,000, Mr. Schlechter said this is with match monies included, as long as it is close to $95,000.
Commissioner Kokoski said the state has a big surplus and they nickel and dime all political subdivisions, they have taken all the counties money, will not distribute back and it is just a hard pill to swallow.

Commissioner Kalo said the Commissioners still have to go over their budget which needs to be passed be end of March.

Mr. Schlechter said that he spoke with Don Romancak and there is a potion with the health district that needs to be filled so this position could also help them out. Mr. Cordes was not aware of this.  Mr. Babbitt said this is the clean river act, Black River Rap through health department.

Commissioner Kalo thanked Soil & Water for being good partners with the Commissioners and the NPDES.

Commissioner Lundy said we have a few more weeks, Commissioners need to fine tune their budget and Soil & Water needs funding by April 30

Mr. Westerfield said the sooner the better is good for them so they can guarantee this funding for this county, so within the next 2 weeks because their budget needs to be to the Governor by end of march and understands that every penny county but this would be a good partnership with extra match monies available for everyone’s benefit, plus they would have to interview for the position to have ready by June 1.

Mr. White said he understands the frustration with the state and the monies but Division of Wildlife is 100% self funded and receives that excise tax on purchases made.

Commissioner thanked them for coming.

“In December of 2015, Liberty Tire Recycling, LLC declined to renew their contract to operate the District’s Scrap Tire Collection Program for the year 2016. They did, however, offer to extend the 2015 contract for the first 60 days of 2016, in order to allow the District time to solicit and evaluate proposals. We accepted their offer, and began preparing a new Request for Proposals.

On February 4, 2016, the new RFP was released to the public through the offices of the Purchasing Coordinator. A deadline of February 18, 2016 was set, and by that time, we had received 2 proposals. One was from Liberty Tire Recycling, LLC of Minerva, Ohio and the other from US Tire Transportation, Inc. of Cleveland, Ohio. 

Attached please find a spreadsheet prepared by the District staff. Using the actual volume of tires collected in 2015 as a base, it shows the actual amount paid under the old contract, and the projected amounts that would have been paid if either of the new proposals had been in effect. The proposal from Liberty Tire, even though it shows a substantial increase in cost, is still well below that proposed by US Tire. Based on this price differential, I recommend awarding this contract for the year 2016 with options for years 2017 and 2018 to Liberty Tire Recycling, LLC.”
