INDIGENT ATTORNEY FEES


Attorney Michael Camera stated there are public defenders in Ohio and have court appointed system in Lorain County but all is overseen by the Public Defender’s Office in State of Ohio.  December 2015, they issued a regulation 120-1-15 “In establishing a fee schedule to be paid appointed counsel in indigent cases eligible for reimbursement pursuant to Section 120.33 of the Revised Code, the county commissioners and county bar association shall establish a schedule that is comparable to the fees paid to retained counsel in the same type of cases. Changes to the county fee schedule must be submitted to the Ohio Public Defender for such changes go into effect”.  
Attorney Camera is requesting the hourly rate be increased from $40/hour to $75/hour.  He stated that there is a constitutional right “Gideon v. Wainwright” that indigents still have the right to have a lawyer even if they cannot afford it.
In his request the hourly rate from $40/hour to $75/hour, he has the support of the Lorain County Bar Association & Common Pleas Judges.  He said his brethren asked him to do this task and stated in 1988 was the last time these fees were enacted, 25 years ago.  During this time there have been over 1000 criminal cases overturned in the United Stated due to inadequate counsel and over 100 capital murder cases mostly on dna evidence and about 25% for inadequate counsel and mostly these cases were overturned in 2015 and this is what is driving the public defender’s office, we need to pay these lawyers more money to keep more experience lawyers in the system.  He is qualified to handle capital murder cases. When there is a capital, a law that allowed us to kill Ohioans for certain type of heinous murders there was a qualified lawyer representing them and under this county’s fee schedule $40-50/hour it is difficult.  In Ohio the list of lawyers that are qualified there were 800, now there are only 200 lawyers because the cost is so low. The Supreme Court was concerned and stated there would be a minimum of $90/hour to represent these people because decent lawyers are needed to represent.  In 1988 as of today he looked at the consumer price index. With social security staring in 1913 and to 1988 a $100 item would now cost you $214. He also did a Google search and in 1988 income was approximately $4,500, automobile was $10,500 and gas was $.91 cents per gallon.  He has a client he represents that is an auto mechanic and they charge $109/hour.    He said the expenditures the lawyers have now compared to 1988 are computers, internet, advertising, cell phones, continuing education which is 12 hours/year and malpractice insurance and need to be a member of the bar association, also need registration numbers for lawyers and in order to handle a capital cases was a 2 day seminar every 2 years and he has taken it 9 times.  Also to handle an OVI felony you need to have 6 hours course to qualify.  He stated the state reimburses the county 40%.  Commissioner Kalo said it is actually 49%, it use to be 23% and he spent a lot of time on this legislation in Columbus. Attorney Camera said also the Lorain County Judges often order the clients to repay the court appointed legal fees if able.
Commissioner Kalo said he spent a lot of time on the reimbursement and stated yes our rates are the lowest in the state. He served on the justice committee through CCAO, but Lorain county does not have a system compared to other counties and even looked into a public defender’s office but did not quite work but reimbursement have been raised and is a almost 49% reimbursement based upon state budget, adding $13 million to the budget for this fiscal year ending June 30 and the new MBR coming up. He would not be opposed to looking at pay schedule based on reimbursement going to be could be increased/decreased based upon the state level to adjust and everyone does need proper representative.  He asked if the public defender’s office had the new software, he knows the attorney have to report.  Mr. Camera said the software does not allow them to put in not guilty they have to put in guilty and then use white out to take not out.
Attorney Camera said it has been 28 years and everyone knows what lawyers cost and he personally charges $200/hour and he feels that this increase is imperative, do not want to talk about it for a year, this is as simple as possible, will not reinvent the wheel, they would just like to see the rate increase for both in and out of court to $75/hour.

Commissioner Kalo said what about Domestic Relations.  Mr. Camera said this is why they waited 28 years, but they can talk later, he is only speaking on behalf of the Common Pleas Court.  Attorney Camera said they can speak with the commissioners at anytime and when he hears complaints against the commissioners then bring them something to discuss because you cannot complain if you don’t bring it.

Commissioner Kokoski asked if there was a cost analysis, how much it would cost.  County Administrator Cordes said it is almost double; we spend about $1.3-1.4 million/year

Attorney Bill Willis thanked Attorney Camera for making this presentation and stated everything has gone up over the years and not asking for the caps to be raised, the judges still act as a gate keeper/fiscal responsibility on the charges it is just the hourly rate for in/out court representation on indigents.  He also stated the cap at muni courts is $250 and there was talk at the Bar Association for Domestic Relation that they would like to see it at $65/hour


Commissioner Lundy thanked them for all they do, lawyers play an important role in the justice system, but we continue to struggle with our budget and thanked his colleague Commissioner Kalo for all his work he did in Columbus on this issue and it was an issue that needed to be addressed.  He said you do get what you pay for but we our struggling with our budget and they rely on our prosecutors office and what they make but system is broken and lack of support from Columbus.  He thanked them for the presentation.
