She attended the NRA banquet on Friday at German’s Villa and bid on a gun and is hoping to qualify to carry a concealed gun after she takes a class this summer.   She also attended the AFLCIO Spaghetti Dinner on Sunday and raved about the great meatballs.  On Tuesday, she viewed Butternut Ridge Road because Allied Waste has requested to vacate the road, and a public hearing has been scheduled.  Today Goodwill has a Job Fair from 10:00 a.m. to 2:00 p.m. at the Elyria Midway Mall and 40 to 50 employers will be there to hire on the spot.   


Commissioner Kalo also attended the AFLCIO event as well as the Sheffield Township Fire Department’s annual Steak Fry. There will be an open house at the new facility (1230 North Abbe Road, Elyria) on April 19, 2016 from 11:30 a.m. to 2:00 p.m.  This will be a great opportunity for the public to meet with veterans.
Tracie Haynes, Executive Director, Oberlin Underground Railroad Society said she had submitted an application in 2015 for CDBG funding.  The funding would have been used to make the Phillis Wheatley Community Center a handicap accessible facility, but the application was not awarded for funding.  Ms. Haynes congratulated the commissioners for funding community centers in previous years, namely North Ridgeville and Sheffield Village for handicap accessibility.  She had submitted the application on April 3, 2015 and did not receive a response and made several telephone calls and visits to inquire about the status.  Ms. Haynes asked for clarification about the criteria for applying and timeframes, deadlines, etc., and also how decisions are made, whether it is based on a competitive process or based on need.  She said the City of Oberlin had submitted two applications also – one for road improvement and one for how to make a public building accessible for everyone to use.  She was proud of all the research that was done to justify her application.  The Concord Manor has accessibility for wheelchairs and walkers, and the Community Center is a place where food is served, people gather and important meetings are held.  She encouraged the commissioners to watch a two-minute YouTube video that shows a virtual tour of the building.  
Commissioner Kalo suggested that Ms. Haynes talk with Don Romancak to get clarification on the application process.  Commissioner Lundy said this is a good project, and he had talked with Mr. Romancak about it, and it is his understanding that only $300,000 in funding was available.  He suggested that she meet with Mr. Romancak who could better explain the application process and criteria and how decisions are made.  Mr. Romancak stated that there are a variety of local entities that can submit applications such as townships, cities, villages, non-profits.  Last year three applications were received from social service agencies – Ms. Hayne’s agency, Neighborhood Alliance and the Lorain County Office on Aging.  Unfortunately, with limited funds, they were only able to fund the Meals on Wheels program through Neighborhood Alliance.  They do not give funding to help private individuals and For-Profit entities. However, Mr. Cordes said private individuals can receive funding through the CHIP program for home repair and CDBG funds for sewers and lateral problems.  Mr. Romancak said they do help individual homeowners, but for someone who wanted to do a public service and was not incorporated, they would not be eligible to receive funding.  Mr. Cordes said some of the projects that have been done, have been mandated with some of the funds through CDBG by the State.  Some of the projects have been in North Ridgeville and Oberlin.  Mr. Romancak said the City of Oberlin also had revolving loan funds that they were mandated to spend.  Ms. Haynes said she was aware of the April 3rd application deadline and that the City of Oberlin submitted retroactively the authorization to apply for the funds, and she did not know if that was an issue.  Mr. Cordes said there is flexibility upon receipt of applications as long as it is within proper timeframes of having to approve a resolution.  Mr. Romancak said the City of Oberlin submitted their city project application on April 2nd; and they appropriated their funding plan after they submitted their application.  
Mr. Cordes stated that he had received Ms. Hayne’s email and a few things were clear.  She was not notified that her application was received and was not given the date and time for the public hearing.  He had made clear to Mr. Romancak that this needs to be done, and that these procedures would be implemented, and anyone that does not attend the public hearing would be notified about the commissioners’ decision.  Ms. Haynes commented that she did not receive notification that her application was considered or that a decision was made.  Mr. Cordes reassured Ms. Haynes that communication would be improved; and he encouraged her to work with the City of Oberlin so they would have good insight as to what the city wants for its community.  However, Ms. Haynes said she had no other options.  The building sits on the southeast quadrant of the downtown district and does not qualify for CDBG funding.  The funding that comes only from the State is strictly for residential.  It is a community center in the southeast quadrant with no stream of funding, and County government was the last resort option.  Considering the track record with North Ridgeville and Sheffield Village, she would like that same effort continued for the City of Oberlin.  The commissioners play a strong role in supporting projects that cannot be supported in other ways.  She was a little hurt and did not think the application process was necessarily in her favor, but thanked the commissioners for their time.  Mr. Cordes wanted to know the total amount of funding she had requested; and she said it was $88,300.  There is a deadline for getting the project done by 2016 so as to not jeopardize the investment that came by way of the Lorain County Metropolitan Housing Authority and some others.  Mr. Cordes suggested the possibility of using recycled materials for her project, although they would not be able to do the entire ADA.  There are Solid Waste funds that are used for projects that can use recycled materials.  Depending on what the project entails, there may be some funding available through recycled grants if the project qualifies for it, and the Commissioners approve it.  Ms. Haynes appreciated the efforts to come up with a solution.  Commissioner Lundy encouraged her to review the public records of application requests for funding, and to meet with Mr. Romancak and his team to review the application process.  When he served as a State Legislator, he would meet people that were frustrated when they applied for grants that were not successful; so he would try to arrange for them to meet with those who were part of the grant process to help fine tune their applications in a way that would be more successful.    
Ms. Haynes said there was $600,000 available, eight applications and six were funded.  Mr. Cordes remarked that a certain amount of funding was required for the City of North Ridgeville; and Mr. Romancak concurred.  Mr. Romancak stated that they received $314,000 for applications last year and 20% went toward housing issues and administration of the grant, and about $251,000 was left over for North Ridgeville.  Commissioner Lundy commented that there was $500,000 worth of requests.  Mr. Cordes clarified that they are obligated to spend funds for North Ridgeville; and Mr. Romancak stated that North Ridgeville is considered an “acquired” city.  They use to receive funding directly from the State and that was eliminated, and the State has told the County they have a 3-year obligation to fund North Ridgeville projects.  Commissioner Kalo remarked that the State informed the County that they would have to use their existing funding stream.
