Mike Challender, LC Sustainability Coordinator – Solar Co-op

Luke Sulfridge, Program Manager, Ohio Solar United Neighborhoods (OHSUN).  He stated that a solar co-op is a group of homeowners in an area who use their combined bulk buying power to save on the total cost of going solar. Co-op members also have the benefit of working with a group and with OH SUN to help educate and guide them through the installation process.  Each bid contains a set price per the amount of solar the installer would install on co-op member homes. This allows installers to make individualized proposals to each co-op member. The co-op reviews all bids with the technical support of OH SUN. It then selects an installer to install systems on co-op member homes. Each participant owns or leases their own system and has their own contract with the installer.
Solar is a smart investment that lowers your energy bills and increases the value of your home. Going solar with a co-op will help you save money (typically up to 20%) on the initial investment. Most importantly, you will have the support of the co-op and OH SUN throughout the entire process.

OH SUN is a project of the Community Power Network, a national network of grassroots local, state, and national organizations working to build, and promote locally based renewable energy projects and policies. The organization manages similar programs in Washington, D.C., Maryland, Virginia, and West Virginia.  
They held a meeting in Oberlin and there were about 90 in attendance with 55+ homeowners interested and closing date to join is June 15. It takes about 8 months to complete the entire process and it could range from 3Kw at $5,847 with various discounts and $17,535 for 9 kW.

Mr. Cordes asked about the regulations in a HOA, local requirements, etc.  Mr. Sulfridge said the vendor takes care of all those steps.

Mr. Cordes said he has geo thermal as well as Mr. Challender.  Mr. Challender said he is going to use both they will work together and should show a real investment within 7-10 years.  He said there are 3 different panel to choose from and with 18 panels could see a 25% decrease.
Carl McDaniel, Oberlin said he has been doing solar for over 10 years now and paid a lot more back then for it on his NY house, in 2008 his Oberlin home is ran on sunshine.  He has received tax credits and never knows the cost of electricity but if you use too much sunshine your meter actually goes backwards and has seen 33% in investment and it only cost him around $300/year to heat his whole house, he makes his own energy.
Commissioner Kalo said sustainability not likely in Ohio.  Commissioner Lundy said the present Governor Administration has set the renewable energy back due to the utilities corporations.  Commissioner Kalo asked about larger companies, Mr. Challender said yes, it would drive some cost down
