King Kobelt, LaGrange Township - Ditch hearing 


Clerk stated this was the day for the final hearing on King Kobelt Ditch.  
LaGrange Township Trustees and other on February 11, 2016 in accordance with ORC Section 6131.07 filed a petition through the Stormwater District to clean and clear the King Kobelt Ditch from Parsons Road to Biggs Road including the lateral that runs southwesterly from the said ditch to State Route.


The construction of the improvement is necessary and will be conducive to the public welfare.  The following is the course and termini of said proposed improvement to wit: Commencing at the south right-of-way line of Parsons Road and running south and southeasterly approximately 10,485 feet to the north line of Biggs Road. Also included is a lateral that intercepts the main ditch approximately 750’ southeasterly from Parsons Road and runs southwesterly approximately 1750 feet to State Route 301.


March 22 was the viewing and April 19 was the hearing of submittal of engineer estimates and plans and concerns/remarks from residents either present, by mail or phone.

April 19 at 10:14 a.m., received a letter and pictures from Rick Stone regards to his farmland 60 acres; 39 acres east and 21 west of the ditch.  The access to the 21 acres field is via a 60’ culvert pipe. He would be the most affected with his farming operation as approximately 35 acres of woods and cropland would be cut off by the removal of pipe on his land

April 25 – Trustee Gardner called to state that a resident was not notified. Jim Brady, 14673 SR 301, confirmed in Auditors and did send a notification out.

May 5 – received various calls from residents and explained the postcard, they were ok David Curry – 787-7974, LaGrange Road

RESOLVED, That $207,600.00  total amount of construction assessment be and the same is hereby assessed for benefits to the general public by reason of the improvement being necessary and conducive to the public welfare and cost will be less than the benefits and shall be paid by the landowners and assessed by the County,  and  $0.00  found to benefit State or County Roads or Highways be and the same is hereby assessed adjacent the County, and the following sums found to benefit the following political subdivisions of the State be and the same are hereby assessed against such political subdivisions, $207,600.00 – Stormwater Management District; 

and be it further


RESOLVED, That interest shall be added to said installments of assessments at the same rate as is drawn by the bonds if issued to pay for said improvement; provided any owner may pay the assessment on his land in cash within thirty days after the contracts are approved and such assessments are levied, without paying any interest thereon.


WHEREAS, assessments under $25.00 the same shall be paid in full, and not in installments shall be placed upon the next tax duplicate and due and payable as with other taxes upon issuance of the next tax bills by the Lorain County Treasurer next issue tax bills; and


WHEREAS, assessments $500.00 or under shall be placed on the next tax duplicate to be due and payable as with other taxes in two equal installments commenting upon issuance of the next tax bills by the Lorain County Treasurer; and


WHEREAS, assessment in excess of $500.00 shall be placed upon the next tax duplicate and payable as with other taxes in 5 years, 10 equal installments commencing upon issuance on the next tax bills by the Lorain County Treasurer; and

WHEREAS, The Lorain County Stormwater Management District will and hereby authorized to pay for the construction of said King Kobelt Ditch in the amount of $207,690.00 and therefore no property owners will be charged said amount and authorize said construction assessment for the twenty-seven (27) owners benefiting thirty-three (33) parcels be suspended; and be it
