Ms. Day thanked the Commissioners for this opportunity to give insight on Big Brothers Big Sisters and will be available for anyone that would like more information on becoming a mentor until 1:30 p.m.


She stated that there is a need for one on one mentoring of boys and girls, volunteers that are willing to commit at the minimum at least once a month. She stated her formal little is in her 20’s now and she is doing well.


Cheryl Hribar, Big Sister to Molly staring at age 6, she is now 12. She stated her husband Joe encouraged her to do this and Molly looks to him as a father figure she never had. She and Molly have a strong relationship but there have been ups and downs through the years but she is on track to graduate which she would be the first in her family to do. She spends about 3-4 hours biweekly with her doing everything from watching TV, reading, going to a park, eating, baking etc. They truly appreciate the relationship and listening


David Gerrone, Senior Case Manager for Big Brothers Big Sister said there are 3 programs; 1) community based and a committee of once a month; 2) school base program usually high schoolers do this to help others out with school work, etc and 3) lunch buddy program; 1 hour /week go to the school read, help with homework, listen.  Lorain County Big Brothers Big Sisters has longevity in matching, best in nation.  He stated that Ms. Day has been here since the conception of this organization since April 1996, so there is also longevity in the staff.  There are at least 75 kids that need to be matched, they do extensive background checks with BCI, FBI, 3 referrals, sex offender search and 2 hours of mentoring; safety is key.


Commissioner Lundy said the lunch buddy program is good for professionals that could easily go. Dave said yes because we have volunteers that have jobs, family but still take the time to mentor


Commissioners thanked them for coming, what a wonderful program.

WHEREAS, the County Auditor has heretofore estimated that the life or period of usefulness of the improvements hereinafter described is at least five (5) years, and has certified that the maximum maturity of the bonds is twenty-five (25) years, and of the notes to be issued in anticipation thereof is twenty (20) years; and

WHEREAS, the County issued $2,235,000 Series 2015 Capital Improvement Plan Improvement Bond Anticipation Notes, dated July 7, 2015 (the "2015 Notes"), which are about to mature.

SECTION 1.  That it is necessary to issue bonds of this County in the principal amount of not to exceed $2,285,000 for the purpose of paying the costs of constructing and acquiring improvements to various County owned properties, including HVAC improvements, roof repair and replacement, sidewalk, parking lot, storm sewer, landscape, security and other site and building improvements (the "Project"), together with all necessary appurtenances thereto. Said Notes may be issued in a series with different dated dates.

SECTION 3.  That the Notes shall be dated their date of issuance, shall bear interest at the rate not to exceed three per centum (3.00%) per annum as evidenced by a certificate awarding the Notes (the "Certificate of Award") which the County Auditor, the County Administrator or the Budget Director are hereby authorized to sign and shall be payable at maturity, shall mature not more than one year from their date of issuance, and shall be of such number as may be requested by the purchaser, in denominations of $100,000 or more and sold to sophisticated investors, unless sold and marketed with an official statement, in which case denominations of $5,000 or increments thereof will be permitted.

SECTION 4.  That the Notes shall be executed by at least two members of this Board of County Commissioners and by the County Auditor, which signatures may be facsimile, and may bear the County Auditor’s seal.  The Notes shall be payable at a bank or financial institution designated in the Certificate of Award, and shall express upon their faces the purpose for which they are issued and that they are issued in pursuance of this resolution.

SECTION 5.  That the Notes shall be sold, at par and accrued interest, to Ross, Sinclaire & Associates, LLC, Columbus, Ohio (the "Original Purchaser"), in accordance with its offer to purchase, which shall be stated in the Certificate of Award, and the proceeds from such sale, except any premium or accrued interest thereon, shall be paid into the proper fund and used for the purpose aforesaid and for no other purpose, which may include costs of issuance and capitalized interest.

SECTION 6.  That the Notes shall be the full general obligations of this County, and the full faith, credit and revenue of this County are hereby pledged for the prompt payment of the same.  The par value received from the sale of bonds anticipated by the Notes, and any excess fund resulting from the issue of the Notes, shall to the extent necessary be used only for the retirement of the Notes at maturity, together with interest thereon and is hereby pledged for such purpose.

