PUBLIC HEARING

1st hearing on Guthrie Ditch, Pittsfield Township


In accordance with ORC Section 6131.07 notice was given of a petition filed with the Board of Commissioners of Lorain County to clean and clear the Guthrie Ditch from State Route 303 to Lakeshore Railway, Pittsfield Township, Lorain County, Ohio.


The construction of the improvement is necessary and will be conducive to the public welfare.  The following is the course and termini of said proposed improvement to wit: 
At the south right-of-way line of State route 303 at the northeast corner of Parcel No. 1400087000009 and running southwesterly and westerly crossing under Pitts Road to the corner of Parcel No. 1400088000017; thence southerly to the easterly line of the Lakeshore Railway on Parcel No. 1400088000008;.


April 20, Res#16-230 accepted Petition and scheduled view for May 24 at 9:30 a.m. and hearing on June 7 at 9:30 a.m.


May 3, 26 postcards were sent to owners


May 10 & 17, published notice in Chronicle Telegram

WHEREAS, In accordance with Section 6131.07 of the Ohio Revised Code, notice was given of a petition filed with the Board of Commissioners of Lorain County on April 8, 2016 to clean and clear Guthrie Ditch from State Route 303 to Lakeshore Railway, Pittsfield Township; and


WHEREAS, the construction of the improvement is necessary and will be conducive to the public welfare, and will benefit the petitioners and property owners in the watershed; and


WHEREAS, The following is the course and termini of said proposed improvement to wit:  At the south right-of-way line of State route 303 at the northeast corner of Parcel No. 1400087000009 and running southwesterly and westerly crossing under Pitts Road to the corner of Parcel No. 1400088000017; thence southerly to the easterly line of the Lakeshore Railway on Parcel No. 1400088000008;. and


WHEREAS, The following is the nature of the work petitioned for: clearing trees and debris from the ditch and alongside of ditch and cleaning the bottom of the ditch; and


WHEREAS, February 17, 2015 – Stormwater District was in receipt of petition to clear Guthrie Ditch and was approved by their Res#SWD-16-1; and


WHEREAS, there are a total of  22 benefited property owners, consisting of 26 parcels, with a total construction costs of $43,500.00 and 83.92 acres within the watershed and total project  costs of $47,000 for 2,960 lf of ditch; and


WHEREAS, this petition was submitted by Pittsfield Township Trustees through the Stormwater District and it has been proposed the ditch be constructed using stormwater district funds; and
