APPOINTMENTS

Mobility & Opportunity For a Vibrant Economy in Lorain County (MOVE) – Bill Harper – Chair


Bill Harper, Executive Director – United Way of Lorain County and Chair of Move thanked the Commissioners for presenting them a transportation plan today.  He stated that several residents need transportation to go to work, because they have no car, get to doctor appointments or just to go shopping.    He stated that MOVE is a grassroots effort with numerous community organizations that see this daily and the number one concern of citizens is no reliable transportation.  They are here to request the Commissioners to place a ¼% sales tax on the ballot that would be dedicated to transit.  Lorain County is the lowest in sales tax and an investment needs to be made in the infrastructure to move people forward

Brian Frederick, President/CEO– Community Foundation of Lorain County said the group asks the Commissioner to place this sales tax request of ¼% on the November 2016 ballot.  There are over 260 written endorsements, which Ms. Pearson has in a binder and it continues to grow.  He stated that MOVE is filing for a 501(c)3.

Commissioner Lundy said he has attended several meetings and thanked the committee for the initiative and bringing this forward and asked why a sales tax not a property tax.  Mr. Harper said looking at funds for public transportation a sales tax is the right way to go.  He stated the following counties have a dedicated sales tax for their transit; Cuyahoga County has a 1%, Stark County ¼% and Lake County ¼%.  

Commissioner Lundy stated the State of Ohio funds transit at about $.83 - .86 cents/person, the state is the lowest and the legislators need to support.  

Commissioner Lundy said the Commissioners previously tried for a transit levy, which was unsuccessful, what is the different now.  Mr. Frederick said there has never been a more dedicated collation like there is now and his experience working with Mental Health and now Community Foundation the need continues to grow and understands county budget and financial hardships there.  This is why a dedicated source needs to be there, so no cuts are made.  This group is ready to go and get this levy passed, transit leads to economic growth.

Commissioner Lundy said Commissioners tried for a transit levy at $3/household, it was unsuccessful and why ¼% which would equal $9 million, that could be matched with federal/state dollars.  Mr. Harper said any tax has a value proposition and transit would lead to people getting better paying jobs, quality education and job training and public services and health care, it is an investment not an expense, research shows having a good transit system improves economy, creates jobs, yield business sales and increase home values.
Commissioner Lundy asked why 5 years. Mr. Harper said 5 years is a good start to ramp up the process and show residents the value transit will make. 

Commissioner Kokoski said this will on be done on a cash basis, no borrowing.  Mr. Harper said this will get the growth sustained and it will be up to the Commissioners how they want to implement it.

Commissioner Kalo said there have been a lot of discussions on transit and even went to Indianapolis part of NOACA a few weeks ago and major concern all over is getting people to work, appointments, etc.  His concern is with the ¼% sales tax dedicated only to transit while the county in general has other issues they continue to face; like renovations to courthouse, issues with Common Pleas software, ongoing needs of jail, facilities and everyday operations and this tax could be a split giving transit about $3 million to get the routes up and running and asked Pam Novak, Transit how many routes there use to be.  Ms. Novak said 14.  Commissioner Kalo said the county has even lost money because there are no funds to match.

Mr. Frederick said he could take these suggestions back to the membership, but there needs to be accountability all the way around but there needs to be a guarantee because right now the transit only receive around $142,000.  If the voters approve this investment a system will be designed to use best practices with a vision for the future and leverage every available dollars to get the biggest bang for our buck because right now there are only 4 routes an average of 2 hour wait time and increase service to around 10 routes with an average wait time of 30 minutes.
Commissioner Kokoski said Cuyahoga County exceeds the maximum sales tax, how do you get the extra because Lorain County only has a ½% sales tax left to give.  

Commissioner Kalo said other counties also have health/human service levies, unlike Lorain County services are paid from the county’s general fund, so less funds for services and thanked them for the presentation.
Mr. Fredrick said let the voters decide on this investment opportunity in the November election and let’s move forward and will continue to work for the betterment of the county.

Maurita Ferguson, Sheffield Village said she represents a majority of the population; old. She is on fixed income, lives in an apartment but she will vote on this and will do everything in her to get it passed.

Victor Leandry, Executive Director – El Centro de Servicios Sociales, Inc., said transportation issues have been an issue for over 12 years; their organization transports clients and cost them over $100/week with their cars.  He stated that several people live in a food desert and Fligners could be right up the street but it takes someone all day to get there with the current transit system we have it’s an all day journey.  There is a need and supports it.
John Presuit, Oberlin said Kendall did a survey and transportation was a strong need and stated the ridership has decreased since 2003 since the routes are sparse and fees have been raised.

Angel Arroyo, Lorain Councilman said people want jobs, not the welfare system it’s not a fiscal or financial issue, it’s a moral issue and there is support to get this passed.
Pastor Cunningham, Mt Zion Baptist Church, Elyria said we need to make the sacrifice and he is willing to make a push for his congregation to do the same.  We need this moral issue for future generation and know that we are in a rough economic times and if we don’t invest for people to get to work then you are just investing in them for other services that are draining the dollars. This needs to be placed on the ballot and thanked the committee for a tremendous job.

Reverend Mary Carson, Episcopal Church, Lorain said church goers have given for transportation on bus tickets and gas cards because they see a need in the community.

Martin Liebas, Goodwill, said people want to go to work, but no transportation minimum wage jobs cannot support living expenses and a car. Transportation is vital in the county and we need to move this forward

Kathy Boylan, Elyria City Health Commissioner said they do a lot of public hearing awareness and major component is transportation, people want jobs but can’t get there “it takes a village to put a good community on the map”

Phillip Copeland, Elyria said as a blind person transportation is a freedom to go places, other than rely on his wife, Ohio lakes a dependent transit system, unlike California and Massachusetts you can go anywhere.  He stated that the county’s dial a ride does a fantastic job.

Commissioner Lundy said he appreciates everyone here today and all the organizations they represent and good they do for the county and transit is an important issue this county.  He stated that he hopes to get good word this Friday from NOACA on the planning grant for Transit and the Commissioners had gone several times to the ballot, they need to digest this information, work with all and set a path.
