Commissioner Kokoski stated she saw bids went out for fencing at the kennel. Mr. Cordes stated Dog Warden Pihlblad has been working on this for a while and there will be new gates and dividers easier to walk the dogs and said Dog Warden does a good job and we have wonderful volunteers.  

Commissioner Kokoski said she was watching the Commissioners meeting a few weeks ago and the dog kennel trailer was at the end, this needs to be updated since there are more service that are offered now.

JOURNAL ENTRY

Commissioner Kokoski said there was an article in the paper this morning about closing of Golden Acres and Mr. Cordes sent letters out last month to the residents.  Mr. Cordes said he has been working on this administrative for a while since there is a lot of involved with moving the residents and employees and how sensitive this issue is.  The union was meeting with the employees.  He had sent a letter to the state on a 90 day closure process and asked the Commissioner for a decision so plans can be implemented.  He indicated that Golden Acres has been losing money, contracts have been changed and the Teamster union has realigned things in order to move into profitability but the medical reimbursement has changed, census keeps falling and there are only about 40 residents even with being fully skilled.  In order to make the home violable you need about 56 residents, there are 79 beds only 72 useable.  He indicated that the elevator broke and that was $180,000 to fix, it is an older historic facility.  If the home is not closed it, the funds would have to come from the general fund which cannot support.  Golden Acres never received general fund monies because back in 1994/1995 there was a levy.  There are many more skilled facilities in this county that have other amenities that we could not offer so he is sure that many residents will be happy there and hope to have them all transferred before the holidays so they can get accustomed to their new home.  
Commissioner Kokoski asked when it became a nursing home.  Mr. Cordes said it was original the TB clinic and the county home started at Murray Ridge Road, use to be a poor house and that was over 100 years ago. There is an old cemetery where the infirmary was on Murray Ridge road, there are many old books that give history.  Mr. Cordes said this will be a difficult and challenging and he is looking to sell the licenses of the beds

Commissioner Kalo said a lot more families are choosing to have care in their home.  Mr. Cordes said the state is also trying to push that as long as quality of life is good, but we are getting a more aging population.  He stated in this day in age, counties do not need to be in a nursing home business, there was a time years ago but with all the new facilities in the area, this is for the private sector, and we just cannot compete anymore

Commissioner Lundy said this is difficult decision and does not take it light it impacts live hoods, residents and employees and he cannot thank the union and the employees for working hard, but a cross road has been hit with the economic impact, resulting in market place cannot compete with reimbursements and being a historic building there are no options. There are many options in Lorain County and we are blessed to have these businesses and will have a smooth transition with residents in their new homes by the holidays and with the employees they are in healthcare field which is a demanding job.

Commissioner Kalo said it has been challenging these last few years to keep it opened and it is past time to be in this business

Commissioner Kokoski said the funds are being depleted and general fund cannot support, there are a lot of private facilities in the county.

PUBLIC COMMENT


Shannon Perry, Lorain stated she participates in the medical reimbursement program through Job and Family Services and received a letter that this will end on October 1 and she thinks the Commissioners need to step back and look at the program.  She has a 3 year old son that is autistic and has other physical and mental disabilities.  She takes her son to the Cleveland Clinic/Rainbows for feeding since he has tubes, due to his aspiration.  She is a nurse but her full time job is taking care of her son.  She has been providing him transportation in her 2002 jeep Cherokee with 102,000 miles and her vehicle is not only for transportation but it is their kitchen and playroom since they are in it all the time.  She has to take a cooler of food to rainbows to get the instructions on how to feed him. She paid a neighbor to disconnect the wires in her car for the radio except his speaker to listen to sensor sounds.  She has control of her son and the environment around him when she transports him.  Even getting in and out of a car there are struggles, she had to take him in cab one time and it was awful, with all the noises.  She has spoke with Mr. King and Ms. Ford and she is willing to do whatever it takes that this program is not eliminated, 2 weeks ago her appointments were 9:15 Avon Lake, 10 am Mercy Hospital, Amherst, home for lunch then 1 pm at Cleveland clinic for sleep study some days are less some days are more but it is all for her son and she has worked her butt off because she is his mother but also his caregiver to give him the normal life.  She understands there is abuse of the system and others can get transportation in the vans that are provided but in case it is different.  She believes that it will make her son go backwards.  

Mr. Cordes said he has spoken with Job and Family Services and looking at getting a contract signed with our Transit system but was unaware of her situation and will review.  


Commissioner Kokoski asked if she transports her son daily.  Ms. Perry said almost every day if not every other but she has schedule various doctors at various times to accommodate the traveling and she is willing to work to help in any way, even if the doctor has to sign paperwork showing what time she arrived and left for that appointment.  Mr. Cordes said he will have to review all clients and it is a shame that people have learned to gain system and it has become costly and he is having another meeting with Mr. King but stated that a vehicle is not worth the $.52 cents/mile and has to be good stewards of the county money.
