Paul Adams, Director – LC Board of Elections stated Josette Burns, Secretary of State Regional Liaison was to be present, but had a flat tire.  He stated that the discussion of on line voter registration started about 6 years ago and almost all other counties have done a resolution or letter of support.  On line voter registration will make it easier for people to go to the website and insert their information so nothing is inaccurate and with people already being registered at the BMV that is a double check.  Since their website has been updated there is more participation, sample ballots, fill able forms, poll workers are allowed to schedule classes on line.  On Line voter registration will also save postage and additional paperwork  He stated that this has been passed in the senate waiting for house approval.
Commissioner Kokoski asked if you are registered are you always registered, Mr. Adams said no, if someone does not vote in 2 federal elections then you are taken off and notices are sent for registration, address change, etc.  

Commissioner Kalo said this was a long time coming

Commissioner Lundy stated that 5.6 million people have voted and only around 135 individuals were suspected of voter fraud which is .002387%, he encourages people to voice their vote and let it county.

We are writing to express our enthusiastic support of the implementation of online voter registration in Ohio.

As the government body tasked with the responsibility of funding the Lorain County Board of Elections, we are supportive of all efforts to cut costs in a responsible manner. Data shows that an online voter registration system can save anywhere from 50 cents to $2.34 per registration. Between 2011 and 2014, this could have amounted to a savings of anywhere between $2.8 million and $13.2 million for the state of Ohio. On a local level, this means Lorain County could have saved between $60,426 and $282,794 over this same time period. 

We feel the time is right for Ohio to count themselves among the nearly 30 states that have either already implemented or passed online voter registration.  There are many benefits to this option, including ease of registration, security, instant verification through the Bureau of Motor Vehicles and savings on postage costs.

Thank you for your time and consideration of this matter.  We are pleased to join you in urging the legislature to pass a bill to authorize online voter registration in Ohio.

WHEREAS, this Board of County Commissioners (sometimes referred to herein as the "Board") passed Resolution No. 15-601 on September 16, 2015 (the "Prior Resolution") authorizing the Various Purpose Refunding Bonds, Series 2015 (the "Bonds"), and designated the Bonds as "qualified tax-exempt obligations" to the extent permitted by Section 265(b) of the Code; and 

WHEREAS, this Board desires to more fully describe its designation of the Bonds as "qualified tax-exempt obligations" to the extent permitted by Section 265(b) of the Code as follows in this Resolution; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of County Commissioners of Lorain County, Ohio:

SECTION 1.  That the Prior Resolution is hereby amended by amending and restating SECTION 11 of such Prior Resolution in its entirety, as follows:

SECTION 11.  That the Consolidated Bonds are hereby designated "qualified tax-exempt obligations" to the extent permitted by Section 265(b) of the Code.  The Board does not reasonably expect to issue more than $10,000,000 of such obligations during calendar year 2015. To the extent that the weighted average maturity of the portion of the Consolidated Bonds which currently refunds the County’s $4,560,000 General Obligation (Limited Tax) Sewer System Improvement Bonds, Series 2001, dated December 1, 2001 (the "2001 Bonds") is less than the remaining weighted average maturity of the 2001 Bonds, such portion of the Consolidated Bonds (the "Current Refunding Portion") will be deemed designated as permitted by Section 265(b)(3)(D)(ii) of the Code and therefore will not count against the County’s $10,000,000 qualified tax-exempt obligation limit pursuant to Section 265(b)(3)(C) of the Code.  However, any amount of the Current Refunding Portion of the Consolidated Bonds that exceeds the outstanding amount of the 2001 Bonds will not qualify for deemed designation per Section 265(b)(3)(D)(ii)(I) of the Code and will count against the County’s $10,000,000 qualified tax-exempt obligation limit pursuant to Section 265(b)(3)(C)(ii)(III) of the Code, thereby requiring affirmative qualified tax-exempt obligation designation.

SECTION 2.  That the Clerk of this Board is hereby directed to forward a certified copy of this resolution to the County Auditor.

SECTION 3.  That it is found and determined that all formal actions of this Board concerning and relating to the adoption of this resolution were adopted in an open meeting of this Board, and that all deliberations of this Board and of any of its committees that resulted in such formal action, were in meetings open to the public, in compliance with the law, including Section 121.22 of the Revised Code of Ohio.

