2016 Legal Division Budget Request

IN 2014, THE CLERK RECEIVED $200,000.00 IN FORECLOSURE FUNDING FROM THE GENERAL DIVISION OF THE COMMON PLEAS COURT.

THIS YEAR, MY OFFICE RECEIVED $150,000.00 FROM THE COURT.  IN 2016, I WILL RECEIVE NO FUNDING FROM THE GENERAL DIVISION.   He has asked on separate occasions each being lower amounts from the Courts and has been denied funding.
Despite the loss of $150,000, which represented 13.5% of my total Legal Division budget this year, my 2016 General Fund request is only $48,944 higher than what he was appropriated for 2015.

In less than a year’s time he has reduced his staffing, increased efficiencies, promoted cross-training, shifted allowable costs to other funds, and cut office supply expenditures to save the General Fund over $100,000.00.

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Mr. Orlando said he will be donating $350,000 in CTA monies for the benefit of the General Fund.
Commissioner Kalo said Clerk of Courts has always given something back annually to the general fund and asked with the reduction it will be tight. Mr. Orlando said they will try.

Commissioner Kokoski said her concern is the courts are receiving the funding for foreclosure so why can they not participate.

Deb Tansey, Assistant Court Administrator – Common Pleas said the Courts budget hearing is next week but in regards to the foreclosure she displayed a revenue history chart and not to be stingy but in the past 8 years the courts have given $1.5 million. The revenues are down.
Mr. Orlando said 2014-2015 are identical years and asked what are the plans for the foreclosure department next year. Ms. Tansey said the department will be there. Mr. Cordes said the revenue seems to fall for courts but the courts continue to hire people. 

Mrs. Tansey said there are other factors and the presentation will be next week. The foreclosure departments use to work with 2 judges, now it has 6 judges and there is distribution, also the CPO’s go through the courts.  Mr. Cordes said the numbers do not make sense and staffing continues to increase

Mr. Orlando said currently the court magistrate work for judges handle CPO’s, Mrs. Tansey said yes current procedure. Mr. Orlando said there should be some portion of money coming from foreclosure rather than cut to zero

PROSECUTOR – BUDGET HEARING
George Koury, Chief of Staff – Lorain County Prosecutors Office said Prosecutor Dennis Will was not readily available his brother passed away.

Mr. Koury stated they do not have fewer cases and they are not working any less it just continues to grow.

There could be some issues in transition due to changes in the law, Columbus has a task force and not sure what the anticipated additional procedures will be in handling cases.  They also have a Prosecutor that helps in Judge Miraldi’s treatment court.  The general fund request is the same as it was 10 years ago.
The increase in 4D and 4E budgets of 2-5%. The 4D is reimbursed 66% by the State and 4E salary budget is fully subsidized by the State and Children Services.

Mr. Koury indicated that they have hired someone to cross train and help with the maternity leaves because the courts don’t suspend their dockets just because there are not enough prosecutors.  
Commissioner Kalo said we need to get these budgets as close to the spending.
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Commissioner Lundy said the prosecutors caseloads are not going away but he wants to personally thank the Prosecutors office for the civil division, especially to Mr. Innes. Mr. Koury said the civil division is their best kept secret.  Mr. Cordes said this department offers the Commissioners a lot of unique partnerships.
Commissioner Lundy said the public has the conception of government jobs are cushy jobs, they are not.  Mr. Koury said we have a lot of good prosecutors leave because of the pay. These people go to law school and then they make around $45,000 here and this is not an 8-4 or 9-5 Monday – Friday job.  There are several occasions calls will come in through the holidays, during the night, it is just the nature of the job.  He said Mr. Innes works 7 days a week, he is at night meetings and he has pride in Mr. Innes.

Commissioner Lundy thanked the Prosecutors office for the documentation explaining the office and budget.  When he was at the state with finance they never receive anything to detail like this.

Mr. Koury also said thank you to whomever was painting the 3rd floor of the justice center, they did a magnificent job.

Commissioners gave their condolences to Prosecutor Will.

INMATE COLLECTIONS PROGRAM (ICP)

Procedures established by the Ohio Department of Rehabilitation & Correction in the Ohio Administrative Code permit a Clerk to attach the commissary account of a state prison inmate to make payments upon the inmate’s court-ordered financial obligation.  My office just began submitting this paperwork in April of this year and have already collected over $50,000 in payments on behalf of inmates.  2,765 ICP REFERRALS HAVE BEEN MADE THUS FAR.
