WHEREAS, Lorain County Board of Commissioners do hereby repeal Resolution No. 13-471, adopted May 15, 2013  – Section 6.2 – Vacations; and

WHEREAS, it is the intent of the Board to further revise Sections 6.2.; and

WHEREAS, Section 6.2 A, the removal of “Permanent Part-time employees are eligible to receive paid vacation leave on a prorated basis.”  Permanent part time employees are not eligible to receive prorated paid vacation leave.

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, by the Lorain County Board of Commissioners that all previous versions of Section 6.2 of the Board of Commissioners Personnel Policy Manual are hereby repealed and in their stead of the Board of Commissioners hereby adopts the following 

Section 6.2 – Vacations 

A.
Full-time County employees who normally work forty (40) hours per week are eligible for paid vacation leave according to the following eligibility guidelines.  
After 1 year service 
80 hours vacation (3.1 hours per pay period)

After 8 years service
120 hours vacation (4.6 hours per pay period)

After 15 years service
160 hours vacation (6.2 hours per pay period)

After 25 years service
200 hours vacation (7.7 hours per pay period)


Vacation leave shall only be accumulated while an employee is in active pay status.  Full-time employees who are in active pay status for less than their number of regularly scheduled hours in any pay period will have their vacation accrual prorated for the pay period.

B.
No employee will be entitled to vacation leave under any circumstances until he or she has completed one (1) year of employment with the County, the state, or a political subdivision of the state.

C.
Vacations are scheduled in accordance with work load requirements of the Employer.  For this reason, it is important that vacation requests be made as far in advance as possible.  The Employer reserves the right to approve or deny vacation requests.

D.
Vacation leave is earned while on paid leave, but additional vacation leave is not accrued through the working of overtime.

E.
The Employer may authorize vacation carry over from year to year; however, vacation leave shall not be carried over for more than three (3) years.  An Employee is entitled to compensation, at his or her current rate of pay, for the prorated portion of any earned but unused vacation leave for the current year to his or her credit, at time of separation, transfer to another appointing authority, or retirement, and in addition, shall be compensated for any unused vacation leave accrued to his or her credit, with the permission of the Employer for up to three (3) years (if permitted to be carried over by the appointing authority R.C. 325.189 (c)) immediately preceding the last anniversary date of employment. This means the maximum vacation accrual that an employee may have is the amount earned in the current year (maximum period of three hundred sixty-four [364] days), plus three (3) years worth of accrual carried over with the approval of the Employer.

F.
Any employee who, as of the date of the adoption of this policy, has a vacation leave balance in excess of that permitted in “E” above will have the additional hours placed in a separate non-FLSA compensatory time bank. Any time remaining in the bank at the time of the employee’s retirement or other separation from service will be forfeited.

G.
On and after October 25, 1995, employees will receive credit for prior service with the state or any political subdivision of the state for the purpose of vacation accumulation, per ORC 9.44.  Notwithstanding the above, if any person removed for conviction of a felony "within the meaning of RC 124.34 is subsequently re-employed by the County, such person is only qualified to accrue vacation as if he or she were a new employee receiving no prior service credit.

Vacation Leave Conversion.  


This paragraph shall apply only to employees of the Board of Commissioners. County Appointing Authorities may, at their discretion and in accordance with Section 325.19(C) of the Revised Code, adopt policies applying this paragraph to their employees. Conversion payment under this paragraph, unless otherwise approved by the Board of Commissioners, shall be paid from the budget of the respective appointing authorities.

Prior to December 15* of each calendar year, any employee eligible to take two (2) or more weeks of vacation may notify the Employer in writing that he or she wishes to convert vacation time into paid time. A written request must be completed by the employee to do so and submitted to the Employer no later than December 15 of the year of the actual conversion. The rate of conversion will be one (1) day of pay at the employee’s regular hourly rate for each two (2) days of vacation converted.  The conversion will result in the employee having his vacation leave account reduced by the number of vacation hours converted. Any eligible employee must maintain at least one (1) week (i.e. forty [40] hours) of vacation per calendar year that may not be converted to paid time.  Converted hours will not count as “hours worked” in the week paid out of the purpose of calculating overtime, and the leave converted under this program is done on a last in, first out basis.


* For the year 2012, employees shall have until December 31 to turn in a written request.

The Employee will receive the payout no later than January 31 of the following year.

