	9:45 a.m.	Dave Covell, Health District Commissioner & Tom Kelley, Director – EMA/Homeland Security – Coronavirus
	Mr. Covell said we need to have “Preparation not Panic”. He said the season flu has hit 32 million people with 18,000 deaths and there are less than 100 cases of Coronavirus.  The seasonal flu hits the t cells of the immune system that mutate annually and that is why vacancies are always 6 moths in advance.  The best thing to do always is wash your hands, cover your cough and stay home if you are sick and get a flu shot. He said the novel virus has shifted to animals to humans and thought that Corona was deadly early on but learning that it is less deadly, more thought is the flu is deadly, but not like Eboli.  Coronavirus is more contagious than the flu and bad for older adults and people with immune system comprised.  He has been in the health field for over 30 years and SARS was deadlier, less contagious same with Eboli and he continues to work with all Health Industries, EMA and the Health nurses, we are all good to go in accordance with our emergency planning and COOP – continuing operations plan.  He also stated this virus will have an economic impact since many things are made in China
	Mr. Kelley stated various meetings have been held and the Emergency Operation Plan is effective along with the COOP and stated that him and Clerk Upton have been working on updating the county’s coop and that was really last done because of 911
	Commissioner Kokoski asked about masks. Mr. Covell said there are plenty of N95 makes but it necessary to wear masks, you usually only wear masks if you are sick, other cultures do this for a sign of respect and not to be rude. 
	Commissioner Sweda asked about the statics on death. Mr. Covell said CDC reported there were 32 million with the flu from September – April, 18,000 deaths in the United States and less than 100 cases of coronavirus. He said stay home if sick, cover mouth, wash hands
	Commissioner Kokoski asked about quarantine, isolation. Mr. Covell said yes  a person could be placed in isolation while test occur, if positive will continue to monitor fever for 14 days.
	Commissioner Lundy asked about government buildings, schools, universities, etc. Mr. Covell said he has worked with Oberlin College since they have students from other countries and others that study aboard, they are prepared to test if needed.  He said many colleges are looking to call back their students studying aboard.  He said that graduation is coming up with high schools and colleges  and working on plans as well and been in contact with LCCC too.
	Commissioner Lundy asked about first responders. Mr. Covell said there was a recent case in Washington but all have precautions when working on someone.
	Commissioner Lundy said credible information is needed, Facebook.  Mr. Covell said people need to listen to the health person, no where else and the State of Ohio public health is in constant contact with all other public health officials
	Commissioner Sweda aske about travel.  Mr. Covell said no travel to countries in the target and all people coming to this country form those areas will be tested.
	Commissioner Lundy said what if someone is tested positive and they continue to go on their daily business. Mr. Covell said the health officials have authority along with CDC to mandatory anyone to their home or wherever the isolation would be
	Commissioner Sweda said how long does the testing take. Mr. Covell said a person is tested for the flu, which is a rapid test. If not the flu and little longer test takes place
	Commissioner Kokoski asked if this can be transmitted through cough sneeze, hard surfaces. Mr. Covell said virus can’t survive outside body but cover your cough, wash your hand and stay home if you are sick
	Mr. Covell said his son is a pilot for Alaskan Air and the airline industry has precautions as well because germs can spread on a plane. He said don’t touch face, wash hands, cover mouth, etc.
