B								APPOINTMENT

	9:35 a.m.	Paul Adams, Director – Lorain County Board of Elections stated that this last primary election was different not just in procedures but for the voter and some did not understand the process. As an election official they are lobbying the state that whatever changes are made for November they will be known way in advance for the voters. He thanked the Commissioners for their support and to Mr. Cordes and Mrs. Davis for getting staff to open/close the locations as well as working with the last minute is the election on or off, since there were a lot that were not comfortable in working.  Looking back at the numbers of the last primary election with a presidential election in November there was a decrease.  There are many voters that are interested in voting but some were confused with the State issuing postcards to all voters in Ohio, even ones that had already voted, this was confusing.  He said this was the first year that the state allowed for postage paid envelopes for the ballot which was not budgeted for and this election cost was around $160,000+, with HB197 covering about $113,000.  Mr. Adams stated the Board of Elections is already planning for the November elections and will keep everyone up to date through Facebook and newspaper.  Also looking for workers which it takes 1,000 people to do an election in this county. 
	Commissioner Sweda thanked Mr. Adams and his staff for doing an outstanding job. 
	Commissioner Kokoski said could there be an application in the newspaper to receive an absentee ballot. Mr. Adams said there is a link on their website to request the absentee ballot but that is all they can do from the Secretary of State
	Commissioner Kokoski said some voters don’t feel that voting by absentee is safe by the mail. Mr. Adams said there has not been no significant increase in voter fraud
	Commissioner Lundy said there was some people confused on how to get ballots and what to do. Mr. Adams said you can request an absentee ballot for November but can’t sent it in until beginning of October
	Commissioner Lundy said there were some disqualifications in this primary election. Mr. Adams said yes there were about 60-70 but most of the issues were the voter did not sign the id envelope or provide id on the envelope. But there is a form the election board sends to the voter to correct the issue or through HB197 can fix over the phone if requested.  He said many do not feel comfortable voting this way and it is a learning curve for many.
	Commissioner Lundy asked if any ballots were forwarded to Prosecutors Office. Mr. Adams said yes one, due to misleading signature
	Commissioner Lundy asked bout social distancing at the polls for November. Mr. Adams said yes our polling locations and workers will have guidelines.  He said there might be some locations that do not open up due to being private facilities, nursing homes, schools, etc.  
	Commissioner Sweda said when she was first in office, took a tour of the Board of Elections and at that time asked what was meaningful or stressful, will this primary election top that. Mr. Adams said yes to stop an election and then postpone.

	9:54 a.m.	Mayor Jack Bradley, City of Lorain said he did not know he was signing up for a pandemic this year and has made some recent changes to his office and staff, which he is excited about.  He Chief of Staff Melissa Barnhart has a 6 year old daughter and due to the intensity of this position, she decided to focus on her family beginning June 5 and Rick Soto will take over as Chief of Staff leaving the Assistant Safety Service Director position vacant.  He said Max Upton, Safety Service Director will go Building, Housing and Planning Department once Civil Service signs off and Sanford Washington, Jr. will take that Upton’s position.  He stated that Max Upton has qualifications in this new position with helping with ED projects in Cleveland and with Kellie Glenn resigning this suits him better.  They took a trip back in February to Columbus to try to get the home funds released which is around $500,000/year for the last 4 years and they were held because there was no program administrator.  Mayor stated that Mr. Stanford is a respected person in the community and also serves on LCCC Board of Trustees and President of 100 men.  Mayor said he is excited about the changes happening in the office and learning every day and doing the best they can and give back to the community.  Mayor Bradley said with COVID19 there was a loss of 20-30% in revenue and cuts had to be made but they did a Ohio Shared Work Program because he wanted to avoid layoffs with young workers that have mortgages, children and ones who could not afford a layoff.  This is a program that allows employers to have their employees work a reduced schedule and collect partial unemployed insurance benefits of up to 26 weeks.  There are 250 workers that participated so it is 10-15% cut most did 20% which equals one day off so under the Cares Act they are also receiving $600 until end of July.  He said he hopes many put that extra money away because he does not know that the future holds. Unlike Police and Fire they are essential workers and this also takes a toll on them because domestic violence is p and everyone one of them put their life at risk going into something they are not aware of.  He indicted that Cleveland Clinic has offered for first responders to get tested in Avon.
Mayor Bradley said City Hall will be opening Monday and there will be social distancing and facemask worn, if you don’t have a facemask you could be held in contempt of court.  He said wearing a facemask is not a symbol of a political party it’s a symbol of protection everyone and in order to help everyone follow the rules he partnered with Mayors for Mask program and received 4,800 masks from California to be passed out to council members and workers.  
	Commissioner Kokoski said there was a lot of energized momentum when you took office and then COVID hit
	Commissioner Sweda asked about downtown establishments that had just opened prior to COVID.  Mayor said a lot of business did secure some loans. The hotel that opened up 2 days prior, did not receive a loan and the city did receive $725,000 in relief and will be giving some $100,000 to businesses to keep moving forward.  He had Council modify and relax the outdoor dining ordinance through November 1 so restaurants did not have to erect fencing if they want to set up tables outside.  He is also working with council members, hospitals, business, chamber and thinking outside of the box, putting together loyalty programs, etc.
	Commissioner Kokoski thanked the City for the underpass lighting on 21st and 28th street
	Commissioner Lundy thanked Mayor sand said Soto has done a great job on the Census and getting the flyers out to the food distribution
	Mayor thanked the Commissioners for all their work and look forwarded to the continued partnership.
