Bike routes through Lorain County are USBR30, USBR 130 (formerly USBR 30A), & USBR 136 (formerly USBR 36A) to include such areas of; Wakeman that parallels US20 heads east to Green Road and goes to North Coast Inland Trail heading towards Kipton and Oberlin to Elyria. USBR30 then leaves North Coast Inland Trail through Elyria east to North Ridgeville on US20 to Case Road/Otten Road/Avalon Drive/Stoney Ridge to Mills Road into Cuyahoga County. Also USBR 130, fka USBR 30A parallels the shoreline of Lake Erie and passes through Vermilion, Lorain, Sheffield Lake, and Avon Lake
