This project includes replacement of a deteriorated pony truss bridge on Pitts Rd with a new precast concrete box beam bridge on new reinforced concrete abutments.   Estimated construction cost is $705,636.61 and CEAO will contribute 95% of the project and balance will be paid from Acct#mvgt. Issue Notice to Proceed letter effective on or about October 19, 2018 and work will be completed on or before September 30; Authorize the County Administrator to notify the County Auditor to release retainage at the completion of the project.
