	WHEREAS, Lorain County residents achieved a grand vision in the early 1960’s to create Lorain County Community College, which was the first community college in Ohio; and

	WHEREAS, the general operating levy was last updated for 10 years in 2010; and

	WHEREAS, in order for LCCC to continue to meet the education and training needs of our community this renewal for 10 years will be on the March 17, 2020 ballot of 1.8 mills existing and additional 0.5 mills which equates to less than $1.50 per month; and

	WHEREAS, LCCC ensures local access to affordable college education and has impacted more than 50% of all households as a means to good jobs and a better future.   In addition, 61% of Lorain County high school graduates start their college experience at LCCC.  This level of impact is possible because the community has sustained its local investment in LCCC; and
	
	WHEREAS, since the last levy update, LCCC has delivered valuable results to the community with a  94% increase in students earning degrees and certificates, with more than 85% of graduates continue to live and work in our region.    More than 12,000 have successfully transferred to four-year colleges and universities, saving tens of thousands of dollars in college debt due to their strong start at LCCC; and

	WHEREAS, In May 2019, 43% of high school graduates earned college credits from LCCC through the college’s robust College Credit Plus program, saving families more than $6.5 million in tuition; and

5.	The Board reserves the right to limit comments that are duplicative of comments already made during the current or recent meetings, for the purpose of avoiding repetition of the same comments.
6.	The Board reserves the right to deny public comment regarding matters that pertain to pending or imminent legal proceedings.  The Board may determine at any time during a person’s comments that such comments concern such matters.
7.	Persons speaking during public comment must identify their name and residence.
8.	Public comment is not to be used for personal attacks or disparaging remarks towards the character of other persons, whether 		they be public or private. Speakers engaging in such remarks will be cautioned to discontinue, or required to cease their 			comments. If they do continue, persons addressing topics that are not the subject to the Board’s business shall similarly be 		cautioned and such comments ceased.
