The Roth IRA option has been identified as an additional benefit that can assist county employees to save for retirement by expanding their portfolio options to include additional possible tax advantages; and

WHEREAS, the CCAO and State of Ohio deferred compensation programs are hereby authorized to offer this option to the employees of said county and to become fully informed as to their retirement options.