SECTION 7.  That for purposes of this resolution, the following terms shall have the following meanings:

"Book entry form" or "book entry system" means a form or system under which (i) the beneficial right to payment of principal of and interest on the Notes may be transferred only through a book entry, and (ii) physical note certificates in fully registered form are issued only to the Depository or its nominee as registered owner, with the Notes "immobilized" to the custody of the Depository, and the book entry maintained by others than this Board of County Commissioners is the record that identifies the owners of beneficial interests in those Notes and that principal and interest.

"Depository" means any securities depository that is a clearing agency under federal law operating and maintaining, together with its Participants or otherwise, a book entry system to record ownership of beneficial interests in Notes or principal and interest, and to effect transfers of Notes, in book entry form, and includes and means initially The Depository Trust Company (a limited purpose trust company), New York, New York.

"Participant" means any participant contracting with a Depository under a book entry system and includes security brokers and dealers, banks and trust companies, and clearing corporations.

"Resolution" means this resolution.

All or any portion of the Notes may be initially issued to a Depository for use in a book entry system, and the provisions of this Section shall apply to such Notes, notwithstanding any other provision of this Resolution.  If and as long as a book entry system is utilized with respect to any of such Notes: (i) there shall be a single note of each maturity; (ii) those Notes shall be registered in the name of the Depository or its nominee, as registered owner, and immobilized in the custody of the Depository; (iii) the beneficial owners of Notes in book entry form shall have no right to receive Notes in the form of physical securities or certificates; (iv) ownership of beneficial interests in any Notes in book entry form shall be shown by book entry on the system maintained and operated by the Depository and its Participants, and transfers of the ownership of beneficial interests shall be made only by book entry by the Depository and its Participants; and (v) the Notes as such shall not be transferable or exchangeable, except for transfer to another Depository or to another nominee of a Depository, without further action by this Board of County Commissioners.  Debt service charges on Notes in book entry form registered in the name of a Depository or its nominee shall be payable in the manner provided in this Board of County Commissioners’ agreement with the Depository to the Depository or its authorized representative (i) in the case of interest, on each interest payment date, and (ii) in all other cases, upon presentation and surrender of Notes as provided in this Resolution.

The paying agent and registrar (the "Paying Agent and Registrar") may, with the approval of this Board of County Commissioners, enter into an agreement with the beneficial owner or registered owner of any note in the custody of a Depository providing for making all payments to that owner of principal and interest on that note or any portion thereof (other than any payment of the entire unpaid principal amount thereof) at a place and in a manner (including wire transfer of federal funds) other than as provided in this Resolution, without prior presentation or surrender of the note, upon any conditions which shall be satisfactory to the Paying Agent and Registrar and to this Board of County Commissioners.  That payment in any event shall be made to the person who is the registered owner of that note on the date that principal is due, or, with respect to the payment of interest, as of the applicable date agreed upon as the case may be.  The Paying Agent and Registrar shall furnish a copy of each of those agreements, certified to be correct by the Paying Agent and Registrar, to any other paying agents for the Notes and to this Board of County 
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Commissioners.  Any payment of principal or interest pursuant to such an agreement shall constitute payment thereof pursuant to, and for all purposes of, this Resolution.

The County Administrator or Budget Director are authorized and directed without further action of this Board of County Commissioners to execute, acknowledge and deliver, in the name of and on behalf of this Board of County Commissioners, a blanket letter agreement between this Board of County Commissioners and The Depository Trust Company, as Depository, to be delivered in connection with the issuance of the Notes to the Depository for use in a book entry system, and to take all other actions the County Administrator or Budget Director deems appropriate in issuing the Notes under a book entry system.

If any Depository determines not to continue to act as Depository for the Notes for use in a book entry system, this Board of County Commissioners and the Paying Agent and Registrar may attempt to establish a securities depository/book entry relationship with another qualified Depository under this Resolution.  If this Board of County Commissioners and the Paying Agent and Registrar do not or are unable to do so, this Board of County Commissioners and the Paying Agent and Registrar, after the Paying Agent and Registrar has made provision for notification of the beneficial owners by the then Depository, shall permit withdrawal of the Notes from the Depository and authenticate and deliver note certificates in fully registered form to the assigns of the Depository or its nominee, all at the cost and expense (including costs of printing definitive Notes), if the event is not the result of action or inaction by this Board of County Commissioners or the Paying Agent and Registrar, of those persons requesting such issuance.