RESOLUTION NO. 15-625

RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE ISSUANCE OF NOT TO EXCEED $155,000 PHEASANT RUN SEWER PROJECT BOND ANTICIPATION NOTES, FOR THE PURPOSE OF PAYING THE COSTS OF PROJECT IMPROVEMENTS, INCLUDING ENGINEERING, TESTING AND INSPECTION SERVICES, TOGETHER WITH ALL NECESSARY APPURTENANCES THERETO.

WHEREAS, the County Auditor has heretofore estimated that the life or period of usefulness of the improvements hereinafter described is at least five (5) years, and has certified that the maximum maturity of the bonds is twenty (20) years, and of the notes to be issued in anticipation thereof is twenty (20) years.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of County Commissioners of the County of Lorain, Ohio:

SECTION 1.  That it is necessary to issue bonds of this County in the principal amount of not to exceed $155,000 for the purpose of paying the costs of the improvements, including engineering, testing and inspection services, in anticipation of the levy and collection of special assessments (the "Project"), together with all necessary appurtenances thereto.  Said bonds shall be dated approximately October 1, 2016, shall bear interest at an approximate rate of five percent (5%) per annum and shall mature in substantially equal annual or semiannual installments over a period not exceeding twenty (20) years after their issuance.

SECTION 2.  That it is hereby determined that notes (hereinafter called the "Notes") in the principal amount of not to exceed $155,000 shall be issued in anticipation of the issuance of said bonds.

SECTION 3.  That the Notes shall be dated their date of issuance, shall bear interest at the rate not to exceed three per centum (3.00%) per annum as evidenced by a certificate awarding the Notes (the "Certificate of Award") which the County Auditor, the County Administrator or the Budget Director are hereby authorized to sign and shall be payable at maturity, shall mature not more than one year from their date of issuance, and shall be of such number as may be requested by the purchaser, in the denominations of $155,000 and sold to sophisticated investors.

SECTION 4.  That the Notes shall be executed by at least two members of this Board of County Commissioners and by the County Auditor, which signatures may be facsimile, and may bear the County Auditor’s seal.  The Notes shall be payable at a bank or financial institution directed by the County, and shall express upon their faces the purpose for which they are issued and that they are issued in pursuance of this resolution.

SECTION 5.  That the Notes shall be sold, at par and accrued interest, to Ross, Sinclaire & Associates, LLC, Columbus, Ohio (the "Original Purchaser"), in accordance with its offer to purchase, which shall be stated in the Certificate of Award, and the proceeds from such sale, except any premium or accrued interest thereon, shall be paid into the proper fund and used for the purpose aforesaid and for no other purpose, which may include costs of issuance and capitalized interest.

SECTION 6.  That the Notes shall be the full general obligations of this County, and the full faith, credit and revenue of this County are hereby pledged for the prompt payment of the same.  The par value received from the sale of bonds anticipated by the Notes, and any excess fund resulting from the issue of the Notes, shall to the extent necessary be used only for the retirement of the Notes at maturity, together with interest thereon and is hereby pledged for such purpose.

SECTION 7.  That for purposes of this resolution, the following terms shall have the following meanings:

"Book entry form" or "book entry system" means a form or system under which (i) the beneficial right to payment of principal of and interest on the Notes may be transferred only through a book entry, and (ii) physical note certificates in fully registered form are issued only to the Depository or its nominee as registered owner, with the Notes "immobilized" to the custody of the Depository, and the book entry maintained by others than this Board of County Commissioners is the record that identifies the owners of beneficial interests in those Notes and that principal and interest.

"Depository" means any securities depository that is a clearing agency under federal law operating and maintaining, together with its Participants or otherwise, a book entry system to record ownership of beneficial interests in Notes or principal and interest, and to effect transfers of Notes, in book entry form, and includes and means initially The Depository Trust Company (a limited purpose trust company), New York, New York.

"Participant" means any participant contracting with a Depository under a book entry system and includes security brokers and dealers, banks and trust companies, and clearing corporations.

"Resolution" means this resolution.