WHEREAS, the County of Lorain, Ohio (the "County") has issued various Hospital Facilities Revenue Bonds (the "Bonds") to finance and refinance the costs of "Hospital Facilities," as defined in Section 140.01, Ohio Revised Code, for the benefit of Mercy Health, formerly known as Catholic Health Partners, formerly known as Catholic Healthcare Partners (the "Corporation"), and its nonprofit affiliates, and for the better provision of healthcare services to the residents of the County, and in connection with the issuance of such Bonds, the County has entered into certain leases and subleases of Hospital Facilities with the Corporation and certain of its affiliates; and


WHEREAS, Mercy Health – Regional Medical Center LLC ("Regional Medical Center"), formerly known as Community Health Partners Regional Medical Center, an Ohio nonprofit limited liability company and affiliate of the Corporation, no part of the net earnings of which inures or may lawfully inure to the benefit of any private shareholder or individual, and which has authority to operate Hospital Facilities, has granted a leasehold interest to the County in certain of its property (the "Regional Medical Center Existing Facilities") pursuant to and as defined in the Agreement of Lease dated as of May 1, 1997 (the "Regional Medical Center Prior Lease"); and

WHEREAS, the County has subleased the Regional Medical Center Existing Facilities and certain other hospital facilities, comprising in the aggregate the "Existing Facilities," to the Corporation pursuant to and as defined in the Amended and Restated Sublease dated as of May 1, 2006, as amended by the First Supplement to Amended and Restated Sublease dated as of November 1, 2007, the Second Supplement to Amended and Restated Sublease dated as of March 1, 2008, the Third Supplement to Amended and Restated Sublease dated as of August 1, 2009, the Fourth Supplement to Amended and Restated Sublease dated as of August 1, 2010, the Fifth Supplement to Amended and Restated Sublease dated as of June 1, 2011, the Sixth Supplement to Amended and Restated Sublease dated as of May 1, 2012, the Seventh Supplement to Amended and Restated Sublease dated as of September 1, 2013 and the Eighth Supplement to Amended and Restated Sublease dated as of September 1, 2013 (as supplemented and amended, the "Master Sublease"); and

WHEREAS, the Corporation and Regional Medical Center have requested the County to add certain real property to the Regional Medical Center Existing Facilities pursuant to Section 2.25 of the Master Sublease, which the Corporation and such Affiliate have represented are required to become a portion of the Existing Facilities to effectuate the further provision of Hospital Facilities by Mercy Health and Affiliates and the purposes of the Related Bonds (as defined in the Master Sublease), and the amendment of such lease and such Master Sublease must be authorized by this Board to effect such addition; and

WHEREAS, the lease and sublease which are referenced in this Resolution contain provisions indemnifying the County for its related costs;


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of County Commissioners of the County of Lorain, Ohio:


SECTION 1.  That at least two members of the Board of County Commissioners be and they are hereby authorized and directed to execute and enter into, on behalf of the County:

(i) An Amended and Restated Agreement of Lease (the "Amended and Restated Regional Medical Center Lease") with Regional Medical Center; and 

(ii) A Ninth Supplement to Amended and Restated Sublease (the "Ninth Supplemental Master Sublease") with the Corporation, for the purposes stated in the preambles hereto.

Legal descriptions of the real property to be subject to the Amended and Restated Regional Medical Center Lease and Schedule 4 of the Master Sublease are attached hereto as Exhibit A.

The Amended and Restated Regional Medical Center Lease and the Ninth Supplemental Master Sublease shall be substantially in the forms presented to this Board of County Commissioners and on file with the Clerk, subject to such changes, insertions and omissions as may be approved by this Board of County Commissioners, which approval shall be conclusively evidenced by the execution of such documents as aforesaid.  Solely in reliance on representations of the Corporation, it is hereby determined that the Amended and Restated Regional Medical Center Lease and the Ninth Supplemental Master Sublease will promote the public purpose stated in Section 140.02, Ohio Revised Code, and the County will be duly benefited thereby.


SECTION 2.  That any member of the Board of County Commissioners and the County Administrator of the County and any of them be and they hereby are authorized to execute and deliver on behalf of the County such other certificates, documents and instruments in connection with the purposes and determinations set forth in the preambles hereto and the amendments effected by the Amended and Restated Regional Medical Center Lease and the Ninth Supplemental Master Sublease as may be required, necessary or appropriate, including but not limited to lease amendments or terminations, mortgage terminations, IRS Forms 8038, and memoranda of lease and sublease.


SECTION 3.  That all documents and certificates, the execution and delivery of which are authorized by this Resolution, are subject to the approval of the County Prosecutor.