SECTION 8.  That during the period while the Notes run there shall be levied upon all of the taxable property in this County within applicable limitations, in addition to all other taxes, a direct tax annually, not less than that which would have been levied if bonds had been issued without the prior issue of the Notes; said tax shall be and is hereby ordered computed, certified, levied and extended upon the tax duplicate and collected by the same officers in the same manner and at the same time that taxes for general purposes for each of said years are certified, extended and collected. This official statement is hereby authorized to be signed by the County Commissioners, the County Auditor, the County Administrator and/or the Budget Director.

SECTION 11.  That this Board of County Commissioners hereby covenants and agrees that it will execute, comply with and carry out all of the provisions of a continuing disclosure certificate dated the date of issuance and delivery of the Notes (the "Continuing Disclosure Certificate") in connection with the issuance of the Notes.  Failure to comply with any such provisions of the Continuing Disclosure Certificate shall not constitute a default on the Notes; however, any holder of the Notes may take such action as may be necessary and appropriate, including seeking specific performance, to cause this Board of County Commissioners to comply with its obligations under this section and the Continuing Disclosure Certificate.

SECTION 12.  That this Board of County Commissioners, for and on behalf of this County, hereby covenants that it will restrict the use of the proceeds of the Notes hereby authorized in such manner and to such extent, if any, and take such other actions as may be necessary, after taking into account reasonable expectations at the time the debt is incurred, so that they will not constitute obligations the interest on which is subject to federal income taxation or "arbitrage bonds" under Sections 103(b)(2) and 148 of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended (the "Code"), and the regulations prescribed thereunder.  The County Auditor or any other officer having responsibility with respect to the issuance of the Notes is authorized and directed to give an appropriate certificate on behalf of this County, on the date of delivery of the Notes for inclusion in the transcript of proceedings, setting forth the facts, estimates and circumstances and reasonable expectations pertaining to the use of the proceeds thereof and the provisions of said Sections 103(b)(2) and 148 and regulations thereunder.

Debt service charges on Notes in book entry form registered in the name of a Depository or its nominee shall be payable in the manner provided in this Board of County Commissioners’ agreement with the Depository to the Depository or its authorized representative (i) in the case of interest, on each interest payment date, and (ii) in all other cases, upon presentation and surrender of Notes as provided in this Resolution.

The paying agent and registrar (the "Paying Agent and Registrar") may, with the approval of this Board of County Commissioners, enter into an agreement with the beneficial owner or registered owner of any note in the custody of a Depository providing for making all payments to that owner of principal and interest on that note or any portion thereof (other than any payment of the entire unpaid principal amount thereof) at a place and in a manner (including wire transfer of federal funds) other than as provided in this Resolution, without prior presentation or surrender of the note, upon any conditions which shall be satisfactory to the Paying Agent and Registrar and to this Board of County Commissioners.  That payment in any event shall be made to the person who is the registered owner of that note on the date that principal is due, or, with respect to the payment of interest, as of the applicable date agreed upon as the case may be.  The Paying Agent and Registrar shall furnish a copy of each of those agreements, certified to be correct by the Paying Agent and Registrar, to any other paying agents for the Notes and to this Board of County Commissioners.  Any payment of principal or interest pursuant to such an agreement shall constitute payment thereof pursuant to, and for all purposes of, this Resolution.
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The County Administrator or Budget Director are authorized and directed without further action of this Board of County Commissioners to execute, acknowledge and deliver, in the name of and on behalf of this Board of County Commissioners, a blanket letter agreement between this Board of County Commissioners and The Depository Trust Company, as Depository, to be delivered in connection with the issuance of the Notes to the Depository for use in a book entry system, and to take all other actions the County Administrator or Budget Director deems appropriate in issuing the Notes under a book entry system.

If any Depository determines not to continue to act as Depository for the Notes for use in a book entry system, this Board of County Commissioners and the Paying Agent and Registrar may attempt to establish a securities depository/book entry relationship with another qualified Depository under this Resolution.  If this Board of County Commissioners and the Paying Agent and Registrar do not or are unable to do so, this Board of County Commissioners and the Paying Agent and Registrar, after the Paying Agent and Registrar has made provision for notification of the beneficial owners by the then Depository, shall permit withdrawal of the Notes from the Depository and authenticate and deliver note certificates in fully registered form to the assigns of the Depository or its nominee, all at the cost and expense (including costs of printing definitive Notes), if the event is not the result of action or inaction by this Board of County Commissioners or the Paying Agent and Registrar, of those persons requesting such issuance.