All or any portion of the Notes may be initially issued to a Depository for use in a book entry system, and the provisions of this Section shall apply to such Notes, notwithstanding any other provision of this Resolution.  If and as long as a book entry system is utilized with respect to any of such Notes: (i) there shall be a single note of each maturity; (ii) those Notes shall be registered in the name of the Depository or its nominee, as registered owner, and immobilized in the custody of the Depository; (iii) the beneficial owners of Notes in book entry form shall have no right to receive Notes in the form of physical securities or certificates; (iv) ownership of beneficial interests in any Notes in book entry form shall be shown by book entry on the system maintained and operated by the Depository and its Participants, and transfers of the ownership of beneficial interests shall be made only by book entry by the Depository and its Participants; and (v) the Notes as such shall not be transferable or exchangeable, except for transfer to another Depository or to another nominee of a Depository, without further action by this Board of County Commissioners.  Debt service charges on Notes in book entry form registered in the name of a Depository or its nominee shall be payable in the manner provided in this Board of County Commissioners’ agreement with the Depository to the Depository or its authorized representative (i) in the case of interest, on each interest payment date, and (ii) in all other cases, upon presentation and surrender of Notes as provided in this Resolution.

The paying agent and registrar (the "Paying Agent and Registrar") may, with the approval of this Board of County Commissioners, enter into an agreement with the beneficial owner or registered owner of any note in the custody of a Depository providing for making all payments to that owner of principal and interest on that note or any portion thereof (other than any payment of the entire unpaid principal amount thereof) at a place and in a manner (including wire transfer of federal funds) other than as provided in this Resolution, without prior presentation or surrender of the note, upon any conditions which shall be satisfactory to the Paying Agent and Registrar and to this Board of County Commissioners.  That payment in any event shall be made to the person who is the registered owner of that note on the date that principal is due, or, with respect to the payment of interest, as of the applicable date agreed upon as the case may be.  The Paying Agent and Registrar shall furnish a copy of each of those agreements, certified to be correct by the Paying Agent and Registrar, to any other paying agents for the Notes and to this Board of County Commissioners.  Any payment of principal or interest pursuant to such an agreement shall constitute payment thereof pursuant to, and for all purposes of, this Resolution.

The County Administrator or Budget Director are authorized and directed without further action of this Board of County Commissioners to execute, acknowledge and deliver, in the name of and on behalf of this Board of County Commissioners, a blanket letter agreement between this Board of County Commissioners and The Depository Trust Company, as Depository, to be delivered in connection with the issuance of the Notes to the Depository for use in a book entry system, and to take all other actions the County Administrator or Budget Director deems appropriate in issuing the Notes under a book entry system.

If any Depository determines not to continue to act as Depository for the Notes for use in a book entry system, this Board of County Commissioners and the Paying Agent and Registrar may attempt to establish a securities depository/book entry relationship with another qualified Depository under this Resolution.  If this Board of County Commissioners and the Paying Agent and Registrar do not or are unable to do so, this Board of County Commissioners and the Paying Agent and Registrar, after the Paying Agent and Registrar has made provision for notification of the beneficial owners by the then Depository, shall permit withdrawal of the Notes from the Depository and authenticate and deliver note certificates in fully registered form to the assigns of the Depository or its nominee, all at the cost and expense (including costs of printing definitive Notes), if the event is not the result of action or inaction by this Board of County Commissioners or the Paying Agent and Registrar, of those persons requesting such issuance.

SECTION 8.  That during the period while the Notes run there shall be levied upon all of the taxable property in this County within applicable limitations, in addition to all other taxes, a direct tax annually, not less than that which would have been levied if bonds had been issued without the prior issue of the Notes; said tax shall be and is hereby ordered computed, certified, levied and extended upon the tax duplicate and collected by the same officers in the same manner and at the same time that taxes for general purposes for each of said years are certified, extended and collected.  Said tax shall be placed before and in preference to all other items and for the full amount thereof.

The funds derived from said tax levy hereby required shall be placed in a separate and distinct fund, together with interest collected on the same, shall be irrevocably pledged for the payment of the principal and interest of the Notes, or the bonds in anticipation, of which they are issued, when and as the same fall due; provided, however, that to the extent moneys from the levy and collection of special assessments are available for debt service (the anticipated repayment revenue), said tax need not be levied for such purpose.