SECTION 4.  That the provisions of this Resolution are hereby declared to be severable and, if any section, phrase or provision shall, for any reason, be declared invalid, such declaration of invalidity shall not affect the validity of the remainder of this Resolution.


SECTION 5.  That all resolutions or parts thereof, in conflict with the provisions of this Resolution are, to the extent of such conflict, hereby repealed.

SECTION 6.  That it is found and determined that all formal actions of this Board concerning and relating to the adoption of this Resolution were taken in an open meeting of this Board, and that all deliberations of this Board and of any of its committees that resulted in such formal action, were in meetings open to the public, in compliance with the law, including Section 121.22 of the Ohio Revised Code, and the rules of this Board adopted in accordance therewith.

County Administrator Cordes stated the revoking of these two tax abatements for Varbros, LLC Trimline Division and Inservco, Inc., LaGrange Village have been received by Lorain County Tax Incentive Committee and Prosecutors Office.


Jerry Goode, Director – Lorain County Economic Development said tax incentive reviewed these in March and has been working with both companies. Varbros, Trimline received this abatement April 25, 2005 and Inservco received June 28, 2007.  Varbros was to create 4 jobs and Inservco 39 within 3 years after receiving abatement and neither company has created.  He understands the recession had hit during this time but still to this date no jobs have been created. Therefore the recommendation is to revoke that portion of the abatement for those 3 years and Varbros will owe approximately $19,065.46 and Inservco $22,057.21.  Mr. Cordes said they have been in contact with both companies but they have the inability to perform and taxpayers deserve better.

Commissioner Kalo asked if these companies will have a scheduled payback.  Mr. Cordes said a bill will be send and they will continue to work with both companies.  

Commissioner Kokoski asked when the time frame was for creation of jobs. Mr. Goode said 3 years, Varbros should have been 2009 and Inservco should have been 2011.  Assistant prosecutor Innes said the whole tax abatement is not being revoked just the 3 years of non creation of jobs.  Commissioner Lundy said everyone states that the government does not do enough to create jobs, but we do in abatements and jobs need to be created.

In the matter of approving the 2016 temporary general fund budget)
December 16, 2015


Commissioner Kalo said there is a projected $6.6 million carryover, estimate revenue is $51 million, with budget requests totaling around $59.9 million and the county has a $2.4 million shortfall.  1st quarter appropriation is $40.3 million and there was a freeze on budget, some departments were excepted due to contractual increased.  Mr. Kalo said unemployment, healthcare has increased, and the facilities/garage is in horrible shape

Mr. Cordes said $3 million worth of capital improvements eventually will have to be bonded so a debt service payment of $2-215,000; $3 million courthouse $250,000 payment, all within the next 1-2 years and this will not alleviate all the burden
Commissioner Kalo said the case management system at courts is $3.5-7 million. Mr. Cordes said the courts were going to look at special revenue, the demands are grand out there. 
Mr. Cordes said he is reviewing the risk, last year we made higher for save money and get actuary reports on workers comp.  Also waiting the the $1 million for the beds at Golden Acres and the revenue projections are down.  Hope to get the bed money to cover some in 1st quarter but to many things are looming in the future, also not sure where the vest and scars are for the sheriff, also presidential election next year for Board of Elections
Commissioner Lundy said humor does not ease the pain of this budget, he spoke with Budget Director Hobart and she had stated to him that this is the worse budget she has seen. He thanked everyone in putting this together and stated that Columbus has abandoned this county, they are not coming.  We need to provide cars for the safety of our deputies, prosecutor’s office looses good people because of the lack of pay.  This office provides a lot of service to us; like Jerry Innes for all his work in all areas and Chris Pyanowski for land bank. Government cannot change prices and his campaign promise was to put the question before the voters and there is an obvious need, revenue is needed.  Elections are mandatory that could be $100,000 plus, bullet proof vest for the deputies, order from the courts think their request is necessary, utilities rise, healthcare rises, employees have worked over the years and continue with no raises, when does the hurt stop.  He thanked everyone for this budget process and we continue to keep deferring marinating but sooner or later it will have to be taken care of also the courthouse renovation.  
He stated that Columbus is not helping, they seem to be anti local government, and they continue to raise taxes and don’t understand the impact at the local level with things they do.
Commissioner Kokoski said the shortfall is $2.3 million and without the sales of the beds it would be more than $3.3 million. Mr. Cordes said yes.  Mr. Cordes said we also had an offer for the site but ODOT had too many restrictions on the access.

Commissioner Lundy said also there is a false perception that we can use the visitors Bureau money for the general fund that is not true.  There are some differences between services that are being provided and discussion are ongoing.