SECTION 8.  That during the period while the Notes run there shall be levied upon all of the taxable property in this County within applicable limitations, in addition to all other taxes, a direct tax annually, not less than that which would have been levied if bonds had been issued without the prior issue of the Notes; said tax shall be and is hereby ordered computed, certified, levied and extended upon the tax duplicate and collected by the same officers in the same manner and at the same time that taxes for general purposes for each of said years are certified, extended and collected.  Said tax shall be placed before and in preference to all other items and for the full amount thereof.

The funds derived from said tax levy hereby required shall be placed in a separate and distinct fund, together with interest collected on the same, shall be irrevocably pledged for the payment of the principal and interest of the Notes, or the bonds in anticipation, of which they are issued, when and as the same fall due; provided, however, that to the extent moneys from other sources are appropriated and available for debt service (the anticipated repayment revenue), said tax need not be levied for such purpose.

SECTION 9.  That the County Administrator and Budget Director are authorized to apply for municipal bond credit rating(s) for the Notes and to accept said rating(s) on behalf of the County. 

SECTION 10.  That this Board of County Commissioners hereby authorizes preparation of preliminary and final drafts of a preliminary official statement deemed final for purposes of Securities and Exchange Commission Rule 15c2-12 and an official statement relative to the sale of the Notes, and copies thereof are hereby authorized to be furnished to the Original Purchaser for resale distribution.  This official statement is hereby authorized to be signed by the County Commissioners, the County Auditor, the County Administrator and/or the Budget Director.

SECTION 11.  That this Board of County Commissioners hereby covenants and agrees that it will execute, comply with and carry out all of the provisions of a continuing disclosure certificate dated the date of issuance and delivery of the Notes (the "Continuing Disclosure Certificate") in connection with the issuance of the Notes.  Failure to comply with any such provisions of the Continuing Disclosure Certificate shall not constitute a default on the Notes; however, any holder of the Notes may take such action as may be necessary and appropriate, including seeking specific performance, to cause this Board of County Commissioners to comply with its obligations under this section and the Continuing Disclosure Certificate.

SECTION 12.  That this Board of County Commissioners, for and on behalf of this County, hereby covenants that it will restrict the use of the proceeds of the Notes hereby authorized in such manner and to such extent, if any, and take such other actions as may be necessary, after taking into account reasonable expectations at the time the debt is incurred, so that they will not constitute obligations the interest on which is subject to federal income taxation or "arbitrage bonds" under Sections 103(b)(2) and 148 of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended (the "Code"), and the regulations prescribed thereunder.  The County Auditor or any other officer having responsibility with respect to the issuance of the Notes is authorized and directed to give an appropriate certificate on behalf of this County, on the date of delivery of the Notes for inclusion in the transcript of proceedings, setting forth the facts, estimates and circumstances and reasonable expectations pertaining to the use of the proceeds thereof and the provisions of said Sections 103(b)(2) and 148 and regulations thereunder.

These Notes are hereby designated "qualified tax-exempt obligations" for the purposes set forth in Section 265(b)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended.  The Board of County Commissioners does not reasonably expect to issue more than $10,000,000 of such obligations during calendar year 2016.

SECTION 13.  That the Clerk of Board of County Commissioners is hereby directed to forward a certified copy of this resolution to the County Auditor.

SECTION 14.  That it is found and determined that all formal actions of this Board of County Commissioners concerning and relating to the adoption of this resolution were adopted in an open meeting of this Board of County Commissioners, and that all deliberations of this Board of County Commissioners and of any of its committees that resulted in such formal action, were in meetings open to the public, in compliance with all legal requirements including Section 121.22 of the Ohio Revised Code.

It is hereby determined by this Board that the issuance of the Consolidated Notes provided herein are in the best interests of the County.