SECTION 9.  That the County Administrator and Budget Director are authorized to apply for municipal bond credit rating(s) for the Notes and to accept said rating(s) on behalf of the County.

SECTION 10.  That this Board of County Commissioners hereby covenants and agrees that it will execute, comply with and carry out all of the provisions of a continuing disclosure certificate dated the date of issuance and delivery of the Notes (the "Continuing Disclosure Certificate") in connection with the issuance of the Notes.  Failure to comply with any such provisions of the Continuing Disclosure Certificate shall not constitute a default on the Notes; however, any holder of the Notes may take such action as may be necessary and appropriate, including seeking specific performance, to cause this Board of County Commissioners to comply with its obligations under this section and the Continuing Disclosure Certificate.

RESOLUTION NO. 15-628

RESOLUTION CONSOLIDATING THREE BOND ANTICIPATION NOTE ISSUES OF THE COUNTY OF LORAIN, OHIO INTO A CONSOLIDATED BOND ANTICIPATION NOTE ISSUE, AND ESTABLISHING THE TERMS OF SUCH CONSOLIDATED ISSUE.

WHEREAS, this Board of County Commissioners (sometimes referred to herein as the "Board") has this date adopted three resolutions authorizing the following general obligation bond anticipation note issues pursuant to Chapter 133 of the Ohio Revised Code for the purposes indicated:  (1) not to exceed $155,000 Pheasant Run Sewer Project Bond Anticipation Notes (the "Pheasant Run Sewer Notes"), for the purpose of paying the costs of project improvements, including engineering, testing and inspection services, together with all necessary appurtenances thereto, (2) $470,000 County Building Acquisition Bond Anticipation Notes (the "County Building Acquisition Notes"), for the purpose of paying the costs of acquiring a building for County use, including the Veteran's Services Commission, together with all necessary appurtenances thereto, and (3) not to exceed $525,000 Courthouse Renovation Project Bond Anticipation Notes (the "Courthouse Renovation Notes"), for the purpose of paying the costs of renovating the County Courthouse, including architectural services, together with all necessary appurtenances thereto, and to provide additional project funds, each together with costs of issuance.  The Board of County Commissioners desires to combine the Pheasant Run Sewer Project Notes, the County Building Acquisition Notes and the Courthouse Renovation Notes for sale, such bond anticipation note issues are collectively referred to as the "2015 Notes"); and

WHEREAS, this Board desires to issue and sell the 2015 Notes on a consolidated basis pursuant to Section 133.30(B) of the Ohio Revised Code and this resolution;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of County Commissioners of Lorain County, Ohio:

SECTION 1.  That pursuant to the provisions of Section 133.30(B) of the Ohio Revised Code, the 2015 Notes shall be consolidated into a single bond anticipation note issue which shall be designated "Various Purpose Notes, Series 2015" (such consolidated bond anticipation notes are hereinafter referred to as the "Consolidated Notes"), together with any additional designations.

SECTION 2.  That the Consolidated Notes shall be issued under authority of the general laws of the State of Ohio, particularly Chapter 133 of the Ohio Revised Code.  The Consolidated Notes shall (i) be dated as of the same date as the 2015 Notes (ii) be in a principal amount equal to the sum of the aggregate principal amounts of the 2015 Notes, (iii) be numbered from R‑1 upwards in order of issuance, (iv) be of the denominations provided in the separate authorizing legislation, provided that each Consolidated Note shall be of a single maturity, (v) mature on the date the 2015 Notes mature, and (vi) bear interest payable on the date interest on the 2015 Notes is payable at a rate equal to the rate of interest on the 2015 Notes.

It is hereby determined by this Board that the issuance of the Consolidated Notes provided herein are in the best interests of the County.