SECTION 3.  That the Consolidated Notes shall express upon their faces a summary statement of purposes encompassing the purposes stated in the resolutions authorizing the Various Purpose Notes, Series 2016 and may state that they are issued in pursuance of this resolution.  The Consolidated Notes shall be in fully registered form without coupons, shall bear the signatures of at least two members of this Board and of the County Auditor, provided that any or all such signatures may be facsimile signatures, may bear the seal of such County Auditor or a facsimile thereof, and shall bear the manual authenticating signature of an authorized representative of The Huntington National Bank, Cleveland, Ohio (the "Paying Agent and Registrar") for the Consolidated Notes. That the Consolidated Notes shall be sold to Ross, Sinclaire & Associates, LLC (the "Purchaser") at not less than 97% of the principal amount thereof plus accrued interest to the date of delivery, as determined by the County Auditor or the County Administrator without further action of this Board pursuant to the Purchaser’s offer to purchase which such officer is hereby authorized to accept, to make the necessary arrangements with the Purchaser to establish the date, location, procedure and conditions for the delivery of the Consolidated Notes to the Purchaser, to give all appropriate notices and certificates and to take all steps necessary to effect the due execution and delivery of the Consolidated Notes.  The proceeds from the sale of the Consolidated Notes, except as any premium and accrued interest received, shall be apportioned, deposited and credited in accordance with Section 133.32 of the Ohio Revised Code to the respective purposes and funds in accordance with the amount of each issue of Various Purpose Notes, Series 2016 and for which purposes such proceeds are hereby appropriated.  Any premium and accrued interest received from such sale shall be transferred to the bond retirement fund to be applied to the payment of the principal and interest of the Consolidated Notes in the manner provided by law.
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SECTION 6.  That at least two members of this Board, the County Auditor, the County Administrator and/or the Budget Director are separately hereby authorized, alone or with others, to prepare and distribute to prospective purchasers of the Consolidated Notes and other interested parties, a preliminary official statement with respect to the Consolidated Notes on behalf of this County, which shall be in substantially the form heretofore submitted to this Board with such changes thereto as such officials may approve, and which shall be deemed final for purposes of Securities and Exchange Commission Rule 15c2-12(b)(1) except for certain information excluded therefrom in accordance with such Rule and which will be provided in the final official statement. JOURNAL ENTRY

Mr. Cordes explained the above notes stating that sooner or later a payment will have to be made.  

Commissioner Kokoski said capital improvements are usually paid for in cash, but due to the county needing stuff done and no money we had to borrow.  Mr. Cordes said in all his years, the county has never financed always paid in cash.  It is not the fault of the board, it is due to, too many years of not doing capital improvements and everything needs to be done but the county does not have the revenue in order to match the expenses.  Commissioner Kokoski said something will have to be done with the parking deck as well, a piece has fallen onto her car.  Mr. Cordes said the parking deck is not included at this point, he also said the PSI building has concrete falling off and we are financing the sheriff’s cars.  Commissioner Kokoski said once these go to permanent finance, probably some of those cars would be out of service.  Mr. Cordes said these are all things the county needs to provide, Sheriff is also looking at body cameras with CORSA.  The issues we are dealing with should enhance the building for at least 15 years. Commissioner Kalo said just sell the parking deck. Mr. Cordes said why, when we could just charge for parking, his recommendation would possibly close the top deck to add shoring underneath.  Commissioner Kokoski said the $1.5 million for the courthouse is just a portion; Mr. Cordes said all in cost is around $3.6 million.  Commissioner Kalo said we are saving the courthouse and renovating to make it functional rather than spending millions to just not do anything with it.


Mr. Cordes said #15 – Redfern is staying in notes 1 year, agreement with developer to assess lots and this would be recapped


Mr. Cordes said #16 – Pheasant Run, Commissioner Kalo said update looks like 2018. Mr. Cordes said the county took some assurances that LaGrange had ability o expand, with 500 owners, plus additional 300 possible and LaGrange is not under order/fine now because the county is working with them but need to find alternative solutions


Mr. Cordes said #17 – Veterans building is beautiful all new furnishings but needs a sign and parking lot

Mr. Cordes said #18 – Courthouse – waiting for courts to make presentation to see vision and will have to clean up the two memorials on the grounds there and look at the parking.

Mr. Cordes said #19 – JFS said all recoverable through indirect and the building will be paid for this fall. Looking at ability to upgrade and refresh for another 15-20 years


Commissioner Kokoski said #20 is not a problem with all being paid from different sources. Mr. Cordes said no, Budget Director Hobart has all accounting set up and stated that he is worried about the rating presentation which is scheduled for 2nd week of June. The county could receive a negative outlook due to the all future borrowing.


Commissioner Lundy said he knew there was a dark cloud when he took office, but the financial future continues to darken daily


Mr. Cordes said this is not due to bad governance; there are daily costs of running county government and lots of things to maintain