SECTION 3.  That the Consolidated Notes shall express upon their faces a summary statement of purposes encompassing the purposes stated in the resolutions authorizing the 2015 Notes and may state that they are issued in pursuance of this resolution.  The Consolidated Notes shall be in fully registered form without coupons, shall bear the signatures of at least two members of this Board and of the County Auditor, provided that any or all such signatures may be facsimile signatures, may bear the seal of such County Auditor or a facsimile thereof, and shall bear the manual authenticating signature of an authorized representative of The Huntington National Bank, Cleveland, Ohio (the "Paying Agent and Registrar") for the Consolidated Notes.  The principal amount of each Consolidated Note shall be payable at the principal office of the Paying Agent and the Registrar and interest thereon shall be made at maturity to the person whose name appears on the record date on the Consolidated Note registration records as the registered holder thereof, by check or draft mailed to such registered holder at his address as it appears on such registration records.

The Consolidated Notes shall be transferable by the registered holder thereof in person or by his attorney duly authorized in writing at the principal office of the Paying Agent and Registrar upon presentation and surrender thereof to the Paying Agent and Registrar.  The County and the Paying Agent and Registrar shall not be required to transfer any Consolidated Note during the 15‑day period preceding any interest payment date.

The County and the Paying Agent and Registrar may deem and treat the registered holders of the Consolidated Notes as the absolute owners thereof for all purposes, and neither the County nor the Paying Agent and Registrar shall be affected by any notice to the contrary.

SECTION 4.  That the provisions of the respective resolutions authorizing the 2015 Notes relating to security and sources of payment, federal tax status of the 2015 Notes and of interest payable thereon, are hereby incorporated by reference into this resolution and the Consolidated Notes.

SECTION 5.  That the Consolidated Notes shall be sold to Ross, Sinclaire & Associates, LLC (the "Purchaser") at not less than 97% of the principal amount thereof plus accrued interest to the date of delivery, as determined by the County Auditor or the County Administrator without further action of this Board pursuant to the Purchaser’s offer to purchase which such officer is hereby authorized to accept, to make the necessary arrangements with the Purchaser to establish the date, location, procedure and conditions for the delivery of the Consolidated Notes to the Purchaser, to give all appropriate notices and certificates and to take all steps necessary to effect the due execution and delivery of the Consolidated Notes.  The proceeds from the sale of the Consolidated Notes, except as any premium and accrued interest received, shall be apportioned, deposited and credited in accordance with Section 133.32 of the Ohio Revised Code to the respective purposes and funds in accordance with the amount of each issue of 2015 Notes and for which purposes such proceeds are hereby appropriated.  Any premium and accrued interest received from such sale shall be transferred to the bond retirement fund to be applied to the payment of the principal and interest of the Consolidated Notes in the manner provided by law.

SECTION 6.  The County hereby covenants and agrees that it will execute, comply with and carry out all of the provisions of a continuing disclosure certificate dated the date of issuance and delivery of the Consolidated Notes (the "Continuing Disclosure Certificate") in connection with the issuance of the Consolidated Notes.  Failure to comply with any such provisions of the Continuing Disclosure Certificate shall not constitute a default on the Consolidated Notes; however, any holder of the Consolidated Notes may take such action as may be necessary and appropriate, including seeking specific performance, to cause the County to comply with its obligations under this paragraph and the Continuing Disclosure Certificate.

SECTION 7.  That at least two members of this Board, the County Auditor, the County Administrator and/or the Budget Director are hereby separately authorized, alone or with others, to execute and deliver an agreement with the Paying Agent and Registrar for its services as paying agent, registrar and transfer agent for the Consolidated Notes in such form as such officers may approve, the execution thereof by such officer to be conclusive evidence of such authorization and approval.

SECTION 8.  That for purposes of this Resolution, the following terms shall have the following meanings:

"Book entry form" or "book entry system" means a form or system under which (i) the beneficial right to payment of principal of and interest on the Consolidated Notes may be transferred only through a book entry, and (ii) physical Consolidated Note certificates in fully registered form are issued only to the Depository or its nominee as registered owner, with the Consolidated Notes "immobilized" to the custody of the Depository, and the book entry maintained by others than this County is the record that identifies the owners of beneficial interests in those Consolidated Notes and that principal and interest.

"Depository" means any securities depository that is a clearing agency under federal law operating and maintaining, together with its Participants or otherwise, a book entry system to record ownership of beneficial interests in Consolidated Notes or principal and interest, and to effect transfers of Consolidated Notes, in book entry form, and includes and means initially The Depository Trust Company (a limited purpose trust company), New York, New York.

"Participant" means any participant contracting with a Depository under a book entry system and includes security brokers and dealers, banks and trust companies, and clearing corporations.

All or any portion of the Consolidated Notes may be initially issued to a Depository for use in a book entry system, and the provisions of this Section shall apply to such Consolidated Notes, notwithstanding any other provision of this Resolution.  If and as long as a book entry system is utilized with respect to any of such Consolidated Notes: (i) there shall be a single Consolidated Note registered in the name of the Depository or its nominee, as registered owner, and immobilized in the custody of the Depository; (iii) the beneficial owners of Consolidated Notes in book entry form shall have no right to receive Consolidated Notes in the form of physical securities or certificates; (iv) ownership of beneficial interests in any Consolidated Notes in book entry form shall be shown by book entry on the system maintained and operated by the Depository and its Participants, and transfers of the ownership of beneficial interests shall be made only by book entry by the Depository and its Participants; and (v) the Consolidated Notes as such shall not be transferable or exchangeable, except for transfer to another Depository or to another nominee of a Depository, without further action by this County.  Debt service charges on Consolidated Notes in book entry form registered in the name of a Depository or its nominee shall be payable in the manner provided in this County’s agreement with the Depository to the Depository or its authorized representative upon presentation and surrender of Consolidated Notes as provided in this Resolution.

The Paying Agent and Registrar may, with the approval of this County, enter into an agreement with the beneficial owner or registered owner of any Consolidated Note in the custody of a Depository providing for making all payments to that owner of principal and interest on that Consolidated Note or any portion thereof (other than any payment of the entire unpaid principal amount thereof) at a place and in a manner (including wire transfer of federal funds) other than as provided in this Resolution, without prior presentation or surrender of the Consolidated Note, upon any conditions which shall be satisfactory to the Paying Agent and Registrar and to this County.  That payment in any event shall be made to the person who is the registered owner of that Consolidated Note on the date that principal is due, or, with respect to the payment of interest, as of the applicable date agreed upon as the case may be.  The Paying Agent and Registrar shall furnish a copy of each of those agreements, certified to be correct by the Paying Agent and Registrar, to any other paying agents for the Consolidated Notes and to this County.  Any payment of principal or interest pursuant to such an agreement shall constitute payment thereof pursuant to, and for all purposes of, this Resolution.

The County Administrator or the Budget Director are authorized and directed without further action of this Board to execute, acknowledge and deliver, in the name of and on behalf of this County, a blanket letter agreement between this County and The Depository Trust Company, as Depository, to be delivered in connection with the issuance of the Consolidated Notes to the Depository for use in a book entry system, and to take all other actions the County Administrator or the Budget Director deems appropriate in issuing the Consolidated Notes under a book entry system.

If any Depository determines not to continue to act as Depository for the Consolidated Notes for use in a book entry system, this County and the Paying Agent and Registrar may attempt to establish a securities depository/book entry relationship with another qualified Depository under this Resolution.  If this County and the Paying Agent and Registrar do not or are unable to do so, this County and the Paying Agent and Registrar, after the Paying Agent and Registrar has made provision for notification of the beneficial owners by the then Depository, shall permit withdrawal of the Consolidated Notes from the Depository and authenticate and deliver Consolidated Note certificates in fully registered form to the assigns of the Depository or its nominee, all at the cost and expense (including costs of printing definitive Consolidated Notes), if the event is not the result of action or inaction by this County or the Paying Agent and Registrar, of those persons requesting such issuance.

SECTION 9.  That the members of this Board, the County Auditor, the County Administrator, the Budget Director or any other officer, employee or agent of this County, are each hereby separately authorized, alone or with others to apply for a rating from one or more national rating services with respect to the consolidated Notes, and any such actions heretofore taken are hereby approved, ratified and confirmed.  The payment of the fees and expenses relating to any such rating from the proceeds of the consolidated Notes is hereby authorized.

SECTION 10.  That the Clerk of this Board is hereby directed to forward a certified copy of this resolution to the County Auditor.

SECTION 11.  That it is found and determined that all formal actions of this Board concerning and relating to the adoption of this resolution were adopted in an open meeting of this Board, and that all deliberations of this Board and of any of its committees that resulted in such formal action, were in meetings open to the public, in compliance with the law, including Section 121.22 of the Revised Code of Ohio.

SECTION 12.  That this resolution shall take effect immediately upon its adoption.

COMMISSIONERS REPORT




Commissioner Kokoski said this past Saturday was the 10th annual Doggie Doo parade in Oberlin, her 9th year in judging

Commissioner Kokoski said land bank meeting was yesterday, did a demo in N. Ridgeville on Wallace Road on Monday. Mr. Cordes said the land bank consist of the Commissioners, Treasurer, largest city Lorain, Township & BIA. OHFRA funds were received and 60 homes were demolished by deadline, actually the county exceeded this doing 120.  The average cost to demo is $12,000/home and county should have 350-400 homes in 2-3 years that are blighted.  Commissioner Kokoski thanked the Prosecutors & Treasurer Office for putting the fear in people to pay their taxes, the county does not want anyone’s home or business, just pay your taxes. She stated that there are payment plan options available.  Mr. Cordes said there have been a lot of people that can afford to pay but choose not to that have came in which equates to around almost $1 million.  Commissioner Kalo thanked Chris Pyanowski, Assistant Prosecutor and Clerk of Courts so far $790,000 has been recouped for land bank and the land bank is getting ready to formalize a policy on acquisition property.  Mr. Cordes said they will start looking at commercial property, downtown areas.  Commissioner Kalo said he would like to see some property be purchased by owners for side lots, green space and rehab.  Mr. Cordes said there is lot of lmi/homeless and affordable housing is needed, key to success is home ownership. Michelle Fitch, Amherst and her mother Jean Fitch.


Michelle Fitch she wants to discuss the NET program through JFS. She stated that her mom is her transporter for various medical appointments and would hope that the commissioners reconsider not to take this away from them. She has tried previous forms of transportation with taxis, buses, etc. but it has not worked for her.  Her mom is her power of attorney with her many health issues and for financial.  She is 41 years old and on SSI. A taxi just drops you off and leaves and she is only in her appointment for a few minutes and the only reasons people started to complain was because the reimbursement checks were not be processed timely.

Jean Fitch said she has been taking her daughter since 2000 and yes she is going to a Methadone Clinic in Cleveland, she cannot stand long due to her swollen feet and other various medical illnesses.  She has taken med express but the person drove her daughter to his house and that was not a good situation. She learned of this program and signed up and she is saving the county money, she only gets reimbursed $.52 cents per mile where it cost the county like $5,000/month, and her reimbursement is like $33/day

Commissioner Kokoski said a reimbursement is like $900+ dollars. Ms. Fitch said her daughter has numerous appointments, plus foot appointment and prescription pickups and she hopes that the county would reconsider this program. Jean Fitch provided some letters to the board from other providers that could not be present today.

Mr. Cordes said the county can provide this service as a pick up from door like a dial a ride which will be a savings and start October 1

Michelle Fitch said what is going to happen if she has a medical emergency.  

Mr. Cordes said the county can provide transportation services not medical and stated that Jean Fitch is getting reimbursed $33/day, last year was $29,000/annual to make transportation trips and there are a lot of high users of this program and the county can provide a different option to save taxpayers money and there can be some challenges but we can provide transportation.


Jeff King, Job & Family series stated that this program cost $1.345 million for medical transportation. There are multiple clients and by doing a county transportation service 7 days per week it will have a cost savings of 57%.  Mr. Cordes said this is a test run and could be expanded to others


Michelle Fitch asked about the people that have to be at work. The clinic line starts forming at 4:30 am, it takes a few minutes so people can be at their place of employment.  Mr. King said there will be early and late shift transportation.  Commissioner Kokoski asked how many have employment. Mr. King said in June there were 3 people at part time status with variable hours.


Commissioners said this could be somewhat inconvenient at first but the county can provide this transportation for people that need to go to their medical appointments.


Michelle Fitch said she does not believe it will be cost effective and people will just drive themselves.
